While all was joy© i* aim " < hParloua without

Warden Mark Finley ordered that the prls-

It was hard to look on any of these men without
a feeling of pity, or at least regret, at the cause
that led to tbeir eonllneinent.

"HONEST JOHN CAMERON."
Death of Captain John Cameron by an Apoplec-

tic Strclse on New Year's Day, After
Forty Years' Faithful Sevvice.

Yesterday morning, at a few minutes before ten "

o'clock, one of the bravest, most efficient and
oldest police officers in New York died at the cornerof Third avenue and Twenty-third street.
"Honest John Cameron," as ho has been called for
over twenty years, while attempting to catch/a
Crund Central car going south, at the upper
corner of Twenty-second street and Third avenue,
tripped and fell while running between the curbstoneand the inside car track, and lay in the
street on nis lace gasping tor orcam. xne penes-
trians ami bystanders, noticing the brave
old gentleman - lying prono and helpless,
ran to his assistance, and he was
carried Into the dlug store at the
same corner, from which he started
to ran lor a car. A crowd collected, and Captain
Leary, of the Twenty-sixth precinct, who was just
going down town on the same errand on which
Captain Cameron had started (torn the Eighteenth
precinct station house.namely, to make his morn-
Ing returns at Police Headquarters.seeing a
crowd gathered, plunged into the drug store
and took charge of the dying officer. Police Sur-
geon White, of the Eighteenth precinct, and Drs.
Persch and Lawson were summoned to the assistanceol the Captain, and as soon as they arrived
they applied restoratives of various kinds.sal
volatile and ammonia.but it was all in vain.
There was a nervous twitching of the eyelids, an
effusion of blood to the face and head, and in less
than ten minutes after he had been
carried into the drug store Captain Cameron,one of the best police officers
in the Metropolitan Department, was dead.stone
dead. Officer l.n Hue, who has been for many
years under the command of Captain Cutneron,
was the first nan to go for a doctor, and he called
on Dr. Uelclter, in Twentieth street, and, telling
hira the circumstances, asked lor his immediate
assistance. Dr. Helcher informed him that he bad
a patient then under his charge and that be could

Officer La Rue then ran to inform Warden Bren-
nan, at Rellevue Hospital, having ascertained that
doctors had arrived to furnish assistance.that, an
ambulance was needed to take the body of Captain
Cameron to his residence, at 119 Can-
non street, between Stanton and Houston
streets. Warden Brcnnan was thunderstruckat the news or the sadden and
unexpected death of Captain Catnerou: but. act-
ing with his usual promptitude, he got the am-
balance out himscli and drove It down to the drugstore. The body of the old otliccr was carried out
