BRAVERY'OF THE FIREMEN.

List ot;"ithe Losses of the Actors and
- the Management.

At alquatter o five o'clock last night & fire broje
‘et 1 the Fifth Avenue Theatre that completely
ddestyoyed that bullding and all its eontents. The
Mirst indication of the fire was noticed by Mr.
Aaron Appleton, the treasurer of the theatre, As
he was counting wp the house after-the matinée, In
the boxoillice, he felt a quantity of smoke rushing
through the register. Belng deslrons of dnding out
where the smoke came from, he called to Charley,
4he office boy, and directed him to look into the
theatre and see what was golng en. While the
boy was away the amoke grew denser, and Mr,
Appleton, realizing that a fire had started some-
where beneath him, hurried to the floor helow,
Rushing down the narrow staircase that led to the
‘wauit where the farnaces were sltuated, he was
met by 4 volame of smoke and flame that
~grevellied his penefrating beyond the door lead-
imginto the space under the auditorium. In the
exciiement of the moment and being withoot any

eother means, he pulied down the sign that used to
stand over the box ofMce and commenced Lo batter
down the door with it. In o few minutes Kelly, the
machiniat, arrived with an axe, but before they
would burst.open the door

THE FLAMES BURST OUT
over it and compelled them to ny. Beelng the
theatre was on fire, and nothing conld save the
body of the building, Mr. Appleton dashed back Lo
the box ofMice and tried to get the money ont of the
mafe. Through the blinding smoke -and burning
fame he pnlled out drawer after drawer and
emptied the contents into his pockets. He suc-
cecded in getling the recelpts of the matinée and
some other moneys, snd was golog back to take
out the valuables in the gafe when the flremen
arrived and prevented him from going agaln ioto
the buliding. The fire broke out, from what can
@¢ ancertalned, in the lurnaces underneath the box
office, in the (ront of the theatre. It then passed
underneath the fioor of the auditorium and
BWEPT WITH TERRIBLE RAPIDITY
10 the stage. The draught from the front of the
house was very strong, and gave a double fury
to the lgmes. The watchman had gone to supper
only a few minutes before the fire broke out, He
had carried with him the key of the door that led
into the back of the house, which Mr. Appleton
tried to break down. The curiain ‘was down, the
stage was set and everything was in order for the
evening performanve, When the flames burst
through the Nooring of the parquet they caught
up the chalrs and soon dashed into the orchestras
The woodwork of the partitions lent additional aid,
and with renewed vigor the fames dashed over
the stage, The drop curtain lasted but a moment,
and the opening caused by its fall created a great
current for the sweep of the fire. The handsome

Description of the Theatre.

The Fifth Avenue Theatre, which was utterly
destroyed lagt night, was originally erected in
1867, asan uptown *“gold room," for the gratiflcation
of the uneasy spirits who could neither meke nor
lose enough money down town durlng the day
time. They used L0 have a sort of an hospital to
congregnte in at night, and here, after the gas was
lightcd, on the site of the stage cntrance to the Old
Hippodrome, the clamor and discordance were
almost infernal, After the gold fever had abated
the house was let to George Ohristy, as a negro
minstrel hall, and classic per.ormances of the
burnt-cork character were given upstairs, while
ou the ground floor a Jarge Dbilllard hall
flourished and billiard balls were shot to and
fro. Negro minstreisy falled here and so did bil-
liards, and it was let out to & variety show, which
falled In most miserable sueessjon. In January,
1869, the theatre waa altered, and, In fact, It might
have been sald te be nearly rebullt, by John
Brougham ostensibly, although it was James Fisk,
Jr., who furnished the money, he belng the real
proprietor, as it appeared to the public eyeina
very short time, when Mr. Brougham's name dis-
appearéd and when Fisk's name glared forth in
hold letters. On the evening of Monday, January
26, 1860, the new Brougham theatre was opened to
the public vith the two-act comedy of “Better Late

Than Never,” written by the manager himself, and
the burlesque of “The Dramatic Review of 1568,"
A bandsome and substantisl awnplog was the
first thing noticeable to the stranger at the front
of the bullding. There were three doorways, with
& lobby having & neat tiled pavement, and from
this iobby, on either side, a handsome binck wal-
nut stalrwiy led to the upper eircles of the honse.
On golug up a step or two, and where a red door
WAl swung open, mIdel.i panel mouldings dis-
covered themseives, and the aspeet was very
cheeiful. The seats were arranged in semi-
circles, and the chairs had white frames, The
walls on elther side were walnscotted in ok four
feet high, and above these oak AUrfuces were
rows ol dakzling mirrors, The balcouies were
guarded with a handsome wire vinework,
painted  white and artistically pleked  with
gold. The dross circle seats were simbar to
those in  the argue having iron frames
ainted white, with upholstery of pink diamond
eather, The celling was  beautilully panelled
around the ventilators, From the centre of the
celling depended & handsome chandelier, with
BOme lurl,z Jhandeome poreelain burners, the light
from which was reflected by Innumerable crysuiis
and glittering peadants, by which the body of the
handelier was hul At either side of the andi-
torium, adjoining the proscenium, were three boxes
divided from the rest ol the house by iron-latlice
work painted wulte and gold, behind which were
sliding curtaing of crimson silk chatelaine. The
mquel. was where the floor of the biliard
was  formerly, and the dress clrele
Wwian where  the  parquet of the nego
Minstrel Hall was formerly. The stage was lorty-
five feet front by ity lfeet deep. € srage had
some resemblance to thut at Wallnek's, being
fanked by columns, with earved sgro l-work,
painted In white and gold, with a background of
rose pink. Mr. Duly had a very hfndsome drop-
curtain painted lately. The meéchanics’' lofts for
working the flies were on either side of the huild-
Ing, with & lcvel on the dress cirele, and Lhe scene
paluters held possession of the gullerien further
up, on n level with the family cirele, The
carpenter’s shop was stll higher ap, over |
the auditorium, and in front of this' were
the costumers’ rooms. The dressing rooms,
green room and property roome were located
under the auditorium, and were kept in avery neat
and orderly state. There were a AL number of
traps on the stage, and the machinery was very
complicated. All the flats of importamce were
constructed on single frames, and were lowered
down or holsted up instead of being run off in
grooves, The trnn‘fumnnls for working the lights
were quite novel and worked extremely well, ‘The
bullding was valued at about §200,000,and belonged
to the estate of Mrs. Lucy D, Fisk, the widow of
Colonel James Fisk, Jr,

A Tragedy of Five Years Ago.
1t was closé to the entrance to the Fiith Avenue
Theatre that & tragedy wad enacted on Wedngsduy
afternoon, December 12, 1867, that excited con-
sldersble attention among Thesplans, as tne two
principal performers were membera of the theatri-
cal profession. A feeling of rivalry haa existed for
some time between a negro minstrel named Bam-
uel Sharpley or Sharpé, of the Theatre Comique,
and Edwin Kelly , of Kelly & Leon's Minstrel troupe,
Broadway., The two men met in the theatre and
engaged in wordy warfare at the termination of
the matinée at the Filth Avenue Theatre. A Aght
ensued, In which Thomas Sharpley, & brother of
Samuel's and Kelly'as partner, Leon, took a band
