THE IMMIGRANT ITALIANS

What Caused Them to Leave Sunny
Italy for America.

Shepherds, Farmers, Carpenters and Stone
Masons Arriving as an Offset to the

Banditti and Lazzaroni.

The Story They Tell of Trouble on

Liana ana &ca.

Yesterday * Herald reporter, accompanied by
an interpreter familiar with the patois of every
district of Italy, visited, for the second time, the
recently arrived emigrants from the port of Genoa.
These poor people, it seems, have been misunderstoodupon all sides. The only truth that has been
reached by all the efforts heretofore made is that
they are poor and they are miserable, ft now
turns out that they have been the victims of every
phase of misfortune. The representatives of the
Italian government here, in their peculiar efforts
to defend them, only threw sand in the eyes or
honest Inquirers. The steamship companies
had lanlts of mismanagement to conceal.
The Interpreter at Oaetle Garden was often atfaalt
in his attempts to please all parties, and the result
was that the Herald alone oame near the trnth,
from its Independent standpoint. It discovered
that all were more or less to blame; that certain ot
the men who arrived had been undoubtedly banditti; that many more had been laszaronl, and that
all of them had been victimized. They were victimizedIn their own country before they left it;
they were victimized at their starting and during
every stage of their journey to thlB country, and
they were victimized by their loudcst-volced
friends on their arrival.
Home of these men were shepherds, some were

small farmers or farm laborers in their own country.They came from the poorest provinces of
Italy.from the Ahruzzl, irom the campagnes abont
Rome and from Calabria. They all tell a sad story.
They were identified with the liberal movement in
Italy. They marched and fought with Garibaldi to
place Victor Emmanuel upon the throne, and,
loving the Pope, they loved liberty more. Ever
since I860 their taxes, then merely nominal, have
increased, gradually swelling np till they engulfed
all their scant earnings. Last year they were
taxed .flity franca for the house or hovel in which
they lived, lour francs for each member of the
family, four franca for a cow. two trance for a
goat and one franc for a sheep. The highest
wages they oonld command were three
francs (sixty cents currency) per day.
Many who received but two francs were
carpenters or stone masono, and were good workmen.They sold everything they had to get to
this country, which the agents of the shippinghouses of uenoa, Naples and Turin represented as
fall of everything desirable at a nominal price,
while immense fortunes awaited the lucky ones
who came to it. Letters of Introduction were
handed in handruls to each purchaser of a ticket.
They were addressed to an Italian residing lu
Baxter street, New York, and were supposed to
insure instant cmnloyment. The fallowing will
give some Idea oi the way in which many of theu
left Italy

STATE*KNTS (IK THE PAS8KNOER8.
Dominlco Manguso, of Arinento dl Baslllcato, in

the viciulty of Naples, sa.vs:."lam a poor man, and
I had a large family. I am about flfty-Uve years of
age. I worked upon a licorice plantation. An
agent of Pletro Baero, ol Naples, came to Uy house
and said to me that U 1 came to America I would be
some day soon able to return to Italy and live in
luxury. The agent gave me a hill of fare, and I
read it. 1 rend that I should receive three meals
each day. There was fresh meat, fresh bread and
potatoes, as well as soups and coffee,
included In the hill of fare, bo 1 left my wife and
came away. When 1 got

ON UOAKP THE SHIP
I was given only salt meat, and the coffee was not
coffee; It was simply a colored beverage given me
to drink, and wlucli I bad to take, bnt was without
the taste or smell ol coffee. The soup, with
a slice of salt meat and a potato sometimes raw
and sometimes falling to uleces. was our onlv meal
at Midday. Some ofthe passengers fell sick. The
doctor came, and In a very short time after he gavethem medicine they all died. Wo all noticed the
cflect of the medicine, and the other sick ones reCasedto take it. I paid 200f. for ray passage from
Naples to New York, and came from Havre on the
steamship Erin."

STATEMENT OF OENNARO MfSOLINO.
"I sailed on hoard the steamship Erin on Decemberis. The meals served dallv coim'sted of the

following allowance.In the morning one pint of
coffee, or, I should say, hot water, and about three
ounces of bread. At noon I got some hroth, or hot
water with an onnce of rice in it, and three or four
potatoes, with a piece of salt meat, the stench of
which was unbearable.''

Petit Mshan..This Is one of a number of outlyingislands and ledges which dot the coast, and is considered

dangerous to vesaels which are striving to gain the Inside
thoroughfares in stormy weather.
Oranbkrkt Islands..These islands lie off the entrance

to flouthwest Harbor of Mt Desert, a harbor of refuge,and one of the many harbors run for by vessels in stormyweather.
Matiniccs Seal Island..This Is a low, barren Island

lying off Isle an HautBay, directly in the track of vessels
seeking shatter, and can be seen but a short distance In
thick weather. It is proposed to place a house of rcluge
upon this island, having the necessary articles for preservingIU<e placed in it, as well as signals by which shipwreckedcrews tail make known their presence, so that
assistance can be rendered tl-om the main.

IV bits Hsad.In the vicinity of this island It is proposedto place a station. The exact locality has not vet
been determined upon, owing to the very stormyweather, which has precluded the possibility or selectingthe site.
Cafe Hnall Point.It is proposed to establish a station

at this point, It being reported a very dangerous point,and many lives have-been lost in the vicinity.Wood Island.This island lies to the eastward of CapeElisabeth and is in the track of vessels making a harbor,and, though no particular site has been selected, it is
proposed to place a station In that vicinity.
