KUrKUUKATED STEAM.
"What is superheated steam f" began the reporter.
"Superheated steam Is steam heated apart from

water. If you apply heat to water it is converted
into steam at 212 degrees of heat. Apply as much
additional heat to that as you choose, you get no
superheated steam until there Is no water remainingin the presence of the steam. But when the
steam has been, as it were, drained of water, and

in a boiler. Tlio statement tnat steam
-In the pipes, after the tires are banked, turns into
gas and heats the pipes red hot is not only absurd
hut impossible. If it were so. why not Keep iho
fires banked all the time and save fuelv The statementthat a pound of steam occupies 2,floo times
the space or a pound of water is a mistake, the
truth being that one cubic Inch of water generated
into steam of 212 degrees temperature and fifteen
pounds pressure occupies 1,700 cubic, inches or
spnce;and as you increase the temperature and
pressure of yonr steam yon lower its volume, ho
that steam 01251 degrees temperature and thirty
pounds pressure has a volume oi ouly s«;t as comparedwith water, aud-eo on.
