THE THEORY OF “RING"” MAKING.

Facts for the People and Politicians to
Read and Think About.

About midway between Eighth and Ninth aves
nnes, on Fourteenth street, stands a large, arlsto-
cratic mansion, with an imposing front and o
Aight of marble steps leading to & doorway that
seems to weleome all who approach, There is no
brown stone balustrade nlong the sidewalk to ren.
der the mansgion exclusive looking, but the old-
Btyle, spear-topped ralling eurves mnward, without
sny gateway or wilcket, to the doorposts on elther
hand; two lamps at the fool of the steps shed
& cheery light over street portal and facade. The
gtrect number of the establishment I8 335, and the
polished doorpiate bears the Inscription, in plain
Roman letters, “W, F. Havemeyer.,” This staid,
stately and in some respects old-time appearing
resldence is the home of the newly elected Mayor
of this city; and, standing alooe, as it does, it
looks Just us independent and solld stracturally as
Its owner is known to be pecunlarily and politl-
cally.

On Saturday evening a ITERALD reporter ascended
the marble steps, rang the hell, and in a few mo-
ments presented a card to o neat-looking mald
servant who responided to the summons. She in.
vited the reporter to enter, stated that Mr. Have-
meyer lad not yet left the dinner table, and di-
rected the news gatherer, whom lmpertinent people
might cougider “*a horrid interviewer,' to be seated
In the Ubrary, a smull apartment to the right
of the vestibule, It was impossible not to
potlee the almost baroninl expanse of that
Iarge hall, with its Lroad turned stalrcase amd
general appearance of comlort. While the maid
wans about presenting the caller's card to the
Mayor the reporter took a mental inventory of
some interesting objects In the small study into
whicn he was ushered. The lurniture consisted
briefly of a large folding secretary, with the writ-
log leal turned open, as though the Mayor had
been hard at work when summoned to dinner,
Several bookceases, with tier upon tler of

gented & boar at bay, and two small taper sockets,
al#o of bronze, presented mwodels of boars’ heads,
with bristle-clad occiputs and dangerous, fang-like
tusks, Directly over these was  suspended

penmansiip, ol about the slze of & page of the
Hexarp, and set in a heavy carved and gilt frame.
The central panel setsforth in letters of varied
form aud prettlly grouped lines, that “The Board
of Canvassers of the Clty of New York do hereby
certily, determine and deciare™” that, at a certain
election for Muayor, held In 18566, “Willlam F.

Itis
clalmed thut the boat is the property of the Erie
Railroad Company, having been trunslerred to them
by the New Yourk and Boalon Express Company,
and that the lnst transier of the vessel at the Cus-
tom House stands In the name of the Erle Com-
pany. But, on the other band, a counter claln is
sct up by a person named Swith, of Baltimore, to
ownership of the Hugh Bolton, and it is alleged,
therefore, that the act of Captain Goodwin in re-
moving the Boltun was of a piratical nature. By
consent of the District Attorney the Captain was
discharged on his own recognizances until to-day,

A Prosperous Year Just Closed—
Lively Times Expected.

New Avenue a Field for Speculations—The High
Rates Property Command in This Vieinity—
Btreets Without a Name—The Riverside Park
s Bettled Fact—The Comptroller Will Pay
Awards for This and Broadway Widening
This Week—A Water Route for the West
Side—The Dock Commissioners to Build and
Repair Docks for This Purpose—The Rapid
Transit Problem Solved Financially Only in
Favor of the City Becoming the Owner of the
Ronds—Work on the Northern Boulévard To
Be Begun at Once—Private and Public Bales
of Real Estate.

A year of progperity to brokers and dealersin
real estate has just closed, and the first named re-
port the sales they have efacted during the period
of a twelvemonth by the miillons, and these soar-
ing avove the units. Itls true there are only &
few whose business 18 80 extensive, but altogether
every one engaged In this line of trame has not
even & plausible canse to complaln of not baving
done o good year's trade.

1t is nlmost too early to formwany definite idea of
the tmpending transactions, any more than that
the present outlook augurs a very brisk and exeit-
ing trafMe. As we stated last week, the oldest
brokers and operators prognosticate a perfect
avalanche of business, and to thelr mature judg-
ment ail scepties must bow, hence we are found
among those who expeot a very brilllant and lvely
flme, i« i e

Where the line of speculation I8 to be located no
one can at present furm the slighteat conjecture,
The east gide 18 80 nearly bullt up that but very few
Jots are in the market, and what there 18 left are
held very high, and deservedly so. From the fact
that this portion of our city is very nearly all graded,
sewered and the curb and gutters get, impending
assegsments are thereby avolded, and no ad-
ditional burdens can be saddled on 0 property
east of Fifth avenus except for paving the streets,
and this tax 1s generally very light.

Tue west slde, however—[rom the fact that here
there 18 more room, a great number of lots avall-
able for first ¢class residences, as well as for an ex-
tension of business—promiscs more inducements
for speculations, Especially will this be the
cage on the New avenue, runuing [rom
100th strest, between Eighth and Ninth avenues, in-

tersecting avenue St. Nicholas at 124th street. This
thoroughiare will goon be opened in counnection
with Morning Side Park, upon which a large body
of laborers are now at work., New avenue, from
its proximity to both Central and Mornlng Side
Parks, must shortly become a grand and select
street for privite reshklences, especlally between
100tk and 126th streets, being 80 near both of the
