him—

get it, aa I have to go to Court at ten o'clock."

The attendant asked Stokes what he wanted for
breakfast, and Stokes musingly sald:—

“] think that 1 will have sume broiled steak,
eome shad and 4 pos of tea, that's all—and some
potatoes."

The breakfast was bronght, and Stokes, notwith-
standing that he had passed a semewhat restiess
night, ate heartily. e was then shaved cleanly
and he dressed himself quickly, but without any
confusion. He wore a white linen shirt, of spot-
1ves hue, and had a bandsome diamond pin, valued
at §1,200, in his bosom. He pat on a dark tie, with
rrimson mixture; black trousars, black kid gloves
and a short Inslde cont. Ower all he wore a hand-
gome dark blue overcoat, trimmed with astrakban
on the collar and edges all wronnd,  Stokes never
looked better, and under any cireumstances he is
a4 handsome man; but his spirity did not seem to
be at all depressed, although he knew perfectly
well that he was golng to recelve sentence of
death in a Court not halfa mile distant from his
cell,  Ata lew minuotes before ten o'clock

The party, together with Horace Stokes, the
younger brother of the prisoner, walked through
the gourtyard of the prison, and after passing the
witket lound themselves outside of the door en the
Franklim street entrance.

Btokes got out and with a firm step walked |

toward the Broadway entrance of the Court House,
The bullding itsell was surrounded on all sides
by immense magses of people waiting to get a
glance at the prisoner; but he did not seem to
notice them, apd at the Broadway entrance the
crowd was rather thin—as a crowd is always biind
when It has no leader—and no one belleved buc
that he would go in at the main entrance, as If the
Sherlff were In charge of some curiosity from &
zircus and not & poor human belng about to re-
‘celve the last sentence of the law.

Judge Boardman bogan to speak the barning
words prepuratory to the petual sentence with a
distinet but saddened utterance. Amnd let it be said
of this genteman, who 15 not moch known to this
city or its citizens, that scidom or ever has a judg-
ment been delivercd or 4 sentence pronounced
with the selemnity and eternal fitness that charae-
tertzed the remarks of Judge Douglas Boardman,
The listener might kave transfervod himself or her-
sell & hundred years back: might bave walked up
the Gemounisn steps of Old Newgate ; might have
entered the hall of Lost Footsteps, and there, amid
the horse-halr wigs and brecohes and raplers
of the lawycrs, the voice of  the sitling
magiatrate, lord of the 014 Balley, and the terror
to honse-Ureakors and horae-thieves might have
been beard relegaung the unhappy criminal to
Tyburh Tree and St, Giles' Court.

the Frankiyn street side of the bullding. Under
the gloomy archway Stokes passed, in all proba-

INPORTANT FROM BOLIVIA.
President Morales Shot by liis

Nephew, Commander La
Faye, of the Army.

History of Events Leading to the Com-
mission of the Deed.

Details of the Tragedy—Public Consequences of
the Event—The Republic Tranguil—A New
Government Chosen by Congress—Scenes
in the Hall of Parliament—A Bough
Bession and Its Probable Fruits.

Liua, Dec. 13, 1872,

General Agustin Morales, the Presldent of Boll-
vla, was murdered in La Paz, on the 27th of last
month, in a private quarrel which he provoked
while intoxicated. The assassin was his own
nephew, Commander La Fuayé, of the Bolivian
Army.

PROMOVANT CAUVSES TO THE BLOODY DEED,

Te fully compreheud the particuiars of this shiock-
Ing aMair It |s necessary to briefly reélate the excit-
Ing occurrences which took place on the four days
immediately preceding the catastrophe, and the
effect which they produced towards hastening the
end, Morales for some wecks had becn on bad
terms with Congress, the misunderstanding
growing out of the decided opposition on
the part of the Legslature to the de-
signa of Morales respecting the Aullagas
silver mines. Thia immensely valuable property,
belonging to the rich family of the Artichl, had long
been covetled by the Presldent, and he Improved the
supposed existence of a breach of the mining laws
Ly the owners to propose that Congress should
conflscate the estate for the benefit of the nation.
The Assembly, however, refused to listen to the
project of the Executive, clearly perceiving the
ulterior deslgns of General Morales, From this
clreumatance an open rupture was feared between
the two oppesing parties,

On the 24th of November the President was
hanqueting in the palace, celebrating with his fol-
lowers and captains the second anniversary of
the overthrow of Melgarejo, his deadly foe. The
furious character of the man was exclted to almost
madness by the recollection of his wvictory
and by the coplous libatlons he offered
In  memory of the eveat. Rising from
the table, he staggered to the building
occapied by Congress, at that moment In sesslon,
and meeting some of the Senators aml Deputles in

the lobhy, commenced assalling them with threata
and vile abuse for their persistency in thwarting
his plans, Fortupately, he was persmaded, on
some pretext or other, to withdeaw from the
seene, and he retired still breatbiog ostls of luture
vengeance. .
CONGRESS ALARMED,

The memhers ol Congress were maturally enough
alarmed at the uspect of airirs, the session waes
suspended and a general consultation was held to
declde upon the course to be followed. In the
midst of the conference Colonel Daza, ome of Mor-
ale’s creatures appeared at the dour of the hall,
accompanied by & lew (roopers and a military
band. 'The guard on doty ehdeavored to prevent
the entrance of the mtroders, but was obliged
to yield to superior force. Advancing towards the
centre of the chamber, Daza drew his sabre, an
action Instantly imitated by his companions, and
bru{.a {.D{t'in Into a mt:m.
