I appear voluntarily bclore the Committee, without a
uniuii>n«, because I huvc been mentioned in the testlmonyas the ow ner ot stuck in the Credit Motiilicr while

1 was a member ot Congress; 1 desire that I muy be examinedin relation to my purchu*e of that stock ; I hate

have so held It, as the books will show; I held seventyliveshares as my own and twenty-five shares as trustee
lor my wile, making one hundred shares In
all; I always regarded it as a legitimate slock
operation, and never denied having made the
investment; it did not Interfere with my dutiesa* a memberof Congress; 1 entered Congress in UMiA, and retired
lour years afterwards; during that time neither the
Credit Mobilier nor the union Pacific Railroad required
any legislation by Congress that i know ol;

all I had agreed to take: at tlrst seventy live shares were
paid lor uud transferred to me in December, I*d7, and
some time afterwards tlie additional twcnty-Uve shares
which I had transferred to me as a trustee for my wife:
this completed the original contract between Dr. Duram
ami myself, and 1 had no idea of wrong In tlie matter,
nor do I now see how it concerns tlie public; no one con
neclcd with either the Credit MoDilicr or tlie Union
l'ac lie Kaiiroad ever directly or indirectly or in auy
way hinted that my

HKBVICKS AS A MEM11KR Or CONCBESS
wore expected in behalf of either corporation in considerationot the stock I obtained, anil certuialy no such
aervices were ever rendered; I was much lesscmliarrusscdas a member of Congress by the ownership of
Credit Mohilicr stock than I should have been had I
owned stock in a national hank, or In an iron furnace, or
a woollen mill, or even as a bidder of govt-rnmeul bonds,
lor there was important legislation wliilo 1 was in Congressaffecting all these interests, hut-.no legislation
whatever concerning the Credit Mobilier; 1 therefore
find nothing in my couduct in that regard to regret; it
was in uiy judgment

BOTH HONEST AND HONORABLE
and consistent with my position as n member of Congress,and as the investment turned out to lie profitable
my only regret is thut it was 110 large r in uniount.

Ames had once asked me. to subscribe for $5,t*i0 of it, hut
that I hud declined the offer; Mr. McComb
replied tliul I could get tlint stock yet. und
that lie wished I would do so; I told him that I knew but
iiiuc annul 11 aim inquired ns vaiue Mi' saut trial would
depend somewhat on circumstances, but that I need nut
hesitate because of thai; thnt he thought ho could get it
at par. and that he would take it, turnish the money to
liny tor it and allow me au advance, which would have

would enforce his rights at law; that he did not want to
have or make uu> unnecessary trouble about it. but that
he would not oe cheated out of it, and that he w as willing
to do anything for peace, short ot surrendering bis rights;
that to go to law would lead to striie, delay unvj expense,
but that he would go through with it all if dricvn to it:
the impression w lilch he made on my mind was mat if
he eould get tiie stock, even by indirection, he would ra
tlicr do that than resort to the courts aad in this eonnec- I
tlon he saul tuat there was other spick In ttie same positionas tiiat, w hich he said I could get, and that therefore
that was no reasonable excuse lor the company treating
him as they had done; as

EXAMINATION of COMMODORE GARRISON.

Commodore C. K. Garrison was then sworn, and testifiedthat he never was connected with the Credit Mobilier
or the Union Pacific ltnilroud to the amount ol one dollar,
olther direotlv or Indirectly; was entirely Ignorant of
any dealings of uny member of Congress or any Senator
in the stock:

Within a few days after the passage of this act

Mr. Howe was retained to de.end a man by the
name of William J. Barclay, who wuh indicted
beiore Recorder Hackett lor burglary at the Grand
Hotel, in this citv. The prisoner was convicted;but, owing to some objections
of a technical character Interposed by his
counsel during the trial, although the
guilt, of the prisoner was clearly established, RecorderHackett granted the counsel's motion lor a
new trial. The then District Attorney, feeling that
he had a notorious criminal within his grasp,
deemed It Ills dnty to immediately place the prisoneron trial for the same otfence. This being the
first case tried under the operation ol the new Jury
law, Mr. Howe objected to those Jurors who had
heard the case and had consequently formed an
opinion as to the guilt of the prisoner. The learned
Recorder then put the following question to the
Jurors whom Mr. Howe challenged:.
tiucstion.Can you, without regard to any Impressionyou have formed, give a true verdict 011

the testimony to be given in this case 1
Mr. Howe, In an argument of great length, insistedthat the act In question was wholly unconstitutional,liccausc by its provisions it deprived

a prisoner of his right to a common law Jury.a
right guaranteed by the constitution and upon
which no Legislature could infringe. Counsel furtherclaimed that, under this jury law a lather or a
brother of a prosecutor would be a competent witnesswhile entertaining tlic most bitter and malignantfeelings against the accused, und that,
substantially, this unconstitutional enactment
actually makes a Juror the judge of his own competency.
The Recorder overruled Mr. Howe's objections,

upon which exceptions W9re duly taken, a writ of
error obtained and the entire proceedings removed
Into the Supreme Court, beiore the General Term
of which this very interesting question will be presentedto-morrow.
Thus it Is obvious that If any Jurors on the Stokes

case were empanelled under the statute referred
to mid .subject to legal exception, and the General
Term to-morrow should agree with Mr. Howe that
the "Jury act" is unconstitutional, then of course
the decision will apply to the Stokes case, and a
new trial must be granted him.
