SEER AS A POPULAR BEVERAGE.

Interesting Statistics of the Brewing InterestIs
Whiskey Going Out of fashion I.Informationand Suggestions for Lawmakers.

Albast, Jan. 20, 1873.

Certain parties, organized as a large and influentialassociation, have combined to obtain the

passage of a law by the present Legislature which
shall give the power to the majority of citizens
resideat within such political bounds to say whether
there shall or shall not be granted'llcense to sell
SUstUled or fermented liquors within each ward of
a city or each township of a county In the State.
The policy and probable effect of such a statute,
which is commonly known as the Local Option Law,
I propose to briefly discuss as a matter 01 general,
U not universal interest, leaving the constitutional
question involved to the courts, where It properly
belongs.

the rnorosED law
la meant to be prohibitory, and is to be enacted In
order to prevent the manufacture and sale, and
consequently the drinking, or any liquor in which
alcohol In small or large qnantles may exist. It
apparently draws no lino between any of those
beverageB. Cider, whlcli contains between seven

and eight per cent of alcohol; the so-called lager
beer, which has between three and four per cent,
and even small beer, which has less than two, are

equally proscribed with Scotoh whiskey, which
sometimes has as high as fifty-six per cent.
Root beer, though It contains irom two to
eight per cent, according to Its age
and the amount of molasses used In Its
manufacture, and mead and metbelyn, oldfashioneddrinks, having a percentage of alcohol
equal to the Inferior grades of whiskeyB and
currant wine, which averages twenty per cent,
aoem to.be not provided for; but this Is possibly
because they contain so mnch fermentable
mucilage as to render them unhealthy, and the
framers of the measure think their use will bring
Its own punishment. The law is sweeping
enough in its terms and purpose, and its prolectorsseem to suppose they will he ahle, in most
places, to induce the majority of the people to vote
against licenses, and so introduce an era of
sobriety and decorum unparalleled In the annals
of the world. The general prohibitory laws tried
hitherto having proved so disastrous in their
effects on the morals of the community, and on
the general peace and content of the poor.being
powerless for good and powerful for evil.the
advocates of compulsory total abstinence seem to
have abandoned them in order to trv the effect of
a special law acting on Isolated and select communities.As snch laws, general or special, are
baBed on the same principle, as they are all In
derogation of the liberty of the citizen, it is
proper to review the results of those hitherto
enacted and to examine Into the canse of their
failure.

HISTORY OP KNQLI9H EFFORTS.
About a hundred aad thirty years since the

English Parliaments undertook to prohibit the
se of ardent spirits entirely. Prevlons to that.

by tbe act 01 the second year of George II..a dnty
was laid on spirits, over all other duties, of five
hillings per gallon, and each retailer was
assessed twenty pounds as a license fee. This
ed tbe way to evasion; drunkenness increased,
and the law, being found to be impracticable, was

repealed. Forthwith, by way of celebration
of the event, every one nearly made it his business
to get drnnk. This roused the indignation of Parliament,which passed the act of the 9 George II.,
by which the retailing of aruent spirits or any kind
was absolutely and positively prohloited. Lord
Cholmondcly and other noblemen and gentlemen
were active In producing this law,.which was
Stringent In Us provisions and severe in its penalties.The effect of the scheme had best be told In
the words of Lord Cholmondely himself, when he
spoke afterwards in favor or Its repeal, lie admittedIn his speech that the impossibility of enforcingthe law had been predicted both in and out
of the houses of legislation. "Hut," said he, "so
furious was our zeal that no heed was given to
such prophecies. What was the consequence V Mo
man could.no man would.observe the law, and
it gave such a turn to the spirit of the people that
no man conld with safety venture to become an
Informer." And he went on to show bow the Informershad been mobbed and even murdered;
how the government had been obliged to hold
troops in readiness to meet threateued rebellion,
while in the meanwhile the law was a nullity. The
government found prosecutions expensive and
convictions Impossible; and, above all, it wna
found that the people abandoned malt liquors and
lighter beverages and became more and more ad
dieted to spirits. It became ai length so palpable
that the law aggravated the evils It was euacied to
cure, that it was by general consent repealed.

THE KXPKK1KNCK OF SCOTLAND.
In Scotland a prohibitory law met with a singular

Success, but one by no means gratifying to tho
friends of temperance. There a heavy taxation
drove out malt liquors and made the populace fall
back upon the flerlcr potation. The £>cotch became,and remain to this day, the greatest whiskeydrinkingpeople In the world. It is true that this
legislation, made In the Interest, of the English
orewcra, was cnangeu, out 100 late to remedy uie
evil. The Scotch ale now made Is excellent, nut it
is manufactured more for exportation than home
consumption. The Scotchman disdains his twopenny
ale when he can get his whiskey, and Burns'
couplet.

Wl' twopenny wc fear nac evlf,Wl' usquchash we lacc the deevil.
Is a lively sentiment In the mind ol the average
Scot to this day. In this country tne prlncipid prohibitorylaws have been those or Muiue ami Mii.-sactiusetta,with some attempts at the thlmr In Wisconsin,and an act In Ohio, which may be defined
as prohibition run mad. Local option lias been
tried In Pennsylvania, partially in New fork and
locally in New Jersey. Then there is an excise law
In New York which forbids the sale of any liquors,distilled or fermented, on Sundays. The result of
these has not been the decrease of drunkenness.
They have injured the brewers, but rather helpedthe distillers. It Is dlttlcult to get beer in some
places, but no man In Maine nor Massachusetts
nor Wisconsin nor Ohio nor New York need go
without his whiskey. Experience proves, despite
the way in which

evaded or disregarded. It haa engendered deceit
and lairtehood, and created contempt for Hie law

If the premises assumed by Its friends, that any
drink containing alcohol In any per centage is a
deadly poison be correct, what right, have they to
delegate to the majority of a community the power
to permit themselves or neighbors with suicidal
propensities, to destroy themselves? According to
them arsenic Is ambrosia and prnssic acid is nectar,when compared with anything ol which alcoholmay be even an inconsiderable ingredient; bnt
men are not allowed to sell these when It la known
they are to be swallowed by human beings, exceptnnder the prescription of a physician. Suppose a
law were passed permitting every one to vend <
there poisons in a ward or township if a majority. 1
of the Inhabitants decreed it, and, if not, not. The 1
absurdity of the proposition would make some i
laugh and shock others.

It be, while prohibiting prnssic acid In Its undiluted I
state, men were forbidden to sell pcuch kernels, i
bitter almonds or wild cherry bark, all of which
contain prusalc aeid in appreciable quantities.

Again, by the proposed measure, Coldwatcr

township may vote to have no liquor sold
within its bounds, whilo Lush township, just adjoining,and separated from it by an imaginary line,
may vote the other way. On one side ot a line so
fine that a hair's breadth is a timber login comparison,it becomes a grave misdemeanor, punishable
by fine and imprisonment, to do what may be done
on the other side, not only with impunity, but

the matter, The law, whether bo intended or not,la in the interest of the distillers against that of the 1
brewers.

(the last year being in round numbers, the last
month being estimated) making a total of nearly(03,900,000. At the same time the amount of native
grape wine is increasing year by year. And yet,with all this vast increase, or, we might say, be-
cause.ot It, drunkenness is looked upon with more
disfavor than ever, and excess. Instead of being as
it used to be, considered to be pardonable, and even
rather praiseworthy, by rich and poor, Is mainly
considered to be the vice of the depraved. The
time was when It was lashlonable to be "a threebottleman," and when the guest at the dinner
table was classed as "a milk-sop," utfless he could
drink large draughts of Madeira, supplemented bybrandy er whiskey punch, without flinching It
was a proof of the host's hospitality wh>n the
greater part, of the guetits, at the close of the entertainment,lay under the table. Now a guest who
would leave the house intoxicated would scarcely
receive a second invitation. Even the saturation
or New Year's Day, which a fine old Dutch custom
seemed about to degenerate to, has been softened
Into comparative decorum, and brainless youths
are not so ambitious to make beasts of themselves
by swilling large amounts of elder, thtnl.v disguised
eb champagne. Whlskev drinking is left mainly to
the lower order of roughs, and beer drinking suppliesits place among persons of moderate Incomes.
The rich still indulge in wine, to some extent; but
with them the use of malt liquors Increases. That
this change Is a desirable one la seen by a reference
to the criminal records of the countries where the
fermented drinks are consumed In comparison
with those of whlskev-dnnkinE lands, (if the
offences resulting from other causes, such as
briberies, coining, Ac., where luteuiperauce may be
the Incident, but not the moving power.lt it* unnecessaryto speak. But the records of the beerdrlnkingGerman States show less arrests for
offences resulting Irom Intoxication than in brandydrinkingItussia, or In the whiskey-drlnklug parts
of the United States. In this country the percentageof such arrests is steadily decreasing. And
here the

spring from the whiskey shop and not the beer
saloon. If they occur at the latter Investigation
generally shews the offender to be one of the
patrons of the former out of his element, and not
one of the regular lrequenters of the place. This
Is not because the Germans In Germany are In-
bereutly a better people than others or that the
beer drinkers bere are of a naturally superior
stock ot men. The Inherent qualities of all civil-
lzed and civllizanle peoples are nearly the same.
They are changed and developed by education and i
circumstances. Here education Is general and cir- !
cumstauces favorable. Nor Is the Russian, cither, <
an Inferior man. The Slavonic is a type that Tor i

Celtic. Nor are the Germans any more religious t
than the Russians or ourselves. So far us external t
manifestation goes we are among the most pious
ol States.

is in point of money capital and the nnmber of per-
suns ciiiiiiuyeu. in ibb8 we learn tnat wim a productof ol 6,686,063 7-10 barrels of beer ttie capitalemployed In breweries was $5fl,s55,330, in malt
bouses $Ife,702,073 and in land used in growingbarley and baps $33,382,000.a total of $106,040,003.Taking tbe amount produced tnis year as the basis,which is estimated to be between nine and ten
millions of barrels, the present capital invested
mast reach, in round numbers, $180,000,000. In
tbeBe breweries, malt bouses and farms we have
employed annually nearly 70,000 persous. Hut this
does not take into account tbe branches of mechanicalindustry which the brewery interest calls
to its aid and the large number of coopers, blacksmiths,wagonmakers and other mechanics it employs; the dralt it makes on the services and the
amount it pays to forges, foundries, rolling mills,
stave dealers and railroads.a capital amounting
to nearly as much as it directly uses and labor
nearly equal to what it directly employs. All
this important industrial element it Is proposed
not only to disorder but to actually destroy uy an
experiment necessarily destroying it unless Itself
be a failure.

the poor man cannot do. If the laborer at his middaymeal wants to moisten his lood with a glass oi
beer he is to be deprived of the power to refresh
hluiselt cheaply. The rich man, privileged by his
riches, becomes further privileged by law. A discontentnow acute becomes chronic. You add
another grievance to the stock in hund and widen
still deeper the gulf between the classes. Your
tanatlcal legislator becomes thtls u blind missionarylor the International, and aids to precipitate
the struggle between muscle and poverty on one
side and cralt and riches on the other.a struggle
whose ultimate result no man can foresee, aud
whose probable Incidents make the men of prop-
eriy snuuuer.
No one Ugntly estimates

TUB KVJbS OB DRrNKKNNFSS.
Assaults, affrays, riots and murders are Its certain
consequences, and it depraves aud brutalizes Its
victims as well as beggars and degrades their
families. But these evils cannot be prevented by the
empty enactment of laws prohibiting the sale of
Intoxicating drinks.certainly not by laws which
encourage toe most objectionable form of alcoholic
stimulants by preventing, if effective against any,
the consumption of the milder kinds. The onlyreuifedy lies In the diffusion of knowledge concerningthe effects of alcohol and Its compounds on the
human system, and of the evils of excess In anything.eating,drinking, mental effort, physical
labor and fanatical impulses included; in the increasedcompensation ami additional home ocmforcsandinnocent pleasures ol the working man,whose prosperity should be tlie llrst care of the State,
since without it the State Itself Is not prospcross;In the creation of a higher standard of morality
and virtue, aud In the persistent non-interfercnco
by the state with the pursuit or the Individual after
happiness so long as that pursuit does not Interfere
irhltrarily with the same object In others. But to

THE WIFE-SCALPING CASE.

lomtcide inquest on the Shetfiln wiie-scalpQig case,
which occurred at 414 East Eleventh street, on the
jvcnlng of the 14th Instant, as fully reported in the
tlKiULD at the time. The testimony adduced
igainst the prisoner was comparatively alight, there
lelng nothing to show that he used any weapon
>n deceased except his own hand, and that only
vben he tound a dirty vagabond running from her
tedrootn. It doubtless is true that deceased was
>eatcn ever the head by some weapon, but at
vhoRe hands it did not appear. Below will be
ound a synopsis of tbe evidence elicited.
Mrs. Ann Shefllln, mother of the prisoner, was

Irst called to the witness stand and testified that
ast Tuesday night her husband was seat to the
lospltal, after which the prisoner, George Shefilin,
:ame to inquire for his lather, aud asked where
iluria, his wife was, and being tnrormcd that she
was In the bedroom, he went In there, and, finding
t young fellow with her, chased him out, and returning,siappcd her across thedace with his open
hand, and in staggering away she roll across the
stove and cut her uead; she was too drnnk to walk
steady; prisoner used no weapon on bis wife in presenceoi the witness; prisoner remained in the
house till next morning, when he left; did not
know of deceased's death till nine o'clock in the
morning.
Mary A\°ore, sister of the prisoner, was next

called, and testified that she was intoxicated on
the night in question, and saw two boys come In
with bottles of liquor for deceased; after the prisonercame in there was a dldlculty during t he
evening, but did not see her biother strike anyblows; after be came In, at len o'clock P. M., she
was too drunk to know wnat was going on; at twoo'clock A. M. the witnese went out, and, meetingAn officer, told film there was a sort of muss Inside,and asked him to go in; he said, "There Is do noisein the house aud there is no use going in;" the
next morniug prisoner asked the witness to cover
up deceased, as she lay on the floor, and in doing
so lonnd thet she was dead; prisoner said, "Oh, myGod I"

Inspection of Theatres and Other Buildings
Continued by the Fire Commissioners.

Pour Important Publio Places
Examined.

What ia Thought of Wallack'i and the Union
Square Theatre*, the Grand Opera House

and the Brevoort House.Their Securityand Provisions Against Fire.

The Inspection of theatreB and other buildings Is
being continued under direction of the Fire Commissioners.Those reported at the headquarters
on Mercer street yesterday were Wallack's and the
Un{on Square theatres, together with the Grand
Opera House and the Brevoort House.the hotel
located on the corner of Fifth avenue and Eighth
street. The resnlt of these examinations will be
found appended.

WALLACE'S THBATRB.
This building is 75 feet by 140 lcet, and substantiallyconstructed.. Two furnaces are under the

stage, supplying heat to the rear of the theatre.
Sixteen buckets, filled with water, are here distributed.To provide additional means of escape,
in case the necessity should arise, an Iron laddqjr
has been placed in the area on the Fourth avenue

side, lqadiag to the sidewalk. Five palls, filled
with water, were found In the flleB. There Is a
small gas stove for heating glue in the carpenter
shop, which is well protected; also a stove
in the scene painter's room, protected with
zino, and away from any woodwork. Five
border lights are used, of tbo latest Improvement,made of tin, and protected with iron bands
and wire. Two axes are in place In the files and
me name numoer on me stage noor, Kepi especiallyfor Are use. One Are extinguisher was found
in the rigging loft, kept in order and recharged
from time to time by the manufacturer. Five
buckets of water are in the loft over the auditorium.On the rear of the stage Is a Are hydrant, two
and-a half inch opening, to which are attuehed 100
feet of combination hose, with pipe, capable of
reaching to any part or the stage, and always ready
ioruse. No smoking or matches are allowed in
any part of the building. Every light about the
theatre, dressing roams, Ac., is protected with wire
baskets. Two watchmen are on duty every night
patrolling the house, and their vigilance is halfhourlyattested by a telegraph connected with Mr.
Wallack'8 residence. The theatre seats 1,600 persons,but will accommodate 2,000. It requires ordinarilyfour minutes to empty it. There are two
doors opening irom the family circle, each six feet
wide, to a stairway eight feetln width, leading into
Thirteenth street. One door, six feet wide, also
opens Into thlB stairway from the dress circle. Two
doors, each six feet wide, furnish passageway to
the main entrance in Broadway, by a stairway,
eight feet in width. The main entrance, in Broadway.is eighteen ieet wide, as is the Thirteenth
street entrance. The building has iron shutters
on all the windows, excepting those on Fourth
avenue and two on the alleyway on the north side,
and are closed at night. The roor Is covered with
tin; skylights of light glass. There is no great accumulationof old scenery about the place. The

A JERSEY CITY MYSTEBY.
A Man Found Bleeding and Dying on
the Sidewalk.He Lives Only Eleven
Honrs.Two Men in Custody.
Jersey City is Just now agitated by a painful mystery.About one o'clock yesterday morning a quiet

and respectable young man named Edward P.
Jones was found lying in an unconscious condition
on the sidewalk in front of his boarding house, kept
by Mrs. Dcxheimer, at the corner of Hudson and
Essex streets. His head lay in a pool
of blood, and an examination showed
that the skull had been fractured on the left side,
the wound extending to the left eye. The unfortunateman was conveyed into the boarding house,
and soon alterwards to the City Hospital. The physiciansare unable to say whether the wound was
caused by a slungshot or by a fall against the curbstoneand scraper. At all events compression of
the brain was evident, and the patient lingered
only till noon, when he expired. He was unconsciousto the last.
When Officer Hroadmeadow asked two men who

boarded in the same house with Jones to assist
him in carrying the injured man to the hospitalthey refused. Suspicion at once rested on them,and the officer lniormed them Immediately they
were under arrest. This brought them to terms,
kiiu tuojr icnaureu uieir assistance. me omcer,
however, aid not lose sight or thein, especially as
they had during the night, when they met him
on the sidewalk, addessed him in an impertinent
and Jeering manner. He communicated his suspicionsto Offlcer Rose, and both officers "shadowed"them to a saloon, where they heard one of
thein remark, "That fellow got a d good head
on htm down on Hudson street, and it ierved tne
s right," or words to that effect. The officers
here darted In and pounced upon the two men,vtho were conveyed io the First precinct policestation. They gave their names as Thomas Lee
and Robert Halluday. Lee said he resided at 437
Seventeenth street, New York, though It was
alterwards ascertained he resides In Thirtyseventhstreet. He had come over for the night,
he alleged, to stop with his friend Halluday at Mrs.
Dexheimer's. Peter Reen, who was ound in the
saloon with them, was also arrested, but was soon
afterwardR discharged, although a revolver found
on him Is kept at the station house.
When the prisoners Lee and Halladay were

brought before Justice Seymour they denied
all knowledge ol the affair and tney
were remanded to their cells. Lee's prevaricationregarding his residence will not helphis case. It should be stated that Jones' pocketbookcontaining money was found on his person,though his watch was gone. He was employed as
a uraugntsmnn on tne Pennsylvania Railroad and
was or a harmless, unassuming disposition. He
sat reading and talking pleasantly In the back
room or a wine store on Washington street, not
far from his boarding honse, till near one o'clock
In the morning. Anlnquest will be held.

FATAL IOE ACCIDENT
Censured by a Coroner's Jury.

Coroner Keenan yesterday afternoon held an Inquestin the case of Washington J. Andrews, the
lad, sixteen years of age, who was allied by a mass
ofsnowandlce falling upon him from the roof of
premises 24 Broad street on the alternoon of the
3d Inst. Several witnesses were examined, but it
did not appear that the occupants of the place had
been notified by the authorities to clear away the
mass of snow irom the roof, but In their verdict the
Jury censured the owners or lessees of the buildingfor allowing the snow and ice to remain on the roof
iu so Insecure a condition.
