“The immense crop of murders which has recently

®8 any in'the annals of crime. Indeed, so lttle
provocation was given in this case that it amounts
%o nothing short of assassination ; for, 60 far as can
*be ascertalned, or even taking the murderer’s own
wersion of the affalr, the vietim was wholly unof-
fending.

The locality of the tragedy was just at the june-
tion of Chatham sqnare and East Breadway, or, to
be still more definite, in front of No. 4 Chatham
pquare, Just as night was

the New Bowery Savings Bank, and a boy named
Wiltam Crest, of No. 10 Bowery, hearing the report
while passing in 4 Third avenue car, looked up and

fall off nia horse, & large gray one, which he was
riding in the direction of Catharine ferry. No per-
son pear had heara any quarreling, or even any
loud talk, although (rom what afterward transpired
it is evident some of the latter was Indulged in.
Nor could any one tell whithier the murderer had
fied. The whole thing was over from the beginning
to the end in such an incredibly short space of
time that no man knew anything of the principals
to the oeccurrence. Of course a crowd Al once as-
sembled In the locality, and the [njured man was
instantly

of the street, when It was seen that e was shot in
the head, the ball baving entered through the
bridge of the nose, He never spoke a word, but
breathed ghort ana quick, as though Iife was fast
ebbing away. OMcers hurried fer a stretcher, on
procuring which the man was renderly placed upon
it and quickly transported to the Fourth precloct
station house. Other ofMcers secured the horse he
bad a0 lately ridden, as well as the wagon and
horse from which the supposed murderer had been
peen to jump, and teok them also to the station

house.
AFTER THE MURDER.

A s00n as the wagon was driven np Officer Van-
buskirk recognized it as the same in whieh he had,
during the day, seen one Michael Nixon, a notori-

ously bad man, riding. Nixon lives at 44 Baxter
street, and to this hoose the officer, in company
‘with his partner, Fitzsimmons, of the same pre-
cinot, burried in hopes of catching him belore he
gould have time to change his clothes and escape,
The ting was done at just half-past five o'clock
and twenty minutes later the ofMcers entered the
‘ouse and found their man ina back room in the
act of making active preparations for flight. He
snbaided Instantly on seeing the men enter and
mever made an eflort to escape from them. Taking
him to the station heuse the ofMicers arralgned him

Stephen Lushingtem, B, C, L.

The Right Hon. Stephen Lushingtom, Doctor ef
Canoa Law, an eminent English jarist and political
reformer, died in Great Britaim yesterday. He had
Just passed the nimety-first year of his age, having
been born la London on the Mth of January, in the
year1782. He was the second son of the late Sir
Stephen Lushington, Baronet, Mr. Lushingten,
Just now deceased, wans educated at Etom and
Oxford. He graduated, Master of Arts, at All Souls’
College, in the year 1808; Bachelor of Canen Law,
1807; and Docter of Cenon Law In 1808, He was
called to the Bar at the Inner Temple, London, in

the year 1 and was admitted to practice as an
sdvecate at tor's Commons in 1808. He was &
careful, nt worker, and & oonscientious
nomest man. He Joined the ranks of the liberal

k he had

redorm party of Grest Britaln at an early day and
enrned greatl distinotion by his consistent advo-
cacy ol healthfal public progress. He was svapomtud
Judge of the Conslstory Court In the year 1824, and
Judge of the High Court of Admiralty in 1838, Mr.
Lushington was & preminent member of the British
Parllament during many years. He represented,
at differeat riods, inchelges, Yarmouth
and the Tower Hamiets, always in the liberal In-
terest, a fact which brought him into close and in-
timate communlon with the leading reformers of
the period. Hesat in Parliament from the year
1820 till his retirement from publie life, in 1841, and
retired uu? in consequence ef the tpm-.? of an
act which disqualified the Judge of the Admiralty
Court from holding & seat in the House of Com-
mons. Doctor Lushington vacated his judgeship
In the year 1867. He has lived in comparative se-
olusion since, surrounded by many old meunds, who
vained his associstion on aceount of his probity,
honor and liberal feeting, and for his tolerance and
clarity towards men of every creed and natlon.

New York and Long Island Messuare
Gaffs in & “Stag’ Main—Eleven Battles
for $100 Each and §1,000 the Odd
Fight—=Long Island Victorious.

Almost all the admirers of game birds in this clty
and adjacent towns gathered last evening at a pit
convenient to one or more of the principal ferries,
for the purpose of noting the result of the *“stag’
main made between John Mulbelland, of New York,
and Mr. Bromey, of Long Island. Thin I8 the sec-
ound of the series of contests between these men,

Theatre was & genuine dramatic triumph. In spite
of the weather every seat in the house was filled,
and the capacious standing room in the new
theatre was alio densely occupied. Everybedy
came early 1or an opportunity of vliewing the house
before the play begun, and many exclamatory re-
marks were heard ameng the audience in regard

. %0 the transformation which had been effected and

ihe tasteful appearance of the auditorium and
boxes. When the curtaln rose it was upen the
#cene painted by Mr, James E. Hayes for the intro-
ductory address by the company. A few lines had
‘been aliotted to each of the members, and they
were, without exception, well recited and well re-
ceived, Of the address iteell we need not speak,
‘Save to say It waa suitable to the occasion. There
were degrees of cordiality, too, in the recep-
‘tions wccorded the different artists, but It
would be Invidious to speak of the marks of
favor bestowed on any particnlar person where
the futare opens brightly before all. Afterward
Mr, Daly wus called before the curtain, and ip an
address singuluriy modest and unpretending, he
#spoke of the little theatre in Twenty-fourth strees,
and the tableau “regardless of cost" by which he
loat |t. He them peinted to his new house, and
#ald {1 depended upon the public whether his past
successes should be repeated here. All this occa-
pied time, but it was time that passed pleasantly
away In the dedicatiog of the mew house, the
entire audience seeming to enter with spirit and
delight into the ceremony, “Allxe," the new play,
has not been over-praised in the descriptions, which
put It down a8 a plece of slnTulnr emotional power,
Theugh full of French sentiment and marred b;
some unreality of teeling, it I8 not to be regarde
ns suggesting in a strained degree the soclal
lnfeucﬁeu of the married stale #s0 necessary
in a French play. There are, ol ecourse, soclal
fauits and socinl degradation, followed by years
of suffering and sorrow and repeutance. 'T'he
Count de Somerme was married and s wretched,
while Madame Valory, who was lis wife, but de-
serted him, meets him and her legitimate and ille-
{timate daughters at the house of bhis friend the
f(un}uia Cesaranne, whose wire wus the friend
and protector of Madame Valory's becond child.
Henry de Kerdrau {8 betrothed to the one and
loves the other, while the Duke de Mirandol, “a
mun of milllons," makes to the yeung Alixe the
two kimds of proposals which Frenchmen are ln
the habit ol making. Out of this come all the com-
plicationa of the plece and the emotions which
form so striking a feature in the play. Mr. Charles
Fisher thujud the Count with the correctness and
slmple dignity so characteristic of s acting. Miss
Fanny Morant took the part of Mudume Valory,
and interpreted it with her customary abitity
making & repulsive creation both. human an
 wemanly, Mr, James Lewls and Fanny Davenport
were the COesarannes, Mr. Lewis manifested

the proper Iunterest Im  his  turmips, and
gave another Dbit ef eccentric charac.
terization in  Kkeepin with  like parts,

which he played before, 88 Duvenport has Jess
opportunity lor displaying her powers. but in the
second act, where she suspects and discovers the
identity of Madame Valory, she shows excellent
dramatie art, especlally where her face and eyes
tell the story of her thonghts and parposes. Mr.
Louls James had an exceedingly unpleasant pare,
but as he is best fitted lor portraying the affecta-
tiengr of the stage 1t {8 not surprising that he made
hig personation us unpleasant pnd as excellent as
1t was possible to make it. His most marked suc-
o8 was lu his manner of telling ual.urf whieh no-
boidy wanted to hear, Miss Linda Dietz played
Lucienne sweetly, but without m force—a
criticism which 18 (disarmed by the facf that it was
gweetness and not force which the part required.
The triumphs of the evening, however, were car-
ried off by Miss Clara Morris as Alixe, Her emo-
tional power is something extraordinary. Real
tears came into her eyes a8 readily as genuine
smiles upon her lips. Love, Joy, jealousy, grief and
deapalr are portrayed by her with a force beyond
that of any actresd on  the American stage.
The other day Professor Longfellow, hearing of
her merita a8 an actress, expressod surprise at her
nama being new to him. This, perhaps, is the best
prool ol the sel0shness of New York in keeping to
itself the gemius it has nourished ; but such acting
as she diaplayed last night will not long allow her
fame to be coafined to the narrow lmits of this
Island. To praise her a8 she deserves, in the short
time allowed for it Iast night, would be only a
generalization of encomium, und we desire to take
u]pher acting simply as weting, and analyze itin
all 1ts remarkable features when opportunity al-
lows. It is seldom a peérformance requires this at
the hands of the critie, but this case, so exceptional
In its merits, calls for something beyond what is
customuary. Unfortunately, the ending of the plece
is sad and sombre, the heroine committing Aui-
cide to escape from the trials of her young life,
This act may not be unreal, but it is unsatisiactory,
becanse a happy ending would but suit an andience
rumiciently swayed by emotion In every movement
0l the play.
