The Benate passed the bill anthorizing the
building of ten new sloops-of-war, with a total
tonnage mnot to exeeed ten thousand tons,
ond at a total cost not to exceed four
miilion . of dollars. This will give a good
deal of patronage, much of which will be bagged
by the new Irom shipyards on the Delaware, The
House having performed their annual farce of pass-
ing a vl professing te abolish the franking privi-
lege, which, it was well known, the Scnate would
not adopt, it was taken up in that body to-day and
#0 amended before its passage that the House will
not recoguize its bantling when it returns, No
Congressman wishes to yleld this useful privilege,
but it cam only be retiined by thus whipping the
devil around the stump.

Gieneral Butler Preparing to Fight the
Byndicate=Sle Wants to Save Boui-
well from His Friends.
1t isstated to-night that General Butler contem-

plates introdnpmg a resolution requesting the See-
retary of the Treasury to inform the Fouse as to
what propositions are pending before him for
funding the bonded debt of the United States, and
which if any of saild propositions are belleved by
him to be most advantageous to the government,
The object of this resolution is understood to be to
develop the fact that a proposition has been be-
fore the Secretary for several days in behall of re-
sponsible bankers in Europe offerlng to take the
whole remainder of the five per cents, with a
probability of following with the four-and-a-half
apd four per cents, on terms substantially better
than those yiclded to the old Syndicate, and now
in immincat danger of remewal. The bankers
on whose part this offer I8 made insist,
however, on the right to deal directly with
the Treasury Department, andznot with inter.
mediates, who would otherwise get the eredit of
piacing the loan, besides receiving o virtually un-
earned commission. Nothing has heretofore come
out in regard to this proposal, but the Secretary
18 not responsible for the sil folding it, as he
has ncither sald nor authorized anything to be
sald concerning the offers made him, and js
eapecially annoyed by the inspired report that he
intends to venture into the market with only
$100,000,000 at & time. Mr, Boutwell is on record
to the eflect that the financial creait of this goy-
ernment |8 stronger than that of any other Power
in the world—and (t I8 this belief of his own,
shared by many able men, outside the
Treasury, and the Treasury ringe, that the
Syndicate uperators find to be a present obstacle
to the repitition of the former Syndicate ope-
rations. Leading men in Congress are genc-
rally convinced that the  §135,000,000  dis-
posed of through the Syndicate could have been
funded at & cheaper rate had the publie Leen
afforded an opportunity of computing upun the dif-
ference between the margin of profit aforded un-
der the law and that actually earned by the Syndi-
cate. Butitis feared thaet the pressure upon the
Becretary from banking interests believed to be
sorely ln need of the moral aod material aid of o
government agency may lead to a reallipnes on the
old terms. Thig apprehiension (8 eniarged by the
action of the Ways and Means Cominittee, in reius.
ing to give ndvice Lo the Secretary and to Congress,
aud hence General Butler is to stand in the breach
and prevent the necessitous from overpowering
the conscience of the Secretary of the Treasury,

Overwhelming Defeat of the “Bureau of
Commerce” Bill=Windy Specches on
the Suabject,

Shellabarger’s Lill to establish & “Burean of Com-
meree' came up agaln this morning. A discussion
arose as 1o the time to be allowed for debate, when
Mr. Beck, of Kentucky, made a paipable hit, and
one that caused a general laugh throughout the
House, by moviug “that the House do now adjourn
and that the members have leave to print their
Fpeeches.’

A Gross Injastice to the Volunteer Naval
Oficers=Hopcs of 8 Hemedy.

Considerable anxiety is felt in naval circles in re-
gard to & question which has been recently sut-
mitted by the Secretary of the Navy to the Attorney
General tor his oMeial opinion. At the close of
the late war Congress, to show its apprecistion
of the wscrvices of ihe volunteer oflecrs,
passed  an aeb authorreing  the  transfer
W the regular service of n specified num-
ber of volunteer offcers, who were to be
selected from those who had shown conspicuous
gallantry in the war and whose qualifications
fitted them for the positiens. In order to have an
impartial test & board of experienced oflecrs,
senlors in rank, was detailed for the exumination
of those who desired to remain in the service and
forwarded applications for the purpose. As a
large number of these efficers were in active ser-
vice ln syuadrons afloat the examinations had to be
at uetached periods as the officers returned from
cruises, and thus it was nearly two years before
the final report of the Board wae made. In the
meantime, as vaeancieg occurred, the young grid-
uates of the Naval Academy were pr ted to fill
them, and thusd these volunteer olficers, many
of whom had responsible commands during
the war, found themselves placed under
those who were their juniors in age and
service. They ciaimed that the intention of Con-
gress wad to transfer them at the date of the pas-
sage of the act and give them all the benefit of
therr continued service in the navy, Instead of
which the young regulars were promoted to the
additional places thus created, and the volunteer
ofMeers were commissioned to take rank at the date
of exaliination of the jast volunteer ofMeer who
returned [rom sea, which made the difer-
ence of two years in their rank in the ser-
viee, Thege oMeers came from the merchaunt ser-
vice, had been masters and mates of ships and are
sonsidered as among the very best navigators in
e navy. Governor Cox, of Ohio, late Secretary of
the Interfor, is the counsel in the case and they
have many warm friends In Congress who feel that
it is the old jealousy of the regulars against the
volunteers which hos been the cause of this mis-
placement in rank, The volunteers are confident
that the Attorney General will decide that they are
cntitled by law to the places on the Navy Register
which they claim.

Webb's Pacifie Bubsidy Amendment
Kept Back.

The agents of Webb's Pacilic line had not tho
courage to offer their bill as an amendment to *
bill for the congtruction of ten sloops-oi-wa: alter
the explanations which General Burnside has
midde to prominent Benators.

The Cotton Tax Refunding Scheme To
Be Killed.

The Waye and Means Committes resumed to-day
the copsideration of the cotton tax reiunding
scheme, without reaching aconclusion. it Is a-
most certuin that the committee will at their next
meeting report unanimously agalnst all the Cotion
Tax Relunaing bilis presented. All the members
of the committee except Kerr and geck are un-
compromisingly opposed to the schieme, Mr. Kerr
thinks that the eolton tax was illegal, but does not
favor payment on the ground of lmpracticability,
Mr. Seck I8 of opinion that about thirty millions
ought to be refanded for the tax paid on cotton
nctually exported,

The New UOrlcans Coup d'Etat—An Im=
poriant Corrcetion,

Judge Elmore, of New Orleans, has telegraphed
Mr, H. V. Ogden that the statement in the ollcial
docnment recently sent. to Congress I8 erroneous
in saying that on the morning of the 22d of Novem-
ber Judge Elmere procecded with an armed mob
and  selzed the Ejghth  Distriet Court  be-
fore the hour to which It had adjourned.
Judge Elmore sgays:—'Having been duly elected
Judge of the Eighth District Court by
o majority of over tem thousand votes,
commissioned and sworn, I opened the Court with.
out objection. There was ne mob pregent, armed
or unarmed. About half an hour afterwards Judge
Dibble appeared, with ex-Sheriff Sauvinette, and
artempted 1o take possession of the Court, where-
upon Iordered Harper, the recognized Sherir of
the Court, to eject them. This was dome, and
Harper is the recognlzed Sherlf by all the Courts,"

Liberia Wants a Line of Steamers.

At & meeting of the Board of Directors of the
American Colonlzation Society to-day & committee
was appointed to urge the government to catablish
allne of steamers to Liberia, as all the trade of
Western Alrica, by means of weekly steamers from
Eogland, is now going to that country. Three
thousand applicants are now on the books of the
society walling passage, and 300 will leave on the
18t of May., Mostofthe applicants are from Florula
and Geergia.

OAKES AMES' CONFESSION.

Revelations of the Financial Adviser and
Pawnbroker of Congress.

Damning Facts Brought Out by
Poland’s Committee.

“THE STOCK AND SHARE LIST.”

-

Names of the Implicated Congressmen, the Shares
Allotted to Them and the Amounts They
Received—Becretary Boutwell
Not To Be Bribed.

WASsIINGTON, Jan, 22, 1873,

Judge Poland’s Investigating Commitiee had an
eventfol sitting to-any. Oakes Ames continued his
confesslon, which made sad havoc of the testimony
given by Vice President Collax, Represcntatives
Garfield and Kelley, while it indirectly gave the
finighing blow to Senator Patterson, who might as
well, politically, give up the ghost, In the light of
Ames® evidence these gentlemen are placed in a
very unenviable position in view of thelr past as-

sweverations, Oakes Ames acted during the whole
Altting a8 if he were goaded on to say what he did;
and his exposé of his own Achemes and those of his
colleagues were 5o ample as to suggest the thought
that he no longer wishedl to vindicate himsclf, but
to drag his confederates down in his fall, His tes-
timony had excited great sensation, and will bring
down upon his heaa the concentrated wrath of

THE EXPOSED CONGRESHMEN AND THEIR ALLIES.
He seemed to realize that e was not preparing
for himself a bed of roses; but uncomflortable as he
has been made by the recent events before the
committes, he did not seem to be of that benevo-
lent disposition that wonld make him suffer in
gllence in order that he might save others,

The committee room was crowded this morning
at the opening of proceedings. Vice President
Qolfax, with an anxious look upon his face, sat judt
back of Judge Poland. From the fuct that not once
during the gitting dld he give one of his elastic, far-
reaching, soul-pervading smiles, one might have
inferred that some secret tronble was gnawing on
his vitals. Bhortly after ten ¢’clock the voenerable
Foland signifled his intention to go through the
lst of aceused Congressmen with Mr. Ames, to see
how their statements compared with his side of
the story.
