PORT DEPOSIT.

Visit of the Herald Reporter to the Beene of De-
struction—Great Fears of Further Trouble
When the Gorge Breaks—Scenes
in and Around the Town.

Porr Drrosir, Md., Jan, 21, 1873,

In 1857 there was an loe gorge in Lhe river at this
point, the consequences of which were of greater
moment than the present one ap to this writing:
The residents of this little hamier, with an abiding
recollection of the “gorge of 1857" and the evidences
of present destruction of their property. are not
without grave fears of impending calamity of &
fearful nature before this gorge has broken. Im-
agine for . moment & solid sea of 1ce piled in hoge
Jagged masses for a distance of eight miles in length,
from one to two miles in breadth, and in places from
twenty to fifty feet in deptl, Iam not overesti-
mating the panorama uf my feet when | assure yon
that I am new looking on such a scene. In places
this ice 15 plled fifteen feet above the ususl warer
level, and 1 am assured by a gentleman of probity
that the scenes noar “MeCall's Ferry,"” some
twenty miles above us, almost beggar description,
In one place in that neighborhood, where the river
i3 narrow, the ice is piled twenty feet high!

As gtated In my despatches of this date the

CAUSE OF THESE PERIODICAL OVERFLOWS
is directly traceable to the carelessnoss of the peo-
ple. A hoom extends accruss the river some two
miles below here and I8 kept closed the year round.
Ii they would open it when cold weathier sets in
and allow the iee to fow off into Chesapeake Bay,
five miles below here, there would  be no trouble
irom Icé gorges, but they prefer to trust Lo nck and
dnfler for their foolhardiness by the loss of thelr
property and the jeopardy of their ives, The river
i no higher than usoal; the jee blocks up nl}a
channel, snd the water i8 forced over the banks,
This 18 natural, and it ngpoars very strange that
this fact 18 not recognlzed in rime. That part of
Port Deposit fronting immediately on the river is
very low, and it §s here the wntﬁr secks and finds
an outlet. When it starts nothing can resist 18
headlong course, and houses, barns and lumber
share a common fate. It is a strange sight to see
people exchanging visits
FROM HOUSE TO HOUSE IN BOATS,

and these bouts belng rowed throngh the principai
atreer, while such as have a house left have re-
moved from thelr ground Aoors and celinrs to the
second and third stories, The railroadl tracks of the
Maryland Central and Port Deposit branch of the
Philndelphia, Wilmington amd Haltimore Railroads
are at this writing covered with fve feet of run-
ning water, while the station houses are floptg-
ing around Irom one end of the town to
the other. No one seems to be doing anything to
stay the destruction. There are thousands of dol-
lars' worth of lumber and shingle floating about
between the wall of ice and the town, and it might
all be suved by wvery little effort, It the efort s
made at once; but every one—l mean the male
portion of the population—is standing abont the
corners wondering where the destruction will end,
I heard a man say, “If the fee gives way abuve
we will lose all that lamber, | reckon.” I *reckon’
they ought to lose it

It I8 impossible to pass through the lower part of
the town éxcept in boats, To get to the telegraph
offlee this alternoon [ was obliged to walk over the
mountain and so through the upper part of the
town,

The npper part of the town answers to the ele-
gant synonym of Rock Run. Rock Run wasin a
very bad condition. The water, o the depth of
five and six leet, was eddying and whirling through
the town, and, like Port Deposit, the inhabitanta
had *moved their cellars up into the garret.” The
belles of the town came for thelr letters in skims
ani received them through the second story win-
dows,  Little darkies and white boys were at-
tempting perilons fents of navigation on rafts con-
structed of boards which they had “found’ in the
water,

Rev. Bdward Bouverie Pusey, Doctor of Divinity,
lies at the point of death in Geuos. This intelli-
gence wag reported to us last night by telegram
from the Italian city.

FKuward Bouverle Puscy (8 in the seventy-third
year of his age,  His physical prostration 8 8o com.
plete apd so near to mortal that his relatives and
friends, who were telegraphed to from Genoa, are
to-(ay hastening to his bedside from various points
in Burope, hoping to reach it previous to bis de-
cease, Dr, Pusey 18 son of the late Hon, I'hillip
Bouverie (hall-brother of the Earl of Radnor), who
assumed the name of Pusey by royal leense, The
celebrated divine was born in the yoar 1500, He was
educated gt Christ Chareh, Oxford, where he gradu-
ated Baclhelor of Arts wikh high honors, He was
snbsequently elected to a fellowship av Oriel College,
and took his degree of Muster of Aris. In the year
1528 hie was appointed Reglus Prolessor ol Hebrow
{n the University of Oxford, & position to which 18
attuched a canonry at christ Charch, s Uicrary
and theological services in the cause of the Hig
Church party ol Great Hritaln are weil Kunown.
His eMorts have tended Ina very large degree Lo
produce the most marked and remarkable elfects
on the cause of Christianity and the Churches all
over Jhe eiviizea world. He wis one of the carliest
and most constaut coutributors to the “Traeta for
the Times," and defended the main doctrines which
these publications were intended to enforce in a
variety of letbers, pamphlers and newspaper
writings. His name has been used, indeed, on ac-
count of his ability and z=al, to designate gene-
really the High Churchmen party in religlon, He
preached o sermon on the subject, *“The Holy Bu-
charist, in the year 1843, in the course of which
he came A0 near to an avowal of the Roman
Catholic tenet of the IReal Presence that he
was suspended from the ofMcee of preaching before
the University of Oxtord. He then took up his pen
and used It with great vigor for the promulgation
of his theologlenl Ideas. He published very many
workd. These included a variety of sermons, adap-
tations of Roman Catholie books of devotion lor the
use of the English Established Chureh, elaborate
treatises on baptism, the Kucharist, and marrigge
with a deceased wile's sister. Among his more
remarkable efforts are “Hemarks on Cathedral In-
stitutions,” *“Royal Supremacy,’ “Auncient Prece-
dents,” “Doctrine of the Real Presence Vindi-
cated,” “Real Presence of the Body and Blood of
Chrlst,” *History of the Couneils of the Chureh,™
“pverlasiing Punisbment,” “Church of England

ing oMeers both the Lientenant Goveérnor and the
Speaker earried out the programme with remarka-
ble accuracy nnd coolness, The Lieutenant Gov-
ernor certainly must hove stuidied the ritual of the
oceasion for at least two weeks. The ceremony is
not a long one, The Senators have to dle nto the
Assembly Chuamber, two by two, led by the Lieo-
tenant Governor, tuke thelr seats in (ront of the
members’ deaks and hear thelr Clerk read out
their votes for Senantor. The Clerk of the Assem-
hly simultanecounsly reads out the vote of the mem-
bers.
