Washington, Jan. 28. 1873.1

Inquiries having been made from various quartersas to the application of the Executive order
issued on the 17th of January, relating to the holdingof State or municipal offices by persons holding
civil offices under the federal government, the
President directs the following reply to be made

"It has been asked whether the order prohibits
a Tederal officer Irom holding also the office of an
Alderman, or of a Common Councilman of a city,
til ui i% iuwu v-iiuuvuiiiuii vi » tuwu viiui

' of appointments under city, town or village
governments. Oy some it has been suggestedthat there may be a distinction
made in case the oflice be with or
without salary or compensation. The city or town
offices of the description referred to, by whatever
name they niuy be locally known, whether held
by election or by appointment, and whether
with or without compensation, are of tile
class which the executive order intends not
to be held by persons holding federal oillces.
It has been asked whether the order prohibits
federal officers from holding positions on boards
of education, school committees, public libraries,
religious or eleemosynary institutions, incorporated,established or sustained by
State or municipal authority. Positions and
service on such boards or committees
and prolessorslupg in colleges are not
regarded as offices within ttie interpretation of
the Executive order, but as employments or servicein which all good citizens may be engaged
without incompatibility, and in many cases withoutintenerence, with any position which they
may hold under the federal government. Ofllcers of
the federal government may therefore engage In
such services, provided the attcntiou required by
such employment does not interfere with the regularand efficient discharge of the dnties of their
office under the lederal government. The head of
the department under whom the federal oflice Is
held will in all cases be the sole judge whether or
not the employment, does thus interfere.
The question has also been asked with regardto officers of the State inilliia.
Congress having exercised the power conferred by
the constitution to provide fur organizing the
militia, which is liable to be called forth to be employedIn the\ service of the United States, and is
thus in some sense under the control or the general
government, and is, moreover, of the greatest
.yalue to the public, the Executive order of
the lhh of January is not considered
as prohibiting federal officers from being
officers of the militia in the States and Territories.
It has been asked whether the order prohibits personsholding office under the federal government
being members of local or municipal Fire departments:also whether it applies to mechanics employedby the day In the armories, arsenals and
navy yards, Ac., of the United States. Unpaid
service in local or municipal Fire departmentsis not regarded us an otfice
within the intent ot the Executive order,
and may be perforated by federal officers provided
it do not interfere with the regular and efficient
discharge of the duties of the federal office, of which
the head of the department under which the office
is held will in each case be the judge.
Employment by the clay as mechanics or laborers

in the armories, arsenals, navy yards, Ac., does
not constitute an office of any kind, una those thus
employed are not within the contemplation of the
Executive order.
Master workmen and others who hold appoint-

jnvuka iruui me gov eruuicm. or iroui any uepariment,whether lor a fixed time or at the pleasure
of the .appointing power, are embraced within the
operation of t he order.

Kxelfrmrnt la the House or Representatives.ALively Debate on the Admissionof Colorado and Vtah and a Reportfrom Poland's Committee.A Lobbyist,Refusing to Testify, is Called
Befbre the House.A Colored M. C.
Ousted.
The House of Representatives is a peculiar institution.It in given to surprises aud contradictions;it is as uncertain as law itself where questionsof law are concerned. Considering that it Is

largely composed of lawyers, this result should not
be so much a matter of astonishment. The
House to-day was a surprise to Itself, as It ap-
patently was to the lookers-on in the galleriesa
which were packed to an unusual extent, as tlienglt
by some mysterious meaus which "no fellow can
flud out," its occupants had learned of what was

going to transpire. But, whatever may have been
tho cause or their presence, there they were wait-
ing tor the drama to commence. The large gallery
bad its full quota ol the ragged and filthy colored
male population of Washington, who spend their
nights in the alley ways and shanties and indulge
in "nature's sweet restorer, balmy sleep," in the
gulierlcs of the Senate and House between the
hours of ten A. M. and four IV M. There
was also a lull attendance of the feminine love-
.loess which adorns Washington throughout
the year, but more especially while Con-
tress Is In session. There was the nsual
sprinkling of brides and grooms, who make Washington,in the Winter season, the objective point of
their travels duriag the honeymoon, and there was
an usual attendance of the sleek, honey-tongued
and red-faced members of the third honse.the
glided maggots who infest this capital aud underminethe virtue ef Congressmen, many of whom
left their constituents with unsullied reputations
and the best intentions. And. as the m-rniei siiawi-d
the lookers-on wen* well repaid for t.ieir attendance;for, contrary to lite usual course oft.'ongrca
sional events, there w<*re ttvo performances of
most startling Interest.
Immediately after the reading of the Journal and

the reception of a few resolutions the bill for the
admission of Colorado to the sisterhood of states
braska, who had charge of it, took the floor,
and in a very silly, rambling ami inefJectiveway, proceeded to plead came up
for final consideration. Mr. TalTe, of Noforthe measure. Mr. Tuffe's management of this
bill has been Impolitic and weak tu the extreme. If
there was any chance of Its success at any ttmediirIngthe debate his action would liave killed It. One
oi the unwise moves was to permit the representativeof Brighton Young to attach an amendment
lor the admission of Utah. This called forth yesterdaya very bitter and eloquent speech from Clageett,the de.egate from Montana, which aroused the
Ire of Hooper, the delegate rrom Utah, who sought
the floor to-day to reply to Uluggctt and to defend
ttorinnmlom. Others also struggled for trie floor
lo show how much they knew about admitting
Territories, with two-llfths of a population of a
Uongresslouul district, to all the rights and immunitiesof States, including the right to neutralize
great States like New York in the Senate of the
United States. A further extension of time was
**kcd for, but Mr. William K. Huberts objected,
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saying that the Hoom bad already waited
valuable time upon a measure that could
have been decided quite aa well several days
ago. He withdrew his objection, however, to

permit tbo delegate from Utah to reply to the attackupon hi* territory, and, no objection being
made by the House, the venerable representative
of Mormonism commenced bis defence with an attackupon Claggett, by saying that he did well to
signalize his departure from Congress by vilifying
the people of Utah. He proceeded In a carefully
prepared statement to defend the people and rulers
of Utah, but never snce allnded to the peculiar institution.As Hooper is rather popular than other-
wise with the members, they crowded around him,
more with the desire to encourage the tawny and
venerable apostle or the Latter Day Saints in his
oratory than through any desire to hear him mumblehis defence of Pasha Brigham and his saints.
The old man is a strange compound of cunning and
apparent simplicity, and to judge him by his looks
you would never select him out of a crowd as a
man of many wives, nor as a preacner or believer
in polygamy. After hearing the venerable old
apostle the House concluded it was but fair to hear
the delegate from Montana in reply, whereupon
Mr. Claggett proceeded to dance an Indian war

dance around that solitary and venerable Mormonin a way that will not soon be forgotton.
During its continuance the face of Brigham's
friend was a picture to behold. The few straggling
hairs on the back of his head stood out in evident
Indignation; the skin en his forehead rolled up In
little waves to the shining surface on the crown.
His eves glared; his mouth essayed to utter denials;but his words were unheeded, and the eloquentdelegate went on pouring broadside after
broadside of terrible facts into what he termed
the spiritual and political despotism of Utah. lie
wound up with one of the most eloquent perorationsthat have been heard for a long time in the
House, and which brought forth the applause
of the gallery and the members on the
floor. During his remarks Claggett showed
that it was impossible lor an American
citizen to open even a outcuer's snop wiinoui a

license front Brighain; that he bad a monopoly of
all the whiskey manufactured In the territory; that
the poor whites brought from Europe were his
spiritual, political aud social slaves, and that it
was a disgrace to a civilized and Christian nation to
permit within its midst an institution which degradedthe sacred character of woman and raised
children upon whose brow nature stamped in ineffableletters the word "Bastard,"
Soon Hooper made a short reply, but it was no

use. The House had enough of the discussion, and
particularly of Mormonlsm, and Mr. Eugene Hale,
of Maine, moved to lay the bill lor the admission of
Colorado on thfc table, which was carried.as your
correspondent foretold, by a large majority.117
ayes and G7 nayes.
Alter the announcement of the vote the Committeeon Elections reported, through their chairman,Mr. McCrcary, unanimously in favor of the

right of Mr. Niblack to the seat now occupied by
J. L. Walls, colored, of Florida. The report of the
committee was unanimously concurred In.
This was no sooner settled thun the second great

feature of the day commenced. Mr. Wilson, chairmanof the Crddit Mobllier Investigating CommitteeNo. 2, rose to present a unanimous report from
his committee, which he sent to the Clerk's desk
to bo read. All at once a death-like stillness pervadedthe House. The galleries were hushed, the
reporters leaned over the rail behind the Speaker'sdesk and looked down at the paper
in the hands of the Clerk as though trying to
read its contents in advance. The Clerk proceeded
to read the report, which recited the cause of its
presentation. .The committees for the first time
during the investigation, found a witness who
would not plead loss of memory In answer to importantquestions, and who, with the fate of Colfax
and Patterson before his eyes, could not, or dare
not, swear against tne facts and the proofs,
but refused point-blauk to answer what
he had done with the quarter of a million
dollars worth of Pacific bonds and $60,000 iu
cash which he acknowledged he received iu
order to Influence legislation in Congress. The
question was put to him in various lorms, but to
no purpose. He refused to answer, on the ground
that, as an attorney, he was bound to preserve
secret the communications and names of his
cueuts. mis muna name is Stewart, anil tie is
'believed to be one of the most unscrupulous lobbyistsin Washington.

The report of the committee, after reciting the
repeated refusal of Stewart to tell what disposition
he wade of so large a sum of money, proposed

The Result of the Abolition of the
Franking Privilege.The Senate Determinedto Make the Most of Its Concessionto Public Opinion.
The Senate has demonstrated to day how men

dislike to yield power. It has been a delightful
thing lor a Senator to just write his name on a

book or a package of seeds or a letter to«;isure its
free transmission to auy post office between Alaska
and Key West, or Madawaska and Brownsville.
Ladies supplicated for franks, constituents begged
them, and even newspaper correspondents were
conciliated by them. But public opinion has made
the Senators relinquish this cherished "privilege,"
and great is their wrath. Cresswell did
the business by asserting that the abolition
would save $8,600,000, and now they mean to make
him save this sum. They have cut down his appropriationsfor clerk hire to-day, and they mean
to continue their reforms, even depriving him of
his "riding privilege," by which he goes to and
from his home in Maryland free, under the departmentdeadhead clause iu the contracts for mall
service 011 the railroads. Meanwhile these reforms
will benefit the public and warrant a single letter
postngo rate of two cents, although the Turveytopsof the Upper House may be deprived of their
cherished privilege.

NAVAL INTELLIGENCE.

Report* from the Narragaiuctl lit the
South Pacific.

Callao. Peru, Jan. 6,1873.
The United States steamer Narraganaett, CommanderMeade, arrived at Callao, Peru, on the

1st ofJanuary, 1873, in slxty-flve days Irom Sydney,
Australia. She had pleasant weather most of the
way over, as she passed north of New Zealand, and
she made the voyage of 8,000 miles under canvas

entirely.the screw not being once lowered until
four miles irom San Lorenzo. Two days out from
Sydney the whaling bark Germany was signalled
bound west-southwest.
The Narragansett went Into commission in October,1870, at Portsmouth, N. H., and sailed soon

after for Now York, where she was some tline detainedas flagship to the Port Admiral. In March,
1871, site sailed from New York for tills station,
since which time she has been Incessantly cruising
among the various islands of the North aud South
Pacitlc aud the Coral Sea as far as the coasts of
New Zealand and Australia. Traversing this Immenseileld, she has surveyed and examined some
of the portions least known, and looked Into tho
existence of numerous reported dangers.
Many places have been visited where our
men-of-war Had not touched for nmnv years,
and some places where the dag of a United States
ship of war had never been shown before. Throughoutthe cruise the lieulth of all lins been good, and
there has not been an accident, death or casualty
ui »uj muu, uuui luiiaiauiiiUK wiu ioiih, nriiiiuun aim
vailed service the vessel has performed. Since
leaving New York 418 days have keen passed at
sea.au extraordinary amount of sea duty, never
before exceeded in tne history ol our navy. During
tills time the ship has sailed nearly sixty thousand
miles, almost entirely under canvass, lias surveyed
tiftceu harbors or islands and examined numerous
reported dangers.

The play of "l.e Centenalre,'* anrjlicf, "One IlnndredYears Old," produced last evening at tho
Union Square Theatre, belongs to a class of dramas
as familiar to the stage as the footlights or the
drop curtain. The villain works his measure of
evil and la Anally sent to the devil, while sutrerlng
Innocence and unrequited chivalry are In the long
run triumphant and recompensed. This drama
has been adapted from the French of MM.
D'Ennery and Plouvler by Mr. Hart Jackson,
lie might have contrived to preserve for us in the
translation more of the brlllluncy of dialogue and
quaintness of humor in the original and saved us at
least from Motrin? the most vulitar Of Common-

place hypocrisies in American forma of greeting,
' bo glad to see yon," with extravagant emphasis
on "bo." Ah for the construction of the plot, while
bizarre and strained in various situations
and conceptions it shows an uncommon degreeof skill, but all that la truly original
a in making the characters of the drama refer in
turn to a central figure who la advanced to the
rare standard of longevity, one hundred years. This
old chap, from beginning to end, Is a subject of
curious interest to the audience. They went to see
how one who has reached so fur past the ordinary
limits of age bears himself through the ordeal he is
lorccd to pass by a singular combination of clrcnm-
stances well calculated to test the mettle of uuy
ccntenuriaii. <Jaques Kuuvel (Mark Smith), the head of tho
Fauvel luuiily, celebrates. In the first act, his luoth
birthday. The village children and maidens, sing-
ing gleefully and bearing flowers, come around the
old inun and make a sweet picture of love and
reverence lor old uge. There is also assembled
on this eventrul occasion IiIh granddaughter,
Juliette (Miss Mary Griswolu), whoso husbaud.ls at
sea, and Curable (Mrs. Clara Jennings), unmarried,
who is idolized by the old man; his son, Georges
Fauvel (Mr. Welsh Edwards), a prosperous banker,
the rather of the girls, and Richard (Mr. Montgomery),a lrleim of the family and young doctor, who
watcUes over the ccntenurlan, and pretends to be
a lawyer, in order to humor the grandfather's
whim of studied aversion to medicine and
its professors. The birthday is the occasion
of two noticeable ihtidents-ntlie reconciliationwith the Fauvel family of B6n6
d'Ally (Mr. Claude burroughs), sccretlv in love with
Camille, and the introduction of Mux de Muugard
(Mr. Ceorge I'arkes), a determined-looking and
sarcastic man ol the world, who has saved Cuinllle's
llio in a carriage accident. The prologue over, the
serious interest of the play commences wllh an interviewbetween the married and uuinarrieu sis- '
ters. The extreme melancholy and depression of
Juliette have to be explained to her sister Cuuiillc,
and the story is profoundly sad. Juliette, during her
husband's absence at sea, has yielded in an unguard
moment to the udvances of Max do Maugard,
who is no other than the new arrival at
the house, nnd also the passionate adorer of
Camille, whose life lie has saved. The Situation la
terrible for ull who would preserve t;he life ol old
Fauvel, and to whom that lifo is most .precious;
and it Is all the more overwhelming since a
child will soon be born, and Juliette's husband Is
ou the point of returning home. Jacques Fauvel,
who prides himself ou his reading of character by
the face, has taken a sudden and violent hatred to
Max, and when the latter proposes for Camille to
the head of tho lamily his oiler is indignantly re-
JecteA. The determined Max has heard that tlie
slightest excitement will kill the old gentleman,
so lie proceed* with relentless cruelty from cringingdeference to vulgar threats. For a moment
the old tnan is taken otf Ids guard nnd worked up
into a violent passion; but, suddenly reading the
true character or Max, he detects his intention,
changes Horn violence to supreme calm, declares
that lie will not die such a base death as Is manned
lor him, arid, buttoning up his coat,
orderH Max do Maugurd out or the house.
In this scene Mr. Mark Smith 4r«W down
a round of well deserved applause; but the trouble
with his acting last evening was that he started
out with too much voice aud vigor lor un old man
of a century, and consequently when he came to
where a tour de force was expected In a person of
such advanced age he had already dissipated the
delusion thut he was any more than three score or
less. The child is born, and something must be
done to conceal her shame, ('amillo determinesshe will take the sin upon her
own shoulders and save her sister. Acting
on a sudden impulse, she leaves her
lover IWne, to whom she Is to be married shortly, i
Canillle is absent muny days, and on her return is
silent on the subject or her ubsence. She will tell
nothing, say nothing, own nothing; and she Is the
more obstinate in her determination since
Juliette's busbaud has come home. For the sake
of old Jacques Fauvel this compromising absence
is In part forgiven; but at last the secret of the
child Is discovered to Camille's lather, and camille,
before the whole laiuily, declares that she is the
mother. While Canillle has been suspected all
along Jacques Fauvel lias protested the innocenceof Ills darling. When ulf have been
Inclined to turn against Iter, lie has tottered back
to comfort ttie child with a irrund fa titer's kiss. Hut
now tlie sorrow in almost, greater lliun lie cult
licttr, so lie declares that his time lius come ut lust.
Not only to the gruudluther hut to the whole
lamiIv Camille's Innocence Is soon rontlrmed,
and the pluy euds with a happy denouement.
Mrs. Clara Jennings, us Cnndlle, acted with
all her accustomed care. Miss Mary Mriswold
showed somewhat ol a lack of stage training; tint
she has all the voice, presence and spirit lor a
great actress. Miss Imogeiie Fowler sutlers a
drawback in her elocution. Messrs. I'arkes,
Muckay, Montgomery and Itiiffoughs sustained the
reputatiou af this stock company lor ability to
render the higher class ol plays, and If Mark Smith
would only consider Himself one hundred years old
in place of thirty or forty he might curry this drama
along sticcessluily for some time,

RELICS OF THE REBELLION.

Malllefert Clearing Up the Obstruct ions
in tbe James River and In Charleston
Harbor.A List of War and Other Vr«setsRaised.'Thousands of Tons of Ma-
terlai and machinery Recovered.

Charleston, s. ('., Jan. I87a.
The wrecking operations In the harhor here,

under the direction of I'rofessor Malileleri, which
have neen ill progress nearly twelve months, have
been signally successiul. Monsieur Malltelert, who
Is a French engineer, in 1«"1 obtained tne contract
from the l.'nlted States government for clearing
the obstructions In both the James Itivcr, In Vir-
glnia, and the harbor of this city. From the James
lllvat li» i-finni/cii flic wrecks of flic iron-rIII<14

Virginia ami Fredericksburg and the steamers
Jamestown, Northampton, Patrick Henry and
Kaletgh, besides seven schooners and twenty-three
stone cribs, which made the James free ami sale
lor all navigable purposes.

I.uou arriving here he first turned his attention
to the wreck ol the rebel iron-clad 1'ulinctto State,
which was sunk off the mouth ol Town Creek inlet
by the Confederates to prevent It falling Into the
hands ol the United .states naval forces, then in
strong loree off Charleston Harbor. All the boilers,
cngtaes, guns and machinery of this vessel were
recovered. He next look out ol the wrecks of the
Charleston and Chleora, stink oircooper Hlvcr, two
other rebel iron-clads, 275 tons of machinery,
boilers, engines and guns. The operations at tne
Professor were next turned to tne wrecks of the
Beatrice and Flora, two Iron blockade runners,
sunk in MarllCs Channel, with the success ol raising
he entire hulls, boilers and engines ol both. Alter
this the steamera Cottle, llnmiolph ami a torpedo
bout, 125 leet long, were taken up.
The vessel involving the greatest labor and dangerIn takiug up was the Weeliaw ken, tt United

states iron-clad which was accidentally sunk otf
Morris Island while being loaded with shot ami
shell. Nearly everything was recovered, ami the
skeletons ol many of the crew who went down were
lound in a good state of preservation in the mom
ster coinn in which ihcy liad been so long en-
tombed.
The wreck npon which Professor Malllefert Is now

emraged Is that of the ill-lated I'utapsco, which was
sunk otr Fort. Sumter by the bursting ot a torpedo.
which sent dowu the uulortumite vessel unu all on
board to a watery grave. Out or this
vessel about lour hundred ions of material
have already been lakeo, including the l>oilor,
machinery, portions of the turret, twelve plates
thick, ami other material. This euu only he re-
moved by the most powerful explosions. The only
two wrecks that now remain are those of the
Housatonic and Keokuk, 't he loruier lies outside
the bar timl near it the torpedo boat that sent it
down. The latter lies near the Lighthouse Inlet.
All the bodies or those on board have been re-
covered and a great number have been buried in a
federal cemetery near Port Moultrie. With the re-
moval of these last two vessels alt the obstructions
I..

An investigation was held yesterday in the alternnonby the Commissioners of Immigration Into tlio

i use of the captain of the Argonaut, against whom
charges of Ill-treatment approaching to brutality
have been preferred by several of the recently arrivedpassengers, who are almost all roles
by birth, and muny of whom were

brought over irom Want's Island yesterday
to give testimony. About t hirty of the bewildered
and haggard-looking foreigners tilled the seats
around the desks in tlie outer office of the Commissioners,and seemed totally unconscious of their
situation, shivering with cold aud apparently in a

most pitiable condition.
The Argonaut, the sailing vessel in which all

crossed the ocean, sailed Irom itremen on the htli
of November and did not reach New York narbor
until Monday morning last, the ^Tth instant, with
inn passengers on board. No sooner had
the immigrants disembarked tban they beganto complain of the conduct of the
captain towards them and the ill-treatment which
they claim to have received at Ids hands during
the voyage. The Commissioners took the case into
consideration yesterday iu order to attord thciu an
opportunity oi snetng the ship for damages. Mr.
Ilart presided, assisted by Commissioner Wallacli
and Mr. Hanks, counsel for the witnesses. Mr.
lliidd was present on behalf of the captaiu of too
ship.
Julius Krorhreek, the first wlfness called, testifiedas follows:.I was a passenger iu the second

cabin of the ArgonuDt; there were 190 passengers
onboard; the vessel sailed Irom firemen on the
st.h oi November, t»7-J, and arrived In New York en
the t!7fh of January, 187a: I was sick some
time during the voyage; I considered I was
not well treated; there was a very small place
set apart lor sick persons; carpenters worked In
it almost every day; I was sick of lever and
indigestion, brought about by bad food, which consistedoi salt meat, about two inches square to
each, some rice aud one dumpling each day: I gut
coffee in the morning without sugar or milk, and
tea in the evening; alter live weeks there was no

drinking water to tie had, and nothing was substitutedduring the remainder of the voyage in its
place; we hud to work for the captain; some receivedbetter rations on that account; the captain
struck one man.a baker by prolession: witness
knew him; he lived la Hlngiiam, ttaden; be could
not give tlie w hole particulars.
Mananna Tubolska. another of the Ill-treated

passengers, a rather handsome looking woman,
w ith u child hi her arms, a I'ole by birth, and totally
Ignorant of the Kiigllsh language, was neat exumiiicd.She said she was a native of Poland,
twenty years old. was married and mother of a
child four years of age; that she embarked Hi
Itremen, wirb Iter husbaud, Peter Tubolaka,
about eleven ween* sgo, »u iwimi ui mo

sailing vessel Argonaut; ttiat a passage ticket,
had been mint tier husband from her mater
residing in Aioinn, Mich., and that he had paid
deponent's passage. Her husband, after six weeks
or the voyage, was compelled to work by one of the
mate* on board the ship, on the deck, at the mills
and at the pumps, one day, January a, white
working at the pumps in tiie afternoon, he suddenlydisappeared, and alio never saw him since.
Deponent, as soon as she missed hltu, sent
ono of the passengers to search for htm, who,
upon returning to her the next day, tnformedher tliut he had falleu overboard. The
captain afterwards asked her if she knew what
became or her husband, and, although replviag m
the negative, the captain gave her no information
about In in and did not allude to his death.

I his afternoon the following witnesses will bo
brought up lor examination, namclv.Curislopher
l.israul, Wllb. Krtsh, Peter Wleanewski, Muse
Chlienskt and others, from whom some more definiteinformation, It is expected, will be elicited.
The Investigation will be continued until the wliolo
case is thoroughly understood.
