the murdbrkr

strangled to day was Theodore Mlears, a German.
He was born in Haden, August 16, 1846, and came

to America in 185d with bis widowed mother and
two sisters. They still live In Baltimore county,
Maryland. Mlears worked for a couple of years
ra a farm in Maryland, and In September,
Uisi, joined Troop H, First Maryland cavalry. ColonelCole, serving in the Shenandoah Valley till the
close ol the war. In 1867 he came West to Leavenworthand teamed lor a while in the Quartermaster'sDepartment. In 1869 he came to Colorado
aud worked at various jobs, brlckinaking, droving
and farming, until August, 1871, when, on the 2d,
he hired as a hand on the ranch ol Mrs. Arabella
Newton, at Littleton, twelve miles from this city.
Mrs. Newton had been married to a man named
Nredunhall, but alter some auarrels and lawsuits
they separated, aud she went to live with George
M. Bouacina, who claimed to be her brother. On
the 10th of Angust, 1871, Mtears shot Bonaclna
with a revolver, killing htm Instantly, and fired
a charge of small shot into Mrs. Newton's
breast, wounding her seriously, bat not mortally.
Mlears at once attempted to escape to Pueblo, but
ewsof the murder had been telegraphed before

fclin, and a fall description of his person, as bus-

plcion had fastened on him. At Woodbury's,
while waiting lor the stage from Denver, he lay
down to sleep. While dozing the people quietly
took his pistol and kuockcd the caps off his shotgun.In a moment more the coach rolled up, and
the sleeper awakened to find himself disarmed
and a prisoner, for Sheriff Cook was on the coach.

HIS TRIAL.
On the 5!h, 6th and 7tli of Feoruary, 1872, Miears

was tried lor murder, and the Jury returned a verdictof "Guilty," declaring that the murder was
pieBicdiiaicit. A new trial was moved for and
obtained, and a continuance, on account of the
absence oi material witnesses, sent the case over
from April to October, 1872. The second trial commencedon the 2l>it and concluded on
the 23d with a verdict of "Guilty," and
an the 30th December Judge Wells passed the sentence,which was executed to-day. Throughout
Ins trials, though his face was haggard, his frame
emaciated, he bore up remarkably well, rather
betraying Indifference than anxiety as to tlie
result. Alter sentence had been pronounced his
counsel did all that man could do to obtain a writ
f error and secure a stay, but both Judges, the

chief Justice aud the Acting Governor, refused to
Interfere.

HIS CONDUCT IN PRISON.
After sentence had licen passed Miears maintaineda stolid Indifference as to his late; he

chatted willingly and pleasantly with his visitors
and friends, slept soundly and regularly and
showed no loss of appetite, lie read much and
smoked more.

niS CONFESSION.
Yesterday, when Miears found that his last hope

was gone, he sent for the representatives or the
press, announcing that lie weh about to make a
comession. rue hkhald correspondent round him
In bis cell, stretched on a small pullet. The cell
was devoid of uny other furniture than a tin
puiitoon and a porringer. The prisoner lighted a
cigar and, settling himself comfortably on
Ins elbow, made a verbal statement of
the crime, occasionally digressing Into a dry joke,
to which was imparted a ghastly interest by the
surroundings of the scene. Alter reciting his historyup to the time he hired out to Mrs. Newtoa he
said that Bouaclna took him into his confidence,
saying that people were down on him and Mrs.
Newton, and that his (Honacina's) life was not sale
off the ranch, adding that threats of burning his
grain had been made. To protect the grain, which
had just been cut. the two men slept together on
the stacks. This continued for some six nights. On
Bunday, August C, Bonacina brought back some
caps and powder from town and loaded his ride,
aaylng he expected the neighbors would try and
burn nls grain that night, and he would kill the
first son or a b that went there alter dark.
Bonacina this Sunday borrowed $26 from Meiars.
On her return that night Mrs. Newton said that she
would give a huudred dollar suit of clothes to him
that
killed thk first man that came loafino rocnd.
She had a pistol and Meiars a shotgun and

revolver. On Tuesday Bonacina and Meiars had
Berne words over the lormer's treatment or a horse
while they were loading grain, but they did not
come to blews. On Thursday, the loth of August,about half-past eight P. M., when Buuuclua and
Meiars were arranging their bed at the grain
tacks, Meiars asked lor his money and the $26 he
bad loaned Bonacina, saying he did not want to
work tbere any longer, but would leave next day.
Bonacina, with some obscene and abusive words,
aald he would pay him at once, and from where he
was lying reached for and cocked his rifle, when
Meiars seized bis revolver, which lay loose at his
aide, and flred twice. Bonacina, who had risen on
his elbow, fell dead, trying to utter words, which
were

» choked bt nis ornolino blood,
which welled from two wounds In his breast. The
murderer then took his gun and went to the house
to kill Mrs. Newton, lust she should give the alarm.
doing to the window, he called "Belle! Belle!"

Bhe came to the door am) asked what was wrong.
He said, "They are round," meaning the neighbora,who, it was expected, would burn the gram,

and, levelling bis gun at a distance of fliteen
feet, poured the contents into her breast. The
wonnded woman, with a cry, sprung back Into the
Bouse, and the murderer, whonad been under the
Influence of liquor, returned to the stacks. He
could see Mrs. Newton moving about in her room
agalMt the light. He rolled up the body ot his flrst
victim in the buffalo robes ot its bed, threw some
bandies of grain over it, moved his bed against it
and lay down and slept till morning,

At daybreak the sound of a wagon roused him,
and he saw one pass. Mrs. Newton called to the
driver to stop, but he paid no attention, and she
dragged herself painiuily away. Molars went to
the house and ate something; then taking a horse,
Sis arms, aome bread and soine whiskey
e rode away. Ktrst he intended to go to Carson

City and the mountains; then lie chaugedhis mind
and went towards Pueblo, selling the herse for
$ 100. Then be was captured.
8uch was the story of the murderer, who declaredthat the quarrel arose about the borrowed

money,'and that nls extraordinary actions in remainingon the stack after shooting Mrs. Newton,
without killing her, were due to whiskey.

Alter making his confession the murderer was
measured tor a suit of clothing, selecting himself a
white shirt and black Hack, vest and pautaleons.
When the clothes were brought he tried them on
ad said they were just the thing, adding

"1 WON'T NKKD ANOTH KB SUIT IN A HtKRT."
He conversed freely, as usual, saying he was
orry lor the murder, but that others hsd

Allied and been hanged before him, and would kill
and lie hanged after him, so he felt that he was not
the greatest or criminals. He waa glad Mrs. Newtonwas alive. He had never beeu able to make out
what her relations with lionaclna were; as for htinsmlfhe had only conversed with her a few times.
He knew trom the ilrst that he must die, because
lie had neither trtends nor funds, and the gallows
was made for the poor.not for the rich. Then he
hook hands with the reporters and bade theui

rood by, aaylng that he booed to meet them ui a
etter world.

At one o'clock the prisoner's counselabandoned: all hopes; Merry stood aside, and
no longer Interposed her arm to slay the descendingsword of justice.
At half-past one Sheriff Cook entered Micars' ceil,

and, taking his hand, said lio was sorry that tlic
hour had come, but the luw now claimed its victim
Inexorably. Miears, without filnchiug or quivering,said he knew it was reaay. A
moment after he stepped from his cell,
alter pinning a little bunch of geranium
leaves and flowers on the leit lapel of his coat,
on either side of him walked a priest, holding up a
crnctflx and pouring consolation in the doomed
man's ear. Miears stepped lightly Into the carriage,accompanied by tho clergymen and the
Sne-UT. The Denver Scouts, on foot and armed,
with drawn saDrcs, surrounded the vehicle, and at

At a quarter past two the mournful processionreached the gallows, which was guarded by a companyor United States inlantry. The Scouts formed

to right and left. The culprit, with wonderful selfpossession,mounted the platform and took his
stand on the trap, surrounded by the Sheriff, the
deputies and the priests. Father Borg ottered a
prayer and tendered the crucifix to the prisoner,who kissed it. Turning to the people
assembled, he said, in a firm voice:.
"Farewell, men I I'm a-going into another
world." Dis eyes rested for a moment on the scene
around.the hushed and attentive crowd, the
bright, Winter sun; then they fell on the cotiln Just
before his scafTold. It was but for a second, lor the
black cap was drawn over his eyes, his hands and
feet were deftly pinioned, the scaifoid was vacated
by the attendants, and ut nineteen minutes pust
two o'clock precisely the

was heard; the body fell about lour leet, it spnn
round five times, a tremor agitated the limbs, the
chest heaved once or twice, and then all was still,
and the taut rope, like a serpent, pressed out the
forfeit lire. At 2:23 the pulse was 144, at 2:24 it was
72, at 2:26 it hud ceased, and the soul of the slayer
stood at the bar of God. At 2:42 the body was cut
down and placed in a plain pine cortln,
stained black. The examination showed
that the neck was broken, so that death
was prompt and painless. By three o'clock
the crowd had vanished, and the sexton, without
words or Christian sorrow and hope, had laid tlio
body in a plot of ground near the corpses of Duggan,Foster and Stone.
Tims was carried out the fourth lawful hanging

in Colorado Territory. Bonacina, the victim of
Mloars, was of Italian descent, a lormer resident of
Montreal, Canada, where his family waH very respectablyconnected, one of his sisters, It is said,
now living there, being the widow of Alderman
Torrie, a prominent local politician.
