ForT DEFIANCE, NEW MEX100, Dec. 20, 1572,

The notoriety attained by ihis section recently,
eonsequent on the diamonds and other precioua
stones supposed to exist in great quantities in the
murromnding regien, is suMelent to account for the
presence here of your commissioner at this time,
Fort Deflance is situated on the Canyon Bonito,
forty-five miles northwest of Fort Wingate, and
mearly directly west of Banta Fé The buildings
are of adobe, or sun dried brick, and are the
remaine of an abandoned military post, but now
used a8 an agency for the Navajo Indians. The
foundations eof some of the bulldings are giving
way, and they are generally in a wretched state of
repair, Fort Defiance is actually in Arizona, and,
1 believe, i8 thus lnid down on government sur-
weys; but as It lics so close to the line of New
Mexico It 18 found mué¢h more convenlent to
supply it from the New Mexican Department,
and (Rerefore it is temporarily presumed to be in
¥ew Mexico. If m Arizona, red tape wounld make
it necessary to transport its supplies from the
Callfornia eide, across a great extent of barren
eountry, a portion of which I8 infe sted by hostile
tribes. The reservation includea about one hun-
dred and twenty square miles. There Ia very little
aravle land on it, the greatest portion being moun-
tainous and broken, made up of lofty mesas, or
table lands, and deep arroyos, er dry ravines.

The horses of the party had been previously securcd,
and ih:{rhld no means of following the depreda-
Lors. some time It was believed that the mur-
der was perpetruted n!v bad Nuvajos wbo had fol-
lewed the party out irom Defiance, but it was
finally cleariy traced to two roving Ute Indians, who
were well known among their tribe and who were
ldentifigd a8 the same pardes who had pro-
cetded over the Mormon trall with the stolen
korscs. None endeavored more engerly Lo prove
their innocence of this crime than the Navajos
themselves, who pursued the slight clue lelt until
the aMalr was made so clear shat the Utes we-
knowiledged the commission of the erime by men of

their sribe,

On his l.rla from the East General loward
brought with him to Fort Wingate six Apacue
chilels to huld & councll with the Navajos, These
tribes had been accustomed Lo make ralds on ench
other's property, and i a peacenble trmdisg party
went into thelr neighbor's territory they were
often murdered or their stoek stolen.  The General
succeeded 1n causing the chiels to promise peace
with each other in the future, and the chiefs em-
braced, In testimony of their gNom faith. Manuelito
and the other chiefs of the Navajos, when com-
pared with the Apache chiefs, presented a more
manly appearance, the latter u.ppoarimi ulinost in-
slgnificant alongside of them. None of the Nuvajos
have ever been taken KFast, and Genernl Howard
sald that if ne succeeded in inducing the great
Apache chief,

with him, he woula Ilke to have the Navajo war
chief, Manuelito, go also. This beimg interpreted
to uelito he replied that he would be glad Lo
necompany the General, and that he had o great
desire to see the Great Father and the laughing
houses (theatres), of which he had heard irom the
whites, He Jecularly added, turming to the Geu-
eral—

“Muche veeskey, eh?"

To which the Genernl replied—

“0h, no, no; tell nim that none of us drink any-
t of }.he sory; that these Indians | have with
me have been all through the States, and they
have been beluvirmveq well, apd that they bave
Dot drank a drop all threugh the trip."

A few hours after Miguel, one of the Apache's
chiefs, who had o glass eye inserted In the States
staggered up to the General in a Mmghtful state of
intuxication. The Gemeral srdered him Lo be re-
moved from his glght, and lectured him when
sober, The following cenversation eccurred be.
tween General Howard and Manuellto:—

A POW-WOW,

MANUELITO—The Great Father sent you here to
sce us. 1 am glad to see you. I want to talk to
{ou. For years I fought you white people. 1

hought we conld whip you. We always whipped
the Mexicans. They were afrald of 00

purposes., The last count for the purposes ol the
annuity lssue makes the Navajos on the reserve
mumber about ten thousand persons, which shows
she wribe to be on the Increase since the
close of the great Navajo war. Previously
%0 the war they had large peach orchards
and jmmense corn  flelds, and were the
terror of the entire Mexioun population
o the Rio Grande and adjacent setiicmenis. Whole
towns were often besieged by them, while the en-
tire surrounding country was piilaged and all the
aheep, horses and oxen run off to the mountain
fmstuesses, where for a long time they defled the
United Blates iroops sent to subjugute them. De-
Sance obtained its name from the firm stand made
Mere by General Canby against the entire Navijo
Jiribe. Previously it had been called Fort Canby,
and is 80 lald down on many of the Territorial
maps. To subdue the Navajos extreme measures
had to be resoried to. Their corn fields were de-
stroyed by the cavalry, their orchards cut down,
their herds slaughtered and left to rot on the
groond. In fact everything was taken from them
“and they were reduced to starvation. In some
£oscs poisoned sugar and bacon were left in camps,
a8 f forgotten, or dropped on the road for
the starving Indians, so that to this day some
of the Navajos have such a horror of bhacon that
they cannot be induced te touch it. Many eof them
gave themselves up almost starved to death, and
oo being faroished with plenty of provisions killed
themselves with eating. They have now been at
peace for several years, and conduct themselves
ss well and give as little trouble to the government
A8 any tribe of thelr slze In the country, being o
shirewd, intelligent, industrions people, Their
ooet of pubsstence to the government is less than
ﬂumm_ln_dinn‘. which 18 eheaper than keeping
® large force costantly | t.g'&am fﬁl_l them.
¥hey are fast recovering the effects of the
war, and own now about ten thousand horses,
es and burros and over pne hundred and thirty
Jbousand sheep and goats. Shonld their reservi:
tion be extended to the north, 8o a8 to include
some of the rich lands lying en and around the
Ban Juan, they will probably be self-sustiining in
“Bvo yeard more. They are very industrious, and
purchase sheep with the money they obtain from
the sale ofupnkeu. stones and hunting. The men

‘ave been laid by them. Navajo blankets have
obtained a world-wide fame, as being the wonder-
fal production of an uneducated tribe, These
blankets vary in price here from lour dellars to
seventy-five dollars each, and have a ready sale to
travellers, who desire to take away with them evl-
dence of the skillul handiwork of the Nuavajo
‘maldens. A few of the Navajos speak si".-'-'-"—.!.';.ﬂ'.?.-
prevailing language of the cgpuntry, “bat very lew
of them speak any English. Were it not for

thelr snperatition in regard to the dead they would
r“lﬂ”l more rapidly than the Puellos, whom
ghhey excel in native surewdniss and avllity.

when It was anponneed by the San Franclsco news-
papers that diamonds had been discovered his
uncie, Mr. Thompson, of Brooklyn, consulted Foster,
TIIE GREAT MEDICINE MAN,
and through him had an tnterview with Fumboldt,
which satisfied him of the existenee of diamonds,
aud they came out last August as the leaders of un
expedition or New York company. But Arnold had
conclud ot that the country te the north of this
plart wys too publie for his “planr.” The Navajos
wre @ very observant tribe, and thev watch very
ciwsely the movewents of the whites when they
find them gencohing for anything. They have pros-
pected the country so far much better than any
one elee, and brought in a great mn“ﬁ. more gems
or stones of doubtiul value. But time other
purties had got wind of the story and supposed the
miners’ to be in the vicinity of the Burros, pome
fanl  in  the Pinal mountains. They fol-
lowed Arnold's and MelCallen's tracks
glowly from statiom to statlon until they
foun that one where the stones  had
been oblained, Hut the soldier Duncan had in the
meantime been killed by the Apaches, and they
could obtain no turther information of the locality
of the stunes. Then came the tralling for trans,
Slack'™ trail was supposed to be the real trail
McCallen was endeavoring e follow Slack's trall,
and he was supposed to be posted. Bo there
were hall & dogen prospecting parties fellowing
MceCallen's tradl, thinking thut would bring them
in at the death, And all of these parties found
grones of more or less value, which added to the
intenslty of the excitement. Arnold and Black's

THE DARIEN ISTHMUS.

Awerican Naval Explorations and Prospects
of the Interoceanic Rhip Canal.

Commodore Selfridge’s Duty and Party—History
of the Past and Prospect of the Present Enter-
prise—What May Be Accomplished and
the Commercial Results—The United
Btates Ship Tuscarora—EHer Con-
dition, Command and Crew.

PANAMA, Jan, 12, 1873,

The readers of the HERALD who have followed in
its celumns the progress of the various surveys
which have been made om the Isthmusol Darien
during the past few years are thus well aware of
the obstacles that hiave been overcome and the dn-

portant results that have been achleved by the om-
ocers of the American Navy; bul, fer the benefit of
those who are not thus informed, it may be neces-
Bary to rocapitulate in order that they may under-
stand the objects of the expedition te which your
special correspondent is now attached,
HISTORY OF CAPTAIN SELFRIDEE'S EXPLORATIONS,
In January, 1870, an expeditlon was organised,
under the command of Commander Th 0.

Belfridge, United States Navy, for the pur-
pose of exploring the territory of the Isthmus of

Darien and determining the  practicabllity
or impracticability of the several rountes
that  have been proposed for an  inter-

oceanie ship eapal. This expedition, during the
Winter of 1870, aurveyed several proposed routes,
commencing at Caledonis Bav and the Gulf of Ban
Blas on the Atlantic side, and demonstrated them
to be impracticable, notwithetanding the faverable
reports that had previously been made ef them by
various explorers, who, incited by the love of no-
torlety or the hope of pecuniary reward, had pub-
lished glowing aceounts of their disgcoveries, with no
other (oundation than that whiclh cxisted in their
own imaginations,

In the Winter of 1871 another expedition was
organized under the same commander, which pro-
ceeded to explore the much-talked of route by the
way of the Atrato and Tuyra rivers, Of this route
greal expeetations had been entertained, but they
were destined to be uniultilled, and this reute was
slso numbered among the impracticable,

This expedition, however, met with better snc-
eess in thelr survey of the route by the way of the
Atrato and Napipl rivers, which proved to be en-
tirely practicable and in all respecis the best line
a8 yet kuewn., The advent of the ralny season,
however, compelled the explorers to cease their
operatiens on this route belore they had obtained
a8 much knowledge of the nature of the ground in
the vicipity ol the line actually surveyed as was
desirable,  Nevertheless, by means of great exer-
tions, they succeeded in completing o line of
survey from the FPacitie to the Atrato (which Is
navigable at all seasons for vessels drawing twenty-
five leet of water) which attracted 80 much utten-
tion and has impressed the hest engineers of the
country so favorably that it has been deemed ad-
visavle to send out a third expedition jor the pur-
pose of gaining more inlormation of the couutiy
1 the vicinity of the Napipl.

ORGANIZATION OF THR PARTY.

This expedition i8 algo under the command of
Commander Sellvidge, who has as bis assistamnts
Lieutenants Fred Collins, J, G. Eaton and T, J,
Sulitvan, all of whom have seen service in the pre-
vious expeditions, Owing to a sudden and severe
illnesa Captain Selfridge was unable to proceed ut
the time set for the depariure ol the expedition,
He, however, turned the command over tempory-
rily to Lieutenaut Colling, and the expedition, dc-
comppnied by your correspondent, sailed on the
15t of Junuary for Panama.

AT PANAMA,
Upon onr arrival here we lound the United States
steamship Tuscarora, Commander Belknap, awail-
ing us, on board which the ofticers ol the expedi-
tlon at once repatred, and immediately commenced
the work ol organization and preparation lor ae-
tive operations as soon a8 Commander Selfridge,
whe i8 expected by the next steamer, shall arrive,
As soon a8 he comes the Tuscarora will sail lor
Cupica Bay, and three parties, under the command
of the lieutenants above mentioned, will be placed
at once in the feld.
PROEFECTS OF BUCCESS.
The route already surveyed requires a cannl
of about thlrty-two miles in length, for which the
catimated cost mmounts to $£75,000,000, This Win-
ter It 18 hoped Lo shorten this some four or five
miles, by which the estimates will be reduced to
about glxty million dollars, The prospect of being
able to do this 4 now good, and should it prove to
be weil founded the guccess of the canal project
will be psgured.

HOW TO LIGHT THE CITY LAMPS,

e il
Meeting of the Polytechnic Branch of
the American Institute—Street Lamps
Lighted by Eleectricity—An Intercsting

Exhibition.

The polytechnic branch of the American Institute
met last night in hall 24 Cooper Building, Mr.
Daniel J. Tapley read a paper describing a mew
method of using ecarbonic acid gas for the ex-
tinguiehment of fire. In a recent number of Har-
per's Monthly, he #aid, a description was given ofa
new machine in London fn which carbonic acid
gas, evolved from burning charcoal, was forced
into its stream, and the results were spoken of as
very gratifying. About four years ago &
company was formed at Newton, Mass,,
of which Governor Clafin was President,

for the manufacture of o hand engine, which at-
templed to use the same principle. The small
machines known as “‘extingumshers” have in scores
of instances put out fires which were ng‘ nrancl{
out of all Erupnﬂmn to the means used. Ee wenl
oint of the extinguisher Is in lte capacity. The
ventor conceived the pleasant idea of forcing
the gﬁ?tor to carry the an%na‘(hoie and extin-

e cost of lighting and of extinguishing the street
lamps of o large city is very great. Two reforms
asre needed—in Lie umount of [abor and the quoan-
tity of gas. A patent was granted to Mr, Bean to
light lamps by means of electricity. Much time
and ingennity have been expended on the simple
task of opening the burper and lighting the gas
simultaneously. By means of this apparatus al
the lamps witlin 8 arcuit of a mile can be lighted
in fifteen seconds, Mr. Hean then read a
revn of the Buperintendent of Street Lampa
of Providence, K. L., showing that the experiment
in that city bas been nccompanied by a great sav-
ing in money and In the quantiiy of gas eonsumed,
The annual saving I8 about twenty thousand dol-
lars, Im New York the saving would be $96,500,
Mr. Andren then lighted half a dozen lamps by one
finsh of his galvanie battery and extinguished them
in less than & second, und the numerous sudlence
burst out in appliuse. The burners are opened by
mesns of atmospheri¢ pressure, and the gas I8
lightea by electricity conveyedby wires poing to
everyilamp post. Mr. Andren sald the large music
hall of Cambridge I8 lighted now by this appa-
ratus, The experiment has proved a perfect suc-
cend,
Dr, L. Bradley said he approved of the plan, and
the meeting then adjourned till Friday next, when
the subject of superheated stenm will be discussed,
