TOE BANK BTATEMENT.

The weckly statement of the associated banks is
guite unfavorable, owing chiefly to o loss of nearly
twomillions 1n reserve, the effect of which has
been to umpair the surplug to the extent of
pver two millions of dollars, The statement
represents the banks in a poorer condition than
they really are, as the several ltems composing it
are, made upon mising averages. It Is, in fact,
more indicative of tugr condition a week ago,
modified by the gradual effect ol the average of the
results io the meantime, It will be remembered
that we called attention tothe lact last week that
the conditlon of the banks at that time would be
mare nearly represented in the stutement of this

week. Hence
THE LOSS IN SPECIB,

1t appears, 18 as much as one and three quarter
millions, because of the heavy specie exports a
week ago, We sald on that occasien that the
banks had lost instead of gained greenbacks, and
the present result verifles our assertion. The ex-
pltnsion in loans has been not far from five mil-
Mons, while the gain In deposit has been less than
baif & mililon, In respect, therefors, to these two
it<ms3, the siatement is iliogical, unless we accept
the theory that the gold clique, in shipping gold,
borrowed money from the banks on the equivalent
bills of exchange, so that the outgo ofcoincan-
celled the credits of the clique and prevented the
loans irom appearing as deposits. The statement
