The result of the Tweed trial is still the general
topic In everybody's mouth. The action of the Jury
U variously criticised, and charges even have been
Bade that one «P the Jurors was an "ex-convict,"
another a "bummer from the docks," anu a third a

"mock auctioneer." With the iutention of finding
the facts as to the allegations a reporter of the
Hekai.d went up to the house of Mr. Benjamin k.
Phelps, the District Attorney, at 101 West Forty

eventhstreet. Mr. Phelps said he was willing to

five any intormation within bis power.

What District Attorney Phelps Says,
"Charges have been made," said the reporter,

"that some of the Jurors on the Tweed trial were

BOt what they might have been."
The reporter then went over the charges as

above.
"Yes, 1 saw these charges," answered Mr. Phelps,

"and I can only say that they are nothing new to
me. 1 have heard the same thing before."
"llave yon any objection to tell me who they referto among the Jurors!"
'None whatever."
"Who, then, is referred to as a 'mock auctioneer?'»

"Mr. nnm'.tn: he is the only one who could be
referred to In that way, as he is the only oue who
stated his business to be that of auctioneer; 1
don't know exactly what he docs; I believe he sells
horses or something oi that kind, but 1 don't think
he does a business as an auctioneer, hut he gave
that as his business on the trial when lie was asked

' nbout his occupation."
"And the 'ex-convict.' Who does that refer to?"

got Into Home trouble down South about counterfeitingstamps."
"And lastly, the "bummer aronnil the docks."

Who does that refer to?"
"Mr. Parker, who gaye his business as that of

oysterman on the trial. Mind, 1 am not certain
that these charges are true. I only know that theyhave been made and repeated again and again."
"Are there any others who have been spoken of

as men of bad character?"
"Yes, there are two others; but I do not care to

give names."
"Now, it is further said that some affidavits nave

been made preferring certain sworn charges
against some oj the jurors. Have you such affidavits?"
"Yes," said Mr. I'hclps: "1 have them In my possession."
"Could you give them for publication ?"
"No. I do not think the time has come yet to

publish them. They say enough, and yet they do
not say enough."
"But of what use are these affidavits ? If you ean

establish bad character against any of the jurors
will it give the power to question the verdict ?"

No; It will not give me the power to touch anyof the proceedings of the trial, though had I known
the character of these men during the trial I certainlywould have objected to their being placed
upon the jury, alleging 4helr bad -character as a
reason. But these affidavits do not refer to the
previous character of the Jurors, but ullege that
some of them were approached during the trial,
and allowed themselves to be approached. These
are very grave charges to make.no doubt; but If
they are proved to be true tliev will do very much
to show why such disagreement took place among
the jury on this trial."
"Ana do these affidavits specifically refer to

Messrs. Koche, Hamlin and Parker ?"
"They do and to two others, as I before said."
"That these jurors were approached w hlle acting

on the jary, and that their action was governed in
consequence?" asked the reporter again.
"Yes," auswered the liistrict Attorney; "that

Is about the seuse of the affidavits. But "l expectto get some more facts still more explicit."
What the Alleged Ei-t'onvirt Says.

The reporter saw Mr. Roche and asked him as to
the story of the counterfeiting stamps which had
been alleged against him. Mi. Roche told him his
Btory, as follows:.
"In 1809 I was a detective in Richmond, Va., and

proceeded against something like four hundred
pereons for violating the United States Revenue
laws, and had a great many of them 'put through.'
After some time I retired from the service of
tnc United States and went into the tobaccobusiness myself, of course 1 had
made a good many enemies while a
detective, and as soon as 1 was in business for
myself there was a good deal of feeling against
me. 1 manufactured tobacco and had to put the
stamps on my packages. 1 In this way had to huy
a good many stamps, and one of my clerks one daybought a large lot. I have since had reason to
believe that this clerk was In the conspiracy which
wan put ap against me. The stamps he had bought
were, of course, used In my factory, and 1 gold a
number of them ta a man who wanted some; doingtula to oblige him, for 1 lorgct what reason.
Shortly after 1 was arrested, and then all the
people whom I had made enemies of r»me down
upon me, and I immediately saw that the charge 1
bad at first thought very trivial would become a
serious matter. I was indicted, and at last brought
ap for trial. The Judge and the District Attorneyknew the conspiracy which had been
made against me. and they advised me to plead
guilty, as the easist way to get out of It. and not to
go through a trial, wntch would only make my
rase worse, and In which Heaven knows the
amount or false swearing there would be against
me. I did plead 'guilty,' and after doing so was
on the spot pardoned before I had lctt the Court.
No sentence was pronounced against mc and no Indictmentnow exists against me. This Is the only
thing of the kind I have been In In my hie, and I
can bring the District Attorney of Richmond und
any number of persons who know me to swear to
these laets."
"And vein donv that, in nnv wnv mil wnrn in.

flucnced t>y an indictment being held over you?""Moat certainly. There la no indictment iu existenceagainst me."
What the Alleged Mock Auctlonrcr Says.
The reporter interviewed Mr. Uamlln. Mr.

Ilamlin aaid that Ida UuHlneaa was selling horses
and buggies, Ac. lie was In the habit of calling
himself an auctioneer, and did business which was
equivalent to thia uy selling goods to the highestbidder iu hia line. Ilia business was a genuine
one, and he had no cause to he ashamed of it. He
aaid he aid his duty on the Jurv according to his
oath, and he believed every other man on the jurydid the same.

The Alleged "lhah Hummer."
The reporter then werft to see Mr. Parker, who

had been called a bummer around the docks, lie
was not to be found, but from persons who did
business with him the reporter learned that Mr.
Parker sold oysters on commls-dnn, having a
business of his own ai the foot of Little
Twelfth street and North River. The Informant
nniu mm air. raricr nau uiwnv* unue oiisineHs
Ihlrly with him. Heforc being in business for himselfMr. Parker had done work for others in ttie
oyster business, working here and there on wages,
but that he was not known as a "bummer" any
more than all men who work for oystermcn. lie
supported a wife and family by his work.
The reporter spoke to another of the jurymen on

the Tweed trial, who said that he never heard any
of these charges against the above jurors made
before, and that as far as his experience went they
appeared to be honest men.
The iikkalo reporter then went to Interview Mr.

Lyinati Tremain, one of the prosecuting lawyers ui
the great suit.
What Mr. Tremain Says of the Jurors.
"You have seen the statement, Mr. Tremain, I

presume, aisiut the jnrors tu the Tweed suit, that
one was a 'mock auctioneer,' another an ex-conglet,and still another a 'dock hunimerf'"
"Yes; I have seen the statement," said Mr. Treaaain.
"What can you say about the truth hf this t"
"I have every reason to believe they are true."
"You are not, then, satisfied with the characterOf the jury »"
"No, sir. 1 am not. I do not wish to make anydistinct charges of corruption; but I ean say thatcertain persons on it did not suit tne at. alL""Then why did you not object to them r»"Far a very simple reasun.that in cases of misdemeanorthe law only allows three cuadeugesand when I had exhausted these, why, I had to re!

main powerless. 1 his is my objection to the newJury law.that while in capital charges the ii,w
allows thirty challenges In all felonies which are
not ciipitai, and In misdemeanors the law alio**
only three. I think this Is a very grave inadvertencein the law."
"Hut how did such men of alleged had character

get on the jury Hat f"
".Ah, thtM is not a matter In our power. The law

places very great power in the commissioner of
k Jurors. lie has the only supervision of the jury
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Hat, ana ne la anppoaea to Know mat rney are men
ot good character. He has no right to take any
othera. Yet in this case I have, personally, no
doubt that ineu were on the jury list who ought
never to have been placed there, and, unfortunately,some of them got on the jury in the Tweed
trial."
"Can you tell mc who were the particular men

rclcrred to as above?"
"1 do not wish to do that. I do not care to make

any apeclflc charges against Individuals."
The juror who lias been, it is said, referred to us

the 'ex-convlct' says that he pleaded guilty to a

certain charge of counterfeiting stamps, and adds
that it having bten a truiuped-up charge to do him
injury he was pardoned."
"Did he say he was pardoned immediately?
"Yea, before be left the Court."
"Hum!" said Mr. Tremain doubungly, and he

gave a quiet laugh. AV1

"Will yon not state whether this was so or not?"
"No, I will not make any specific charge. But I

have my own Ideas about it."
"And you will not tell me who the other two are

that are referred to so pointedly?"
"No, I do not care to. The prosecution knows that

some things were not as they should be on that
trial. Hut I think it is of doubtful policy lor me to
suv what these things arc, though they may come
out afterwards."

LARGE ISSUE OF BONUS.
The New York and Harlem Railroad
Place New Consolidated Railroad MortgageBonds to the Amount of
911,000,000 on the Market.
Considerable excitement was created on Wall

street yesterday afternoon by the announcement
that the New York and Harlem Railroad Company
was about to place upon the market new consolidatedmortgage bonds, couponed and registered,
to the value ot 112,000,000, the bondB to be due
May l, 1900, with interest at seven per cent semiannually.This extraordinary issue of bonds,
as Btated above, was the cause of surmise
and speculation, and many were the theories
advanced to explain it. The one which
found the readiest acceptance was that the issue
was in some way connected with the Underground
Railroad und the scheme of rapid trausit, at the
head of which is Commodore Vanderbllt. in order
to ascertain whether there was any foundation lor
this rumor, a Hkhald reporter was despatched last
evening to call upon a gentleman who la prominentlyconnected with the Harlem road. The followingconversation occurred:.

"I have called to ascertain the meaning of the
coupon issue of bonds which the New York und Harlemroad announces this aiternoon."

"Well, I am alrald I cannot give yon mucn informationas I have nothing to do with the fluuuee
part of the road, but 1 suppose the loan is like any
other railroad mortgage bond loan and is intended
to take up the outstanding securities of the road."
"Has the issue got anything to do with the UndergroundRailroad ?"
"Not that I am aware of. Yon know that we are

sinking the trucks of the road from Forty-second
street to the Harlem liivcr, and that requires
money, but except you call lliis an underground
railroad, I know of no other thut the issue of bonds
will airect."
"Then the issue Is in no way connected with

rapid transit ?"
"No. The liapid Transit Company is an entirely

different corporation irom the Harlem Railrond.
The Rapid Trausit Company has at its head Mr.
Vanderbllt, and it is expected to run from the HarlemRailroad, but be.voud this the two companies
are entirely different. AVhen the proper time
comes the rapid transit scheme will be able to
stand upon its own bottom, and will be engineeredby friends of its own without calling in
the aid of the Harlem road. As I said before,
1 cannot exactly state what the issue of bonds
means, but I believe I can ussure you it has no con!section With rapid transit."
As trie gentleman did not seem to be anxious to

give any more Information the reporter left.
Two million, dollars worth of the bonds will be

placed upon toe market the 90th of February. No
proposal will be considered unless accompanied by
a certified check for Ave per cent of the amouut
paid for.

Tha scandalous Greeley will case has at last
practically terminated. Yesterday morning proceedingswere again resumed in the matter before
Surrogate Collin, at the Court House In White
Plains. The fugivcleus and persistent Isaiah S. Williamsappeared on behalf of the two remaining executorsof the will of 1871, Klchard H. Manning and
Churles Storrs, Samuel Hiucluir having renounced
all his rights as the third executor a month
since, and In addition he also acted as counsel
for the Children's Aid Koclety, who have not
made any compromise or renunciutiou of the
claim for the legacy of $10,000 left by the will of
1871. Mr. Joseph 11. Choate, who has been working
very hard for an amicable arrangement in the
matter, and Judgo Hart appeared on behalf of the
two desolate orphan girlH, Miss Ida and Miss
Gabrielle Greeley. The Hurrogate, who evidently
expected to have the pleusuro of sitting several
days longer, was considerably surprised to lind

MATTERS TERMINATE SO SUDDENLY.
None of the members of the Greeley lamlly were

In court; but It. H. Manning, ono of the executors
or the old will, and John C. Ferguson, who wus a

witness to the execution of the will of 1571, were

present. The latter Is an old, farmer-like man.
Mr. Alvln J. Johnson, Mr. Greeley's old irieud. was
also present, us were a small army of
reporters, and Mr. O'Dwyer, late private
secretary to Horace Greeley. The Surrogate
having adjusted bis spectuclcs, Judge Hurt arose
and said:.If the Court please, this protracted, disagreeableInvestigation Is about drawing to a
close. 1 have no desire to revel In the lnllrmities
of uny man, living or dead. We have, I believe, on
one Hide oxmoiieu a spine 01 conciliation rroin tno
beginning to ttie end of this case. Wlien we were
informed that the rights of the

YOUNGER DAUGHTER OF MK. GREELEY
were contended lor we conceded everything as
iar as we knew how and all that we could. We
gave at once a deed of one undivided half of that
property to the younger daughter, though the
counsel sitting by my side was perfectly satisfied
that the will of 1872 gave her all that we could give
her by auy deed, and he was satisfied not only of
his own judgment and opinion, but, alter consult-
ing with some of the

Karly In the evening the immense mass at the
Telfl House were startled by the announcement
that Senator Pomeroy had just been arreRted for
bribery. The news spread quickly over the entice
City, and the particulars of his arrest were soon In
everybody's mouth. The warrant for his arrest
was sworn out at the instance of Captain D. L.

city. Mr. Pomeroy promptly appeared by counsel
and gave ball in the sum of $ft,ooo for Ill's appearancebefore the Judge cy the District Court on Fridaynext at two o'clock I". M. His bondsmen were
Thco.

A. H. Horton and Hon. (}. W. (Jitek, of Atchison, i
and Alfred Ennis, of TupekA, appeared as counsel
lor Mr. Pomeroy.
At the Filth Avenue Hotel tnere was another

scene. The lrlends of Hon. John Jumes Ingalls had
assembled there to congratulate that gentleman
upon Ills success in the Senatorial contest. Mr.
Ingalls took to It kindly, and by his every action
demonstrated his gratimde to the people ami Leg-
talaturc of Kansas tor the honor which hail jitst
been conferred upon him. While his legions of
friends were wild with excitement and loud In
their demonstrations of Jnbtlancy.'Mr. Ingalls so-
copied their congratulations nnexclteuly. but.
