A JUMP OUT OF BAD COMPANY.

Credit Mobllier has began to attack the repntationsor New York men as it extends its vicious
ramifications further and further through the
land. A day or two since even the hitherto unimpeacbedreputation of Governor Dlx was attacked
In the examination of the man Bushnell belore the
committee In Washington. Bushnell said that GoneralDlx had several very doubtful transactions
with the road, In which he was said to have obtained600 shares of the Pacific Railroad stock in
some unknown manner, and in which it was intimatedthat they had been given him by Dr. Uurant.
It further went on to sav that i&o.ooo was riven to
General Dix for 500 shares of stock, and that this was
because the General felt aggrieved by being turned
out of the Presidency of the road. A certain letterwaB also said to be in existence purporting to
have been written by General Dlx, in which he
made use of such language or argument as to Inducethe directors to buy the stock at par; and it
was afterwards intimated that

general uxx had whitten, threatening
the sale of the bonds In Europe unless the companytook the stuck at par. Several other things
were said of General Dix tending to bring him
tnto contempt and seeking to identify him with
Credit Mobilier.
A reporter of the Herald went to see Mr. John

S. Cisco, the Wall street banker, who was treasurerof the road at tie time these transactions
took place with General Dix. Mr. Cisco, as soon as

he heard Credit Mobilier mentioned, showed an

immediate interest and expressed a willingness to
tell anything he could about any operations he
fcnew of.

i caueu particularly, air. uisco," sniu tue
Hkkalu reporter, "to obtain a statement from you
as to General Dix's operations witti tbe Credit Mobilier.operationswhlcii, you have,'no doubt, seen,
bave been testified to at Washington."

Mil. cisco's statement.
"This is a matter," said Mr. Cisco, impressively,

"upon which I should not care to speak. Genera1
Dlx 1 hold to be perfectly able to vindicate his own
character. 1 know no man who is better situated
to do so. I cannot imagine why I should be appliedto to vindicate the character ofso well-known
am^n. All that happened in these times and when
the Pacinc ItuTubatl Was iftst giving rise to the
Credit Mobllier between General Dlx and the road
are matters on which I could only speak from hearsay,and I don't think that 1 am capable or doing
the thing as fully and completely as would ne
(General Dlx) himself. I was treasurer of the road
at the time, but none of these matters came
unuer my personal ooservation. 11 wouiun t

do General Oix much good that I should state
what 1 have heard from others. There is too much
of tills sort of evidence already admitted at Washington.I hold that to speak intelligibly ou such a
matter as this a man should know of his own

knowledge. I can say this, thatl conscientiously
believe that all General Dlx's transactions in this
matter were perfectly fair and honest, and that
they were marked by strict iutegrity. No man

* who knows General Dlx would suppose. anything
Ise. But as for vindication, he cun do that

better himself;
or, again, his son-in-law, Mr. Blake, who was

bis counsel in the whole matter, would be quite
able to do it for him, and could speak with some

authority."
. The reporter then called npon Mr. Charles P.

Blake, the son-in-law of General Dlx, at his residence,No. 3 West Twenty-first street. Mr. Ulake
is a lawyer, and at the time of these transactions
of the General with the Union Pacific Railroad
acted as his counsel in the matter.

TUE SON-IK-LAW OF (JENEKAL DIX SPEAKS.
Mr. Blake said at first that he wonld prefer to

telegraph to Albany to General Dlx and ask his permissionto give a full statcmcut of the mooted
nolnt. but afterwards consented to make the
needed explanation of the whole affair, lie said
"The statements made in the papers have been

altogether wrong concerning Governor Dlx and his
relations with the Union Pacific Railroad. The
men who ma^le these statements would, no doubt,
like to implicate the General in the same sort of
affair in which they have lost their own rcputa
tions. Unfortunately for them General Dix's transactionswith the Union Pacific are ftiown to too
many people to admit of this, and are so clearly
honest and above board that no tulnt caii be thrown
upon him."

GENERAL DIX AS PRESIT>ENT.
"For several years General Dlx bad been Presidentot the Union Pactlic Railroad, and during this

entire period he had not received a single cent lor
his services. When the shares were almest valuelesshe took come shares of the road, and tad keptthem for several years, but, of course, received no
benefit from them whatever, fie had continued to
work for the benefit and in the Interest oi the road
until he was appointed Minister to France. At this
time he had oiren spoken to me about the money
owing him as President and the money owing him
on his stock, which had not realized a cent. Hut
nothing more had been done. When he went awaylie was on good terms with everybody in the direction,not knowing what game they were plaving."' Where was the Crtfdtt Mobilier attnls timer" interruptedthe reporter.

"Of this gigantic swindle," said Mr. Dlake, "GeneralDlx knew nothing, -lie was not even aware of
the existence at the thing, as rar us its object was
concerned. When about to start lor France then'

as Minister everybody in the direction or tue road
came to him and begged him to take rare of t he interestsof the road when he was abroad, and the

thought that a Minuter to France advancing a road
In this way would give it a certain importance it
would not otherwise have, and the Cahinet were

f uelling him in the matter, as the building of the
allrosd partook of the character ot a national enterprise.'

"General Dlx went off then to France, with the

Intention to do all he could to push the matter rorward.When he had been there some time 1 learned
that there was a movement on loot by these people,
who have since proved to be those Interested in
the Credit Mobiller, to get Geaeral Dlx out of the
Presidency. It was a well concerted and powerful
movement, and, finding that some other director
liad lately been selling his stock at par, I thought
It was a good time to seize the opportunity to sell
the stock belonging to General Dlx. At
this time I also found that these men
were not acting honestlv by the stockholders,and that instead of the stockholders getting their
proper share or the profits of the road they were
pocketing the money themselves. I then wrote to
General Dlx and told him that I thought the best
way lor him to do was to make a demand for the
money due him, and at the same time sell Ids stock
at par, as the other director kail done. I told htm
It was better to do this than bo In company wlih
nucha lot ol people, when. In any case, he could
ot be re-elected President, as there was a ringformed against him to get him out of the chair."

"General Dlx then wrote me a letter In return,

telling me to do as I pleased in the matter, and
that Tie thought my advice was best. 11 was a
matter of regret to htm, 1 know, tor he had said to
me olten that he would sooner be President of the
Union Pacific Railroad than Minister to France,
nn I certainly nelicve he would have been.

the letter he made use of no tnreatentug language,

A GRAY-HAIRED MONSTER
The Latest Death Sentence in New Hampshire.
Cvans Condemned to the Gallows for Oatraging,Murdering and Mutilating

His Niece, Georgiana Lovering.

Exeter, N. H., Feb. 6,1873.
Frankllu B. Evans, the hoary-bcaded old wretch

who so cruelly outraged and afterwards murdered
little Gcorgiauna Lovering, in the town ol Northwood,In October last, no w stands In a fair way to
receive the punishment due Ills crime. Ills trial
was commenced belore the Supreme Court in this
town on Monday, and was ended to-day by his convictionol murder in the first degree, followed
promptly by a sentence to be Uang%l on the third
Tuesday In February, 1874. The evidence throughout
the trial probably foreshadowed,j:or.riction in the
inlud of the prisoner, for this morning he made a

desperate attempt to anticipate the work ol the
scaffold and lmng himself. He passed the night in
about the usual manner, not being able to sleep
much. Soon after rising from his bed lie requested
his keeper to get him some water with which to
wash himself. The keeper stepped outside the
door, got the water, and was not absent from the
cell more than half a minute. When he went back
he discovered that Evans had taken one ol his suspenders,tied it around his neck and attached the
other end to a^iook used for the purpose of hangingup clothing.

JUST BKlllNNINd TO CIIOXR TTtMSELF.
Just as the keeper entered the room Evans had

began to setlle down and was choking slightly.
The keeper seized liirn and soon disengaged him'
front the hook.
The crime of Evans will be remembered as one of

the most atrocious ever known, and the prompt
conviction and scutouce of the wretch has caused
great rejoicing throughout the community. The
murderer lived In the lamily of Sylvester uav, in
Nortuwood, whose wife was a sister ol' Evans' aud
the grandmother of Georgians Love ling, who also
was a member of the lamliy. Evans, who liuu
some traps In the wood, near the house, Bent
Ueorglana Lovering to attend to them on the
morning of October 25, 1872. She went to the
woods, and he also went away, saying he was
going to work.

the i.itti.e (j1rl did not return
in due time, and becoming alarmed, her friends
caused search to be made (or her. but failed to end
her. It was then discovered tliut Kv.ms had not
been at work that day, and suspicion rested on
him. Deputy Sheriff Drew arrested him, taking
him to his house and keeping him iu custody,Kvuus told a great many contradictory stories
about the girl's whereabouts, pretending to Diew
that some one hud made an agreement with him
to take the girl away, and on the pretence ol rindingthat person, Kvuns took Drew on a long tramp
through several neighboring towns. Drew nt last
became convinced that there was nothing In this
pretence, and gave up the search, and on the way
home they stopped at a hotel lu Northwood, where
the prisoner requested the servant to put poison
In his tea when ae cam" to the table. Tula excited
Drew's suspicion still more, and that night, alter
arriving at Drew's residence, he conirontcd Evuns
With the question:.

to which question at last Evans answered, "She
is."
Drew said, "Will you show me where the bodyIs to which Evans replied, "1 will."
Immediately thereupon they started, it being

then eleven o'clock at night, and walked to u
swamp about six miles lrom Drew's house and a
mile and a hall from where the girl lived. Alter
losing their way once, Evans led the way to the
body, which had been deposited under the stumpor a lallen tree and coveted with leaves. The authoritieswere sent lor and catnc to the spot, attendedby a surgeon, who, under the direction of
the authorities, luted tfce body ironi the place and
examined It, and at that examination It was lound
that tlie body hail been terribly mutilated, ami was
carried to the village to be laid out. Evans then
accompanied Drew to a place near Sherburn's Mills,
w here Evans lilted up a rock, irotn beneath which
lie look out

THE REST OK THE MISSING REMAINS.
All these circumstances were proved at the trial
audit was the sworn omnion of a physician that
Evans outraged the little girl berore kt'Uug her
and then to cover up this crime in ease the body
was discovered, mutilated the remains lu such a
manner as to destroy positive evidence ol outragebefore the murder. %Atter the case was given to
the jury there was great excitement and speculationin the town as to the probable verdict. The

A BROOKLYN HORROR.

The Head of a Man and Portion* of Hi* Done*
Pound in an Unoceupied House.

A Starving Dog Devour* Hi* Dud Muter.The
Proprietor of a Liquor Store, Mining

for Two Month*, i* Fr and in
Ghaatly Fragment*.

A most Horrible discovery was made yesterday in
a^niail lrame building which has been closed for
several months past, situated at the corner of
Corim'1 ce and lmiav streets, South Brooklyn.
Tho lemuauts of humanity mutilated, knawed by a

dog and scattered about a sleeping apartment
were found by two men yesterday uttcrnoon at the
place nameVt, and the fact was reported to Sergeant
Kenny, who was on duty at the desk, at the subprccinctstatl'-n house. Van Brunt street, corner of
King. The information gleaned was telegraphed
to Police Headquarters as ioilows' About three
P. M. the head and portion of the bones, legs,
Ac., of Jacob Knoop, a German, was discoveredat the residence of deceased, cornerof Iinlay and Commerce streets, by
John Miller and James Conaugnan. Knoop, who
was formerly nronrietor of the place. kept a Honor
store there. He has not been seen for the past two
months. Miller, who purchased the place at sheriff's
sale two months ago, was about to lease it to

C'onaugtiaii, when he found the remains, and a
Newfoundland dog, the only companion or Knuop
at the time the place was closed. 'I he dog, who
could not get out, devoured the man."
A representative of the Herald at once proceededto investigate the terrible record, and found

that, the details tally warranted the tenor of the
despatch. Repairing to

tub scene op the iiorror,
a small, two story frame structure, in the vicinity
of the great warehouses of the Atlantic dock, he
found a motley assemblage of men, women and
boys congregated in front and about the building
eagerly discussing the particulars of the affair, Impartingtheir kuowledge of the manner and characterof the former occupant of the place. The
shutters were closed, and not a glimpse of light
was to be seen. Knocking loudly on the door, the
writer's summons was obeven by the appearance
of two stalwart officers.Kane and Henry.who
drew bacK the bolts and cautiously admitted the reporterto the narrow passage, "iou arc welcome,
sir," said one of tne guaruians of the peace; "we

"This Is a strange case, and about, as awlul au

affair us i ever came across," remarked one of the
policemen. "When we came in, sir. we went up
st.iirs, and there stood the dog, a large Newiounalaud,just alter having another meal od his master'sflesh. I approached turn cautiously and threw
a rope with a noose around his neck, and drugged
him down stairs and out. Into the yard, where he is
now."
At that moment a dismal whine, proceeding from

the yard, announc d the presence of

in too close proximity not to inspire fearful reminiscences,and interrupted tiie oillccr's remarks.
'There he is, and if 1 had mv way 1 wouldn't have
let him live a moment; hut the Coroner must see
him beiore the brute is shot 1 suppose."
The reporter was tlien shown through the store,

which was filled with empty bottles, demijohns,
glasses, barrels and other paraphernalia of the
liquor shop. Chenn pictures ornamented the waits,
ana a clock behind the bar marked the uour at
which it stopped, 0:40. i'he next place visited was
the rear room on the second floor.

THE CUAMUElt OF HORRORS.
Cautiously stepping over an old quilt which lav

at tuc head of the stuirs, and which had evidently
served as a resting place by tunes lor the dog
demon, the officers bearing the light stepped across
the narrow lauding and crossed the threshold.
What a fearful sight! Ihe door was opened to its
in neat extent, and there, within three feet ol the
threshold and about four feet to tne left, lay upon
its side,

A III MAN TIEAD.
A long beard was pendant irom the chin, the
eyes were melted from the sockets. The hair on the
head was dark and short. A portion oi an arm,
Willi a hand, the left, protruded from the entangledfolds or a coarse, white net undershirt
and a black and red worsted cmniorter.
The arm had been masticated quite recently,as was evident irom the fact that
the nesh was red, and portions of the bone were
laid bare to view. A pipe lay by the side oi the
head. There were two beds in the raom.an iron
cot bedstead witu a straw mattress and a wooden
bedstead, almost side by side, on the right hand
side of the apartment, in the letter bed, doubtlessthe one ocupied by the deceased at the time
death seized hlth, were six bones. They were of
the legs'and arms. None of the libs were ionnd,
and the supposition is that the dog gnawned and
swartewftd them. Between the beds were portions
or tite putrlfying entrails, wlule by the side af the
table was discovered portions of the liver. The dog
fiend had evidently

and had dragged the remnants oi the carcass about
the floor. A leak in the root had supplied the anl-
ntai wun water sufficient to sustain him in his
ghastly feast. A terrible stench permeated the
miserable, uucarpeied room, which was almost unbearable.Besides the beds there were a clothes
basket, overturned; two chairs, a mirror, a tabic,
stove, two trunks, a clock (stopped at live miuutes
before twelve), and hanging on the wall by the
side of the bed was

A MASONIC CHART
of Solomon's Temple, indicating that Knoop had
been a member of tljat Order. There were also
framed certificates ol membership of the -Order ol
American Sharpshooters" and of the "Dutch Order
of Hungary." on the table were a copy of the
.Holy Bible, "Byron's Poetical Works,"a "City Directory"and several pamphlets in the German
tongue. In a closet were a sword and a lady's
parasol. No lood or any description was found in
the house. This completed the lurniture of the
enamel chamber. The following

The Superintendent of Police Reviewsthe llorrible Story.

RECOGNIZING ELLIS

Boston, Feb, 5, H73.
The trial of Alley, the alleged murderer and

slaughterer of Abijah Kills, Is probably surrounded
with more Interest than any criminal eveut In
this city sinco the celebrated Wcbster-Paraman
tragedy, over twenty years ago. The similarity
ot the two events lias before been remarked
npon; but as the legal investigation progresses
there are such developments as to almost
warrant the belief that when Alley, as Is alleged,
committed ins terrible crime lie must nave
had the late Harvard professor In his mind.
To-day, as yesterday and the day before, the
court room has been constantly crowded, and thousandswho have made application (or admission
have been refused. In all places of public resort
the trial Is the topic of conversation, ami the popularopinion Is about equuliy divided upon the questionof hfc conviction, acquittal or dlgagrecment of
the Jury. That tne accused is guilty there is iiot
much doubt, although he fails to expose any signs
or being the cold-blooded murderer that lie
Is supposed to be. All through the proceedings
lie has thus far been unmoved, und as the cicuuistuutlaifacts ludlcating ins guilt are developed he
manifests no nervousness or uneasiness whatever.
He appears to take a lively interest in what Is goingon. the same us others in Court; but beyctid
this there is nothing paritc-ukuly noticeable m his
demeanor.

Death, of course, resulted bom hemorrhage. As
