Acquittal of the Prisoner.

evidence in his behalf to-day was quite strong.
John George Wilkine, a veterinary surgeon, testified.-.Have been In business lor some five years;

nave seen Leawit Alley twice; Hie first time I saw
kim be came to my bouse in Dorchester; during
last September he wanted me to visit a sick
ltorse; an hour afterward I went to his stables on
Hunneman street; this was In the morning; saw
Mr. Alley and no one else there; went Into the
ntable and stayed about an hour; saw a sick horse
that ,was lying down and was then In tlesh;
the horse was in the second stali; l examined him;
lie had a bad cold that had settled through his system;1 first bled him, then gave him physic;
lie was loose on the floor of the stable; 1 bled him
In the Jugular vein and in both fore legs; he may
have bled a quart; lie walked round while bleeding,
treut into the third stall and lay down; I got him
tip from there and be went on to the manure heap;
the blood was flowing in steams all the while;!
tiled him on the left side of the neck ; he lay down
on one side and then on the other; there were
some loose locks of hay on the floor; he ate then
and. one'or two scraps hanging that he reached uj
and got; no one but Alley and 1 were there; the

on the side of tbc building, on the manure heap and
nome boards; I got some blood on my clothes and
Alley on his; he got It on bis pants, vest and shirt
he was holding the vein and It spurted on him; he
got blood on his vest while hunting for a pin, while
Jus.hands were bloody; some blood was got on hie
coat by the horse going near it while the caai
was hanging near the door; Mr. Alio}
knelt to tlx some poultira and knelt in
some blood on the floor; tfcre was a post In
the third stall which the horse got bloody; there
were also shavings on the floor which became
bloody aud some in the stall; Mr. Alley took some
havings and wiped up some blood from the floor
and threw them on the manure heap; 1 have been
to the stable since the time of which 1 have been
speaking.: it was from curiosity, and since I heard
of Mr. Ellis' death; there had been some alteration
.In the stable; a sort or jolce had been swung out;
there were

that I could aee.
Cross-examination.I live in the Sixteenth ward;.V live with my father; have lived in Harrison

square since I was some live or six years old; I
was born In South Boston; my lather is a horse
doctor and 1 follow his profession; the horse was
bled by being citt in the centre artery of the fore
legs with a lance; I think there are some tour or
live arteries In each leg; put'no bandagcR on the
horse; judge he bled a pint or more from each leg;
backed the horse out of the stall and headed him
toward the side ot the building, witiin some two
feet of the door; cut the Jugular vein; put

pinned them up some fifteen minutes before I left
the stable; don't remember what I did after the
Dleeding; did not charge Alley anything for my
services; he paid me nothing, and 1 set no price; I
don't remember what day in September I went to
the-stable; keep uo memorandum or my visits;
have been to the stable twice since the ilrst time;
no one went alone; the other time I went with my
father and found Mr. Way ami another man there;
this was this morning; I told Mr. t\ av abont the
appearance of the stable; did not describe the
events of my Ilrst visit since two or three weeks
ago. when I saw him in the ortlce; also saw Mr.
Somerby in his ortlce the same day and told lorn
the same story as I told Mr. Way; have talked to
them three times about my story; blood may

Tlie production of "David Garrick" at Wallack's

nst nielit, with Mr. Sothern in the title par t, was
s dramatic event tliat will be long remembered by
the habitues of tills ravor:tc theatre. The play
itself is of unequal merit, hot it affords opportunityfor the display of certain characteristics of
London life a century ago. and more especially for
the delineation of a stndy of that remarkable
actor and man Garrick. The story is easily told.
Aidei man Ingot's daughter Ada falls in love with
Garrick, and Ingot invites the actor to his hoase
and asks him in consequence to leave the country.
Nut knowing that he is himself in love with the
young lady, Garrick, while refusing to accept \
Ingot's offer, agrees to dlsgnst the girL He is j
invited to dinner, where he meets some vulgar f
gnosis and simulates drunkenness. Ada is {
robhed sf her ideal, whom she had seen «
only at the playhouse, and Garrick. who i
suffers frnm the result of his rash piomlse, |
tells his misfortune at his clnb, where he is heard |
by har cousin, Cbiaey, who relates it to her ajid |
her father as a good joke. Her passion for the
actor is renewed, and in the end otd Ingot asks
Garrick to marry Ada, this being sne of the conditionsof the promise he made to her father. Cpon
a story so slight a very dellghtfsl csipedy Is based,
in which Mr. Sothern made a great success abroad
and has repeated his triumph here. The Betting of
the piece at Wailack's Is magnifcent, especially
the interior representing a room in ingot's bouse.
Nothing richer and more harmonious in color was
ever seen on the New York stage, and the furniture
is thoroughly in kecpiug with the apartment.
Down to tne nicest matter of detail it is perfection
i'Bill. This beautiful scene serves lor the
first and second acts, and the last act
represents Garrick's library. In this as In
otucr respects the stagework is true to the
period, and Mr. Sothern's make up is aiso in h&rinouy\vi' h the surroundings and with the ideal of
Garrtck's appearance, which Hogarth transmitted
to posterity. All this naturally leads to a great exnerratmnof the actum which is to ncriect the

I picture, and this, like everything else, met the
I highest Anticipations. In hlms"lf a pert rait of the

great actor, the modern master also showed him'sett in ail things eqnal to portraying the oninr
> model. He was as great last tilsnt even as ia<ne

accords to Curricle. In the scene with old Ingot lu
the first act he plavs with remarkable skill. Mr.

; John Gilbert takes the part of Ingot, in which he Is
; fully equal to any of his creations. His uncon-

scious way of expressing his contempt for
piny actors increases the dittlculty of
playing the title part. Pitted against
a man of John Gilbert's power In a scene where the
self-assertion ol the old man of the play Is In lt.setr
sudlcient to smother a younger actor unless ho
possess gieat ability, Mr. Bothern shows that be
Is greater than even his warmest friends have
claimed. The dlgnitr, the gcuiaiity, the readiness
und even the art of the great actor And fitting ex|pression In Mr. Sothern's art, andbefo-c the scene
ends It Is admitted on all hands that though Lord
Huudreaty showed his greatest strength in
the soliloquies und the mannerisms, it was not
talr to measure Sothern by a character which he
had created. By his Garrtck he proves himself i
capable of noising his Individuality with any actor
now on the stage. An artist who can stand up
against Mr. Gilbert in a bit.of acting snch as that of
which we are speaking U capable of great things In
many parts. The Ada of Miss Kutherine Rogers was
a sweet bit of acting, lor which she deserves hearty
firaise. it was not "loud" In any particular, and '
ts simplicity and earnestness were its great t
charms. The introduction ol seme of lite muiu-
bcrs of the three distinguished families.Smith.
Brown and Jones.mars the beanty of the play,
but such things as they were required to do were
very well dune by the artists who take the parts.
Mr. and Mrs. Smith were played by Mr. George
Browne and Madame I'onisl, and Mr. \V. j. Leonard
played Mr. Krowu, Mrs. John Scftou Miss Arainlnta
Brown, and Mr. E. M. Holland Mr. Jones. Iu
spite of the acting it was leit that such vulgar
people have no real part In the play, and are
only Introduced to make tne piece of more general
attractiveness. They ure well received, however,
whicli is sufllcleut excuse to the dramatist, lor the
audience is superior to every other consideration,
and if it is pleased the critic Is displeased In vain.
Mrs. John Sefton appeared for the first time this
season, and had a flattering reception.

Mrs. Scott Slddons.
Mrs. Scatt Slddons has seldom been seen at

greater udvautage than at Association Hall yester- a

day allernoon, nor has she ever read to a larger or a

more appreciative audience than that which there a

greeted lier so warmly. Hundreds of persons who
failed to purchase tickets and some who had the
pasteboard reluctantly turned away, unable to find
even standing room. It was evident from lite momentthe graceful lortn of the young and pretty actressglided npon the platform that the readings
would be a success. Dressed In the most faultlessyet simple style, with a presence that
at once seemed to Inspire her audience with interestand atteutien, she captivated from the start.
Her selection from "Much Ado About Nothing" was
rendered in n masterly style. Her voice, sweet
and sympathetic, Is used with remarkable ease and
ability, and enaDles her to represent with surpassing
delicacy and accuracy the persons Introduced in
the portions read. Her treatment of Tennyson's
"Lndy Clarn," while It exhibited her rare skill in elocution,a command of subtle, swift expression and
experience, did not compare so favorably. The
sudden traasiormntton irom the polished, rich,
high-horn lady to tne lowly peasant girl was a little
too heavily tinged with the tragic. Mrs. Slddons is
equal to all tne creations ol Sliakspeare's
lerttle imagination, bnt at present the actress
is loo plainly perceptible In Tennyson.a rault
tliuf can easily be rectified. The same remarks
apply in a measure to her recitation of the "May
Queen," by the same incomparable author. The
sensation created by the joyous peals of laughter
of the proud girl as she addresses her mother, in
anticipation of the glorious ceremony ot crowning
on the morrow, and the sudden change irom youthfulhilarity to a sad melancholy on the part o( the
heroine, was considerable, nowever, and called
forth hearty applause. She personified the detestableignorance of Henry v., in his wooing of
Catuerise, with great effect, proving to tho satlsluctiouof nil that kings and courtiers in private
are reallv very common people. In interpreting
the sleep-waiking scene from "Macbeth" she gave
evidences 01 great improvement since we last saw
her upon the siage In this character.

It was grattlylng to obsorvc her judgment In
omitting Hood's "Bridge or Sighs" from her stance,
as its repetition Immediately after its recital bv
such a master in elocution as I)r. Bellcw could
only have resulted In unralr commentary. In
Bhakspeare's undying productions Mrs. Slddons
exhibits a vivid and intelligent appreciation of all
that is fanciful and humorous, and can in one momenttransport her audience into rhapsodes of
delightful mirth, or produce in the next a feeling
of sailuess almost tiordering on inclaueliolv. with
the organ symphony from lluydn, llio whole enti rtuinmcutwas of the most interesting ami instructivedescription.
