Meeting of the American Fish Culturists'Association.

FISH CULTURE ABROAD.
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United States, Germany, China and Japan.

The American Association of Fish CulturLste held
a meeting at No. 10 Warren street, yesterday.
There were some fifteen or more of the prominent
members who had arrived from distant parts of
the country present. Mr. W. Clift, the President,
called the meeting to order, and Mr. 1$. F. Bowles,
or Springfield, Mass., took his place as Secretary.
The usual routlno business was but partially transactedwhen a recess was taken. On the resumptionof business a discussion began in relation to
the means of hatching fish and the best appliancestherefor. The discussion became ut once
somewhat general and covered several species or
fishes, including white tisli, black fish, basS, rnuscalongc,salmon and trout.

SOMKTlllNO NEW, YET OLD.
Mr. Baxtbii, of Michigan, stated that the white

fish we get in New \ork are caught iu tho great
lakes during the months of October and Xovt-m-
t>er, and are then frozen by a patent process, and
later they are sent on to the markets in this city
for consumption. They arrive and arc placed on

our tables at this Beasou of tho year, when New
Yorkers cat rrcsn uan tnac were caugnt inrcc or
loir months ago.
Mr. CuKTsald that he took from Hadlcy Falls to

the head waters of the Mississippi and the tributariesof the Platto near the Rocky Mountains severalcans of shad spawn. It was estimated by the
operator at Hadlcy Falls that 200,000 of the lately
hatched fishes were placed in each ol the cans they
carried, Half the spawn was lost to them at .Salamancaand a large number died in the loner transit.Quite a number, however, were placed In the
waters of the Platte.
Mr. Collins, or Caledonia (Seth Green's place,

near Rochester, N. Y.), objected to the high estimatesin vogue among plscicultirists when speaking01 the eggs and of the fish hatched from them.
By and by, wucn this culture becomes more commou,people will doubt the knowledge of those who
at present make exaggerated statements. He
thought that "a million" might oltencr better read
"live thousand."
A communication from Mr. James Worral, Commissionerof Fisheries for the State of Pennsylvania,was read. Mr. Worral saidThe Legislatureof Pouiisylvatna adopted every suggestion

made !u my report. The law provided lor uud
Darned live commissioners, it appropriated $80,000

FOB FISHWAYS
on the Susquehanna, the Delaware, ihc Juniata
and the l,ehigh rivers, it appropriated $10,<>00 for
a State hutching apparatus and $3,000, on condition
that New Jersey would pay a similar amount, for
the artificial propagation of shad in the Delaware.
The Governor, however, withheld his sanction to
the bill, and the loss from not having cheap sltud
has probably exceeded the entire $73,ouo in this
one season. Governor Geary since vetoed the bill.
For $8,000 we might have sent to the sea lu.0o0.000
shad, and had but 1,000,000 of them returned they
would, at ten cents each, have been worth $100,000.
The people arc now aroused, and, though one year
has been lost to tins work, the mends of restore-
tion ol lisli to our rivers may be assured we shall
at this session obtain the desired action. I liottlciatly,However, 1 can report that largo numbersof shad have passed the Columbia fish
way, lor at the foot of the Bbamokln
dam, eighty miles above, a catch of 2,000 was made
within a distance of three miles, showing that they
had not only surmounted the Columbia lishway,
».nt. alun m. roiviiru t win Kill leeWdv in Clark's ferrv.
or DnncAn's Island (lam, which occurs* about fifty
miles above the Columbia dam, and were only
arrested at the Shamokln daui, where 2,000 were
caught.

placed iu the river four years since, the waters

k teem with them for a distance 01 fifty miles. We
Iiave saved 7,000 of the .Sacramento salmon, which
we expect to place in the Susouehanna when warm
weather comes, with a Godspeed, hoping that
they, like the bread on the waters, will return
fitter many days. We are raising some 6,000 salmon
trout, received ftoni the State of New }ork,
through Seth Green, as a present to this State, and
pre hope they will flourish iu the Susquehanna.

tor several centuries carried on in China. The rice
Helda were economized by placing fish In them at
the season when they are covered with water, and
thus a double harvest was obtained. Carp deposited
their eggs upon fagots placed m the water, and
these spswn-covered lagots were sold in the marketplaces as hens'eggs are sold in this country.
Rice and fish, forming the principal food of the
Chinese, are very cheap, hence

"chinesk chkau labor."
Success in tills industry will. Mr. I'agc thinks, do

much towards a simple solution of that most oifDcultand dangerous problem of the day.the labor
question.
The Romans understood and extensively practisedflsh culture. They prepared large ponds,

opening by canals to the sea. through which the
flsh passed, seeking iresh water spawning grounds.
The parent fish were prevented irom returning by
flood gates, and while their progeny were growing
they supplied the market. The celebrated

SALMON breeding establishments
In Norway, Scotland and Ireland arc managed on
Oiuch the same plan. Mr. Page, at considerable
length, described the various establishments for
Klie culture of fish as they exist in different parts
of Kuropc, and concluded amid hearty applause.

this province, where water communication is second to
no other part of China, is that the practices of tie imthcs
*re adverse to successful culture of llsh, because they
catch at all seasons, even digging in mndilv creek tied* to
obtain the fish, and in spawning season take advantage
of the reaort of the female to flit their nets.

The Late Brooklyn Horning Horror.
Yesterday Coroner Juntos took tUe voluntary

statement of Hugh Borr, who was iound guilty by
the Coroner's jury ol having malioiousiy thrown a

quantity of kerosene on his stove, at 43 Front
street, by which Alice Uakcy's clothing took Ure
and burned her to death. The prisoner is a uian
of intemperate habits, and during the past year
has, by his acts of brutality, furnished tho report"
era with a number of items. Before the burning of
Alice Bukey he nearly murdered Margaret, Bradley
by beating her over t he head wit h a potato masher.
Mis. Bradley Is still at the hospital, sutferiug Irom
the injuries she received. He had just been liberatedlrom jail on bail, alter several weeks' conllneincutfor the assault on Mrs. Bradley, wlieu Me returnedto bis apartments aud, as charged, t ir w
the kerosene oil the stove, which set lire to tho
clothing ol the deceased. When questioned about
the horrible affair by a 11 skald reporter the followingmorning ho said that he was a little intoxicated
and did not remember the occurrence, in his voluntarystutenient to the Coroner yesterday lie told a
long story about the aifair. On the duy the deceasedwas burned ho says he went out, and. on
returning to tiis room, found two woiucu lying
drunk 011 the floor. In the aiternoon two more
women came in, and ho had a "growl" with Ins
"old woman" about, having them there. Alice
Bakey, who had lived with thorn, brought in
some gin In a pail. This was put tuto a
pitcher, aud sho threw the stutr out. She
went out and got. some more, aud put
it on the mantelpiece. All the women
were seated about the stove at the time, fie took
the whiskey and tried to throw it in the ash pen,
but some ol it went on the stove and set the clothingof the deceased on lire, lie had said he would
get square with them, but lie did not mean in that
way. He had reference, he says, to going alter an
otticer and having them arrested. He never had
any angry words with the deceased.
Coroner Jones committed him to jail to await trial.
