THEORIES TUMBLING DOWN.

Queerly Discomforting and Perplexing Evi-

dence—A Clear Alibi Proven for the Bus«
pected Man—The Relatives of Gra~
ham—More Discoveries

The mywtery of the Oraham murder grows dally
deeper and more perplexing. The inquest was re-
sumed yeaterday, and the testimony obtained from
the witnesses who were examined was of & char-
acter to astonish and confound many persons who
had formed and enunciated romantic and im-
probable theories regarding the crime. There
existed in the village and ite neighborhood
gince the last sitting of the Coroner's jury a
strong and growing suspicion in the minds of the
inhabitants against one Patrick Baggerton, who,
it was wnispered sbout, was the principal mur-
derer, and a youug man in his employ his supposed
accomplice, The existence of the fact that Bagger-
son was indebted o Graham for considerable suma
of money, and wae previous to the tragedy en-
deavoring to effect a further loan of $600, of
which amount he was In direct need, and
Xmew also all about his nelghbor's Nnanclal
matters and where he kept s funds, was the
primal cause of these suspicions. Later some rest-
lessncss In the conduct of Baggerton wus noted.
He was watched and appeared to be possesacd of a
hidden spirit of gullt; was idle and distraught in
his manner, instead of being attentive to his bual-
nesd a8 had been common with bim, and the
watchers augured (I for his soul. But it
seems now that they were greatly mistaken,
and wronged in their thoughts a man who
is now belleved to be perfectly innocent of the
shedding of human blood, and has for many years
been the possessor of a very high reputation for
manliness and honesty. Baggerton's house Is very
near {0 that of Graham, and on the night of the
murder & light was seen at a jate hour In his
‘blacksmith shop, which is near at hand. This, the
strongest suspicions circumsatance against Baggers
ton, was yesterday satiafactorily explained, and
sppears to have no connection whatever with the
arime,

The only other important testimony ellcited yes-
terday was that in referecce to the ldentity ol the
men who clalm to be hall-brothers of the deceased,

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Destruction of Courtiand BlockeA Ter-
rible Baptism of Fire=Inhabitants
Driven, from Thelr Dwellings in =
Pelting Snow Storm-—§120,000 Worth
of Property Burned.

BripaerorT, Feb, 21, 1873

Courtland biock, a handsome block of thirteen
four story briok dwelling houses, one of the finest
In the city, was destroyed by fire to-day and the
oocupants were driven out in the midst of a heavy
northeast snow storm. The fire waa frst die-
covered In No, 4, the residence of N. L.
Briggs, rector of Christ church, and it
spread rapldly through the upper atories,
which were separated by only light partitions, and
soon had enveloped the entire block in spite of the
eflorts of the firemen. The occupants were forced
to save what shey could of their furniture,
although the storm was such that scarcely any-
thing coul® be got out save in & damaged con-
dition. The police and eitinens wno were present
did all they could to asalst, and many of the heuse-
hold goods were carried into Ohrist church, across
the strect. The smoke beat down into the street
and was almost sutfocating, while the slush and
BLoW was knee deep and the driving storm sdded
to the terrible character of the calamity.

Mra. who was very sick, was earred out
of the house nearly an hour aiter the fire com-
menced.

BEOOKLYN BRUTALITY.

A Young Man Beats His Stepmother
Almoast to Death—Canse, Rum.

Last evening John MceGlynn, aged twenty-nine
years, returned Intoxicated to his home, 47 Paclle
street, Brookliyn, and demanded some moncy from
his stepmother, Mary MeGlynn, a0 that he might
procure more liquor. Mra, MeGlynn refused to
comply with his request, wherenpon he
knocked her down with & blow of his
fist, and beat her terribly abeut the Iace,
head and boay with a club until she became in-
sensinle. The would-be murderer then escaped
from the house and has since eloded arrest.

Some of the other Inmates of the house, hearing
the nolse of the murderous affray, ran Into the
apartment where Mra. MeGlynn was lying in-
pensinle on the foor and, removed her toa bed.
After a little delay & surgeon was summoned,
and, upon an examination of the poor woman's
injuries, found thatshe was in a precarious con-
ditien. Her nose had been fractured by one of the
blows deliverad by the enraged assailant, and her
body was covered with brulses.

Report of the Ravages of the Disense In
the Hrazilian City~Death of Ameri=-
cans—Names of Some of the Victimse
One Hundred Persons Swept OF in a
Day.

Rio JANEIRD, Jan. 25, 1873,

This city 18 agaln suffering from the ravages of
yellow fever. Many of the older and shirewder citl-
zens prophesled for this Summer & yellow fever
season, and based thelr statements upon what
seemed to them to be infallible indications,
and they have proved true prophets. Very
little rain had fmlien since the later weeks of
November, and the stmosphere had that muggy,
sultry, “yellow" character which too often in the
tromica proves. the harbinger of disease. Some
