Tbe battle of yesterday between tlie country republicansand tbe leaders of tbe majority scetus to

The latter seem
to be entirely satisfied, now tyat they have gained
their point, to have tho bill calmly considered,
without nndue haste, and do not appear to be in a
mood that is la anywise Indicative of ill to come.

A CKV FOB BEFOttfl III NEWARK.

Spirited Mtctlng of Responsible Citizens.
The headlong rate at which the city authorities

of Newark are plunging that city into debt has at
ma-. lainy aroaseu tne citizens, and me puoiic feelinghas Anally crystallized Into tnc formation of a
citizens' political association, into which are invitedall citizens, regardless of previous party
affiliation, who are desirous of really reforming existingabuses and restoring the Anancial state
of the municipality to its former healthy
State. An association was h rmcd, to be
known as the Washington Reform Association,having for a motto the words of the great
and noble patriot."is he honest ? is he capable ?"
At the mcctiug, which was chiefly composed of persoubwho have long been republicans. Mr. RUward
Scaly, a republican, spoke at some length on the
burdensome taxation to which the city was subjected.Leading mannfactnrers were talkingof leaving the city and locating elsewhere.The policy of the city government
would seem to be that of hilling the
goose which laid the golden eggs. He told how one
company, employing 5,000 hands, had been driven
away by high taxation. He wanted that there
Should be a let-up in so-called street improvements.
Rx-Jndge lilgelow followed, and presented a

startling exhibit of the Increase in the rate of taxationduring the last flew years. In 1807 the debt of
the city, according to Mayor I'eddle's message, was
$2,:i(jo,oOO. in 1873, according to Mayor Hicord's reforkit had been run up to $0,804,000. This statement
tartled the meeting, for the people hod been given

to understand by the city authorities tost Januarythat the debt: was only a trifle over two million
dollars. The Jedge declared that Newark had
twice as much debt as Iluifulo, though the latter
has 100,000 more population. Cleveland, with
120,000 Inhabitants, the same as Newark, had a
debt of only 12,600,000. Tbe present Comptroller'shill, now bciore the Governor waiting his signature,which empowers the Council to put the city in
debt |l,6oo,ooo more, and creates a new fat ofllco
to be appelated, not elected, waa strongly opposedby the speakers and tbe meeting.

Another great victory for the State of New Jer.
soy over the gigantic railroad monopoly wan
achieved In the Legislature yesterday. The bill to
validate the lease of the united railroad companies
01 New Jersey to the Pennsylvania Railroad Companywas taken up In the Assembly.
It will be remembered that when the socalledlease was executed there was a fierce
opposition on the part of Judge Black and others
of the old wealthy stockholders of the New Jersey
Railroad. The case was carried into the Courts,
and has not yet been llnally disposed of. But suttlctentprogress has been made by the opposition to
establish the lact that the lease lacked
the Important requirements of validity.
To overcome tills diliicuiiy the bill alluded to was
introduced In the Legislature to legalize the eontract..The Scott brigade did not anticipate any
resistance yesterday to this measure, and as they
advanced without pushing forward ncouts they
came within the range ol a masked battery, and
had to beat an Ignominious retreat,
leaving the representatives of the people masters
of the field. The hill Is known as Senate bill No.
180. llobart opened fire by moving to bavo
It recommitted, and lie did not take this
actton without counting Ills forces and havingthem prepared. Ward, who represents
Pennsylvania, though hailing fvom Sussex
county, was the first to return the fire, and he was

company could organize under it. The
introduction of tills bill has aroused more indignationthan any other movement attempted by the
enemies ol the people daring the session. Even
Tom Scott himself, when he saw the Dill, knitted
bis brows is S rilve. He begins to realize that the
fight is becoinihg -too warm, and that his
overthrow may be" precipitated by the
