However this may result it 18 admitied that the
oourse taken was the enly one open to prisoner’s
counsel thet promised & ray of hope for thelr un-
fortunate client. The preparation of the case in
ita esscntisl festure was eptrusted to Mr. Howe,
who specially examines the medical experts. The
principal medical witness examined yesterday waa
Dr. Boheverria, whose direct testimony occupled
two hours, when the Court adjourned till this
morning, when the Doctor will be subjected to a
rigid cross-examination by District Attorney

Alderman RILEY moved that the following be
added to the ordinance of section 18:—The owners
or ogcupants of all houses and lots in the city of
New York ghall level the snow and ice In front of
his or their premises in such manner as will admit
of the convenienl passage of horaes, sleighs and

carriages, wunder the penal of §1 for
every neglect, to be recovered m the owner
or oceupant or person having charge thereof, sev-
erally ana respectively, but mo pars of this ordi-
nanoe 1mposing a penalty for violation of any of
its provislons shall apply to the owner, occupant
or person having charge of such house or other

ding or lot or lots of ground in the city of New
York, in any atreei, avenue or piace in which the
rails of any city railroad company ars laid and city
rallroad cars run therein; this ordinaunce to take
elfect immediately.

The erdinance was adepted unanimonsly.
