The object of
the association Is to prevent, as far as possible.
#very one In these wards from suffering from cold«ad hunger, tad to faruiah medical attendance to
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the ilok, without regard to creeds, nationality and
color. No oitlcer or member 01 the organization receive*any salary for his services, nor Is any money
expended for office rent. The groceries and dry
goods distributed to the needy are bought at wholesale.
During the severe Winter just past over

four hundred families, including 2,5<w childrenhave been fed and clothed, princ'pallyfamilies ol mechanics temporarily unemployed.Alter the citizens of these wards
have done all they can themselves for the poor In
their midst, they ask the generous public to help
them to continue this much needed cliarlty, and it
is hoped they will not ask m vain. Of course no one
upon reflection will maintain tnat Trinity or any
other church corporation is In duty bound to take
care of all the poor of every denomination below
Fourteenth street. This, if done at ad, must be
done by independent charitable associations liko
St. Jo 'Ii'h Guild. It is a well known fact that
there »re those who, being unwilling to contribute
anything to charity themselves, seem to take
pleasure in trying to prevent others trom doing so.

Now, if Peter delegated his power to loose and bind
through a long line of pontim to the present
Pope, who claims to occupy the chair or Peter,

We snail not fatigue the reader by
quoting any of the accounts given, and, no doubt, he will
take our word when we say that they rauge through
every species of "uianitestatlon," trom prophesying#
downward. What wc more particularly wish to observe
Is, that the attestation ot tifly respectuble witnesses is
placed before the title page. Among them arc a dowager
and other ladles ot rank, a captain in the Guards, a no-
bit-man. a baronet, a member ol I'ariiament, several ottleersol our scientific and other corps, a barrister, a merchantand a doctor. Upper and middle class society is
represented in all its grades, and by persons who, to
judge by the positions they hold and the callings they follow,ought to be possessed of intelligence and ability.

to be a Christian land. In all oiir diplomatic relationswith the nations of the earth we are treated
as a Christian people.

Christiana n Convention.The Public
Library Sunday Question.

To thk Editor op the Herald
The consideration and courtesy which it haa been

my good fortune to receive at your hands in times
gone by, and before the fair fame of reform had
been tarnished with the Blime of vicious and vilifyingtongues, give me the courage to enter my
protest In thlB wise against not only a "convention
of Christians," but the whole world of them who
have the hardihood to exclaim against the opening
of public libraries on Sunday.
And "hardihood" Is too mild an expression to applyto such a spirit shown, for In my opinion it Is

both barbarous and criminal; criminal, because
crime mostly comes from ignorance, and the Ignoranceof the present day is due almost solely to
that very Christian spirit of repression which
shuts the lower classes out from the enjoymentof books at the only time they have
for such indulgence. Hence every Christian
who opposes any movement or any chance by
which those classes might become enlightened
nnoht tn ho arliiidornil na "flPCPHUfirv hofftrA fchft

fact" of every crime committed by the ignorant,
and pnnished accordingly; for be wbo conduces to
crime is himself criminal.
The laboring classes are accustomed to be constantlyoccupied. Sunday comes, and although it

is a day of rest it Is also a day of idleness, and,
from mere force of habit, these people must be
busy. There are no places of rational and elevatingdiversion open to them, and they are naturally
forced thereby to seek the irrational and degrading.

It is by this very Sunday idleness that drunkenncssbecomes confirmed in the old and is taught to
the young, lor proof of which, if any were needed,
one has only to watch the extra liquor trafllc
of Saturday nights in those neighborhoods
where drunkenness and debauchery abound.that
is, wnen the Sunday liquor law is cuiorced. Childrenof all growths, lrom those who ought to be in
arms.if their size and nuny appearance are a criterionto judge by.to the nearly grown men and
women, swarm to and from the drinking dens and
their own, bearing in pots, pans, teapots, tea
kettles, anything that comes llrut to hand, the
beverage that is to mako Sunday a day or debauchery.Why do tliev do this? Simply to becomeoblivions to the ennui of an idle day that
cannot be spent elsewhere and in other ways.
They can go to chnrch, you say. Bah there are no
churches lor these very poor; and, besides, church
is only for a short space and terribly dull at that..
These people want diversion, not damnation; and
tney need it for the entire day or lor such portions
of the day as tney choose, not as others choose for
them.
As I understand it, Christianity comes by

enlightenment, and enlightenment comes by books,
if it comes at all. They are the civllizers and
saviors of humanity. Can the ignorant, then, and
the degraded and the unchristlun have too much
ol books ? And. in view of their poverty and incessanttoll, how and when are these people to enjoy
books, except they be provided gratuitously, and,
held at all times accessible to catch the few hours
of leisure vouchsafed by some chance and Sundays
and holidays r 1 do not say that these privileges
would be eagerly sought and improved by the class
who most need them; perhaps not at all at first.
But we do not know how good bad people may becomeuntil we give them a chance, and we certainlycannot know if they will avail themselves of
the chance until the way Is open before them; and
not only open for them, but accommodated to their
time. That Is the Important point of all. The
privileges of the world would be nothing to tnese
people unless available to their leisure.
These Christians we wot of want to save souls.

Is seclusion rrom books, then,an essential to salvation?and if so, what Is the religion worth that
depends upon a certain kind and amonnt of ignorancefor ltB support and perpetuation, lor In its
last analysis that is just what the Christian oppositionto open libraries on Sunday amounts to? Thus
they deny aceess to books.for to consent to snch
times only as when they cannot be read Is equal
10 reiusnig uuugeiiier, »u mr us wie eueut is concerned.and that of Itself ia equivalent to denying
the Christianizing tendencies of education. And
this from Christians who want to save souls is an
Indirect admission that a certain amount of ignoranceis necessary to salvation. This brings us to
the dispute about what kind of books should be allowedin case the libraries were open on hunday.
Well, II only the Bible and Pilgrim's Progress arc
allowed the libraries might as well be kept closed.
But, without entering further into the merits or

demerits of that phase of the question, I shall close
my already too long letter by stating a simple fact
of my own observation. Having 103 self entertainedboth the ignorant and vicious by reading to
or hearing them read, 1 have noticed that the betterfeeling imparted by the mere act of reading
extended far beyond the memory of what had been
read, which proves conclusively enough, I think,
that the rcflning effects are due more to the processof reading than to the subject matter itself.
1 am speaking, of course, in relorence to libraries
where nothing bad is supposed to be kept, and as
between strictly religious books aud general reading.Very respectfully, S. F. NORTON.

I have o reason to doubt the sincerity of the

called orthodox; and non-orthodoxy churches, la
becoming fainter every day under the rolling wave
of discussion. The old landmarks of orthodoxy are
fast disappearing under the swelling tldo of that
great sea of scientific and religious knowledge,
which goes on rising and rising In spite of all agitationand opposition. The Church la advancing In
knowledge, If not tn faith and piety; or, rather,
It Is returning to the faith of the
apostles, to that purity and simplicity of doctrine
of the primitive Church, from which it had departedduring the Dark Ages of ignorance and
superstition. The dissenting voice may be hushed,
the conviction silenced or the thought suppressed.
But this cannot always last, for the very stones of
the street would speak if those who believe kept
silent, or conrse, the fear of public opinion, and,
still more, that narrow spirit of intolerance too
prevalent still in the Church, may succeed for a
while In putting a gag or sordine In the mouth of
many professors of religion; but some will not and
cannot be gagged or Intimidate 1; they will spoak,
happen what may and say what others llhe.

The Future State.God an a Witness.
.To Tni Editor op thr Herald:".

The above was the subject of a discourse at the
Plymouth Church in Brooklyn on last Sabbath by
Rev. Edward Beecher. as reported in the Herald
on Monday. The discourse, on the whole, was an
eloquent one, evincing much talent in the speaker,
and, to my mind, far superior in point of ability
to the average sermons reported from the pulpit of
that church. The arguments of the speaker, althoughundoubtedly Intended as a novelty, are not
new at all, but are the same that all are obliged to
resort to.that is the Bible. It seems to me hardly
fair for the speaker to assume that he has really
God for a witness, until he shall flrst prove that
the Bible is really His word; for in so doing he
takes for granted the very question at issue. That
the Bible teaches the future conscious existence of
mai is very apparent, but that the Bible is really
and truly God's word is not so apparent to many,
but is seriously questioned by a large and
daily Increasing class of honest and intelligent
men in all parts of the civilized world. Bnt if the
reverend gentleman Insists that the Bible is the
Word of God, and places It as such on the witness
stand, he certainly cannot object to a cross-examinationby the defendant. In doing this it win be
seen that at the same time that the witness testifiesto the future existence of man it also declares
that "the dead knew nothing;" that men and
animals "all go to the same place;" that "the
wicked shall be destroyed," not saved alive, but,like stubble, "burned up," and many other thingsthe Ideas of an endless ratureltfe. Again, It will be
seen that this witness declares not only that "man
shall live again," but that the greater portion of the
race shall live in a lake of fire.forever "Broad is
the road that leads to perdition, and many are
walking therein," and "narrow is the path that
leads to life, and few there be that find it." Again,he declares that "as In Adam all were lost, even so
in Christ shall all be saved." Nothing can be
plainer than the conflicting and contradictory testimonyof the Bible. Nobody believes such testimony.Men try to believe, it and many think they
do, bnt they are mistaken, and the fact that '«actlons
speak louder than words," abundantly prove it.
All would gladly believe that they shall meet loved
and lost ones in another and happier world, bnt
many are so constituted that they eannot believe
without evidence. This may be a misfortune, but
It is nevertheless true, and it seems a pity that
candid, honest and well-meaning men and women
may not on so Important a question bsve evidence
as convincing, at least, as they have on questions
nf much iah imnnrtinM. Th« Christian ministers
are certainly having a hard light in attempting to
sustain their system founded on miracles and In
opposition to the declarations of science. There
Is an "Irrepressible conflict'* between the two.
Una or the other must yield, and science cauaot.
