ST. PATRICK'S CATHEDRAL.

Inauguration of the Forty Hoars' Devotion.Sermonby the Riost Rev. ArchbishopJhcClotkey.Arraigning the Bins
of the Age.How the Uentcn Season
Should Be 9pent.Important Words to
All.Procession of the Blessed Sacrament.
An Immense congregation filled the seats and
Isles of the Cathedral yesterday, and the whole

series of ceremonies were of more than usnal interest.The occasion celebrated was the opening
of the "Forty Hours' Devotiou to the Blessed Sacrament,"which consists ol an exposition and adorationof the Holy Eacharlst during that length of
time. Contrary to the Lenten rules, which prescribean unadorned sanctuary, yet, in accordance
with the liturgy of the Church, the high altar was
magnificently arrayed in golden gildings, vases of
rich, beautiful and costly appearance, natural and
artificial flowers of every description, and a countlessnumber of burning lights, which ever and anon
threw a happy and impressive grandeur over the
solemn and sacred Bcenery of the temple. The
Most Rev. Archbishop McCloskey presided In Ills
episcopal capacity.

THK (IRAND HIGH MASS.
The Rev. Father Kearney, pastor pro tern, of the

Cathedral, officiated as celebrant of the mass, assistedhy the Rev. Father McNamee ao deacon; Rev.
Dr. Schrador, lately arrived from Rome, sub-deacon;Rev. Father Kane, master of ceremonies; Rev.
Father Farrclly, assistant priest to the Most ReverendArchbishop, together with about fifty neatly
attired acolytes, who formed by no means the least
attractive portion of the snnctuarlsts. Alter the
"Aspergcs Mel," given precisely at half-past ten
o'clock, mass was commenced, as usual, with a flue
rendering of the "Kyrie" by the choir, which was
followed by the "Gloria" and "Credo," given In an
admirable manner, In solos and quartets at appropriateintervals. The mass, as played by the organist,Mr. CuHtiivus Schmttz, was by Melncrs, with
a chorus of twenty-flve voices.

The Dangers Besetting Business Men.
The Different Versions of the Temptationsof Christ and How They Can Be
Reconciled.Sermon by Bishop Odenhclmer,of New Jersey.
The morning service at Calvary church, corner

of Twenty-first street and Fourth avenue, was well
attended yesterday. The mnsto was, as It usually
Is, very good, and the sermon was pregnant with
material for plons reflection. It was delivered by
Bishop Odcnhelmer, of New Jersey, who chose for
his text."And when the tempter came to Ilim
and said, 'If thon be the Son of God command
that these stones be made bread.' But Jesus anawcrcdand Bold, 'It Is written man shall not live
by bread alone, but by every word thatproceedeth
from tne mouth of God' ".Matthew iv., 8-8.
The object of the Bermon, the gist or which will be
found below, was to disprove the sophistries
which or late years have obtained ground ameng
the people of the country, especially the critical
and educated.

In point of order." Those who speak thus expose
their shallowness, because the two men are more
In contrast than in comparison. The one was a
fisherman and atatcd things in their chronologicalorder, while the other, who was
highly educated, made an ethical classificationof the temptations, and In that
order has transmitted them to us. I have no
dobt but that Matthew's version of the temptations
Is In the regular order of their happening, and
that that of Luke Is in the order of their significance.in Luke we have, first, the lust of the body,
next the lust of the eyes, and, lastly, the pride or
life. This la a regular gradation, while that of
Matthew, the fisherman, is a plain, unvarnished
tale of the events as they happened. None can
deny that the facts In each of the versions are the
same, consequently the order in which they are

fiven does not detract from their authenticity.
How me hear to state parenthetically that pcoplo

of little laith and weak minds are carried away by
the fine sounding theories of sell-styled philosophers,who cast a slnr on the veracity of the InspiredWord, and contend that science and religion
are incompatible. M.y friends and brothers, let me
warn yon that faith alone can in this millennium of
infidelity save yon. After baptism you enter,
Christ-like, lDto a wilderness of temptation. Men
are every day tempted by the

WASHINGTON HEIGHTS PRESBYTERIAN
OHUaOH.

The Law of God Applied to Murderers.
An Enemy of Humanity.Justiee, Not
Vengeance, Demanded.The Killing of
Putnam and Fislc.
The Rev. Charles A. Stoddard, D. D., preached

at the Washington Heights Presbyterian church
yesterday to a largo congregation from the
book of Genesis, lx., 6.."At the hand of every
man's brother will I require the life of man."
He said the text occurs in a part of the
Bible which has always been regarded as the highestinspired anthority for punishing a mnrdcrer
with death; and although I Intend to apply the
truth which It contains in a spiritual sense,
I should think myself negligent In duty
if I passed by this word of God to
all mankind without teaching you that
a murderer does by his act forfeit his right in
human society and incur the doom of death; that
this Is a law universal as the rsce, unchanging as
the character or God, unconditional in lta statementand imperative In its demand. It Is a law In
harmony with tae constitution of human nature
and the sentiment of ail antiquity. It is the Justice
of God imposed upon human society, and is so

truly fundamental that the death penalty for murdercannot be abolished without weakening the
sanctions of nil governments, human and divine.
It has been truly and forcibly said that "the State
may disoboy this ordinance of God; it may contemnother social ordinances having a like divine
institution; but In doing so it discards
its on a highest idea and rejects the
only foundation upon which it can permanentlyrest. It builds alone on human
wills, and that Is bnildlng on the sand." It is
needful to quicken the public conscieuce upon this
subject, to teach the awful responsibility which
rests npon the whole oommunlty when lire has been
deliberately taken away. The murderer is the
enemy or mankind; he has attacked humanity; he
has struck a blow at the whole human race, and
all human beings owe it to themselves and to the
Supreme Being, whose image they bear, to arise
and with united voice demand, not vengeance,
but the solemn and speedy execution of Justice.
When Putnam was slain, when Kisk (wicked man
though he was) was Bitot, when the victims of
those twenty-six who are now eouflhed in the
Tombs upon tho charge of murder were hurried into
eternity then "you and I and all of us
fell down." and the law of God and man
was abolished until the penalty is paid.
A pitiful humanltarlanism, the child of atheism or
low morality, endeavors to excite sympathy for the
criminal at the expense of tho victim; represents
law. which In its nature is passionless aud Just, as
revengeful uuu malignant, au.l charges a devilish
spirit upon society, which demands the only sacrificewhich can cleauso Its own skirts irom the pollutionof blood and free It from the charge of being
accessory to crime. Let all good men put away
this spurious tenderness, this false estimate of the
character of Justice, this arrogance against God,
whicli Ignores the unalterable relation between
divine and human law, and insist upon the punishmentof convicted criminals as a debt to society
and a duty to God. Until this is done we
need not be sanguine respecting any reform;
for a community that will tolerate Its own
destroyer, and seek to perpetuate his presence and
lnfinetico, cannot rid Itself of lesser evils. It has
not the moral force necessary to frown upon the
adulterer or to Imprison the thief; much less has
it tho vigor and virtue necdlul to redress minor
wrongs and to hold In check the thousands of evil
doers whom Its leniency to greater criminals invitesto wicked ways.
Tho speaker thou proceeded to show the responsibilityof every man for the use of his Influenceupou all with whom he was connected, Illustratingand enforcing the subject with a variety of

arguments and facts, and closed with au earnest
appeal to the congregation to live so that they
might bo ablo to render their final account without
lear.

The ljtght that la Needed In Oar Pnblfc
Schools.Sermon by the Rev, Dr.
Cheever.
The sermon preached last night in the chapol of

tho University In Washington square, by Rev. Dr.
Cheever, attracted a numerous congregation. He
said it wonld seem Impossible that any nation
conld (orbtd the entrance of God into the schools,
His standpoint of view was, in the first place, that
of the scientist. All the forms of ancient work,
said a celebrated scholar, were simply the results
of Borne oxygen, water, Ac. Diet bocame a work of
sacred science. A State and a race to sustain It
might havo been raised with as much
mathematical certainty as a school building. If
these nrinclples held good In regard to this simple
form of life, how much truer they were when
applied to the spiritual light of reason 1 It being
admitted that a high state of Intelligence was
necessary to create a state of trie purest morality.
It became apparent how inconsistent it would be
to exclude the Ulble from the schools. If science
adlrmod this, then their welfare required the
presence of this spirit In all their nurseries and all
their schools. It would be a different sort of childmurder.The arts of culture, refinement and
morality required that all the children should have

'this puri light or hraven,
Even from the point of the wellare of the state
this seemed to be Imperative. The school buildings
must l>e lire-proof. Unwholesome buildings were
marked and reprobated, and all the resources of
science and safety were applied. Now whether
science were true and religion false, or the contrary,they needed light as well for the mind as
they needed It for the body. But the children
were deprived of both. They were crowded togetherwithout sufficient light and ventilation,but It was still mere appalling to
see how they were deprived of moral
breath and light. A few generations of
legislators who had never been educated In
the v\ ord of God would lead the nation to a certain
verge of ruin. The education of their children in
science only without a knowledge of religion would
certainly have this effect. This would be a system
of adulteration of the essences of lkic, of halftruthswhich carried a slow consumption. Their
need waa of principles of moral architecture, so
that they should be able to keep their roots from
tailing and their walls from crumbling In. Science
did not teach wore absolutely sewage than the
Gospel taught a perfectly moral state. The
law of gravitation was net more absolutethan the science of the soul.
They needed trne science In building up their
moral ami spiritual Uvea. If the soul were but a
jewsharp 1 hey atlll needed the science ef playing
upon it. No madness out or bedlam would be eo
groat ae that which would attempt to bulid opsociety

scientists say.hut then (t became atlll more absurdto remove these cannon from their
children. If they were not physical they
were spiritual, hut whatever they wore

religious life would be certain, absolute deatn.

Christ In the Constitution.The Bible In
the Public Schools.A Scathing Rebuke
to Intolerance toy the Rev. O. B. Froth*
Ingham.
There was the customary large and fashionable

attendance at Lyric Ilall, opposite Reservoir
square, ycBtcrday morning. The subject npon
which Mr. Frothlngham spoke was "Christ In the
Constitution." This subject was suggested, he began,by a convention that met lost week In tills

The attendance was at no time
large. The speakers were dull, the arguments

to write it up. Many of the great in the communitylelt interested in It. During the times of the
old prophets there was a great drought. The peopleprayed for rain. Finally the intercessions of
the prophet prevailed: clouds appeared In the sky,
and the rain descended in good, plentiful showers.
There seems to be a similar tempest In this small
cloud no bigger than a man's hand. .Several years
ago there was a proposition offered to make this
country a Christian nation. It was laughed at.
Some of the most powerful men In the United
States belonged to tbls convention, yet at the
meetings lu New York none of these men appeared,
'litis is the most foolish ana irrational movement
that has ever been thought of. Americans have
great confidence in their stars ami hdieve their
principle of liberty will carry them through. We
have on the one hand tho

TERRORS OF ROMANISM,
or the other the dread of rationalism and unbelief.
A generation ago who supposed that anything
could disturb the moral repose of the United States
oil the question of slavery 1 It was protected by

Do they represent the literary ability, the

commercial strength or the financial ability or the
States ? They have the old theological spirit.
The movement cannot he tolerated. Who are disfranchised? Not the Romanists and none of the
Protestants, for both of these sects are representedin the association. There ure some three
hundred thousand Jews who will he disiranclused.

Communion with God.Sermon by

Dr. Edward Beecher.
There was only a small congregation assembled

in Plymouth church yesterday morning compared
with the usual throng. Dr. Edward Beecher delivereda sermon on communion with God, taking
for his text, Genesis xvllL, 83."And the Lord
went His way as soon as He had left communing
with Abraham, and Abraham returned unto his
place." These words refer to a scene of communion
between God and Abraham, of which a full account
is given.

It is a grand peculiarity of the Scriptures that
tlicy give full and worthy views of

COMMUNION WITH GOD
and of its importance aa amoral power. The efficientcause of heavenly Joy and perfection is
represented as consisting In tally-developed communionwith God. Nothing can be more practical
and demanded by the times than to set forth and
vindicate the Scriptural doctrine ofcommunion with
God, its effects and its approaching development
as the great organising and ruling power of human
society.
The Scriptures exalt the greatness, majesty and

glory of God, as in a proper sense, the great first
cause and last end of all things, as infinite and as

absolute, and yet they do not define these ideas so

as to include the knowledge of God, b it so as to Involveno absurdity and no contradiction in the
idea of

KNOWTNO ClOD
and commnning with Him, because they do not
measure God, aa we do matter, by space, but regardUlm as a spirit.a poison with Intellect, emotions,will, and Infinite In these elements of spiritualpersonality In their purest and noblest forms.
No book presents God so as to diffuse reverence

and awe at Ills Infinite greatness, malcsty, purity
and power as does the Bible, yet no book so ciearlv
declares that God may be known and that there is
a rational foundation for communion between Him
and finite and dependent minds, and that it is eternallife thus to know Mim.
The Flble teaches ns that there are faculties and

idcaa and capacities that are common to
ood and man:

that they nave a similar moral natnre, similar power
of reason and of systematic comprehension. Though
these in God are infinite, yet a correlation between
the finite and infinite exists, making each a neccsaltvand complement of the other. This 1s action
and reaction in thoughts, plans and emotions. Tills
is communion. But as the system of God is one
including matter and mind, as the material system
is analogical to the spiritual, and is subordinate to
it, and is used for the moral results, so the thoughts
and laellngs of God must and do pervade the whole
system, and communion with Htm may have an
equal extent.
God's range of communion is infinite. ITe can

go down in sympathy and love to an undeveloped
mind, incapable of a wide range of thought, or lie
can rise to the highest and widest range of thought.
God is large minded and many sided, and can adapt
Himself to the temperament of the person with
whom Ho communes. The grand prerequisite of
communion Is purification by conviction of sin, repententanceand pardon

THROCOH FAITH IN CHRIST.
To commune with God produces a peculiar, divine,
sympathetic Jay. Sympathy is a pewertal principle
of onr nature, and In this world or trial we nred a
sympathetic Joy, above circumstances and change.
It is not in man or society, but in God, where yon
can find Joys. There is but one that can give it und
that is God. God is always happy. The joy of the
Lord is your strength; there lean unfailing fountain
of joy which communion with God gives.

RECIPROCATED LOVE
is one or ins nignest earthly joys; out tnere (8 a
higher sphere of love, and we need a higher love
than aay human being can give ns. Communion
strengthens the will and gives a divine courage
and energy. It produces unity of thought and

Elans and sympathy among all who commune with
od. It transforms Into the divine image and reflectsGod on the world. If this Is a reality at all

It is not only a great power, but the greatest of all
powers In the Intellectual and moral world, and is
to control the future.
When people are brought Into communion with

God then the great prebleat of the future is solved.
How simple and how mighty then Is communion
with God I It develops thooght and enlarges Its
range for the basis of communion with
God, quickens the moral perceptions, and all these
are Involved in an Infinite and eternal plan. In
God Is Infinite, exhaustlesa, eternal thought; and
he who commune# with Illm can have and must
have eternal intellectual and moral growth and
enlargement.
This Is but tbedevelopment of a familiar lsw. To

think with a great human mind enlarges us. ilow

To commune with God panfles and vitalises the
emotions or the mind.

lest iu the clouds. Upon these were ascending
and descending, in the sleeper's mind, augels, anaat the summit wus God. That was done for
Jacob, and then think who this Jacob was that
God did this for. llow he had

TRICKED, CHEATED AND WRONGED
Esau, and then think thut this great blessing
vouchsafed to Jacob was entirely of the graco of
Qod. This new creation in the lfie of Jacob beganthen with God, and there it was that all goodness
must begin. Not in ourselves, but in Him our true
strength was lound. The promise to Jacob.hovv
largelt was liow overflowing and boundless was
the grace of God I God promised not only to u
with Jacob, but to keep him wheresoever
he weut. What was the first feeling oi

State were thoroughly disenssed, It was done from
a scholarly and Christian, and not from a parti*
san point of view. Very few persons have ever had
opportunity to address so large and bo influential a
congregation, for the chiefs of the nation and men

prominent in the church were there. After the
Introductory services the Doctor announced as his
text Matthew xxii., 21."Render therefore onto
Ctesar the things which are Oreear's, and to God the
things which are God's." He said piety and patriotismwere the foundations nnon which

rested. In eariy times these interests were Identical,but as society advanced this combination of
powers hardened into despotism. In the Jewish
Commonwealth an attempt was made to rectify
this evil, but Judaism wus a national religion.
When Christ came he comprehended the possibility
of a spiritual life which should vitalize political
lorces ami be independent of them. 80 long as the
Church was a mere sect this idea pre*
vailed ; but when a Roman Emperor
was converted Christianity became a dominantreligion bv siic.iticing the political rerorm
which Christ had introduced. The Reformation IB
Germany and England only partially restored the
idea, and in America alone was the experiment ol
separation lalrl.v tested, liure Christianity is destinedto ihrnlsh a perrect Commonwealth by the
elevation of the national mind through the influenceof revealed truth. Its mission is to realize a
peifeet conformity between the laws of the State
and the will of God. Its design is to bring all
things of Ctrsar to God. In accomplishing this It
enlightens the senBe of Justice upon which law
depends for its force by revelation 01 God.the Influenceof religious ideas being beyond estimatebyrevelation of human brotherhood and mutual
lnter-dependence, and brings the sense «f duty snd
the sense of God into their Just relations, showingits relation to law and government to be that ol

AN INV1SIBLB PORCH
working upon and through the moral sentiments
of men. Duty to our iellow men requires the renderingto Ceesar the things which are his, which, la
a Kepuolic, are time, service, means. Bnt these, as
gilts to us from God, arc to be used in subordinationto Him, and the ami of Christianity is to destroyany existing antagonism. It acts as the
great forces of nature do. Imperceptibly; sometimes
being long delayed in accomplishing Its ends. But,
as God works in it and by It, ultimate triumph is
assured. In the delay we sometimes become discouraged,but tbe achievements sf the nast forbid
despair. Two hundred years ago religions liberty
was but an enthusiastic speculation; now It Is a
self-evident principle of justice. The theoryof our government is that the will of
the people, properly expressed, la the
voice of God. If controlled by partyleaders the voice Is that of a machine, an automaton,and not the voice of God. The masses must,therefore, be taught to think for themselves and to
speak their own thoughts. Partisanship demoralizesand unfits men for broad investigation, leads
to corruption In morals and authorizes defamation
of character. The people must be educated to act
Independently of partisan leadership. Some doubt
the possibility of this, but

POLITICAL AGITATION,
the press, the school and the chnrch are educating
the masses as no other people ever were educated,
and that roo with a rapidity indicative of wonderfuland speedy results. Let us then be cheered by
the conviction that the hopes we cherish ara
well loanded, and as we see a State
lounded en the political principles of
Christianity and controUed by men of
