even may have felt so highly good natured as to
have been willing.were the tlmeB as ripe as they
were once lor such superstition.to throw
old boots after them lor the sake of
luck. Bodies or men irom otner cities,
whenever they have paused In New York for even
the shortest length of time, have never had reason
to complain or lack of courtesy and Welcome on
the part of our own brave lellows. The latter
seem, however, to have been slighted by the BostonLanders, who arrived In Jersey City on Sunday
morning, and Immediately proceeded thence to
Wushlngton. The West I'oint Cadets likewise
coolly avoided our hospitable armories, and were
taken In the loving embrace of a government
transport, as soon as they arrived, to Jersey City,
where they again embarked for the South.

The Judges of the Court of Appeals in Consult**
tion with the Executive.Preparations Being
Made by the Sherifffor Foster's Execution.

Day by day the fatal Friday approaches on whlcTt'
William Foster is to suffer the penally of the law
on the gallows |0r the murder of Avery D. Putnam.
Unless Governor Dix should Interfere very shortly,

cltlz"*s to act as a jury and to about a dozen physicianswho are to attend the execution of Foster*
Beside this a number of representatives of tha
press will be invited in the guise of "special" and'
"sworn" deputy sheriffs, iu addition to all tho
judges, police and civil magistrates of the county,|
even to the District Court, the Justices who are Includedby statute among those- whom the Sheriff
is compelled to Issue notices to attend the hanging.
Up to twelve o'clock last night Governor Dix*

who was at the residence of his son-in-law, Charles
F. Blake, at No. 3 West Twenty-first street, had
given no decision up to that hour, and refused t,a
give any Information whatever to the press, with
the exception of stating that he was ^ytertaln.ng
the case and giving it one consideration.
Yesterday a'ternoon and evening Governor DiX

had a long uiid private conierenco with Judges
Allen, Kolger, Andrews and ltupallo, of llie Court of
Appeals of this State, the last and highest tribunal
before which Foster's case was adjudicated.
There are seven Judges of the tou t of
Appeals, tue other three being Chlei jusuca
Fatid.ord E. church, Judges Grover und Pcckham.
Four Judges ot this Court make a quorum, and, as

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE IN VESEY STREET.
The Building of the United States Tea
Company Completely Destroyed.
I.oss $ I 'AO,000.Narrow Escape of Five
Men.One Seriously Hurt.Inadequacy
of the Water Supply.The Wind Too
Strong for the Pumping Force.
At twenty minutes past ten last night a lira

broke out In the live story building occupied by tbe
United States Tea Company in Vesey street, two
doors iroin Church street. Andrew Gilmartln, of
the Fire i'atrol, first (Uncovered the fire in the root
of the building and gave the alarm. In a moment,
almost as quick as it takes to tell, the Ore
engines were rushing to the spot, and engine
27 was before the building not «llve minutesafter the first alarm was. sounded.
Others soon arrived on the Bpot, and
three streams of water were put on the Are. The
strength of the wind was so great that in spite of
the force of the water, as it came from the nozzles,
It was scattered in ail directions before it reached
the fourth story of the building, and in this way
wns of but little effect. To remedy this the ffremea
managed to make their way to the roof and endeavoredto carry the hose with them, but cvea

this wus round impossible to do. They therefore
tried another plan by putting up ladders against
the wulls. All this time the Are was still conAned
to the upper Moor apparently. The Arst three
Moors if the building were occupied by the United
Btates Tea Company, which had vast quantities of
tea and sugar stored in the Uoors above.
Five of the men belonging to the Fire
Insurance Patrol broke down the door leading up

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touthin of Having as much of the stock as they
could. They were at work on the third floor, and
already had some ol the goods ready to be taken
down stairs, when suddenly there was a souud as of
thunder, and the roof and the two upper doors
gave way and came down to all appearances upon
the heads of the devoted firemen. They had been
warned, however, by the previous crashing and
had made the best of their way down to the street.
The crash came, however, when they were on the
second door, and they rushed Into the large room
off the staircase. But here their position was
almost as bad, for the loor above them gave
way at the same moment. The firemen In
the street saw the danger of their comrades and
rushed to help them. The men were all finally
dragged ont, two ot them insensible and one hurt
rather badly internally. His name is Lowcry. The
others.Hamilton, Wetseil, Keilly and Olastater.
were more or less frightened, but not hurt. CliptainHull, ol the insurance Patrol, was struck with
a piece or falling cornice aa he was coming out of
the building alter helping his men, ana he was
hurt about the arms. One man, a citizen, wan so

frightened that he tainted in the street and was
taken in an ambulance to the Park Hospital. This
gave rise to the report that a man had been
killed.
When the floors fell in the whole banding was a

mass of fire in a moment, and it stretched from
basement to roof. It was then apparent that not
a fraction of the whole coald be saved. The fire at
one time stretched its devastating arm to the
building of the American Tea Company, next door,
and a good portion or the top cornice was burned
and the flro spread through the roof to the top
floor. Here its progress was stopped however.
The streams continued to play on the building,
though nothing could be saved. Suddenly, when
least expected, It was found to have stretched
round In Church street, and at first was supposed to
have caught a new building; but it was a part ol
the same and gave entrauce to the upper floors.
Here the Are burned down to the third floor and
there was arrested. The two floors of the United
States Tea Company on Church street were tho
only part saved.
The two upper floors of the building were occupiedby the Christian leader and Ptlletreau,

printer, stationer and lithographer. It was to a
great extent the heavy lithographic stones falling
through that broke In the lower floors. The stoeh
of these was completely destroyed. The loss is
estimated at t*5,uoo on the unliatng and fixtures
and $75,000 on the stock, making a total of $120,000.
The Insurances could not be ascertained, though
thpv ata AAtfl t.n cnvi'P r*»niiil«rfthlv th« lo.Hti.
