the Custom House when she sailed on her last voyage,
and that she sailed under false colors, tills is an atrocious
falsehood, as the records of tlic Custom House will show,
and wc arc Informed that the Custom House circles mentionedin that article is one Mr. Abeel. a Deputy Surveyor.Wc now proi'o e to give the true history at this vessel, as
f ir as we know, together with Mr. Ahrel'sconneetlon with
said vessel. The brig Mary Celeste, which was picked up
derelict on the 4th or December and taken to Gibraltar,
was formerly a single-deck brig called the Amazon, of
Palsboro, Nova Scotia, and in November. 1888, arrived at
this port a wreck and was sold at public auction by
Messrs. Burdelt A Dennis* to Richard W. Haines, who repairedthe vessel by putting in new keel, stern, sternpost,bottom, and mostly new spars rigging, sails, Ac., at
un expense of over $10,u00, and, lielieving he was entitled
to put his rexsel under the American flag, he at that time
applied, through a Custom House broker, lor an American
register, and obtained it In October, 1869. Ten months
after she had received her register she was again sold at
auction for debt and bought by her present owners, who
run her until April, 1872, without knowing there wasanytrouble with her register; lint at this time the aforesaid
