The republicans, when they had theNew York charter under consideration, insisted
upon a stroUK sectarian amendment beingengrafted into it. The minority fought it from the
beginning to the end, but were, of course, defeated.

contained in the General Appropriation bill, beingalways very dear to the heart of every backwoods
naciuber. atTonled the rieiaoerats a delightful opporluniiyto worry their opponents, ilaviag tieeo
defeated in their attempt to have denominational

the provisions of the sectariuu clause ol the charter,they determined to test the majority's sincerityonce for all on the (juestiou. They argued

deputy clerks shall be upDOlnted, with one stenographer,the clerk's salary to he $4,000 a year, each
of the deputy clerks $2,500, the stenographer to
receive a salary of ja.soo. The Recorder, City
Jiithtre and any one of the jtratlces of Common Ileus
shall be ex ojltcto justices of the court, either ane of
whom, in the absence of the police magistrates,
can hold court. The act would take effect on April
1, 1873.
The bill to establish the Board of Sessions Magistratesprovides that ten sessions magistrates

shall, on April 1.1873, be appointed in the same
way as commissioners and heads of departments.
Two o( the magistrates so appointed shall hold
office lor ten years, two lor nine years, two for
eight years, two for seven years and two lor six
years. The salary of each shall be $8,000 a year.
Vacancies are to be filled either for a new term or
for the residue of the unexpired term, as the case
may he, No magistrate can receive any moneys
other than his salary in connection witn his officialposition, nor can he engage in any
other legal pursuit or hold other office.
The Board of Magistrates are to appoint all the
clerks: the chief cierks not to exceed ten in number.A Secretary to the Board can be taken from
among the clerks, and shall receive such a salary
as may be determined on. Tbe chief clerks are to
be appointed for four years; assistant clerks and
other officers for two years. The salary Of chief
clerks is to be $4,ooo a year; the Hoard to decide
what salaries the other officers shall receive. The

Boston, March 13, 1873.
The case of the Boston, Hartford and Brie Bailroadproceeded to-day in the United States Court,

General Butler for complainant. The Erie Bailroad
ottered to pay whatever sum the Court should decideto redeem the foreclosure. Mr. Russell, for
the trustees, insisted that if the railroad wished to
pay the sum the offer should be made, as have been
the other statements, upan oath, and put into the
bill before any decision should be rendered on the
motion. General Butler said that it would be insertedin the hill as soon as he could send to New
York and get sworn statements.

T. K. Lollirop continued the argument for the
trustees. The bill claims the fnnds raised on the
Berdell mortgage were diverted from the use for
which they were raised. The underlying bonds are
not held by the trustees as muniments of title, but
as assets of the Boston, Hartford and Erie Railroad
in bankruptcy. It is asserted that 200,00# of the
Berdell bonds were wrongfully issued, and there is
danger that these will be regarded as valid bonds
and be recognized as such in the bankrupt suits.
The trustees are fa possession of the property for
the purpose of foreclosing mortgage under
decrees of the highest tribunals of Rhode
Island, Connecticut and Massachusetts. The
