Two columns of five hundred men
each, under Brigadier Weyler, have been sent
in pursuit of General Agramonte’s forces, on
account of the losses suffered by the Spaniards,
which clearly indicates o defeat,
CASUALTIEE IN THE BATTLE AT NAJAZA.

According to the report of a prisoner of
war, in the action of the 9th of February,
which was fought at the Najaza pasture, be-
tween Colonel Marin's forces and the insur-
gents, the insurgent Colonel Antonio Rodri-
guez, better known as Madrinales, and four-
been others, were wounded.

; A THREE HOURS' FIGHT.

Advices from Bayamo report an encounter
between the Spanish troops and insurgents,
under Modesto Diaz, on the 5th. The action
lasted three hours. The former claim the
victory, osserting that the insurgents were
driven from their positions, leaving behind
eleven killed. Their own losses are not stated.

A BTAMPEDING PARTY FOILED.

their interests, aq well as contrary te law.
