PRAYER, RESIGNATION AND THE NOOSE.

CHicAco, TIL, March 14, 1874

To-day another of Chicago's murderers was |

(aunched from the gallows-tree Into eternity, there
to confront at the awful bar of Eternal Justice the
#pectre of his murdered wife.

THE STORY OF THE CRIME.

The story of George Driver's great crime Las
already been told in the colomns of the NEw York
HerALD, aud need only be repeated here briefiv, Le
was & man of thirty-Ave years or thersabouts, and
bhad been married for some dfteen years to Ann
Driver, a comely, honest and industrious woman,
who had borne him lour children—Willinm, aged

fourteen; Mary, aged thirteen; George, aged
pleven, and Delle, aged mnine. Their mar-
ried life waa not & happy one, Driver

drank fresly ot times, and when in lquor treated
bis wife with great brutality, kicking, beating and
abuging her, so that, at last, she was compelled to
Institute proceedings for a divoree. This the Court
awarded her, with the custody ef the four children
and possession of the house in which she lived.
Alter the decree Driver was [requently at the house
of hie former wife, where, indeed, he occasjon-
ally boarded. His love for liquor continued, and in
his drupken sprees he would beat and abuse Mrs,
Driver, “as i she were still lig wife,”! to use the
najee expression of a witness, When out of money
he would bother her for what Iittle she had, al-
though, as she told him, the whole family was de-
pendent on what scanty wages she and her eldest
Loy could earn, So things stood on Thanksgly-
Ing Day, last November, In the evening the
family all took supper together. Driver
was a little lntoxicated, and, as usual, reinforced
bad langnage by abuse, kicking his divorced wife,
Next moruing, Friday, November 30, he came 1o
the house somewhat under the influence of liquor,
but not so drunk as to be unconscious of what he
was dolog, ana went Inio a bedroom off the
kitchen, Here Mra. Driver followed him, remain-
ing abuut pen minutes, during which time some
words are understooa to have passed between
them, she telling nim to get up off the bed and
leave the house, According to the daughter's
story Mrs, Driver, when he relused to get up,
slapped bim in the face, At any rate, about ten
minutes after entering the bedroom they came out
into the Kitchen, where one ol the boys was iying
on the lounge. Mrs, Driver went and stood be-

hind the stove. The altercation was re-
newed; Driver agnin asked for money,
which she retused him, He drew  some-

thing from his pocket. Mres. Driver erled:—*“Do
pot stab me."” The weapon, however, was nota
knite, for in a second a Nash and explosion followed
and, with a ringing shriek, the unfortunate woman
fell to the foor, shot by ner husband in the pres-
ence of their children. The bullet had passed be-
tween the ninth and temth ribs on the right side,
traversing the liver and lodging In the spine, The
wounded woman survived only a couple of days.
Uriver was arrested at the house to which he had
returned later In the day, On being asked why he
had killed his wife he answered:—'That is my
business.” Te the sergeant who searched him he
#add that he had shot her because she had refused
to give him money. He seemed somewhat drunk
when arrested, but not so drunk as to be ignorant
of his actions or Irresponsible for them. His
mouth was somewhat bruised and swollen, although
another of his ehlldren declared that Mre. Driver
hud not struck him, as another sister alleged.

The trial took place early in February. Applica-
tien for a change of venue was at first made and
granted; but as couniry jurors had just found
two other Cnicage murderers—Perteet and
Rafferty—guilty on short notice, the defence un-
dertook to risk their chances In €bicago. The
prosecution was conducted by Charles H.
Reed, State’s Attorney, and the defence by Mr.
John Mason. The prosecution brought up the
three children of the prisoner, who witnessed the
shooting, and several melghbors, who testified Lo
the repeated ll-usage by the prisoner of his wife,
One woman heard Mra, Driver say the night before
she wias snot that he had threatened to shoot her,
but aared not de it. The defence clalmed
that the shoeting was accidental, and un-
dertook to plead  drunkeuness; but the
latter plea was thrown out, woder o

desislon of the Supreme Court lhtlr while the
udge might conslder the prisoner's drankemness
n fixing the penalty, the jury could mot in deocid-
ing on hig guilt or Innocence. After a short ab-
senoe the jury returned a verdiet of gullty, and
fixed the prisoner's punishment at death. When
he subsequently came up for sentence the prison-
er's counsel tried to obtain A new trial to intro-
duce ndditlenal evidence, which was refused, and
the judge passed sentence on Driver, ixing bis
execution for to=day. This was on the 1vth ult.,
g0 that only twenty-three days intervened be-
tween the rentence and its being carried Into
effect. Another objection was made on the gronnd
that when scutence was passed the judge only
named the day el execution, bat fixed no hour,
aiterwards adding to the sentence “hetween tne
hours of sunrise and sumset.” This objection, o,
came to nothing.
WHAT THE CONDEMNED HAD TO EAY.

Driver was irequently interviewed in his cell by
the HErALD correspoudent, and was always found
willing te talk frecly. At fArst he persisied that
the shoot was entirely necidental, and that he
had been chauging his pistol frem nand to hand,
whien it had gone off accldentally, killing his wite.
He invelgh bitterly g:'mst lis ehlidren, whom,
he sald, they (his ene ) had taught to swear
his liie away. He sald that it was at his wile's re-
quest that had gone te live at the housa alter
their wseparation, so that could md her
in supportng the chilaren. He
her of his money: indeed,
on  which they had dined on

ving Day had been purchased by him. On the

ay that he was lound Enllt: the prisoner sald that
his wife had provoked mim and taunted him. He
had asked her to get his breskfast snd put him up
some luuch, a4 he wished to go to work, whem she
told him to get his breakiast where he got his
whiskey. Then she strack him in the face, knock-
ing owt'one of his teeth, and was 1t a chair te
repeat the blow, when he said, *Look what you are
about," pulled out his pistol and was changing It
1rom one hamd to the other, when It exploded. At
Jhis sentence Driver made yet another statement,
in e tollowing words:—

As to thia
the evidence showed conclusively that, while Driver
was somewhnt under the infuence of liguor, he
was 8till able to walk ana talk, and the lilinois
statutes had expressly adopted the common law
rule that voluntary drunkenness Was Do excuse
jor o erime. At best the evidence ol Mra, Driver
wasonly cumulative and the refusul of a new triul by
the inferior Court was not an irregularity, Lastly,
as to the t ralsed that the murdered woman
had dtruck the prisoner a blow in tho Jace, and that
lie had killed her in & momentary nate
lmlu. without malige or deliberailon, Judge McAl-
iater helds that the evidanoe showa clearly that the
prisoner did not resent the blow, even allowing
that any was struck at-the moment, but that seme
cousiderable time elapsed ere he Killed his wife,
Then there was no earthly law to say that a man
in an abject and besotied condition who resented
a alap iu the face with that disproportionate
weapon, & revolver, and shot down & woman,
conld plend consequent mitigation of s
offence to mere manslsoghter, In comcluaion
Judge MoAlllster says:—'The state of mind of
the doomed man may be imagined, Jn Manday
night he heard that a respite had been granted
him and his life was safe tlll August or Beptember,
He was so excited with jey at the prospect of the
glnnm: shadow of the gallews being remeved from
1m that he conld not gleep, On Tueaday, at noon
a cold blast from the tomb smote on his uﬁ]a. anid

THE PRIBONER'S COUNSEL.

Mr. Magom, his lawyer, had been in 11 health up
to the time of his (atul error, and ita terribie con-
sequences 8o affected him that he was prostrated
utterly and fears of his life were entertained.

THE PQUMED MAN'S FAMILY AROUND HIM.

The Rev, Mr. MeLaoghlin was delegated to bear
the sad news to him whose 1ife was at stake, Dri-
ver was not to uny extent affected; was prepared
for the message that cut off every avenue of escupo
from death. Gathering his childien caressingly
under his arms with broken accents and with tears
in his eyes he saddressed them a few warning
words, With all the earnestness of a dylng
man he admonished the boys te shon liguor
48 they would che powson that Kills on the instant.
“Nover drink a drop,” he sald; “never look at it;
never enter a saloon, Head the Bible, lgo to church
and never {o to bed without praying. I want ever
one of you to grow up Christian men and women."

TAE LAST FAREWELL TO WIS COILDREN.

The final farewell between Driver and his ehil-
dren was ope of the most affecting Hectes cver
witnessed within the contines of any prison. The
giris groaned in the most Intense mental agony,
weeping  and  waling in w  heart-rendin
manner. There were few bheholders who i
not shed tears eof sympathy, and pity dweit in
every heart. The boys were at first Kissed, them
the smaller girls, and finally the oldest danghter,
who fell upon her father’s breast and lngered (o a
Inst, lovieg embrace, Driver's courage |eit him as
soon a4 mie children and frienda were gone. It
pevmed that the presence of s beys and girls and
the nelghbors with whom he had assoelated had
given him & perve that his weak frame could not
sustaln when the prop was gone, and bhad 1t not
bean for the sapport of those standing near bim he
would have fallen to the stone floor, A chuir woa
provided, cold water was applied in cepious quan-
titles, and in & very snort time, though somewhat
pale, George Driver was himsell again,

from the cell~ which he had occupled
daring  the two most eventiul days of

bis e not 8 muscle quivered, aud his tread was
as firm and solid as that of his attendants, The
two clergymen, Messrs. Davis and Mchaughlin,
were also on either side, ready te give such spirit-
ual cominrt us the occasion should aemand, As he
approached the umplemcnt of death Driver gazed
At 1t with a vacant stare, and it was thought he
was not egual te the emergency. Hraging himseif,
however, with a powerfal effort, he seized upon
rellﬁlun a# o sure support, and shouted, “God nelp
me " Continuing, he repeated many times, “Oh,
Lord, have mercy ou me!  Ol, God, help me in this
hour! Ob, merciful Jesus, have pity on me '

without evincing a perceptible shudder, His ap-
earance was painful to witness, First gazing
stemilily at the formidable array of witnesses, then,
turning his eye to the ugly irame, with (s peadant
rope and knot, and frem there loukiog with fuith
to his Gospel connsellors, his lace was expressive
of many and varied cmotions, Evidently he wag
not afrald to die, but no mortal with such sar-
roundings conld remain firm, like & dumb Lrute,

THE END OF HIM,

The rope was then placed about his neck, the
shroud was mundhuu white cap waa placed
above his head, and the laps were tied 80 that his
body was cumpletely shrouded in the tly suit
of white. He continued praying ftill, but never
trambled a particie. At twelve minutes past two
o'clock Driver advanced a single step, uttering as
e did so in a loud voice, *‘Lord Jesus, roceive my
sounl!  Great God, have mercy upon mel God, tnke
me to thy kingdom!"” The last word had soarcely
left his lips wiien the trap went down, and with a
sullen sound Driver's voice was checked forever,
His neck was iairly broken, and he almost
without the semblance of a struggle,

THE STORY OF HIS CRIME.

An Unprotec'ed Woman Brutally Beaten
to Death and Her Throat Cut.

MRS. MATHEWS' CRUEL FATE.

The Arrest, Trial, Sentence and
Execution of the Wretch.

A STRANGE CONFESSION,

Oshorne Declares That He Was Hired to Put
Mrs. Mathews Out of the Way.

GALESBURG, T, March 14, 1873,

As your correspondent writea these words Ill-
nols 18 less populous by two than she wis a few
minutes ago, for legal hemp has cut short the
career at almost the same moment of the same
mild March day of George Driver, of Chicago, &
brutal wife murderer, and 8 still more heartless
wreteh, John Marion Osburne, who to robbery
added rape, and sought to cover both by murder,
No eye but the eye of Him who sces all beheld the
gcene of horror, the piteous appeal for merey, the
erime which followed and the criminal's flight, but
dnmb witnesses rose everywhere from the foot-
prints of the assassin as drigona are fabled to
have sprung from ihe spilt blood In myihological
fable, and Iu eloquent sllence denouneed him, and
handed him bound hand and foot in circomstan-
atantial toils which he could not break to the un-
relenting minlster of justice,

THR CRIME AND IOW COMMITTED,
The crime of which Osaborne was convicted
just a month ago was characteriged by fea-
tures of peculiar atrocity. Its yictim wus
Mra. Adelin Matthews, s married woman, who
lived with her husband near Osborne’s house, not
far from Yates Clty, In this county, Osborne was
ulso married, and had worked with and for Mr.
Matthews, 0 that he knew the latter’s habits and
the ways of the house. Om Monday, the sth of
August lagt, Mr. Matthews lelt home carly In the
morning, leaving his wife alone in the house, in-
tending to return in the evening, When ne ocpme
back he was aurprigsed to find the house showing
no slgns of occupation. The blinds were drawn at
all the windows and all was silent, On opening
the door he could neither see nor hear his wife.
The table was set for two and the teapot stood
on the atove In the Kkitchen, which Ilatte
Wwad on unusual ciroumstance, as neither Mr,
Matthews nor his wife used tea. Prosecuting his
search further, Mr. Matthews descended to the
cellar where his eyes fell upon a sight that (roze
his blood with herror. On the earth floor of the
cellar lay the lifeless corpse of Adella Matthews,
his wife, her clothing terribly torn and disordered
and the clay around her soaked into a bloedy mire
by the life-current that ebbed from her throat and
gkull, and with its peculiar oder tainted the sultry
August alr. There were numerous murks in the
golt clayey floor, which showed that o struggle had
taken place. Two deep indentations murked the
apots where the murdered woman, resisting vio-
leutly the wretch who sought her honor and her
Iife, had been dashed to the earth, and
NUMKEROUS FPOOTPRINTS,
all made by one pair of besots, and very clearly de-
fined, were visible, afording, possibly, a clue to the
asgassin, Mra, Matthews' person had been vio-
lently outraged, her legs and body were cov-
ered with bloed, her underclothing was soaked
with blood and torn into tatters, and her skirts
were thrown over her head and face. When, how-
ever, composed by decent hands a more ghastly
slght was revealed, for the woman's skull had been
beaten in and her threat cut from car to ear. On
searching the houss some money was lound to
have been stolen. Footprints corresponding with
those on the cellar floor were discovered without,
in the soll of a corntield, leading towards Osborne's
house. This falnt clue was reinforced by one still
slighter—the presence of the leapot on the stove;
for Osborne, who was just recovering irom an at-
tack of illness, had been ordered by Wia doctor to
drink tea.
THR MURDERER TRACKED,

Mr. Matthews at once gave the alarm, and ar-
rangements were made to beat the country next
day in search of the murderer. Early next morn-
ing (Tuesday) he pr led to Osborne’s house
and kmocked. Oshorne came to the door and
asked what was up. “Are the horses out in the
corn " he asked, In apparent surprise and uncon-
cern, ‘“‘Worse tban that,” eald Mr, Matthews.
«“My wife has been murdered.” “Pahaw, man,"
sald Osborne, “that can't be. You must either
be crazy or drunk,” snd he laughed nervously.
Mr. Matthews reiterated his statement, and asked
him to c¢ome to his house, This Osborne
promised to do if he felt well enough. He was
there by half-past six, aud offered to join in the
pursuit. He would not enter the house and
look upon the curpse. The eye of the murderer

Throughout the whele trial Osberue bore himself
calmly and stolidly, For any expression in his
comntenance the whole preceedings might have
concerned anybody but Mmsell; indeed, he aeemed
utterly unconscious that he was in Cours, defend-
ant in & sult where his life was at stake. Alter the
verdict had been rendered and scntence
upon him the prisoner's lortitude broke down
utterly, and he betrayed the utmost physical and
mentul anguish and weakness,

His eounsel did not present their hill of exeep-
tiond to the Bupreme Court until the 1ith inst.,
when it was submitted to Chiel Justice Lawrence
and Judge Walker. These gentlemen, aiter care.
fully readine it, declded tiat there was no ground
for interiering and granting the writ of supersedaas
gnyed for., This adverse decision was conveyed to

he prisoner about ten o'clock on Tuesday might,
when he was found with his spiritual viser, a
Baptist clergyman, engaged in prayer, Osberne
heard the death koell of his hopes with ap-

Osborne has been conflned in thia clty since his
aentence, Though atrongly urged to confess he
has persistently relused until last evening, when
he sent for his attorney and spiritual adviser ana
made a clean breast of {he matter. He wasin con-
ference with them during the night til four A, M.,
when he was removed to the County Jail at Knox-

Charles Pettit Mcllvaine, D, D.
Right Rev. Charles Pettit Mcllvaine, D, D,,
Bishop of Ohio aceording to the rite of the Prot-
estant Episcopal Church, died at s temporary
residence In Florence, Italy, vesterday evening.
The fact of his demise was announced by cable ta
hig sister, Mra, Harrls, of Philadelphia, and te
other friends of the deceased prelate during the

duy.

Charles Pettit Mellvaine was porn in Burlington,
K. J., on the 18th day of Janaary, ln the year 1768,
and had, conseguently, passed the seventy-fifth
yedr of his age. He recelved an excellent prelimi-
nary education, and graduated st Princetom:
Oollege with honor in the year 1816, Ha
atuidled  in  the divinity class and was
admitted to deacon's orders on the 4th ol

July, in the ]Y‘““' 1820, He was appointed fn 1825
Protessor of History and Ethics at West Point
Academy., This position he resigned in the year
1825 on being called to the pastorate ol St Ann's
church, Brooklyn, In the year 1532 he wad solemnly
consecrated Bi.ulmg of Ohlo. He entered on his
pastoral dotles with great zeal, and his comstant,
continuous eforts In the told were blessed with
abundant fruits. As Dishop of Ohio he exercised a
large amount of intluence over the American
branch of the Anglican Church, He labored per-
sonally and with unceasing assiduity among the
flock which was first given 1o his care In Ohlo from
the moment ol gecepting the charge until his recent
departure lor sujourn in Euroepe for the benefit of
hig health, In the year 1863 Bishop Mellvaine re-
celved the degree of Doctor of Canon Law from
the University of Oxford, and, In 1838, that of
LL. D. from the University of Cambruige. His
work, “0Oxford Divieity Compared with That of the
Homish and Anglican Churches,' is well known to
the controversialists and terafi generally.

the Ilatter was growing every day, and that the
flaves In the districta occupled by the Northern
expeditionary ferces showed themselves to be fully
informed of the true bearing of the war on their
own freedom. Bishop Mellvalne's heplth lalled
rapldly of late under the advance of years, snd
Yestérday his spirit passed away froin earth under
the sununy sky of Ituly.

Lecture by the Rev, J. L. Spaulding at
the Cooper Institute.

The lecture hall of the Cooper Institute was
denaely thronged last evening by Catholics of every
position, whe came to hear a discourse delivered
by Father Spaulding, under the auspices ol one of
the circles of the Catholic Union. The reverend
lecturer, in presenting the clalms of the Church to
educate her own children, refuted, in a style both
animated and forelble, the oft-repeated charges
of ignorance made against the Catholics. The
greatest minids of the world belonged to her fold;

and evoked the noblest efforts of genlus, Never-
thelessghe impresses upon all the principle that it is
