Taterature has a port of matural history apart
from the recoguized classes or gubjects lnto whick
books are necessarily divided.

For Instauce, if we speak of theologieal or re-
ligious books every reader understunds us a8
meaning a cluss,

If we speak of Catholic or Protestant, Episco-
palian, Methodist, Presbyterian, Righ Church or
Low Church or Broad Church books, a subdivision
of u class 18 understood.

But these subdivisions of classes are still jurther
divided. Everybedy 8 familiar with the pecn-
liar religions books which frighten little boys Into
being bad because all good littie boys die young.
Everybedy is Tamiliar with the peculiar religious
books which describe the bad boy who, metaphori-
cally vpeaking, never could catch any fish. Again,
everybody is familiar with the peculiar religious
books which give the last words of some good man,
these “last werds” belng generally exiended into
a very bulky volume,

To the books lass named Belongs a work entitled
‘“The Parting Words of Adolphe Monod,” which is
Jjust published by D, Appleton & Co. It is & beok of
evangelical piety and (aith, and contains Monod's
Bunday discourses while lying on a slek ved. Bodily
suffering accordingly enters largely lnto the reli-
gioua discourse. But by indleating the ‘‘natnral
histery' of the book we give an ample deseription
of its contents and & sufficient criticlsin of its
| merits,

We can apply the same rules to other classes of
books, notably to biography, Everybody under-
Stands exactly what kind of a book to expee
when B¢ reads on the title page “The Life and
Times" or “The Travels and Adventures” of some-
body. So clearly s this ‘‘natural history" of blog-
raphy defined that we can tell every grade, from
the dignified nistory of the ilfe of some great man
to the foolish and inkipid story of some nobody who
has managed to obtain an equivecal recognition,

Baron Brockmar, in his “Memoirs,” makes him-
self & much more Important personage than his
royal masters, and yet he was only & little, time-

General Patrick H. Jones, Postmaster of the New
York Post OMce, retnrned on Baturday night from
Washington, where he had been to tender the
regignation of his oflce to President Grant,
(ieneral Jones was In Washington severa! days and
met the Preshdent and consulted with him om
various occasions,

Yesterday a HERALD reporter called upon Poate
master Jones at his residence, at the Irving House,
and asked*nim if he wounld consent to give the rea-
sons for his apparently sudden resignatiom,
General Jones said :—

My resignation has been In contempiation by
me some time, and has, I assure you, no political
significance whatever. The Prealdent and myselt
are ln perfect accord, and in my visit to Washings
ton he treated me with great and kindly consideras
tlon. There has been no misunderstanding be=
tween us, und there was no reason in my resigning
but that of my own volition. I may say that in my
term of office | have entirely satisfied the Presf.
dent, and I don’t think I conld be repreached with
anytiupg thal was not in perfect accord with the
views of the party. But the fact is, I was prowing
afrald, There have been more or less defalcations
during my time in the Post OfMce, and- these have
worrled me exceedingiy., You see,

1 WAS RESFONSIBLE
for the good counduet of every man in the Post
Office, and was held personally responsible for any
mistakes or deficiencies which occurred. It was
like sitting on & voicano, and I did not knew at

what moment some big defalcation might ocenr for
which 1 was sure to suffer.
