‘1he attack was u complete surprise, and had
it not been for the great bravery of the guard, the police
sud people o the neghborhood, the eity would have
been sacked, the Euglish inhablisnts assassinated an
robably ether villages would have been attnckod. It so
appened that after o hard struggle, which lasted until
twe o'clock Im the afterngon, the Indians had o retire
and escape into Mexican territory, but not without hav-
llm done greatinjury o life as well ns to property. The
oficer whe commanded the Wil severely
wounded, two soldiers were fonrteen  were
wounded (rlfhl severelyl, u countryman named Gon-
zalew (born In Yucatan) was barbarously assassinnted
and about twenty-five or thirty countrymen wounded
(sowe of them severely), of whom two afterwards died of
their wounds.

WALL STREET FORGERIES,

The Continental Bank Vietimized by Forged
Railroad Certificutes.

Statement of the Cashier—Detectives After the
Forgers—Who Is Guilty '-How the Thing
‘Was Worked—Theories of the Detec-
tives—Outsidd Firms Also Vietim-
ized—Latest Particulars of the Af-
fair—Opinions in Wall Street.

The excitement In Wall street yesterday about
the lorgeries on the Fort Wayne and Wabash stocks
wae mainly denfined to those who were Interested
in It—on the one hand the Continental Bank, and
on the other the firm of Oddie & Austin, brokers at
No. 11 Bread street, though, of course, there was a
great dealof conversatien about the matter Among
financial men generally, who maturally feel. the
importance of such & matter to them, wnere such
frauds as this could be perpetrated in so bold a
minner,

It appears that the firm of Oddle & Austin was
oniy recently formed, Mr, Oddie having been a
member of the Btock Exchange lor seme time, Mr,
Austin, who had, until recently, been a clerk In
apother firm, formed partnerslilp with Mr. Odate,
promising to put $26,000 in the firm, which he did,
80 &8 to have the privilege of the Stock Exchange.
On Baturday Mr. Austin wished te have a check

of $25,000 certificd, and sent in the name
of the firm to the Contloental Bank,
where he was 1n the habit of making

the firm's deposite. He gave as collateral security
for the certification of the cneck 400 shares of
Wabash and 100 shares of Fort Wayne, and the
bank pted the collateral. The Wabuash certin.

of the oflenders and tor the preveotlon of future

tailed examination which bas been made it results that
Do responsibility whutever can be attributed to the Mex|-
can government for the acts which have oceasioned
your Excellency's note, to which [ have the honor to
reply. Your Excelleney, so profoundly versed in the
righis ol ql-eph-n, well knows that governments are not
responsitile tor the wcts of their subjects, except when
they do not, when able, prevent erime when they toler-
mle i, or when they do not punish the lluilly ones.  But
should the crime be comaplitied without the knowledge
of the tmnrmm-m. or i it s not been able to chastise
the guilty, having carried out all the measures in s
power, the act is 1o be regretied as aomistortune, but can-
not be made the basis of an interuational rclm])i.lil‘ll. In
ahe case of Orauge Walk the clnim dovs not uriginate
Trom any act of the government of Mexies, which di-
sectly or indirectly can be considered as authorizing or
Eiving consent. There are grounds tor overlooking the
attacks of the barbarians, for it is notorious that by con-
slant effort the governmenis of the Union and of the
Stutes of Yucatan and Caiopeachy have sustalned upon
the Peninsula tor many years troops exelusively for sup-

pressing and chastising the Indians, not only where they
attack the people of said States, but when they carry the
war into the territory which they sceupy. “And i this

daily obliged to d homsel inst the Invasions
of tribes oi savages which threaten thelr immediate fron-

tiers without ceasing,

But the responsibility exista with all ita force when
citizens, and, more, when suthoritics, lend their aid to
lrlnunlh. and such is the case with respect o Mexico
und the residents and government of Belize. The object
tor which the Indians purchased arms and olber
articles of war eannot be discovered, yvet it is a fact
which is to be seen every day; and yet they sell these

It is fromythis nadoubled bud net that the colonists of
Belize have fomented war, contribating thus to the ruin
of tamilies, the death of peacetul citizens and the devay
tation of & rich Mexican territory. Amd, still further
Mr. Minister, the kind war ‘which the Indiana
made sggravates the charge in a most extraordinary
munner. This war does ool sustain any political prio-
ciple nor has for its object the usurpation of a territory
tor ita userul cultivation, but sustaing vandalism and
tends only to satisty the most passions.
This war does oot attack the peaple,
but universal justice ; it does not violate a treaty, but it
violates ulity. Itdoes vot om‘nd.lpe?le. but it of-
fends humanity. From what has been said it resalts that
the ¥ d by the Indi to the Euglish colo-
mies are pot due to the want of ¢are on the part of th
Mexican govermmnent, which has constantly repressed
the revolts and called the serious attention ol that of
Great Britain (o the fact that localeulable injuries were
following the commerce of arms in an cxeeptional coun-
try, and also the atention of the authoritics of Great
Britaln in that territory, who, indifferent w an injury
done to a foreign people, have neither desire to provide
nurl?-dl van avoll that winch is the posmitive result of
the ald which they have given to that which was at first,
perhaps, ouly an unidue deaire in the coloules 1o make
gain, bul which in the course of time is converted into
an element ol ruin.
