The movement in general trade eireles was  still
very irregular and very unequally divided, Many
bouses {o the different branches of business report-
ed the markets inactive anid nominal, while others
reported an inerensing movement and & Lt busi-
ness. But one thing is certaln, there are much less
conflaence and buoyancey than there were o few
weeks ago, and many descriptions of merchandise
have experienced & materlul decline durving the
past few Jdays, the decline in numerons lnstances
Lieing  radical, There has  Dbeen  uwn  in-
creased demand sinee the decline took place,
however, aud it now looks a8 II the Spring trade
will be fair, though not so profitable as it was
expected to be, Buta movement of produce on
alinost any basis, which does not result in a
deelded loss, is a relief from the protracted period
ef luactivity throngh which the commercial inter-
¢ata of the city now seem about te emerge, and
any Indieations of ainore active trade movement
are gladly welcomed on every hand. The cotton
market was quiét, so far as active sales were con-
cerned, but contracts were fiylng about thick and
fast during a part of the time. At the Produce
Exchange the deadlock in flour and grain was
more conspicnous than ever, the dewmand being
about as light as it could well be for almost every-
thing in this Une, Flour was dull and almost un-
salable In any considerable quantities, and the
same was true of wheat, which remained almost
entirely nominal in the absence of sales, Corn was
also dull, but steady, Oats were dull. Whiskey was in
Talr roquest and pricos again fuvorod the seller. There
wis almost nothing deing in provisions, but the market
was nevertheless firm.  Pork was very quiet, but brought
full prices whea sold, Lard was firmer, but not very
much wanted at any advavcee. Freights and charters
were withont espeeial change. Tonuage remasins scarce
and small vessels in particular are readily taken up, par-
tioularly those engnged In the petrolenm trade, while
vossels of all classes find ready and remunerative em.

SALARY OF A COURT OFFICER.

The Comptrolier Shirking Payment, and
Why=A Judge Who Thinks It Too
Thin.

Among the officers attached to the varions State
Courts there appears to be a good deal of trouble
in the matter of getting their salaries. James
Doyle, an officer of she Superior Ceurt, has been
atriving, through the medium of the Courts, fox
some time past, to get his pay from May 1, 1872, ta
June 11, 1872, The difculty Is that the Comp«
troller, ns appears, claims that between the dated
pamed there were no ofMcers of the Court. A
peremptory mandamns against the Comptroliee
was applied for by Mr, Frankiin Bartlett on behall
of Colonel James Doyle, and Judge Davis, to whom
the application was made, yesterday gave hid
decision. Owing to the multiplicity of oMcers in
the sane boat, we give below the conclusion of the
opluion ;—

OPINION OF JUDGE DAVIS,

The relator was appuinted an oificer and ate
tendant ol the Buperler Court by Comptroller Con-
nolly, under the provisions of seetion 9 of chapter 383
of the Laws of 1870. He was not removed by Comp-
troller Green on his accession to oflice, but was re-
talued und paid as such ofMcer dewn to May 1, 1872,
On the 29th of April, 1874, the Legislature conlerred
the power of appolntment of such omMeers for their
Courts upon the Judges of the Superior Court. Tho
acl ok effect immedlately, bot the Judges of the
dnganur Court did pot make the appuintment
under it until the 1ith day of June following, st
which time they ap]{omwd the relator, In the in-
terval between the 1st of May and the 11th day of
June the relator continued to discharge the duties
of the ofMce, The dole auasunn in controversy is
whether he 8 entitled to his salary during thag

rfod. 1have no doubt that he lawiully remained
n the oMce under the Cowmptroller's appointmens
until the Judges exerclsed the power of zlppomt-
meut vested in them. They made him his own
Bsuccessor by their appointment of the 11th of Juna,
1872, and thenceforward he was an ofcer by virtoe
of their appointment, But It to that time he was
an oiticer both de facto and de fure by virtue of hig
former appouintment, there 18 nothing in the act of
April, 1874, which operates to terminate the exist-
ing office, or lmpair its inoctions er remwove the in-
eumnbent. It transfers the power of appointment
from one officer to aoother body of cillcers, but

the omission of the latter to use their
authority cannot be construed Ioto & re-
moval of the existing ofMcers, and new

appointment by the Judges of another persom
10 the same oftice would have that effeci; but Do
such consequence can be held to flow from mera
delay. In meantime, and pending such delay.
the recognition of the oMcer by the Judges in tha
discharge of his duties should be construed as an
appolntinent rather than a disappointment. It i@
against the policy of the law thal oficers deemed
by the Legislature of sufficlent importance to the
public to be provided lor bywiatute, shouid become
‘vacant by mere construction. The case 1 think 18
withim the spiris of the general statmte enacted 1o
guard against the happening of vasancies in office.
