The great Eric reform
movement was o rich placer to work, and as Mr,
O'Doherty clalms to have laid all the plang for the
purchase of such of the old Board of Directors as
were prepared to sell out Jay Gotld feor cash duwn
and to turn over the road to the McHenry and
Biachoffshelm Interesy, it must have been rather
provoking fer him to have seem Minister Sickles
and others called in at the eleventh hour to reap
4he substantial advanptages of his own negotia-
tona.
