ALEXANDRIA, Va., March 28, 1873,

At the jall yard here to-day, at neom, Charles
Manley, a colored man, was hanged for the murder
of John Monroe, on the mght of the b5th
of July last. < The murder was one of
much atrocity, and there was a feeling,
not confined to any race, that Manley suffered
& just punishment. A sketch of the persons con-
cerned In the murder and of the circumstances
surrounding it I8 but the gathering up of a
thousand soattered threads of narrative that made
sometimes light chat, but more irequently serious
$alk around the gallows,

THE VICTIM MONRQR.

John Monroe, the victim, had been an ftinerant
mender of clocks, traversing all this section of the
country within tke radius of thirty miles. He was
abont sixty years of age, a thick-set man, gray-
haired and about five feet seven inches in height,
somewhat stooping in stature and shuming in gait,
He was & Bootchman by birth, and In the narrative
of Ma journeyings to and fro has mentioned to
some of thoee who were Intimate with him that he
kept, some thirty years ago, 8 watoh and jewelry
store on John street, in the city of
New York, and afterwards in Brookiyn. His wile
kaving proved unfaithral to him he separated from
her, and soon drank to excess, His store passed
out of his handa, and for twenty yeara he had been
leading a vagabond life, making a precarious
living smong the old clocks of the tide-waterside
villages of Virginia. He was addicted to large
potations, but was never troublesome; the police
here bearing witness that though often in town he
pever disturbed the peace or required their sur.
velllance, He had no friends, and though all who
recollect bhim speak of his kindly disposition, but
one person seemed to have taken within late years
the slightest personal interest In his aMuirs, He
bad been fortunate in enlisting the pity of his
landiady, Mrs, Beach, a kind-hearted woman,

THE MURDERER.

Charles Manley, the murderer, was about five
feet ten in height and 180 pounds weight, had been
& slave in Lowdoun county, Virginia, and came to
his freedom while in the Unlon army; but since
the ciose of the war he had never worked steadily
at anything, had refused a dozen advantageous of-
fers to go into the country, on & farm, but pre.
ferred to loiter about the city, catching occasion-
ally a little easy work and employing the rest of
his time no one knew how. He had once, some
months ago, shot &t a man in camp meeting; but
in Virginia now Justice is often too tardy-gaited to
be able to stride over county limits, or else, per-
hape the old clock mender had been still living and
Manley unhanged.

BCUTOH JOHN IN "“PRTERSBURG."

Beveral weeks ago “Scetch John, as Monroe
was lamiliarly called, returned to Alexandria from
& tramp up the country, and made his home, as
had been his custom, at Mrs. Beach's house, He
had not been successful on his tour and was sub-
ject to frequent melancholy, but made sufficient to
feed him from hand to mouth, On the 4thof
July he drank well in honor of the day, and was
not entirely sober when he left his boarding house,
between five and six o'clock on the afternoon of
the 6th of July. All the suburbs of the town were
quite familiar to him, for it was only
smeng the poorest ciass of the townspeo-
ple that he found Nis work. Wandering
along the byways of the town he entered
& colored settlement known In the local geography
a8 “Petersburg,” The settlement itsel! has a cu-
sious history, When General Pope fell back fn his
“‘headquarters in the saddle” a large number of
contrabands accompanied the army, and suddenly
one morning the sides of a morass on the hilltops
adjoining became & mnegro camp of women and
ehildren where there were none before, The needs
of the army had swallowed them. The marshy dis-
trict had been the bife noire of the town for more
than a century. A hundred years ago the old
House of Burgesses offered the land free
to any who would locate there, Titles had been
taken and lost; tax sales Innumerable attested
that no taxes had ever been pald, The marsh and
its environs, though half ciroled by the out-
akirts, was to the city as Campagna to Rome—
& Waste where no ene d dwell, full of malaria
that threatenea all the dwellers in its neighbor-
hood. But the negre women had no where else to
go. The worn out tents amorded them little pro-
tection, and with a little help from the quarter-
mastera they dotted the marsh with shanties, and
‘when the men came back they found heuses ready
for them (with a church on the neighboring hin
top), and have lived there ever since; some of the
most industrions made comfortable
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blunt one. They dld thelr best to save him ; butthe
negroes had llremd{ done their best to kil him,
and the negroes beat the doctorm.  Before he died,
however, nula{ had been arrested. Lieutenant
Smith, of the poilce force, who has the reputation
of [earing npeither man nor devil—whether his
fears have ever been exclted otherwlse is
not stated—learned before geven  o'clock
that Manle, had married the daughter
of & very clever eolored man named Gordon,
EVIDENCE OF THE CRIME,

From him intelligence was gained that Manle

had come home nkgm. previous under lmpl
cious clroumstances and was siill saleep, Up stalrs,
by the ladder way, Smith climbed sofily. Munley
lay asleap on the floor.

This morning Manley arose at his nsual time,

well. The most touching acene ef the whole of his
Imprisonment, and perbaps the tenderest of his
life, waa his parting with the little son of Mr. Cli
the jatlor, who had been very kind to him. Avout
an hoor and a half before the time appointed for
the execution a prayer meeting was opened in a
corridor of the jail, Manley, with bis wiie and chlid,
occupying & bench close against the wall, and the
Rev. Messrs, Ceok, Madden and Marshall, colored
ministers, with ten or twelve members of &
tian Assoclation, stan up around him.

HANGCED IN PUBLIC.

Tom Bmith Executed Outside the City of Louis-
ville, Ky., in the Presence of 8,000 Persons,
for the Murder of Joseph Bradem—

A Confession Under the Gallows.

LovisviLLe, Ky., March 28, 1873,

On the evening of the 10th of May, 1871, the wife
o1 Joseph Braden, a small storekeeper on the Salt
House road, near this city, rethrning home after o
ghort ab&ence, found lying behind the counter the
dead body of her husband shot throsgh the head.
In the crowd that {mmediately collected was the
negro, Tom Smith, who had been hanging around
the vicinity fer several daya before. Nothing at the
time directed suspicion toward him; but it was
alterward remembered that he was the last person
seen in the store before the murder was diacoy-
ered, and a warrant was proocured for his arrest.
Ia the meantime, however, e had been arrested tn
Louisville for stealing bacon. He wus acquitted of
the latter charge, but was Immediately rearrested
on the charge of murder.

ROPBERY WITH MURDER.

After the murder of Braden It was discovered
that besides & amall amount of money there had
been taken from the store two pistols of peculiar
pattern, and gne of these pistols was feund in the
poesession of Smith, Upon his trial subsequently
it was testified that he had been left alone In the
atore with Braden by the iast customer, who had
peen the murdered man alive. Bmith was then
drinking & glass of whiskey, for which be had jost
called and paid for. Braden, as ia usually the case
in small country settlements, kept & *‘miscellan-
eous" stock of goods, among which was all varie-
ties of amlcohol. Bmith was afterward seen by a
passer by to come to the door and again return
inslde. From the position of the body as# it lay it
wia evident that Braden was taking from the
shelves a bolt of calico when he was shot, the ball
pasaing directly through his braln,

AT TOB TEIAL
the evidence was almost absolutely direct as to the
gullt of Smith, and he was sentenced to be hang.
The case was carried to the Court of Appeals of
Kentucky, but the judgment of the lower Court
was aflirmed, and a subsequent application to the
Governor for a pardon was refused. Last Winter
there was almost & smallpox epidemio in this olty,
and the disease found ita way into the jall. By s
singular ecincidence it attacked three condemned
murderers confilned thers, who were removed to
the pest honse, and the illness of each terminated
fatally, This seems to have suggested to Smith s
means of escape, which he afterwards carried out
to a sucoesilul jssue, In some way he mecured s
quantity of eroton ofl, which he appiled to his face
and body, and an eruption was produced very
similar, t0 & mot too close observer, to
smallpox pustules in their primary form, There
‘waa great alarm feit ot the time In regard to the
dissase, and the jail physician, after a hurried and
cursory examination, pronounced the one of
smallpox, and ordered the remaoval of Bmith to
the Pest Heuse, which was accordingly done. From

SMITH MANAGED TO MAKE HIS RSCAPR,

but after wandering about for several days was

| yocaptured within s fow bundred yards of the

scene of the murder, whither he had been at-
tracted by a strange fascination. During the frst
months of his cont t, and, indeed, until it
became evident that the sentence of the Court
would be carried into exeoution, Bmith was
& most insolent and defiant prisoner; but
last Wednesday, after a probation of several
weeks, durlug which time he had appeared
much subdued and very penitent, he was baptized
sccordiug to the rites of the Methodist church. As
the atiending clergyman was adminlstering the
bread and wine of the sacrament the stoiclem of
the cendemned man, untl then Armly preserved,
began to give way, and he wept [reely. At the
conclysion of the ceremony the prisoner turned to
those standing around and sald ihat he had some
remarks to make, After expressaing his reslgns-
tion at the fate 8o soon to overtake him, he pro-
teatod his lopoocence of the crime with whioh he
was charged, He waa interrupted several times
by the violence of his emotion, but ssserted that,
A8 hé was almost at the edge of the grave, he
would not now tell a lie; that he was the wrong
man and that some day his innocence wouid be
proved; that the witbesses who had eworn agalnst
him had been bought, and that the pistol referred
to In the detalls of the evidence had never been In
his possession.
HE WAS MUCH BROKREN DOWN
all day Wednesday, aud earnestly requested of the
Jaller that one o1 the prisonera should be allowed
t0 occupy the same cull with him. The Jaller as-
pented to this and sssigned an old negro, named
Fry, charged with the murder of his wife, a8 &
reom-mate 0 Bmith; but Fry was excessively dis-
Inclined to sleeping with & man whose near fate
might be his own &t no distant day, and feigned a
sudden and severe sickness as & means of escaping
the jailer's order. A hall-crasy negro, also charged
with murder, was then selected, and Wednesday
nlght the condemned man slept peaceflully.

Tem Smith, after every effort to save him had

With him were his
two rﬁtmnal advisors, one a colored man., The
Sheriff and several deputies and Dr. Thomas Grif-
fiths were In another van, with whom were re-
porters of the clt{,‘m and the detectives and
civillans who had been ted tickets of adwmls-
sion to the gallows platform from the jall to the
place of execution. The route stretched through
some of the most popular thoromghfares of the cl 5,
the procesgion belng followed closcly b{ the crowd-
1ng thonsands whom the police, now increased to
plxty-five men, had great culty In keeplog trom
blocking 1ts progresa.

ARRIVING AT THE GALLOWS
(which was a strong structure, erected in
tre of a plain, and at a dislence from

the ﬂ:‘eﬂmm of perhaps nall & mile), the two
mules were driven within the enclosure made by
the circle of ropes and guarded from the crowding
thonsanas by a strong foroce of police. The pris-
oner, accompanied by the two ministers, officers
and reporters, mountea the platform with a frm
step and toek his place ina chair provided for
him.
