'Phe Intest afair of this kind occurredin Nor-
folk yesterdny, involving the-editors of the Journal
and the Virgindan, The difculty really grew out
of the present rallroad war wetween Tom Scott, of
‘Pepusylvania, and BRly Mahone, of this Btate,
although the quarrel 'was ostensiyy of o
poitical pature. Hoth papers are celservative
in politics; bat, while the Vérginian sup-
ports Mahone's interests, the Journal is partial
to Bcott's schemea. In a recent editorial the Jour
nal accnsed certain papers (alleuding, of eourse, to
the Mahone organs) of ewtering into a conspiracy
to disrupt the congervative party in the event they
<onld not use it to further thelr own €nds. Thig
the Virginian took as aimed at itself and in lan-
guage not to ne mistaken denounced the charge to
be “simply a lie.”

Information has heen received at this ofMee that on the
224 of December, 1872, at the pansd of neap tides, HMS
Zealous, In her passage to the souithward through the
Englishi Narrows, at about an honr before low water hy
the shore, was swept by the ebb tide from the sonthward
on to & sunken rock with 17 feet, Iving abont 100 yards to
the southward of an islet off the éastérn shore; the islet
lies nearly half a mile sonth of Midchanuel Ialand.
Muriners are therefore recommended, when proceod-
ing throuy this part of the Enslish Narrows, to 1.euLu|l
the western «shore, and in steam vessels fo regaoiate their
speed in order 1o Tiayve the vessel fnily under command ;
bearing tn mind that the ebb tide sets strongly on to the
islet (near which the Zealous grounded) from the oppo-
site side of the channel.

In the English Narrows the flood and ebb stroams are
conaldered to run for about threequarters of an hour
atter high or low water by the shore.
