The Dominion of Cansdy 13 cntering upor anew
and important phase of ita ¢xistence, Newfound-
1and and Prince Edward Island, whioh guard the
entrance to the Gull of £t, Lawrcaes, now exhibit
declded signs of & degiro to join the confederation.
Slnce 1567, when tho now Power, under Brilish
protection, was estublisied on the Amerioan Con-
tinent, it has had many serlous difficulties to over-
oome. From the first the maritime proviuces de-
pired to form n political nnion on their own hook,
and cntered lute consultasion for shat end. Neva
Bootia amd Now [Drunswick were galned
by granting Iarge monetary  concessions,
in the face of strong oppealtion on the part of their
lohabitants, wno are ut thia date, afier nearly six
years' expericnce, far from being satisfled with
thelr situntion, British Celumbia censonted to come
Inby am agreoment to cunstruct a ralivosd to the
Paclac, which 13 intended to pass, nearly its entire
length, through an unlnhabited wilderness, and
the proposed construction of which turns out to
be one of the moal disturbing elements in the
politiva of the Deminlen. Manitoba submitted to
incorporation after a civll war amd an expensive
military expedition to the territory; and the trans-
fer of the Hudson'’s Bay country and Rupert’'s Land
Whad accomplished on conditions which were ac-
pepted by the Canadiand with exccedingly bad
grace, but delays were thought dangerons. There
was conaslderable troabls and alarm before
the matter was settied: bot the bardy fleh-
ermen of Newfoundland and Prinee Edward
Isiand were deal to all overlures and have re-
matned soparato and independent coloates, subject
to no civil power on the Continent of America, The
mecurity and complotetcas of the Dominion make
thelr acquisitions & necessity, and all the Influence
of the mother country hiss been |nefMectual to bring
them into tho Union. A change has now taken
Pplace.

CONFLIOTING INTERESTS OF THE PLOVINCES.

Tho interesta of the maritime provinces arc pot
Adentical with those of-Canaida. Annexation to the
Duited States has becn with & cenelderadble party
in them more agreeabie than absorpiion 1o the Do-
minlon, and the two great works of public improve-
ment—the Intercolontal and the Pacific raliroads—
Aare conaldered of no impertance in KNewicund-
Jand and Prince Ldward Jlsland save im the
‘mattor of increased taxation. In 1860 the
Governor Geueral, Sir Join Yonng (Lord Lis-
gar) made & proposition to the two col-
ounics, having rogard to -thelr speclal intérests,
for thelr admission Into the confoderacy. Resolus
latiens were passsd In the Dominion Parliament
providing for their ilucorporatien, nnd Lhe Logisia-
tors of Newloumdiand alzo adopted similar resoln-
%tons. But on reference to the people there as well

BOOKEEEPING AS AN ART.
