To Tng EMTOR OF TiE HERALD :—

Nearly five years ago I was consirained by im-
paired bealth to ¢lose my business and political
Iabors, since which time I have somght the repose
which 1l health and the infirmities of age peem to
require. Consclons that I conld not do much good,
Thave endeavored to do as littje evil as posaible,
I have been cspecinlly deatrous of avolding all just
cause of offence. It is diMenls, however, to re-
main in the world without being of 18, | conld not,
ir1 would, disoipline myself Into indiference to the
welfare of my couniry or insensibility to the mis-
fortunes of my race,

To the misapprehensions of several city journals
during the present session of the Legislature in re-
lation to my alleged nterference with the charer
contreversy, 1 have not deemed it necepsary to re-
ply. But the gratuitous, unjust and persistent
misreproscntations and aspersions of the T¥mes,
designed and-calouinted to place me in a false poul-
tion before the Legislature, demand attemtion.

I bad no knowledge of or concern with the char-

ter until it waa reporied in the Assembly, Nor did
11in any way or manner interfere with its passage
throngh that House, I sm not In the alightest
degree responsible for any differences that exist
between the Assembly and the Senate nor for any
collisions of opinion between Benators. Nor did 1
Inepire or suggest any amendments offered In
elther House. I have written to no member of the
Legislature on the subject of the charter, BSen-
ators Adams, of Albany, and Wood, of Livingston,
and Asserblymen Blackie and Clark, of this city
and those only; oalled at my house and conversed
with me on the subject of the charter. Ihave also
donversed with ex-Governor Morgan, Governor
Dix and Mayor Havemeyer on the subject, In
view ol"all the modes of appolitmenta proposed
and discussad In and out of the Legislature, I came
to the concluglon that capable and honest heads
of departments who are now discharging their
duties falthfully should be allowed to serve
out their ' terms, and that the general
power of appointment should be given to
the Mayor, subject to the approval of
the Board of- Aldermen. BSuch Is my
prescnl opinion—an opinion which, though ex-
prened when appealed to, has been obtraded upon
noone. Early in the session, In conversation with
Thomas (. Acton and John A. Kennedy, I expressed
a decided preference for a Metropolitan Police law
conferring mpon the Governor the Bppolntment of
Commissioners.
. Bueh, in substance, {8 my exact position in refer-
eénce to the Charter question. I have had no pur-
pose, wish or thomght In that eomnection but to
ald, so far as 1 conld, fn re-establishing good gov-
ernment for our city. If by carefully avoiding alk
Interference with legislation ; if by doing, saying and
thinking i reference Lo the charter nothing incon-
sistent with good govérnment for our city or nhos-
tile to the rights and interests of its inhabitants,
there Is anything worthy of stripes, I will patiently
submit to chastiaement., Meantime I bog through
your columns to refer the question to the judg-
ment of an impartial tribunal. T. W.
