owner ana speculator, for 15,100, It was at once
conceded that the prospective sale would Le an
Immense success, The oppusite corner, not quite
50 eligibly locared, brought $18,000, and the inside
lots proportional rates, In the aggregoate each lot
A8 1L was mapped out, good, bad and Indilferent,
averaged all the way throngh $7,000. It may be
imagined tnat holders of property on the west side
feel highly elated over this great result, as it

“Can any talk be more dulleultt Can any
one dare to pddress them who does wob feel ftted
for most pecullar workr” Ewvidently the welldn-
temtionod old gentleman has no such scraples,
He has selected a sermon which he considers emi-
uently sultod to time and place, He tella his no-
seen awdience that the Lord {8 aongry with the
wicked  every day; that God's words are
not idle specches, and gives such a piecture
of the Deity ag 15 not calenluted to kolten obduraty
hearts.  He assures them that misery i8 the work
of & holy and ofended God, a statement that
atrikes the inquiring mind pecallarly, 1 wish to
ask whether the mizery urislug from the murder
of Phyfer by Nixon I8 the work or God, and, if 8o,
why Nixon i8 to be hung? Is the atarvation of the
sewing girl due to God's anger ? I long to put sev-
eral questions to the reverend gentleman, but re-
frain. He talks about conscience, yet admits that
it may be lulled into repose. He speaks of sinmng
ugainst the laws and the sin being found
out, bot he doecs not tell us how much re-
aponsiLility there 18 for gin when humanity
i8 reared in brutal igoorance of conscience.- He
declpims agalnst the hardened trunsgressor; de-
clares that all our sing arc remembered by God;
thit aa He 15 holy He must hate what is evil; that
as e 18 just e must punish, The good man tells
us, further, how God chastisea those He loves,
adding that if He punishes those He loves what
can others expect t Evidently nothing but ever-
lasting torment; and If any of the prisoners have
listened . (which I doubt), they are much more
hardened in transgression than beiore the delivery
of the sermon. As the preacher meanders tnrough
his  Lromd river of text the hands grad-
ually disappear from the gratings, Doors
are closed with o bang. A boy visiting one of the
prisoners beging to talk lonaly, Exhansting con-
versiation he sit8 on the floor with his feet dang-
ling over the gallery and reads the Police Gazctte.
Howls, succeeded by groans, are heard in the dis-
tance, A voloe nol far away exclaims. “Damn
you, hold your yawp!" The two young men in the
c¢ell opposite my seat begin to laugh, cards are
produced, and quickly distance the preacher in
interest. The youth ocenpying the cell dircctly
bestdie me whistles irreverent alrs and tries to ndd
to my comfors by pufling tobacco smoke in my tace,
The more the reverend old gentleman preaches
the more the frreyverent young gentiemann pais,

The Intter evidently thiluks that I am related to
the preacher and sympathize with bis views, |
long 10 vodecelve him, but ror fear, and tnhale
more bad tobaceo smoke fu less time than I
dreamed possible to the most capacious longs,
Hilarity increases untll even the cat below be-
comes indecorous and plays with her tail in a
Lighly reprehensible mauner, The preacher heeds
his analence no more than his audience heeds
him, and when it is all over I leave the prison sick
at heart, Is this the best that can be done for
criminals? Shall religion be made a mockeryt
It prisoners Le talked to at all, should |t
not be by impassioned, earnest, eloquent souls
capable of awakening emotion? Will droning
platitudes ever produce wholesome eflects upon
shrewd, alert windsy 1 de not blame the prisoners
for shutting 1heir doors. Had 1sat within a cell 1
might have howled, It should be remembered that
the majority of prisoners are Catholics, to whom a
Protestant service is objectionable ; and I gontend
that it I8 no more just to expect Cathotics to toler-
ate Protestautism than te expect Protestants to tol-
erate Catholicism, At present no Catholic servies
i8 held im the male prison of the Tombs,
If all services are like the one 1 have
described, all are worse than useless, ¥Far better
would 1t be to make the Sunday exercises entirely
musical. A plano and a few good volces singing
not hymns only, but Engiish and Irish ballads eal-
culated to recall long lost homes, would do more to
touch hearts not entirely hardened than all the
common-place sermons that have been preached
slnee the days of Luther., It {8 a crime against
crime that =0 lttle 1s done to appeal to the better
nature after the luw has lald hands npon offenders.
Music speaks a language to which every soul

can  give the interpretation most desired,
and I maintain  that  the  organ, consid-
ered absolutely npecessary in chorches, s

iar more necessury In prisons. Were there a mis-
erable piano in the Tombs it might be possible to
test the power of music. Many a planist, many a
singer would gladly voinnteer. 1s the city so poor
that it canuot atford this luxury® And If 4 new
prison be erccted 18 there any chance of seeing an
organ bullt in every department? It Is not enough
to shut up criminals, the majority of whom are
youthg led astray by miserable  birth,
poverty and bad  company, Something must
be  done o lure them  into  honest
paths, Thoronghly hnman men and women
who are not too good to understand temptation,
and who do not force their own righteousness down
rebellions throats, ought to set themselves to work
At this greatest of all charities. First, how to pre-
vent crime, and secondly, how to stay its course,
are the problems of the age. Certainly the present
prison rigimes fraught with direful consequences,
nos the least of which are those gaused by the
weekly performance of a ghastly burlesgue called
Divine Worship.

THE ERIE INVESIIGATION.

An Unimportant Sesston Held Yesterday,

The Erie Rallroad Investigating Committee re-
stumerd 1ts sessons in this city yesterday morning.

flcation of accounts which had been previoualy
sabmitted. The Sergeant-at-Arms, Mr, Loring, is
on_the lookout for Mr. Tweed, but up to the pres-
ent haa falled to produce him,

THE TESTIMONY,

President Watson was placed upon the stand as
the frat witness, and repested some of lis former
testimony relative to the expenses and labilities
of the rond; Mr., Witson sald the value of the road
and equipments (8 more than equal to the sums
‘which have been expended upon i1t; if the Erie road
wis blorted ont 1t would require as lnrg!\:alnm
10 mude as good a one; seme sums might have
been expended in construction that were not legiti-
mately  expended, but te counterbalance
this the wvalue of some of the real estate
held by the company has increased
some cases twenty fold; the par value of the stock
has been Ex{lel‘ldcd on the rond ; the repairs of the
road are part of the expenses and they must be
deducted belore you have net earnings; the ac-
counts of the Erle Ratroad have beeun . kKept ina
very unsystematic manner, and no sccurate ln-
ventory of the properiy of the road has been taken
from time to time as it should be; we were told
when we came into possession of the road that if
we dld not have recourse to the same measures
adopted by our predecessors we would have to
contend against hostile legislation; if the law
would make it obligatory upon passengers to pur-
chase tickets at oMces they could be carried
cheaper and with more profit to the company; I
ghould not like to name the persons who told me
thiat it would be necessary to have recourse to
legislation; 1 would not like to say whether any
Assemblyman made the suggestion, but Ican say
no one here did (laughter) ; & variety of persons
gave me intimations of this nature, but I
refused point blank, and said 1 would rather see
the people in the penitentiary than bribe them; i6
was never gaid to me in words that 1 should give
money. but it was intimated to me ina way that I
could understand as plainly as worda; I have
written to by members ef the Legisl&tun. who
have commended the course [ have taken; it was
gald to me ir1 would not ugl,)r the means used im
former days I might look out for Dbreakers;

THE BULL'S HEAD BANK
Report of the ReferecmCondition of the
Bank.

Judge James Emott, the referee fn the Bull's
Head Bank case, reports that he has examined
George W. Willetts, Jacob Voorhies, Jr.,, and A. 8.
Cameron, and from their testimony has ascer-
tained the present condition of the bauk.

The labilities of the bank, all of which are pres-
