The course of events in Wall Btreet during the

week has been diversified by the activity of
THB SPECULATION IN GOLD

and the advancement of the price to H9%, the
highest the market haH been since the 8th o

August, 1870, when gold was on Its downwar
career, after the sudden "jump'' to 123% that lol-
lowcd the declaration of war between France and
Prussia in the summer of that year. This advance
Is all the more remarkable as It is flatly In the face
or the influences operating upon the market, the
success of the speculation being comparable, in a

way, to the rising of a kite which Is lifted and sup¬
ported by a wind blowing against it. As an illus¬
tration of

the working of chance
In the great tide or human affairs the upward
movement of gold is a striking example. The
crowds who are going to Europe, the Importers
who need gold for their business and the thousands
of others, who, like them, have to pay so dearly
for gold this season, can lay their losses to the
accident which kept two or three bankers lrom
participating in the glory (?) and profits of bring¬
ing out the second Instalment or the fonded five
per cent loan or the United States. Here was the
beginning or the geld speculation. The several
bankers whose importance was thus so

CAVALIERLY TREATED
found sympathizers among some foreigners or
their ilk who had been likewise overslaughed by
the European branches or »he Anglo-American
Syndicate. Their mutual grievances led to a league
«1 Interests, and the result was the organization
or a gold clique in New York, embracing in its
numbers certain lorelgn firms who rorwarded the
gold speculation here by trying to start a panic in
American railroad securities In Germany. Several
professional operators were brought into the
movement, which whs fairly lauucned a month
or so since, after a series of trials and discourag¬
ing failures, the

LEADING MEMBERS OF THE POOL
being saddled with gold from the smaller operators
whenever the market was run up by them In the
progress of their efforts to get the speculation
afloat. The disparagement of government credit
in this undertaking comes with ill grace rrom cer¬
tain of the clique, who hold some sort of an official
relation to the government as its bankers in
Europe. During the week just closed the clique
became desperate, in view of the Treasury pro¬
gramme or gold sales for April, which was entirely
different from their expectation or It and would
have led to

A SERIOUS DECLINE
had they not boldly jumped into the breach and
lifted gold up by main force to 118%. They next
expected help from the raising or the Bank or Eng¬
land discount rate ; but in the absence of the antici¬
pated change the price or gold receded to 116%. Still
later they renewed their operations in race or a
large decrease in the imports, and, step by step,
pushed gold up to 119*. The movement has now
become fraught with Ganger to all who are Inter¬
ested in It, the reckless desperation of the past few
days Indicating that the clique have either lost
their head or are

INSENSIBLE OF THE RISK
and extravagance or their plans. As we have re¬
peatedly shown, there Is not enough discrepancy
In our foreign trade to warrant the rise In gold.
Capital 1b coming here all the time rrom abroad, as
Indicated by the lowness or the foreign exchanges
(outside or their unuatnral depression the past
week by the scarcity of money). Since the 1st ol
January the Imports have been only five to ten
millions in excess of the exports. In settlement
.r this difference we have already shipped about
live millions or gold and ten millions of silve/. We
have

SHIPPED NO OOLD
or any amount since early In the year. Sliver goes
abroad becasse it is at a discount or several per
cent as compared with gold. Next in point or in¬
terest, or rivalling It, perhaps, was the success of
the money "lock-up," by which a clique or money
lenders squeezed all the way from 7 to 366 per cent
out or the luckless borrowers who got into their
merciless toils. Advantage was taken of the poverty
of the banks In connection with the additional de¬
mand upon their resources through the April set¬
tlements of the interior, the clique locking up. as
far as the bank statement discloses, about lour
millions of greenbacks. The result at the stock

was quite disproportionate, tne decline in prices
hardly exceeding an average or 1% a 2 per cemt,-
leaving out or consideration such a fickle affair as

THE RANK STATEMENT.
The weekly statement of the associated banks is

the worst ever presented In their history, thanks
to the success of the "locking-up" conspiracy,
by which nearly four millions of greenbacks
was withheld from the banks as a meaus
to aBslBt the "money clique" In forcing the
extravagant rates wtrioh prevailed during tho
past week. The banks are now three and

a quarter million dollars below the line of reserve,
which, under the laws of Congress, they should hold
against their present liabilities. Nor on this occa¬

sion can the fault be laid to the State banks,
which are really better off than the nationals, the
latter being behindhand over two millions. The
statement is made, It Is tnought, on rising aver¬

ages, so that the clique have probably dene their
worst.

A MARYLAND MURDEB.

A St. .Hary'H Comity lUcrrbant Murdered
la III* Store and the Premims Fired.
Suspicions Kail Upon a Negro.

St. Mary's, April 5, 1K73. y
A most, atrocious murder, with arson, wus com¬

mitted ul Fairfield, In tlie lower section of this
county, on Thursday night lust, the 3d lust. The
victim was Jumes Sclioficld, a Northern man by
birth.it is thought a native of New Haven, Conn.,
at least lie has a son now resident of that city.
There Is a Post Olllce at Fairfield and Sclioficld was
Postmaster. lie was also engaged in mercantile pur¬
suits. On the night In qucstlou Schollold is reported
as having been aroused by knocks at his store door,
the store having been closed for the night. lie is
believed to have opened the door to admit
the parties seeking entrance, when he
wus immediately assailed and murdered.
These particulars are mostly conjectural, but It is
certain that lie was murdered, the store robbed and
the house tired. When assistance, attracted by
the Are, arrived, the bones of the unfortunate man
were oil tiiat the ilames had spared. A cat and
dog are also known to have perished in tlie flames
with their master, evidence oi their rvinalns exist¬
ing. 'J he money-drawer ot tne store was found
empty some ten yards iroin the burned building.
Schotield slept In the store alone.
Suspicion lias tlxed upon a negro man, named

Blscoe, employed as a ruilraad hand, who is kuown
.o have had a quarrel with Sclioiield on the even¬
ing of the murder, and to have made threats
against Ins Hie. He has not yet been arrcstod, and
Is believed by many to be Innocent ol the crime.
The personal history of hchoiield Is a checkered

one. He resided at Hampton, Va., during the war,
where ho engaged in business. 11c was there
burned out and nearly ruined. Subsequently lie
removed to St. Mary s county and engaged in
business agoin. His wife soon ulter dying, he
shortly remarried, hut from Incompatibility oi tem¬
per or Irom other causes Ins wile and he soon sep¬
arated, Sclioficld alleging that the lady In Iter de¬
parture, which was somewhat abrupt, was alto¬
gether unmindful ol the distinctions between
meuiu and luum. lie this as it may, they separ¬
ated, and scon after Schoflcld. in an altercation
nt his store with a negro man, killed
him. He was tried for the crime by our
Circuit Court and acquitted, the homicide
being regarded by the jury as justiflaole. A year
afterward his piaco wus visited by a terrible tor¬
nado winch blew down his store and ruined nearly
his whole stock ol goods. Recovering soon again
he rebuilt his store mid engaged In business
again. At the time of his llnal caluiulty he had re¬
established Ids credit and trade and was regarded
as largely ahead iu Hie world, it is certain he had

a considerable amount of money in his store or on
his person at the tune ol the murder Schotield
was ubout llity-two years or age, and though beat¬
ing a somewhat eccentric character was regarded
as an honest man and an excellent citizen. He

1 was also a man ol pleasant address und manners,
and was pos«esi4cd of a respectable tharc of liter¬
ary accomplishments.

Modoc Position.

THEIR DEFENSIVE WORKS.

The Herald CommiBsioner in Confer*
ence with the Indians.

What General Canby Thinks of the
Situation.Military Advance and

Preparation for Battle.

Yhkka, Cal., March 26, l«7H.
The prospects of peace with the Modoc Indians

are not very promising, as the? appear to grow
more Independent evory day, and consequently
inore grasping in their demands. Mr. Meacliam
still represents the Peace Commission at Van
Bremer'*, and was joined yeHterday.by the Uev.
Mr. Thomas, a newly appointed member sent by
the lnojan Hurcau to practise the theory of moral
suasion. Mr. Dyer it* expected from Oregon every
day. Judge liosborough wilt come at) noon as lie can
leave Ills court at Shasta, (ircat things are ex¬

pected Irom the new peace delegates, hut I ain an
unbeliever and maintain that the Modocs will not
leave this section of the country until the military
have exercised a little physical suasion. At present
the Modocs are (Irmly imlined with the belief that
they can "lick" all the soldiers that can can bo
brought against them, and consequently intend re¬

maining where they are.
As (icueral Canby Is evidently getting rather

tired of the peaco manipulations the troops will
soon be moved into position surrounding the lava
beds, and then some aggressive movements will
be made in order to Impress the Modocs with an
idea of the number of soldiers that cau be brought
against them. It is expected that the mortars
will have a very salutary effect on their weuk
nerves, as In the last light they expressed consid¬
erable curiosity about the guns that "shot twice."
On that occasion, however, only a few shots were

llrcd Irom the howitzers, and none of them took
effect, onlv one shell bursting within their neigh¬
borhood aud that about one hundred and arty tcet
above their heads.

TIIK LAVA IIKDS RECONNOITRED.
Last Friday we made a reconnolssance of the

lava b< ds in force and did not get back until mid-
night the same day. The object of the scout, was

to give Gcncruls Canby and (lillein a chance to ex¬

amine the country with a view to selecting a camp
on rule Luke somewhere near the foot of tuc bluffs.
General Canby and aide-de-camp, Captain An ler-
son, Major Mason, Major Throckmorton and Major
Thomas, of tho Fourth artillery ; Acting Assistant
Surgeon Cabaulss, the Herald correspondent,
Colonel Hiddlc and Lieutenants cresson and Hacou,
with Troop K of the First cavalry, left Van Bremer's
at half-past six A. M. and met General GUtcm,
Assistant Surgeon McMillan, Major Trimble, Lieu¬
tenant Kockwcll, Colonel I'erry, Mr. McKay and
Troop F of the First cavalry, at the bridge over Wil¬
low Creek. The entire lorce, numbering over one

yundred rank and tile, then followed the
trail to tho ton of the bluff overlooking
the lava beds and were then dismounted.
Tlicy arrived at this point about noon, and
Generals Canby and Glllein got out their Held
glasses aud tooK a good look at tue lava beds that
lay dlretly beneath them. The Indians were

seen below us, moving about »s if In rather an ex¬

cited state, and gathering in about twelve or llf-
teen horses that were scattered over the plain.
Presently three or four of tnom took up a position
on a ledge of rock, about a niHe Irom the foot of the
binds, which appeared to be their ilrst line of for-
tmeat ions.

A BRAVE DOCTOR.

They began to shout to us in English, and Anally
! asked one man to come down and talk, saying that

he would not be hurt. Acting Assistant Surgeon
; Cabanlss was then sitting about hall way down

the bluffs, and when he heard their re-
i quest he asked permission of General Canby to

go and see what tlie.v wimted. Tit uen-
eral answering in the affirmative, I)r. Cabanlss
went down the hill and walked across to where the
Indians were sitting behind the rocks. Looking

| through our glasses, we saw hlui shake hands with
them und sit down for a talk. Presently one of the

. party got up, and, bringing out a wlilte horse from
! behind the rocks, rode off lu the direction «f Cap-

i talu Jack's cave. Dr. Cabanlss then returned to
the foot of the bluffs, and shouted up that ho

( wanted another man to come down. I then got up
aud started down the hill, preceded by Lieutenant

1 Moore, who was called bark by General Canby aud
returned to the top ot the oluff.

A REINFORCEMENT.
When I got about hair way down I heard Dr.

' Cabauiss' message, which was that Captain Jack
I ami Schonchln would talk with Generals Canby

and Gillcm at the juniper tree, Half wav
I between the foot of the bluffs and ttieir present

: position. 1 passed the message on to General Canbv
who was seated at the top oi the bluffs, and, alter
receiving his approval oi the proposition, con-

i tinuod on and joined Dr. Cabanlss at the ieot oi ttie
hill, and we both walked across to where the In¬
dians were awaiting our return. Thev all shook
hands with me when I arrived, and utter setting
my pipe on Its rounds sat down aud had a talk.
There were only lour Modocs on duty when I came
up, und one of tiiem, William, my host on the
occasion of my former visit to the lava beds, was
stripped to the waist and In full war paint. They

' occupied a rather

of about thirty leet front. It was originallv a wall
of rock ubout twenty leet high, with a projecting
ledge abou: ten Icei from the ground, on the edge

' ol this ledge they had built a breastwork of loose

We, however, overruled that
suggestion, stating that General Canby was a big
Tyee und au old man, and therefore would tint
come any lurther than the juniper tree, winch
they had designated lor u place oi meeting. The ,

ilnallv agreed to stand to the old arrangement,
I and Dr. Cabanlss started lor t lie Hlufls to gel (,eu-

i eral Canby and General Glllem down to the ap¬
pointed placc. I remained with the Modocs who
were presently reinforced bv Scar faced Charier,
Boston Charley, Wild Gal and several otners. We
presently saw General ( anby and oeneral oiliem
Collie down the Dili and sit lnwn, awaiting the ar¬
rival ol Captain Jack. Dr. Cabauiss then returned
to where we were, and sat down in the circle. The
Indians appeared rather nettled about the loss of
their horses, ami were rath r particular In their
inquiries who were the soldiers that took rheiii
away. I told them they were taken by a hundred
new soldlcis, hoping that the knowledge id sucii
an addition to our forces mi'iiit have a winlesome
effect, but 1 am grieved to sav they did uo. look
very scared.

A OKNTLF RRMINDKK.
One gentleman, on hearing the new->, pa-ued his

hand affectionately over a s^aip ol curly
brown hair that covered his shet pouch,
as H congratulating himself on the speedy
acquisition of more of tne same sort. This
was too much for my rcttued and well
educated wool to endure, and it gent y rais»d my
hat, as 11 it desired to remind me of the company I
was liirn.

He did not show any very great eagerness for

an interview, and thought General Cuuby had set¬
ter come where lie was. To ftm motion, however,

I put a most decided veto, but, in order to reassure
hitn of his safety, suld that Dr. cnbamss and I would
remain where we were as hostages ior nis sale
return. He then appeared more satisfied and
started to meet the Generals, accompanied by Scar-
Faced Charley, Steamboat Frank, the Curlv-
Headed Doctor and three others. Juat as they
were going I noticed that they had their guns and
immediately told them the) must !<>ave them be¬
hind. To tfils, however, they objected; but ilnailv,
alter I had explained that Geneial CaftOy aid Gen¬
eral (Iiliem were unarmed, Scar-Faced Charley set
the example by laying down his gun, and' tne
others did the same, with the exception ol Steam¬
boat Frank, who got sulky and asked ine what I
was atrBid of. I told him 1 was not afraid, as I had
come to see twenty of them, all armed, carrying
guns, but General Canby was a big Tyee, and when
he talked peace he icame without anns and ex¬
pected to meet Indians without arms.

however, concluded peaceinlly, and an soon as we
saw Generals Cauby and Qlllem on their way back
we left our friends and started for the top of tbe
bluffs. On the wav we met Captain Jack and tola
party returning Irom the talk, and we stopped flat
a few mluutes to Uud out the result of the con¬
ference. Captain Jack said he had not talked
much and did not think that the soldier Tyees had
much good to offer. He said he wanted peace and
wanted to remaiu where he was. We then
shook hands and leit them pushing on up
the hill to join the rest of the party. As soon as we
got to tne top of the hill we mounted our horses
and started to return to Van Bremer's. It was half
past Hix P. M. when we left the bluflfa, and our
party did not net to Van Bremer's until alter mid¬
night, after a ride ot about iorty-iour miles. Gen¬eral Glllein and pat ty returned to Dorrls' ranch.

WHAT UKM.lt A I, CASBY THINKS,On the wav buck General canny told me that he
did not think Jack wanted peace unless he could
get Lost lUver. Captatu Jack told him as he was
goiug away that it lie had anything to give him he
could send it down to the lava beds: General
Cuuby asked him why they did not come ont and
meet the wagons accordiug to their own proposal,
and to that question he could not get an answer.
The General is of the opiulou that nothing; can bo
doue with the Modocs until they have experienced
the power of yie troops aud thoroughly under*
stand their position.
M ll.l'fARY I'RKPARATIONS.
The Lost River troops marched last Sunday from

their old camp and are now located on the east side
oi Tule Lake, about three miles from Captain
Jack'M cave. The howitzers, under command ol
Lieutenant Chapln, are with them. Geueral GUlem
and the two troops of cavalry at Dorrls' are ex¬
pected at Van Drainer's to-uiorrow. aud in afew
days all the troops from the latter place will move
into camp at Tule Lake, at the foot of the bluflfe,
about two and one-Hall miles this side of Captain
Jack's cave. The Modocs will then be between the
two camps. Major Mason Is In command on the
east side and Major (ireen will take charge
011 this side. It the Peace Commissioners da
not succeed with "moral suasion," General Canby
will probably try the power of the military. Tho
attack will be made in skirmishing order, (juletly,
but tlrmly, aud the troops will take their iiuukets
and hold their position daring the nip lit. Under
cover of night tlie> will be supplied with rations
uud fresh water. The mortars will cover the ad¬
vance of the troops uud keep shelling Cup'ain
Jack's stronghold day and night. These tactics
will, I am satTstled, have more effect upon Captain
Jack and lus band than all the "inorul suasion" ol
t.Uc Peace Commission and Indian Bureau com¬
bined. 1 return to Van Bremer's to-morrow
morning.
