PULE DRIliSU BY Gl\POWDER.

A reccnt number of the Liverpool Courier gives
the following description of an experiment at
driving piles by gunpowder:.
The pile 1h placed, as in an ordinary machine,

between the guides in which t tie monkey, or
"tup," moves. Wtricing between the same guides,
and resting on t lie top of the pile, if a cast-iron
cap of a ton weight, the upper part of which has

a cylindrical hole of seven inches diameter, bored
to the depth of about two leet. This cap, or
cannon, rests on and follows down the pile wirti
each stroke of the monkey, which is or 1,800

Sands weight, and work* in t In- same guides as
e cannon. This monkey !s .<( cast-iron, with a

stem ol two feet In length made of wrought-lron,
with a steel expansion ring at its termination,
and this stem enters easily to the extreme depth
of the bore of t lie cannon below It, when the
monkey is allowed to descend, into the cannon
bore Is thrown a cartridge of compressed blasting
powder, one to two ounces weight, widen Is coated
with tlnteil or plumbago. so that it wilt eaiy ex-
plode under high heat, the greatest success seem-
ing to be attained by the slowest powder. The
monkey being raised 10 us place about ten to Mt-
teen feet above the top ol the pile, or, rattier, the
cannon resting on it, an operator throws into the
cannon bore a cartridge, and the party ai the base
pressing on the break allows the monkey to tall
with its stem inte the caunou's month, when, bjr
tbe sudden compression ol the air In It, enough
beat is generated to explod" the cartridge, t»e
effect ol which is, first, to lore* down the pile by

a pressure similar to that of a hydraulic machine,
and with a power enhanced irom ten to twelve
times greater than the impact rorce due to the
weight and lall of the nionke.> alone when 110 cart¬
ridge is used. In addition to which the monkey
itself at the same moment is thrown up above the
cannon lrom ten to thirty feet, according to weight
of cartridge, and is automatically caught by the
break at Its highest poin., and remains tliere held
until another pressure a: the bt ealc releases it lor
the next blow. Thus the powder is made to do a
double duty In forclug the pile down while the
monkey is forced op to the requisite point ior the
next blow. The advantages obtained are

CAPE OF GOOD HOPE.

Long Continued Drought and Disastrous
Consequences to the Farmers.Sheep
Dying In Thousands.Trade and Pro¬
duce.Diamonds and Freight Rates.
By mail from Africa we have our press files from

tne Cape of Good Hope, dated at Port Elizabeth on
the 14th or February. The journals supply the fol¬
lowing summary of news

GENERAL TRADE AND THE WOOL STAPLE.
The past lortnlght, says the Eastern Herald, has

not been marked by any event of public impor¬
tance. Trade continues brisk and there is no ma-
teiial change In the produce market to report.
The rains to which we reierred In our last sum¬

mary were not so general as we then supposed,
and distressing accounts respecting the state or
some of the northern districts in consequence of
the drought have reached us. in the divisions of
Richmond and Hope Town the drought is very
severe, and sheep are dying by hundreds and thou¬
sands. One farmer we know lest 1,600 sheep, and
his neighbors couut their losses by hundreds. Even
in tne districts more to the north-east.Colesberg
and Hurghersdorp.drought prevails. In the divi¬
sion of Hope Town, it is said, there has been uo
rain worth sneaking of since last February.
nearly a year". Indeed, aa everybody knows, it
must be very drv Indeed if sheep die in such num¬
bers from the drought.

STATE OF TRADE.
The trade returns for the colony, and for each

port, for the quarters and years ended 3lst Decern-
Der, 1H71-1S72, are published. There is no denying
that tlio past year was one of unparalleled pros¬
perity In the colony. The prices of the chief
articles of export were well maintained in the
home market, while its Import trade with giant
strides lar outstripped the business or any previous
year, and this, too, without any rash speculation
or disproportionate increase of stocks. It is sur¬
prising where all the imported goods Had an out¬
let, especially «b the attractions of the diamond

i fields have not to any great extent increased our
population. The total value of imports for the
whole colony ror the year ended December 31,
1872, was £4,388,728 against £2,686,2UK in the pre¬
vious year, showing an increase or £1,803,430. To¬
wards this increase the three Eastern Province
ports contribute not less than £1,233.082, or more
than two-tliirds. Cape Town shows an increase of
£6S3,0uT, iiMd Mossei Hay, £34,610, while Simon's
Town and Port lieaufort show a decrease.

exports, wrra diamonds.
The export returns are of a gratifying charac¬

ter, showing as they do a large increase on the
previous year. Tne total value of exports from
this colony during the year 187a was £4,606,071,
against £3,40K,63J> in the previous year, showing a
net increase of £1,267,436, upwards of one third,
ami tills, too, despite the ract that diamonds ex¬
ported through tne customs show a decrease or
nearly £iuo,ooo. The value or exports, including
diamonds, is thereiore really much more than it
appears to be.

MARKETS OF THE MOMENT.
Trade has been brisk during the past rortnight,

and a good business has been done. Country buy¬
ers have visited the town, and large indents have
been received from the diamond fields, Free State,
and the northern and northeastern district*.
There has been some speculation in coffee, the
price or which has advanced about ten per cent, in
consequence ol the falling off ol the crops in the
Itio market, which is more particularly reierred to
iielow. Flour, too, has advanced in price ami
holders are firm at current rates. The money
market remains unchanged. The rate of discount
continues at four to four and u-hair per cent
for short-dated paper and five per cent lor
bills having three months to rnn and upwards.
Exchange on London is slightly more lavorablo to
the seller.

The two steam¬
ers on the berth.lloyal Mall steamship Romau and
steamship Lapland.began with engagements ior
wool at Xd. to -S^d. per lb., but as t hey tilled up
rates stiffened, and to-day &d. per lb. for ilcece-
washed wool and per lb. for scoured wool are
the curient rates. Grease wool, mohair and skins
>sd. per lb.; dead weight <tus. per ton, with the
usual primage of ten per cent. Rates by sailing
vessels nominal, say >^d. per lb.
