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Between Poles and Russians, French and Her¬

mans, radicals and democrats, Husbands and
mothers-in-law, there never existed a more cordial
spirit of detestation than between Haytians and
Dominicans. Both peoples are little better than
overgrown chllaren, and they have a silly way or
railing at each other which Is painfully amusing.
When I told a prominent Dominican at Porto Plata
that I meditated a trip to Hayti he shook his head
and said, "You will be sorry for going. They are a
dirty set of savages over there.getting worse
every day. Very backward people. al^Mnck, and
plenty of cannibals among them/' A native of
Hayti said to me before leaving Dominican terri¬
tory, "Now, you are going where you will see a

people of enterprise and intelligence.not
like these cowardly and ignorant Domini¬
cans. Here not one man in a hundred
can read and write. Over there you will And a
common school system and hundredB of persons
who have received an academic education in Eng¬
land and France. You will And also, that the peo¬
ple are industrious and that tbey manufacture
something else besides mm, the only thing made
by native hauds in all Dominican territory." This
is a sample of the manuer these Interesting folks
talk or each other, aud in consequence of the mu¬
tual ill- feeling there is

NO TREATY OF AllITY AND COMMERCE
between them. The Dominicans both hate and
fear their neighbors, and frighten their children
to bed with the dread name of Haytians. The sen¬
timent of lear on the part of the Dominicans is not
Inspired by the superior prowess of the Haytians.
On the contrary the rormer are the better soldiers,
and the latter know it so well that In a contest of
equal numbers they Invariably decline coming to
Close quarters, so great Is their

TERROR OP THE MACHETE,
in the use of which no people excel the Domini¬
cans. I saw a two-minute fight at Monte Christl
between a couple or Dominicans armed with
machetes, and in that brier time the ground was
littered with lingers and ears a ml pieces or flesh
and clothing from various parts or the body. In
portions or the island it is rare for a native to have
his full complement of fingers. To a Dominican the
machete is everything. To cut his toe nails or cut
down a palm tree he brings this weapon alone Into
requisition. In battle he throws away his rifle ir
the enemy happen to be bandy and sails In with
his trusty machete. It Is the reputation or the
Uaytians for making san coche (Irish stew) of their
prisoners that makes tbem appear so dread fill te
their neighbors. It is a pity both races cannot live
on better terms for really the

FINEST FART OF%HE ISLAND,
that upon the border line, 1b reduced to the con¬
dition or a desert, by reason of the International
animosity. I rode 'into a town called Dajabon, on
the borders, one evening, and in a collection of
about two hundred houses, built of mahogany,
found but one occupied. The marauding rascals
on either side kad depopulated this and six other
¦mall towns on a line or forty miles back In the
Interior. Saget, the President or Hayti, like a sen¬
sible and intelligent ruler, has been seeking bv
various means.at one time through the mediation
of the EnKllBli consul Ueneral at Port au Prince,
Mr. Spencer St. John.to induce Haez to enter Into

a treaty or amity and commerce between the two
Republics, and stop this border warfare, but in
Tain. Baez wants the condition of hostility kept
np to scare the Dominicans into annexation to the
United States. He and Ills generals represent to
the people that annexation is the only measure
which will secure tbem irorn Haytlan invasion and
Internal disturbance.

THE TWO COUNTRIES CONTRASTED.
Or the two countries Hayti has the larger popu¬

lation and the smaller area or territory. The
Havtians are seven-eighths black and one eighth
Creole. The Dominicans are three-quarters Creole
and one quarter black. In both Republics the
Creole 1b the ruling aud aristocratic element. The
revenue or Hayti is three millions a year, that or
Dominica oie million. In Dominica they manu¬
facture nothing but rum, and or that universal
drink there is as much imported as there Is made
at home. Everything they wear and use, down to
the indispensable machete, Is brought rrom Ger¬
many and England; hair their provisions are Im¬
ported irom America, and even the planks and
beams used in the construction or stores and the
better class or private dwellings come from rorelgn
bands. In Hayti there are various Industries.
They have workers in Iron, tin, coppcr, wood
and leather. They manufacture first rate saddles
and bridles, and they build houses which have
some claim to architectural beauty. Only about
Ove per cent or the Dominicans can read and
write, against thirty per cent or the llaytlans. The
market or Port au Prince displays twenty times a

greater abundance or rralt, vegetables, fish, meat
and general provisions than that or St. Domingo
city, thongh the difference or population In favor or
the rormer is only a lew thousands. Neither peonlo
kill themselves by hard work ; but, of the two, the
liaytians are undoubtedly the more Industrious.
The social and political morals or the two countries
are exactly on h par. There are more thieving
rascals in the government oi Hayti, because there
is more money to steal; and as ror the sanctity of
the marriage tie, it is held In about equal regard by
both races. The llaytlans cherish a much more ar¬
dent love of country than the Dominicans, and thoy
(lave a far prouder record to point at than their
neighbors. Twice they drove the French irom their
soli, and without the loan of a single dollar or a
word or sympathy or encouragement from any or
the nations o! the world, they have managed to

preserve their nationality up to the present time.
We near of no application on the part of thw uuicn-
despised people lor annexation to the United
States or for help from any quarter. The Domini¬
cans are

the llaytians bold, confident, impulsive. The
former to rally the standard of "revolution" cau¬

tiously and conduct the overthrow of a govern¬
ment with comparative humuuity; the latter fly to
arms without a thought ol the cause or the conse¬

quence, and, when victorious, treat the beaten
party with merciless savagery. In the one yon
trace the phlegm ol tne Spaniard ; in the other the
volatility ol the French.
Within the last quarter of a century they have

each entei tallied themselves with about an equal
number of "revolutions. " The constitutions of
both repuollca are nearly aliice, with one special
difference in the seventh article of the constitution

o * Jlayti, that no white man can own property in
the country, vote or hold office. Not ho with the
Dominicans. While not over trleudly to foreigners,
they allow them to have most of the privileges of
the natives. A strong effort is now being made to
amend the seventh article of the Haytlan consti¬
tution, and Mr. Van Bokkeleyn, an American, is
takiag aii active part in urging the reform. While
the Dominican army has three general officers to
every hall dozen privates, the Haytian has Ave. In
the former there is little attention paid to dress;
in the latter dress la everything. We have a Presi¬
dential review here the first Sunday of every
month, at which may be seen three hundred

0KNEKAI.8 DRESSED IN QORbKOUS UNIFORMS (?),
and no, t wu alike, one wears a yellow coat with a
olue sash, another a blue coat with a yellow sash,
and so on. Whon a native becomes owner ol a
plantation or ot any property worth taking care of
he secures a certificate as "general," which en¬
ables him to wear.a uniform, and the moment he
gets inside of that he can go out In the street and
nainmei any simple looking darkey on the head as
long as he Ukcs. The blacks, more especially in
the country, have a profound reverence lor a uni¬
form with cocked hat and feathers. They are'
happy to be knocked about like old shoes If It be
done by anybody wearing epaulettes. Tue marshal
01 a St. I'airick's procession would have no trouble
In making his way through a crowd ol these peo¬
ple. lie could layabout him with his staff and en¬
joy a more pleasant immunity from retaliation
than lie could possibly hope lor in Dounybrook
fair. The llaytians are not savages, nor have they
retrograded so Jar as the world supposes. I have
bceu

AMONO TllEm "OANNIHAI.S,"
and took supper with tliera, and while hunting
over the border lor the elusive Luperon and Ills
reported army of live thousand invaders, I came
with my peon Captain Joe, a darkey, shrewd und
brave, all the way from Turk's Island to a shanty in
the night, where they were raising old Harry.
"Denis de Voudou folks," cried Joe with terror In

his accents.
"Never mind, old man," said I, "the Voudou peo¬

ple never touch strangers."
"Dat's a lack, boss," exclaimed a voice from

under a mango tree, and Joe was at once made
easy in his mind, for here was another Turk's
Islander, a naturalized Haytlan, and a sham be¬
liever in Voudou. There were thirty men and
women in the house, and liali as many more out¬
side stretched on the grass In an apparently torpid
condition. The festivities had been going on for
three days, and these on the outside of the house
had beeu placed horn de combat from too much
dancing and drinking.

"Is this a Voudou least?" I asked, of the natural¬
ized Turk's islander.

"Yaas, boss, dis am de reel einoowlne Voodoo."
"Where Is Vondou himself ?"
"It's not hlsseir; it is a image; look right yere,"

and there, sure enough, propped against the wall,
with a lot of brown wax candles buriiiug on the
table In front, was a piece of mahogany, carved
into the figure of a serpent. When the dancing
began they caught hold of Joe, who trembled like
an aspen leal, and hauled him on to the middle of
tUe floor. A flour barrel with both ends knocked
out was slipped over Ills head and drawn down
around his legs. At first poor Joe looked the pic¬
ture ol abject fear; but gradually, as the atrocious
fuii or the Voudou cancan developed itself, his nose
and mouth relaxed Into a very broad smile. In
fifteen minutes after the dance begun there was
less clothing amoug the men and women than
AUani and Eve commenced the world with.

TDK NOISES AND SMELLS
were overpowering, and it required but little
imagination to suppose the insane revellers had
beeu dining off fried piccaninny. Alter the dancing
came the sacrifice, it was a large, well-fed goat.
Poor puck was stretched on the table and amid the
oddest sounding incantations was bled and dis¬
embowelled, the blood being caught in a calabash
bowl and handed round, spiced with tafia or ruin
to driiiK, while yet steaming. It tasted much bet¬
ter than the milk of the same animal. Joe was
rolled arouud in the barrel alter this and made to
eat a part 01 the goafs interior which is usually
relegated to the manure heap, i said to the
naturalized Turk's islander, whom I suspected to
be a scoffer, "Peter, when do they sacrillce the
babies r" Peter looked both amused and shocked.
Don t ax me, boss,'' said lie, "dar's anoder man

yere speaks English, and it dey was to know what
you axed me, war would be trouble sure."

"Hut. Peter," 1 continued, "what is that man
with the kuile In his baud, handling these babies
for in the corner T"
"Why, boss, dat's Jes' on'y to scare 'em. Deyscar-

clflces no babies ; nottln' but chickens and goats.
If de.\ w«s to scarifice a baby dey'd all git shot."
With one or two exceptions all the men and

women were dead drunk when Joe and I leit that
night to grope our way by the light of the stars to
the road leading to Juuna .Hemic.
That bubies have beeu eaten at some of these

feasts there is no question, it is only two veurs
ago since a woman was shot /or consumlug the
large number of twenty-one; but, from all the re¬
liable iniormation I can obtain, cases of cannibal¬
ism are now 01 phenomenal occurrence. If babies
are still used anywhere as festal delicacies it Is
done in pro.ound secrecy, for the law sets its lace
against cannibalistic practices and Malthuslan
heresies.

THE QUESTION OF SMELL.
For hospitality both races are equally famed,

though in the choice of travel I should prefer going
among the Dominicans who, without beiug anv
cleaner in their habits than the llaytians, are wore
neutral in the matter or smell. The climate ol Port
uu Prince is a few degrees warmer and less pleas¬
ant than that of any town in Dominica, while the
climate of tape Havtlen. in Bavti, is superior to
any ou the entiie island. I doubt if Naples can
compete with

CAPS HAYTIEN
In the matter of blue skies ami balmy breezes. It
was here 111 the long ago 80,000 Frenchmen settled
and called the place "Petit Fans.". An earthquake
came iu is42 and buried 8,000 people

w'rf,(-'k of the beautiful town. T»
visit it now is very like strolling through
the ruins of Pompeii, with the exception
that the one spi-aks exclusively of the dead past,
while the other, rising rapidly from its ashes,
strews around reminders of the living present.
San Domingo city, the caultal of Dominica, is a
cleaner place and is richer in historical associa¬
tions than the capital or this country, but it is as
far behind l ort au Prince in commercial wealth as
Baltimore is behind New York. The soil, scenery
und harbor accommodations ol Haytl are superior
to those ol Dominica. The leading article of export
from the latter is tobacco, Irom the former coil'ee.
Haytl has genuine coal mines. Dominica, so far
lias revealed no better fuel than lignite. Genera!
lirlce, a native of Port au Prince, has commenced a
railroad irom here, and will start lor the States in
a lew Weeks to purchase his rolling stock. It will
be some time beiore u native of the other side or
the island Imitates his example.

I'OOU MATERIAL FOR DEMOCRACY.
As to the fitness 01 either people to carry on a

republican form of government 1 have a lew words
to say. Hoth countries are Republics nominally.
that la, each has an elective President and an
elective House of ltepresentatives, and there all of
popular government begins and ends. The Presi¬
dent or Haytl is elected by the chambers, the
members of which obtain tneir seats after the
manner of the owners of pocket boroughs in Eng-
land. The President of Dominica can elect himself
as olten as he likes, provided the army is 011 nis
sHe. In neither country Is there anv conception
of the real nature 01 a republican form 01 govern¬
ment. A popular vote has no binding efficacy, and
the popular candidate for President is he who in¬
spires most terror by his sword. Every man or the
grade of general believes he ought to be President,
and when you have two or three hundred In one
country cherishing this faith and hoi. ling popular
suffrage In supreme contempt as a thing ol no con¬
sequence "revolutions" will come and go like
April showers. Here is my friend

civil and military commander of this arrondisae-
ment, with the eye 01 an eagle and the face ol a
roused lion, before whom all alone armed mobs
have quailed ami melted away.

A VAST UNDKKTAKINO.
I have been looking at hlB famous citadel, near

Cape Haytlen, and I am at a loss to know why it is
not put down among the woiiders of the world. It
covers the table or a mountain peak as hi||h as
Mount Washington and almost us steep aw the
Palisades. That table comprises fifty acres. The
walls are 180 leet high, with room enough on top
to march forty men abreast, it had acconimoda-
tion for 30,000 soldiers and 20,000 civilians. Its arma-
ment comprised 3,000 cannon, and there wus
magazine room for half a million kegs of powder.
Over the principal and only entrance was a vast
Iron tank for melting lead, and machinery to pre¬
cipitate the scalding liquid on the heada of a
storming party.

THE TERRIBLE CHRISTOPHE.
Here Chrlstophe resolved to flee with his people.

If the French ever again conquered his country.
He yoked 100 men to a gun when he wanted It
hauled to the lop oi the mountain. One day half
the contingent or a gun revolted against the ex¬
hausting labor. Chrlstophe rode up, learned the
state ot affairs, and there and then this sweet tem¬
pered King shot with his own hands fifty 01 the re-
voltcrs and made the rest tako the gun to the top.
He built a magnificent palace at the foot oi the
mountain and called it "Satis Soucl," the rums of
wuich may be Been to this day. Finally this
old ruffian was paralyzed in one of his limbs,
and ti.e news of the happy casualty induced

a rising of the people apainst bis authority. When
he heard of this he called for Ills six brace of
pistols and swore nor, a man of the revolters
should be lelt alive, but finding himself unable to
mount his horse and balked in his vengeance, he
turned around and blew his brains out. Now
Hayti was never more prosperous than in that
King's reign. He had a law strictly enforced that
no boy should grow up without learning a trade or
some useiul occupation. Idleness was prohibited,
and as a consequencc there was no poverty. Had
the King been less inhuman and more enlightened
he could have sounded a dynasty which might have
come down to tills day, strong in the affections of a
rich and conte ted people.

A REPUBLIC WHICH PROVES A CURSE.
Now what is the condition to-day ? A general

feeling of insecurity, because 110 one can tell from
one hour to the other what Is about to beepme of
the government.. Last month twenty-two young
men were shot up at Gonaives lor starting a crv in
favor of Salomon lor President. 1 lauded at Cape
Hayilan from a» schooner, on which Miss Salnave
ana her younger brother, offspring of ex-I'resident
Salnave, who was shot, were passengers. We
were about twelve In number, and as we marched
in the blazing sun from one general's office to
another, at each of which a look at the passports
was demanded, the Salnaves received a perfect
ovation. Women rushed out of their houses to kiss
Miss Salnave and her brother, and lots of spruce
young It-Hows offered themselves as an escort.
Miss Salnave has a fine, durable, ebony complexion,
and when I heard her greeted by a sable sister
with the remark, "Why. how sunburnt you are,"
I wondered ii it were meant for sarcasm.

A MYSTERIOUS PASSl'ORT.
The authorities were uneasy at the attentions

showered on the Salnave party, and in consequence
alt the innocent outside passengers came in for
much unfounded suspicion. I was the only one
without a passport, but the circular in German,
Iroin a meerschaum factory in Bromen which I
committed to the inspection of the first toploftlcal
major general did the business Instantly, as some¬
thing "no fellah could make out" and had better
let slide. Young Salnave was ordered back to the
schooner on which he arrived, but ills sister was
allowed to remain. All tills .vouth needed was a
little pluck to start a small revolution Just then.

A DICTATOR WANTKl).
All this fretting suspense which so paralyzes in¬

dustry and drives capital away comes of a repub¬
lican lorm of government among a people who
know no more what it means than they do the na¬
ture of the spots on the sun. Give them a Dictator
such as Guzman lilanco, of Venezuela, who is now
actively lilting that country irom the depths of
wretchedness and bankruptcy. They have a man
in Hayti who could mfcke her happy and prosper¬
ous, because he is enlightened beyond his fellows
and has a will of Iron, If he would only seize the
reins of power and put an end to the mockery of
law and liberty carried on in the name of a repub¬
lic. That is General Lorquet, with whom I
had an interesting interview. He is a power
with the musses. Of the Jacksonian mould-
rugged, stubborn, clear-headed.great confidence
Is placed in him by all classes. "As long as lie
commands this arrondissement Port an Prince is
sale." Such is the general conclusion. Uive this
oeautilul country a stable, economic and intelli¬
gent administration, with a lease of power for
twelve or twenty years, and tta> re would be no
limit to Its prosperity. There Is really no animos¬
ity to white people, as has been so much repre¬
sented. On the contrary, the people are kind and
civil, and In the country parts are affable and ex¬
tremely hospitable to foreigners. Of course they
are mostly black, but It Is wonderful how soon the
stranger loses sight ot the fact and looks beyond
the lace to the complexion of the qualities be¬
hind It.

INTERVIEW WiTH LCPEftOJ.

lie Think* Cabral Una Grown Iln»< y.
I1U Ureal Idea of Making Hayti and
Dominica One Republic.Preparations
for Croaalng the Border.Dogged by
United Statea Spies.What the bamana
Bay Company May Expect.

La Coupe, Hayti, April 5, 1S73.
I have at last found Lapcron and had a long

talk with him. The report was untrue that he had
started with an Invading force for Dominican ter¬
ritory. He had simply made a recannoissance of
the border, In company with another Dominican,
formerly an onicer in the army. Since his return
Minister Curlel, of the Baez Cabinet, passed
down the valley of Monte Christl and spoke
to various meetings of the people, explain¬
ing the rental of Samana Bay to an Amer¬
ican company, and broadly stating that
the United States government was identlllcd with
the enterprise and committed to the protection of
Dominican territory. The result of Minister Cartel's

> speeches was to stir up a strong feeling against the
government, and Luperon showed me a bundle of
letters he had just received from Dominicans aoross
the border, requesting him to come along, as they
were ripe for revolution.

SKETCH OP LUPERON.
I was surprised to And this well-known filibuster¬

ing chief so j outhful in (act and appcarauce. He is
but thirty-lour years, so that when he fought to rid
Dominican soil of the Spaniards over ten years ago
he was barely twenty-two, yet at that time he was

a prominent tighter in the ranks ol the patriots.
He is a well-built, sinewy man, 01 five leet nine
Inches, spare in the face, clear and honest
In the eye, wearing a small mustache, and show¬
ing In his manner and conversation much self-
poise and decision, lie was dressed in a suit of
dark gray, heavy enough for the mountains above
us, but rather warm-looking In the valley with the
thermometer among the nineties. The blood or
three races mingled in his composition. The out¬
line of the lace was Indian, the hair decidedly
African and the features suggestively Spanish. He
answered every question In a pleasant, fluent way
and with an uncommon degree ol frankness. 1
had heard he was a great horseman, so we had a
trifle of horso talk to start with. He said he once
rode the distance between »antlago and Monte
Christl In six hours, swimming the River Yaque
twice upon the way. I believe the road is about
one hundred and twenty miles. This is hardly
credible.

WHAT LUPERON THINKS OP CAniUI..
"General," I Inquired, "what are the relations

between you and Cabral. I shall start to sec
Cabral In a few days, and should lie glad to know
beforehaud If you and he are on good terms, and
also whether he or you hold the superior command,
and which of you Intends to move on tne Irontter
firstf"
"You overwhelm me," said Luperon, laughing,

"but I shall endeavor to answer vour questions
neriallm. There was a difference between myself
and Oeneral Cabral, but It is in a fair way to be en¬
tirely removed.

1 tecl satisfied the two peoples can be drought to¬
gether, and one republic established on this island
strong enough to be Independent of outside aid,
and bold enough to resist outside interference.
This has beta the dieam olmy ille, and .shall test
the rorce that is in it. As to which of us holds the
superior eoinmaud It Is reailv a matter that
should not atlect our relations. My atten¬
tion is directed to the northern, his to the
southern frontier. M'e can co-operate with ported
harmony, without disputing who is first or second
in command, should wo be successful anil drive
Baez out still there need be no dispute, for the
people would be tree to decide on a candidate lor
the Presidency. As far as I am concerned I have
no ambition for the place. I want to see
the Integrity of my country preserved. I
look upon the atrocity of liaez in giv¬
ing away Dominican soil to foreigners as
deserving ol death.

first I cannot speak definitely. I am ready to start
to-morrow. 1 can command two thousand rifles
now; but I might say the armament Is subordinate
to the question of transportation and supplies.
There Is no army tn the world needs so little in the
way of subsistence as the Dominican. They can
march without shoes and they can live on sugar
cane ever so long; but 1 should prefer a hundred
men well mounted to five times the number on
foot, because very much depends en rapidity of
movement.

The Splendid Bay or Mancanlle.The
Ba.cz Government Willing to Sell
Dominican Territory in Loti to Salt
Purchaser*.The Folly of Annexation.
A People Unfit for Vnlon or Cwta
munlon with the Great Repnhlle> '

CArs II aytien, Hay ti, March 30,
If there be any capitalists still left in Wall street

or thereabouts anxious to compete for fortuao
with the Samana Hay Company I would recom¬
mend them to send In proposals to Messrs. Baez,
Curlel & Co., directors of the Dominican govern¬
ment, for the purchase of Mancanlle Bay, which,
without being quite as large as that of
Samana, is nevertheless a splendid bight of
the sea. The finest river in the country,
tho Yaque, navigable Tor steamboats
eighty miles falls into it. Coffee lands are on the
right hand shore and cotton lands on the left. I
spent three davs exploring the bay, the river and
the ceuntry around it, and In a circuitous trip of
over sixty miles met with but one solitary habita¬
tion ; yet the wondrous soil of the region back
from the bay might sustain a million or people.
Curlel, the Minister of Finance, Implored me to go
and see it, and say that the Dominican government
were willing to rent out the bay "and adjoining
grounds to responsible parties at reasonable
rates." Belnp bonier land it has no uttractlon for
individual settlors, but a company flying the .stars
and Stripes would soon atop the bushwhacking
amusements that prevail and make the country suit¬
able for people unused to firearms and accustomed
to go to church. Curlel thinks that if this bay
were rented out annexation would be hastened and
placed beyond peradventure, because if you draw

a line fftm Samana to Mancanlle you cut the island
In twain. Annexation la

after all at the palace in St. Domingo city and in
the White liouse at Washington. In the letting
out of Mancanlle Bay American capitalists will
have the preference over all others. It will go for
less than Samana, but it will pay better, for there
is a natural wagon road extending a hundred miles
Into the interior, besides the river, which is
navigable nearly the same distance. There are
six fathoms of water within a Jump of
the shore around the bay, and, if ao disposed, you
can sit here in a boat all the day long and watch
the sea-cows grazing on the sea clover at the bot¬

tom, forty feet under your keel. In the beautiful,
but deserted valleys, back from the bay.especially
that of saveneta.you ride Ifi gulne* craw aa Ugh

as the pommel or your saddle. The Spaniard*

in the breaBt of Sam Barlow. Why the engineers
of the Samana concern neglected to take a look at
this part of the country I cannot understand. It
was very little out of their way, and Baez, in
an Impulse of generosity, might, if asked,
have thrown It in for nothing with tfee'
Samana bargain. Mow it is likely to fall into the
bands or an opposition company, for Curiel says
that Baez is not bound to exclude other purchasers
of real estate in favor of the West India Company.
On rhe contrary, he Is rather disposed to cut ap
the whole territory or the Republic into lots and
offer it ror sale in quantities to suit purchasers.
Regarding annexation, yonr correspondent's

thoughts'and conclusions, alter some experience ol
the country (quite enough ror a sound judgment),
are that the Republic or the United States will
secure no benefit by the acquisition of the Island^
whether it be the Haytlan or Dominican part. To
aid the material Interests of the Dominican people
we could do no better tiling thau annex the island.
It would help them much, but it would add nothing
to our wealth, integrity or prosperity. On the
principle of doing good at our own ex¬
pense to helpless and impoverished nations, we
should send uround an annexation circular to all
the beggarly countries ol the globe, telling them
that lor the (avor or their representation on oar
flag we should be prepared to pay all their big and
little debts, garrison their rorts tree of expense,
send them tne flower of our enterprising people to
show them the blessings or civilization and tiia
resignation ot the Christian American spirit to
yellow lever and early graves. The United States,
as a nation, can gain nothing but trouble by the
annexation or St. Domingo or or any West India
island. These outlying gems, if ever grasped oj
American hands, will prove like Dead Sea apples,
pleasant to the oye, nut turning to ashes on the
lips.

Mahogany, dye woods, and tobacco ; and none oi
these come to ub, Jor the reason we don't want
them. Dominican tobacco isthe lowest grade in the
world, because its cultivation is neglect ed, retching
in the market only $8 a quintal, when Cuban brings
$40. We use walnut in place of mahogany, and the
dve woods are not worth the cost or freight
to us, but they may be to England aud Germany.
Everything else that grows on any soil grows kere,
but iu a wild state and not needed in the markets
01 the world >o long as there is an abundant supply
or what is properly cultivated to be bad elsewhere.
We have about all the soil and all the climates we
require on the Continent. Let President Grant, II
lie likes, address blmseir to the task or annexing
Mexico and all Central America down t>> Venezuela,
but let these islands or the West Indies aloue 10
work out their own destinv. Dominicans believe
