Havana, April 19, 1873.

The new captain General of Cuba (Pleltaln) ar¬

rived here yesterday and was received with the
usual formal ceremonies upon landing. An im¬
mense concourse of citizens were present to wit¬
ness the disembarkation. Not a Cheer was uttered,
not even for Spain, when the new Captain General
passed by the crowd, owing to rumors widely cir¬
culated that the republicans Intended to make a

demonstration. The republicans, however, firmly
denied any intention of doing anything of the kind.

Nothing is yet known of General Pieltain's pro¬
gramme. The first measure will probably be the

ordering of elections for deputies to the Cortes.
At a reception given the new Captain General,

he said he hoped "he would soon be able to finish
tbe rebellion with the aid of the loyalists." He has
told the Quartermasters that he will see that they
act correctly.
General Pieltan has apparently made a favorable

Executive Definition of the Principle of
tbe Government.Three Great Powers
To Be Conciliated.The Volunteers

Havana, April 19, 1873.

Captain General Pieltain has Issued proclama¬
tions addressed to the soldiers, the people and the
volunteers. To tbe soldiers he Bays they will be
called on to operate in the field all the time that it
is possible. He wants them to make another
energetio and decisive effort to crush tl>e Insur¬
rection.
To the people he says his mission is a difficult

one, viz. "To restore peace, so that you can fully
enjoy liberty, which, as part of a great nation, now

also free because it has become a Republic, you
have the right to enjoy." He will require the co¬

operation of everybody, that justice may be real¬
ized everywhere. To the volunteers he says:."I
appreciate your patriotism, loyalty and sacrifices,
and count on your active co-operation. I will al¬

ways act as a loyal Spaniard and give you my confi¬
dence ; consequently you must trust me. United,
our difficulties will decrease, and \fe will soon re¬

store peace. If the insurgents repent we will re¬

ceive them with open arms as Mends. If they
prefer to be enemies we will combat them unceas¬

ingly."

O'Keliy, is still conflned in Fort Gerona, Man-
zanillo. General Torbert, Consul General or the.
United States, has had another interview with the
Captain General, anil has Informed him that his
visit was the result or instructions received
from Mr. Hamilton Fish, Secretary of State
of the United States, expressing the desire
that the demand of Mr. O'Keliy to be transferred
to Havana might be favorably received. The Cap¬
tain General was very reticent, and rcrused to re¬
ply in a decisive manner. The Consul General
spoke or the trial, and the Captain General replied
that nothing definite in that regard would take
place for some time yet. The Impression lert
with General Torbert after this interview
was, that the Captain General desired to
leave the responsibility of the afTair to his suc¬
cessor, General Pleltaln, and that while awaiting
his arrival he would continue to delay the case,
being unwilling to take any definite resolution
himself. The probability Is that Sefior Ceballos is
embarrassed with his prisoner, and that the first
thing Sefior Pleltaln will do will be to release him
(O'Keliy) on the simple declaration or "no cause,"
without resorting to any other rorm or trial.

RINGS COUNTY MUNICIPAL AFFAIRS.

Meeting of the Board of Aldermen. I
The Brooklyn Board of Aldermen met yesterday

afternoon. Corporation qounsel William C. I)c Witt
sent in a communication recommending the pay¬
ment of a judgment of $160 obtained against the
city by John C. Provost and James W. Valentine.
The Legislature, in 1867, passed au act appointing
Alexander McCue, JJeymour L. Hustead and An¬
thony Campbell a special commission to improve
Wallabout Bay and construct the Kent
avenue basin. In ls«» the Legislature authorized
the expenditure of $850,000. Bonds of the citv to
the amount of «8l3,ooo were issued. The Legisla¬
ture of 1870 passed an act directing the Commis¬
sioners to turn over the works to the city, making

a full report of all their receipts and expenditures
to the Comptroller. The present Senate has
passed an act giving the Commissioners a further
lease of power.
Alderman Rovks offered a series of resolutions

requesting the members of Assembly to withhold
their assent from this act, and that the City c'lerk
send a copy to the members of the Assembly.
The resolutions wore adopted.
Alderman Taylor offered a resolution that the

Franklin Avenue and Prospect Park Railroad Com¬
pany be directed to repair or remove their track
on Second street, between Broadway and South
Tenth street.
The Alderman stated that this company had ap¬

parently abandoned the road oh this street, and it
had become a nuisance by the rails sticking uu ou
the street.
The resolution was a lopted after an amendment

directing the company to repair Instead of remove
the track.

A resolution protesting against the action of the
Assembly in excluding BrooKlyn from having the
benefit of the motor power 011 the street railroads
was offered by Alderman Ropes.

A resolution requesting the members to include
Brooklyn In the bill before It passes the Bouse was
adopted.

KILLED ON THE HUDSON RIVER RAILROAD.
The Company Censured.

On the 7th Inst. Mr. Peter Wingendorf, a Oerman,
thirty-eight years of age, then living at 113 Division
street, attempted to cross Hudson street, near

V estry street, in iront of an engine attached to a
stationary ircight train 01 cars belonging to the
Hudson lilver Railroad Company, bat there being
no flagman present to warn him of Ills danger, the
train started without his being observed bv any
one aud the unfortunate man was crushed to
death. In their verdict of accidental death the
Jury ''censnred the Hudson River Railroad Com-
panv for not having a sufficient number of flagmen
to prevent Ilk* accidents." The inquest was held
by Coroner Ilerrman at the Fifth precinct station
house, as the Coroners at present have no court
room in which to conduct their investigations.

FATAL RAILROAD OASADALTT.
Coroner Keenan yesterday held an inquest at the

Twenty-sixth precinct police station in the case of
Joseph Bell, a child only five years of age, who on

the 20th Instant was fatally crushed In avenue B,
near Sixth street, by being run over by car 07 of
the avenue B line. Deceased in attempting to
cross the street fell on the track Immediately In
front of the horses, and despite the utmost exer¬
tions of the driver to stop the car the front wheel
passed ove' one of the child's legs. The Jury ren¬
dered a verdict of accidental (feath. Mrs. Bell
lives at 602 sixth street.

The wife of John Callahan, a sailor, who was on

the train, was also here to-day. but the bodies are
burned beyond recognition. Possibly one of the
bodies may be his.
Parties were Here to-day from Arlington, Mass.,in search of Miss Ansty Warren, who left her

brother's house In Jersey City last Friday lor Ar¬
lington, via the Stonlngton route, and had not ar¬rived. Tliey found no means ol identification.
The Railroad Commissioners Have ordered an in¬

vestigation relative to the railroad disaster, on
Wednesday next, at ten o'clock, at the railroad
station in tins city.

A DREADFUL ACCIDENT.
Seven Persons Crushed to Death by a

Falling Floor In Belleville, Kansas.
Atchison, Kansas, April 21, 1873.

A letter to the Daily Champion from Belleville,
Republic county, about one hundred and lUty
miles west of this city, gives an account of a terri¬
ble prairie fire in the vicinity, which destroyed
many houses, stables, cattle, grain, <tc.
The same letter records a dreadful accident

which occurred on Monday night a week ago
during a fearful storm which passed over that
country. The house of Mr. Crane, near Belleville,
was burned on Saturday, and his lamily, consist¬
ing of wife and four children, took shelter In the
residence of Mr. Bennett. On Monday night
the storm took the roof oir Mr. Ben¬
nett's house.a stone building.and blew in
the gable, which fell into the cellar, where
the Inmates had taken refuge. Mrs. Bennett was
severely Injured. In the morning Bennett went to
procure assistance. When he returnod ho found
that the (loor had rallen in, and his wife and three
children, together with Mrs. Crane and two of her
chlldron, were crushed to death. A boy and girl of
Crane's were still alive und were carried to a
neighbor's, but the boy died shortly aiter reaching
there.

CINCINNATI'S iiOHT THREATENED.
The Gasmen Strike for Ten Honrs and
|3 a Day.Prompt Action of Managers
to Preveut the City Being Left In Dark*
ness.

CmoiNNATI, April 21, 1873.
A strike at the gasworks to-day put the city in

imminent peril of going to bed in the dark to
night, but the manugers took "time by tho fore¬
lock," and provided against that calamity for this
night at least. Out of the night gang of forty-
two hands thirty are off, and the works
are running with tho remaining twelve regulars,
augmented by totally green hands. There aro only
twenty-four of the lortv-elght benches in opera¬
tion, but with full meters, and by a diligent super¬vision the compuny expoct to save consumers the
resort to candles und burning fluids. The day hands,
lorty-two in number, have not yet demonstrated,
but fears are entertained that they will strike
to-morrow. In anticipation of this advertisements
arc In to-night lor men. Some ol the strikers got
drunk to-night, and threatened to cut the gasome¬
ters, but a strong police force was hurried to the
works by the Mayor and a stop put to that sort of
malice for the present. The strike is for per
day, Instead ol $2 50, with ten hours a days' ser¬
vice instead of twelve.

EAST AFRICAN SLAVERY.

[Prom the London News, April 10.
ir Sir Hurtle Prere has not struck a fatal blow at

the East African slave trade he ban at least shown
that the African laborer Is flt for freedom. In a
memorandum addressed to Lord Granville he gives
an account of a visit he has lately paid to the one
tree labor estate in Zanzibar. The property is
situated at the north end of the island, is owned
by a British Indian and leased to Captain Prazer,
who has, in a residence of about ten years,
changed a Zanzibar rice swamp into a well-
cultlvated tropical estate. The work on
tills property.Held labor, road making, building,
the carpenter's, smith's and cooper's work, even
the driving the steam engines and repair of ma¬
chinery.Is ail dono by tree negroes working for
regular wages. These men have ail been slaves,
and had at ttrst all the vices of slavery. Even their
foremen aro all. with one exception, men who have
been slaves on some portion of tne East Coast,
'l'lie excuses urged for Zanzibar slavery are, that
the negroes would die out ir their numbers were
not continually replenished by iresh importations,
and that they arc content with the barest neces¬
saries of Hie, and, unless compelled, will not
work lor more. The experience 01 lree labor
on Captain Prazer's estate proves that both
these statements, though quite true ol slaves, are
not true of freemen. Tne sense of property,
the feeling that wnat they have Is their owu. Sir
liartio Prere says, has acted most effectually in
raising these laborers Irom the more degrading
vices of slavery. They show great affection lor
their children, and arc as anxious to acquire the
ornameuts and superfluities of lite in the shape of
dress and household plenishing as more civilized
races. Sir Hartle Prere expresses his conviction
that, were slavery abolished to-morrow, no general
or commercial luterest at Zanzlbur would perma¬
nently suffer. Miss Carpenter has lately suggested
in our columns that a fund stiould be raised to help
tsir iiartle Frere's mission, by compensating the
Zanzibar slaveholders lor the loss the abolition of
slavery might Impose. Much compensation is, how¬
ever, altogether needless.

A VOLCANIC ERUPTION IN ICELAND.

An Icelandic gentleman has forwarded to the
London Telegraph the following account of the
eruption of Skaptar JOkull, as witnessed by him
from Reykjivlk, about one hundred miles dis¬
tant 1 Reykjavik, March 23, 1878.
On Thursday, the 9th January, about three o'clock

A. M., we observed from Reykjavik a grand Are in
easi-nor tiieast direction, and all agreed that It was
some neighboring farm burning, with haystacks.
Toe hrc shot up like lightning, displaying beantlinl
evolutions in combination with the electricity
above. Indeed, it w;u» exactly like a Qne display of
rockets and wheels, and so bright was it that
during the dark morning hours we all thought it
must bo very close to Reykjavik; but when
daylight dawned, and We could discern the
mountains, we observed a thick and heavy
column oi vapor or steam far In the background
beyond all mouutains visible; so It was clear
that it was far off, and, according to the direction,
it seemed most likely to be in scaptar JOkull, the
west part ol Vaktuu JOkull, the great Wetste of
glaciers, In the ea*t and south of the Island, and
more than one hundred miles due east. Morning
and night, this grand display was visible during
the nights ol the nth, lot u, lith and 12th; during
that clay the column of steam and smoke stood
high In the sky. Ashes, too, had fallen on the
northeast coast, so that pasture fields were
covered so far that the farmers had to take their
sheep Into the lints and feed them; but the papers
say In tne south no earthquakes were felt or noises
heard In the earth, lar or near, as lar as Mar-
kartljol (near Eyjajjalla JOkull). Nowhere has
been observed any fall of ashes or dust, but every¬
where a bad smell was noticed, and
also here, In Reykjavik, In the forenoon of
the loth, the people of Landeyzar (op.
site Wesmann Island) assert the same to
have been the case there on the first day of the
eruption: but here, at Reykjavik, it was not ob¬
served ttiat day, but we felt the air very close,
particularly on the Oth, from tnree to Ave o'cloc*
In tne afternoon, with some smell el sulphur and
powder, very like the smell irom a lately dis¬
charged gun barrel.
No change was observed in the sun, moon, Ac.

The sky was clear all these days. The direction oi
the wind was from northwest, west-southwest, and
the weather line. At Landeyjtim the wind had
been east-northeast on the loth, with a strongbreeze, and the column of steam rose very highand mist hid all the eastern horizon, but no Tall of
ashes teok place. This eruption lasted only four
or tlve days, and is not likely to ivuve done any
datnagq to Inhabited parts or pasture ground,except in so far as the lall of aahea might hurt the
sheep.
The weather has been very changeable during

, the whole winter, but very little snow lumaliou iu
i the southern part ol the country.
