The examination In the case of the United

States vs. Dr. F. A. Andrews, aco Lexington ave¬
nue, who is charged with having forwarded ob¬
scene books and circulars through tbe trails, was
commenoed yesterday, and after some testimony
had been given as to the mailing of the matter in
question the case was adjourned till Friday, as the
exhibits which it was necessary to produce In tbe
preliminary stage of the inquiry were looked up in
tbe safe in the Marshal's office, and the Marshal,
who bad the key, being temporarily absent, the
exhibits could not be procured. The defendant
was admitted to bail In the sum of $6,000.
Yesterday Dr. Wright, alias John Parssey, 51

Bleecker street, was examined before Commis¬
sioner Osborn on a charge of having forwarded
through the malls a box containing pills intended
to effect an immoral purpose. The prosecution
rested upon letters which are alleged to have come
from the defendant. Tbe ucfenco is that the ac¬
cused is not Dr. Wright, but had advanced money
to Wright to open a medical office. The examina¬
tion has not concluded.
Yesterday Dr. E. Cardner, of 202 Broadway, was

brought before Commissioner Osborn fend charged
with having deposited in the mall an obscene arti¬
cle. He was committed in default of ball, and his
examination was fixed for Friday.
In the United States Circuit Court yesterday

Judge Blatchford rendered his decision in the case
.f C. Cadle, Jr., Receiver of the First National Bank,
of Selma, Ala., vs. Buford A. Thompson and others.
The case hadcome before the Court on an application
to enjoin the defendants from proceeding further
on an attachment on a judgment obtained by them
against the bank and certain of its assets in the
possession of the Ocean National Bank, In New
York city. The Judge decides that the attachment
of Tracey against funds in the Ocean Bank and In
the Selma Bank must fall, and the plaintiff must
have a decree declaring such money to be freo
from any claim made by Tracey, and that of the
plaintiff's power to collect this money there can be
no doubt.
The case of Robert P. Bleakley, who shot his

niece, Mary Ann Foley, alias Maud Merrill, in a
house of ill repute in January last, was called up
for trial yesterday before Judge Brady, in the
Court of Oyer and Terminer. Owing to Judge
Brady having to sit in Supreme Court, General
Term, to hear the argument in the Stokes case,
the trial could not be proceeded with, but was
postponed till next Monday. On being placed at
the bar the prisoner desired to make a statement,
but the Court did not hear hiin. It was stated that
iie wished to plead guilty to murder in the first
degree and ask to t>e hanged.
Comptroller Green got out of his attachment dif¬

ficulty in the Welch case by yesterday paying the
lull amount of the claims. This, of course purges
tiimof the contempt he was in for disobeying the
writ of peremptory mandamus in the case direct¬
ing its payment.

r- STOKES' LAST""PLANK.
The Irregularities Flea Overruled.Argu¬
ment of Counsel on the Main I*sue.
Review of the Rulings of Judges Car¬
doso and Board inan.Argument to be
Resumed This Morning.
The Court of General Term of the Supreme Court

commenced yesterday morning, Judge Ingrabam
presiding, with Judges Brady and Davis. It was
known that the opinion of the Coart would be ren¬
dered either tor or adverse to the motion of pris¬
oner's counsel made on the previous day, to in¬
clude in the further consideration of the case tho
alleged irregularities claimed by the prisoner's
counsel In the Court of Oyer and Terminer by the
General Term of the Supreme Court and by the
Court of Appeals. The demurrer to this was

ably argued by District Attorney Phelps, who
in apposition moved to strike out the assign¬
ment in error and to vacate the rule requiring
the defendant In error to Join issue on

those points. The irregularities claimed are the
absence of the Judge and the prisoner during por¬
tions of the trial, and subsequent inquiries made
by members of the jury, who found Stokes guilty,
at tbe Grand Central Hotel, and at the gun shop
where Stokes had purchased tbe fatal pistol. There
was a large attendance of spectators In Court, but
little of tbe element which made the Court of Oyer
and Terminer so uncomfortable daring the two
trials of tho prisoner lor the murder was present.
Stokes* father and brother were present. On the
rnotjoa and argnment o! tne previous day Judge
Davis rendered the following

?DVERSK DECISION.
Motion on behalf of the defendants in error to

strike from the liles the assignment of errors and
to vacate the rule requiring the deieudauts to join
in error.

Davis, J..The writ of error in this case was sued
out under the provisions or article second, part
lour, chapter two, of the Revised Statutes, entitled,
"Of writs of error on Judgments and certiorari in
criminal cases" (2 R. 8., page 7:19).
The twenty-third section of this article declares

that "no assignment of errors, or joinder in error,
shall oe necessary upon aDy writ of error or cer¬
tiorari Issued pursuant to the foregoing provi¬
sions; but the court shall proceed on the return
thereto, and render judgment in the record before
them." H is manifest that this section was in¬
tended to alter an existing practice in criminal
canes by thereafter rendering unnecessary an as¬
signment and Joinder >* error upon any writ of
error or certiorari proaecutlo under the provisions
of the statute. The plalntiir in error insists that
it was only Intended to effect tho generalnssiiniment of errors in law, and does not apply
to errors In fact. But this point has been di¬
rectly adjudicated against him In Hagan vs. The
People, 3. Parker 175, and in McCahn vs. The
Peoplo, Idem 272, and we are of the opinion that
these cases are authoritative expositions of the
law. It is urged that they had been practically
overruled by the Court of Appeals In Cancemi vs.
The People (18 N. Y., 128). The learned Judge by
whom tne opinion was written In the laut-namcd
case was tne presiding Justice In the case of
lingan vs. the People, and concurred in the
opinion pronounced by Justice Welles. It. is
worthy or remark that in his very ablo opinion In
Canoemi's case no allusion whatever Is made to
the decision of Hagan's ease, and bis expressions,
which may be considered to some extent at vari¬
ance with the opinion in the latter case, were shown
by himself not to be called for hy the question In
Cancemi's case. Ho held that the "matters in
question in the case in the Court of Appeals were,"
in fact and In legal effect, part ol the record in the
Supreme Court, "returned to the Court of Ap¬
peals," "as much so as the indictment or any
other part of the proceed inas." The Court below
had, by special order, added those matters to the
record. The Appellate Court held that "tbey must
be treated therefore as If they were Inserted in the
body of the record, and be considered In connec¬
tion with the rest of the record in regard to the
errors which are alleged." It seems quite clear,
therefore, that Cancemi's case did not Involve any
queatlon of assignment oi errors In fact and
joinder therein, nor the proner mode of reaching
and reviewing errors whoiiv iiehnr* the record, and
forming no part of the return. All the questions
considered In the People vs. Allen, («*:i N. Y. 82)
appeared in the bill or exceptions, and were them¬
selves distinct grounds oi exception. That case
can not bo properly said to have raised any ques¬
tion of practice under the statute parsed upon in
Ijat/ens vs. Ibc loople. lu the Peoplo vs. WUiis

This decision having been aunonnced, the ques¬

tion of arguing the appeal in tbe bill of exceptions
was considered, and as the points lor the defence
were not luilv printed. It was at first suggested to
postpouo the hearing until the May term. The
District Attorney, however, agreed to go on at
once, and the Court decided to commence without
auy further delay.
A brief recess was then taken, after which the

Court organized, with Judge Brady as Presiding
Justice and Judges Davis and Fauclier as Associate
Justices. It was decided to allow counsel on each
side Ave hours in whloli to present their argu¬
ments, although Mr. Doe Passos claimed that it
would require two days to properly unlold the
views of the defence.

THK MAIN IXSl'H.
Mr. Tremala then proceeded with the argument,tbe principal points of which are the lollowlng:.He recited the various proceedings in the case and

briefly stated Hit: evidence given upon the trial.
The seven special pleas, Alleging various Irregular¬ities, were adverted to and the proceedings under
them. He claim- (l that Jud,co Cardozo erred in
directing a verdict for the people upon the issue
joined by the seventh plea and the replication
thereto, the statute being peremptory that all
issues of fact Joined upon an Indictment must be
by Jury, whereas to direct a verdict was a trial by
theCourt. This error ol the Judge was prejudicial to
the defendant, us, unless a bill of exceptions lies
upon the trial of the special pica, he Is deprived of

a verdict ol a jury in his favor upon those lacts.
The several lacts set forth In the seventh plea
showed that the Craml Jury finding the Indictment
was an Illegal budy. Tue decisions made upon
these special pleas, Mr. Tremaln claimed, wero
properly brought beiore the Court for review, They
appeared both bv the return to the certiorari and
oy the judgment record returned upon the writ of
error. He thcu took up the questions raised upon
the bill of exceptions, first asserting the uncon¬
stitutionality of the jury law of 1872, on exception
taken to overruling of challenge for princi¬
pal cause in the case of the luror Manchester.
The trial by the jury secured by the State con¬
stitution Includes a fair and Impartial jury.
The sixth amendment of the United States consti¬
tution was violated by the statutes. The four¬
teenth amendment secured to the cltlzcns of New
York the privileges guaranteed by the sixth
amendment to citizens of the United States, and
render this statute Invalid, whatever doubts may
have previously existed as to the application ol the
sixth amendment in proceedings In the state
Courts. The jury was made up of those who bad
prejudged the prisoner's case. Mr. Tremaln
enumerated what he claimed to be errors in
the admission of testimony.among them evi¬
dence of what occurred alter the shooting In
tbe prcseuco of Fisk and the prisoner; in exclud¬
ing proof of threats made by Fisk, that he would
kill stokes, a short time prior to the alleged homi¬
cide ; in excluding proof of the murderous attack
upon Eatou ; that Fisk had threatened him person¬
ally to railroad him to Stato Prison, and be be¬
lieved the threat; in admitting the opinion of
Curtis as to tbe presence ol a pistol upon the
landintr.
Mr. Tremaln also urged that Judge Boardman

erred In submitting the theory in his charge in ref¬
erence to the pistol, with the statement that It
would enable the Jury to reconcile a greater
amount of testimony than any other whioh bad
been suggested. Counsel recited all the main
points raised In the objections, and, having con¬
sumed his allotted time, the Court adjourned till
this morning.

BUSINESS IN THE OTHER COUitTS.

COURT OF OYER AWO TERMINER.
Trial of Bleakley Postponed Till Next

Monday.
Before Judge Brady.

Immediately on Judge Brady taking his seat on
the hench Mr. Rollins, Assistant District Attorney,
requested Robert P. Bleakley, indicted for the mur¬
der of his niece, Mary Ann Foley, otherwise known
as Maud Merrill, to be placed at the bar. Bleakley
was at once brought from tbe corner of the court
room allotted to prisoners. He was cleanly and
neatly dressed, and in physical condition looks
very much better than when first arraigned.
"Robert P. Bleakley, are you ready for trial?"

asked Mr. Starks, the Clerk.
"No, sir; I am not ready," promptly answered

Bleakley, and then added, "I would like to make a
statement to the Jndge, If he will permit me."
"One moment; take a seat," said the Judge.
Everybody In the court room, which was densely

crowded, was on tbe tip toe of expectation as to
the forthcoming statement by the prisoner. It
turned out, as tbe result proved, that all were
doomed to disappointment. Meantime there was

a brief consultation between the Judge, Mr. Wil¬
liam F. Howe, tbe prisoner's counsel, and Mr.
Rollins.
At the end of the conference Mr. Rollins stated

that he had hoped to brlug this case to trial then,
and bad all the witnesses for the prosecution pres¬
ent, but as he understood His Honor could not bold
Court owing to his sitting in the Supreme Court,
General Term, in the Stokes ease, he would ask him
to set down some day for the trial.
Judge Brady said that it seemed probable from

present Indications that the argument In the
Stokes case would occupy the rest of the week,
and he would tiiere:ore set the case down for trial
on Monday next.
As stated above, there was considerable disap¬

pointment at not hearing what the prisoner had
proposed to say.
"Wnat was Bleakley going to say to the Court?"

the Herald reporter subsequently asked Mr.
Howe.
"He was going to plead gnilty of murder In the

first degree and ask to be hanged."
"Is it possible ?" pursued the reporter.
"Possible and true both. He Is just that crazy."
"'iliat is a queer kind of craziness."
"It is suicidal mania," answered Mr. Howe, with

emphasis; "a clear case of suicidal mania."

SIFF.EME COURT-CHAMBERS.
A Rural Professor in a Wall Street Cor¬

ner.
Before Judge Barrett.

Profossor Lamorcux, of Newberg, thought he
would amplify his pecuniary resources by a little
speculation In Wall street. Having employed
Messrs. Ives k Co., stockbrokers, of this city, as
his brokers, and placed $6,0M in United States
bonds in their hands as margin, he told them to
go ahead and do the best thing tney could
for htm. It turned out that they did about
their very worst, as they bought Chicago and North¬
western slock at about the time of the "corner"
got up, as alleged, by Jay Gonld. The margin was
rapidly dwindling away, and so the brokers in¬
formed the Professor, nis reply was that that was
all he had, and be repeated his previous in¬
structions to do the best they could for
him. To make the story short, the broker
finally informed the Professor, through a
"statement" that not only all his margin had been
swallowed up, bat that he owed them $10,000 be¬
sides. The Professor must have had seme doubt as
to the correctness of this statement, for on being
pressed to make good the loss he failed to come to
time, and the result was a suit by the
brokers to compel him to do so. This
suit is still pending, and yesterday a motion
was mode in this Court to place the case on the
short calendar. The Prolessor's counsel insisted
that a lengthy trial was necessary, as they pro¬
posed to call witnesses showlug up all the particu¬
lars of the transactions and that no such indebted¬
ness as that claimed existed. Tbe Judge took the
papers, reserving his decision.
A Furniture Dealer Getting the Worst

of It.
Daniel Kelly Is a furniture dealer, and In March

last sold to Jane Freeman $500 worth of Ihrniture.
A contract was drawn up that she should pay $75

on the delivery of the furniture and $10 a month In
subsequent instalments. It Is alleged that only
$76 was paid, and Mr. Kelly, telling to recover his
ftarniture or get on the track of it, procured the
arrest of Mrs. Freeman. She was brought
Into court on a writ ol habeas corpus, when
her counsel otearly showed that there was no spir¬
iting away or disposal or concealment of the
goods in violation or the act regarding chattel
mortgages, for an alleged violation of which the
arrest was made. The Judge said that there was
no other course than to discharge Mrs. Freeman,
and an order was given to this effect.

Again.
Yesterday afternoon His Honor City Judge

Sutherland filed, with the Clerk of the Court,
an elaborate opinion in tho oase of The People
vs. Abraham Greentnal. It will be remembered
that last mouth Mr. A. Oakey llall, in an ex¬
tended argument, claim.ed that the accused
having been once put in jeopardy by a previous
trial and conviction, having actually commenced
his term of imprisonment In the State Prison,
could not be retried upou tho same indictment.
Hie City Judge discusses all the questions raised
npou the argument and concludes thus:."Though
It is impossible for me In view of controlling re¬
ported decisions and prccedonts to de¬
ride as matter of law that the prisoner
cannot be tried again on the Indictment,
yet as the prisoner's lormcr formal trial and
conviction and sentence appears to have taken
place not only without fraud on his part, but
against his protest, it is to be presumed, if on his
second trial he should be convicted, that the most
evident principle ol natural justice would Induce
the Court In passing seutence on his conviction to
take Into consideration the tune ot his actual im¬
prisonment under the reversed judgment. There
must bo Judcment for the people on the demurrer,
with permission for the prisoner to renew liis plea
of not guilty.

BROOKLYN C0UBT3.

SUPREME COURT-CIRCUIT-PART L
Great Suit Against the City.Corpora¬
tion Counsel De Witt Upsetting the
Park Commission.An Important Rul¬
ing.

Before Judge Pratt.
Peter Riley, a contractor, yesterday sued the city

of Brooklyn to recover $55,370, which amount he
alleges he lost on the contract for the grading and
regulating of the Sackett street Boulevard. The
contract wan originally awarded to Frank Swift at
(50,000, and Riley purchased it from him for
$8,000. The work was to be done under the super¬
vision of the Park Commission, according to the
profile and sectiens provided by their engineer,
and according to the specifications annexed to tho
contract. Riley's story is that having made some

progress in the work he fouud that the profile upon
which the contract was based was incor¬
rect and untrue, inasmuch that it set forth
that there was dirt enough on the line
of the street within the section with
which to do the required filllug In and leave a sur¬

plus belonging to him, whereas the fact was that
there was not dirt enough, and lie was compelled
to carta large amount of dirt in order to fultH tils
contract. Riley had made contracts to dispose of
the surplus earth represented to be on the
ground lor from twenty-five to thirty-five
cents a yard, and the prospective obtain¬
ing ol It was one of the principal induce¬
ments that led him to buy the contract from
Swift. Upon making tho discovery referred to he
notified President Stratialian, of the Park Commis¬
sion, who authorized him to complete the work,
and said he would be paid for the extra work and
loss sustained by reason or the incorrectness of the
profile. He thereupon completed the work and
claimed $55,37o for extra work., Ac., payment ol
which was refused.
The city admits that in some respects the profile

was erroneous, but claims that Riley was bene¬
fited by such errors as existed. Riley had never
been informed that it was correct, and he had no
rl(,ht to rely upon it as being a guide to him In the
work or a representation or the amount of work
required. It is also claimed that he suffered no
loss in consequence of the alleged incorrectness,
and that for a valuable consideration he executed
a valid release to the Park Commission.
Corporation Counsel De Witt, after the opening

for plaintiff by Mr. J. II. Bergen, moved for a dis¬
missal of the complaint on the opening, it being
conceded that the Commissioners had proceeded
under the act of 1868, authorizing the widening
and extension of certain st^pets in Brooklyn. Mr.
De Witt, in support or his motion, raised the fol¬
lowing important points:.
Firtt.The Park Commissioners were not officer* of the

city, and contrac la entered into by thorn could not be bind¬
ing upon the city. The net of 186s wai unconstitutional in
that these person* legislated into ofllce, and not elected
by the people of the city of Brooklyn, were authorized
by the act to upend the money ot the city ol Brooklyn.
Sxrontl.The acl I* entitled, Kor the widening ot sackett

and other streets, and for altering the Comatlxa'oners'
map ol the city of Brooklyn. The Legislature had no

power undor *ueh a title a* thin to provide (or tho grad¬
ing and paving of the streut, and it* improvement by
planting tree*, Ac , nor to transfer corporate power* of
the city ot Brookly n to agent* of the state of New York.
The article of tho constitution 1* *pecinc, that no local
bills shall embrace more than one Mililect, and that -uti¬
le o t .hull be expressed in the title of the act
Third.Riley claim* to recover tor extra work ouMde

Of tho contract. Before he entered upon the work he had
an opportunity of examining the rtrect for himself and
determining how much Idling in and carting wn* to he
done: he might have employed engineers to ascertain
that tor him, and wa* not bound to roly upon tho profile
made by the Park Commissioner*.
Tbe Court granted the motion on condition that

defendant should stipulate to take short notice ol
appeal to the General Term, In May, when the ex¬
