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The Senate wan not full enough to do anything

this morning except consider bills in Committee of
the Whole, there being only thirteen Senators
present. The Bleecker Street and Fulton Ferry
Railroad bill was amended bv providing that one

per cent o: the proceeds be paid into the city
treasury when the extcns'ou is finished, in placc
of the $50 per car, and thus ordered to a third
reading.

Senator Madden's

NKW CLASSIFICATION BILL
to permit the classification of directors of railroad
corporations was moved in the first Committee of
the Whole. In explanation of it Senator Madden
stated that it was drawn up for general purposes,
in a form similar to the famous Erie Classification
act, and that notwithstanding the odium which
fell upon that act, he believed that some measure
iliould be taken to rescue railroads irom the fangs
or Wall street. Senator Tiemann moved tnat the
classification go Into effect only when the term? of
the present directors expire, which was agreed to.
Tlie bill was then progressed, as the amendment
proposed would require almost a complete new

drawing of the bill.
THE RAPID TRANSIT BILL,

commonly called "Speer's Travelling Sidewalk.'»
was also discussed, and Senator Benedict proposed
an amendment permitting the originator of the
road to build an experimental branch round the
block bounded by Whitehall, State street and Bow¬
ling Green. Mr. Lewis suggested that the New
York members certainly conhl not want this road
on Broadway, and even Senator Madden, who be-
iieves in railroads everywhere, thought that it
ought not to go on Broadway. The route was finally
stricken out, and the designation of streets through
which it may run was left to the Common Council.
It was then ordered to a third reading.

KREK RAILROAD FARE.
The bill introduced some months ago by Senato r

Lewis, giving members of the Legislature the right
to Iree fare upon all railroads of the State during
their terms of office, was moved in Committee of
the Wiy>le, and the Senator made an argument of
some length in its favor, snowing that one-tenth of
all the legislation in the session was relative to the
railroads of the State, and that such legislation is
injuriously affected oy the free-pass system now
prevailing, by which members are under obliga¬
tion to railroads for the courtesy of passes.
Senator Lord opposed the bill, because he thought

It was equivalent to compelling a man to give you
by law that which he had given you in charity. It
looked too mich like the late Congress voting itself
$6,000 back pay. It looked as though the Senator
from the Thirty-lirst (Lewis) had a pass in his
pocket run out.
Senator Benedict said there was an evident and

great impropriety in the present system of passes,
and he had been spoken to by a number of
Senators who admitted that they felt a great re¬
luctance to use their passes.a reluctance which
they would not feel were the passes theirs by right,
as they should be.
Senator Madden believed that we had no more

Tight to free passes on the railroads than to free
lares at hotels, ami suggested that an amendment
toe made providtug that members shall never ride
Iree on any railroad. The bill was finally pro¬
gressed on account of the slim attendance.

TOE INDUSTRIAL BXIII1UTION.
The Industrial Exhibition bill was the subject of

. very earnest discusslou in the Senate to-night.
Senator Woodin moved to strike out the second
section, which provided that when the Exhibition
Company had acquired title to the lands upon
which the exhibition is to be held by actual
purchase the city may loan the company
$2,600,000 for the construction of the building, so-
cared by mortgage upon the lands purchased, and
that the second section ol the Assembly bill be in¬
serted, which merely authorizes tnat amount
to be paid upon the demand ol the com¬
pany, and Senator Woodin advocated his
motion and Senator Johnson opposed It. The
motion of Senator Woodin was passed by
. vote 13 to 7; but Senator 1). H. Wood created
some consternation in the rural camp by showing
that the substitute had not been read to the
Senate: that it had been voted without members
knowing about it, and that altogether it was one of
the most remarkable strokes of legislation
that eveu such a legislative expert as Senator
Woodin had ever ventured upon. Subsequently
Senator 1). F. Wood moved to reconsider the vote,
and it was carried t>y a vote ol 9 to 5. Senator
Woodin raised the point o; no quorum, and the
vote was taken again with the same result. The
committee finally passed the bill. The lolloTrlng
Is the section as agreed toby the Committee of
the Whole:.

CU4KUE TO TUB GRAND JURY.

Directly alter the Jury had been sworn Judge
Davis proceetied to charge t.hein. lie commenced
by describing to them the manner to which tliey
were to perform the duties devolving on them,
cautioning them particularly that none but one
witness anil the ulstrlct Attorney should be present
in the jury room; that their deliberations regard¬
ing the finding or relectlou ol a bill should be en¬
tirely secret; that wliat transpired during their
session shsuld not be communicated to any
one and that when a true bill was lotind it should
not be made public until the accused was m custo¬
dy He next addressed himself to those questions
required by tnc statute to be discussed by the
(irand Jurv. He first spoke regarding the offence
ol extortion, saying that they should inquire
whether any officers of the city ana county were
or had been taking illegal lees in excess of the
umsuut lixed by law. He referred to the Election
laws, remarking that the purity of the ballot-box
could only be insured by the lndictmeut of
ofteuders; also to the law agaiust emigrant swind¬
ling by means of the sale of railroad and steam¬
boat tickets. He said he was also required to call
their attention to the laws against usury. He
next charged them as to the Lottery law, saying
that from what, he had seen and learned it had be-
come a dead letter in this city. Ho had
been informed that lotteries wero set on loot
based on what were legal in other States
and countries, and that apparently no judicial no¬
tice had been taken of them. This state of things
could not but be i rcjudlcial to the community, lie
would, therefore, suggest that the Jury examine
Into the matter and take steps to suppress ail lot¬
teries existing in the city at present. He then
told the Jury of their great importance In a large
commuulty. They were, he said, the power that
had the suppression and punishment of crime to
their hands, and they should exercise this power
with all the discretion and caution due to such
important functions. In conclusion, he said that
as he was informed there was lortuuately a class
of muuicipal authorities enlisted in the work
of restoring purity to the administration
of affairs and economy to government;
but tins could not be done completely
without the assistance" of the Grand Jury. He was
informed that it was by no means uncommon lor
frauds to be p«rpctrated by meaus of laise payrolls
containing fictitious names, resulting tn great loss
to the City and County Treasury. When these were
sworn to the otrence was perjury, but to all cases
felony had been committed. The Grand Jury should
examine Into this. At the conclusion of the charge
the jury retired.

RETRIAL OP WILLIAM M. TWEED.
Undoubtedly the knowledge of the lact that the

case of the People vs. William M. Tweed would be
called yesterday in this Court had something to do
with the large attendance present. His couusel, as
usual, were present in large lorce, including David
Dudley Field, ex-Judge t'ullerton, Mr. Beach, Mr.

TIIE INDICTMENT AGAINST GKORGB FRANCIS TRAIN.

Mr. Train had been pronounced, to recent proceed¬
ings before Judge Daly, as periectly sane, and
therefore responsible 'or his acts, and upon this
decision lie proposed to bring him to trial upon the
indictment found against him for publishing an
obscene paper, the Train Lifue.

tuined the obscene articles complained of. Sec-
ondly. tnat the Indictment did not charge anyoil'eiicc under any statute of tills Slate or of the
nlted states. It was no offence within the mean-

lng of a statute to publish extracts from the Srrli»-
tures and comment thereon in whatever manner
he saw fit. .
Mr. Lyons. Assistant District Attorney, shoyved a

couple oi copies »i the Ligtw to Ills Honor, who
said that he sayv more matter published than came
strictly from the Scriptures, but he wiis inclined to
think that the indictment was not definite enough
in Its allegations. Counsel lor the defence might.
come prepared to try one issue, and the District
Attorney had the right, on the present Indictment,
to try another.

Brooke for McDonnell.
McPomcU WM hrvugut down Jrgfli J41 pj.

Deputy Marshal Crowley, and tad a long interview
with his counsel before the proceedings com¬
menced.
Additional depositions having been presented

against the prisoner,
Mr. Brooke, prisoner's counsel, moved that he be

discharged, inasmuch as the original complaint
against him had been dismissed by the commis¬
sioner. The decision on this point was reserved.
The depositions of Sergeant Webb, of the London

detective police (wheso testimony in the case has
been already fully published in the Hrrald) , Detec¬
tive Farley and Mr. Peter Williams were then put in.
This testimony, far the most part, had reference to
the validity of certain depositions taken and docu¬
ments prepared in relation to the cose in England.
Mr. Brooke contended. In a lengthened adureHS,

that the depositions were not aamissiblc in an ex¬
tradition case. They were not taken in u lesral
manner, and he iurther argued that this prosecu¬
tion must tail, because, as uc maintained, the ex¬
tradition treaty between England and ike Inited
States had not been ratified at London within six
moutlis alter it had been eutered into between the
contracting Powers. He therefore moved that the
depositions should be stricken Irom the record in
the case.
Mr. l)a Costureplied that it was incumbent upon

the Commissioner to take into consideration all
the testimony that had been adduced in the ca.se.
li he objected to do that he might pay no attention
to certain parts of it; but it was not either Ids
proviuoe or power to strike out any portion of the
ic.stiuiony. I
A lengthened argnment ensued at this point in

regard to the hearing of the testimony winch had
been offered on the part ol the prosecutlou.
The Commissioner observed that ho md not be¬

lieve ho had any power or authority to mutilate
the depositions. They must stand as a whole lor
what they were worth. Counsel might write out
the portions of the testimony to which his objec¬
tions went addressed and place copies of the same
in his (the Commissioner's) hands, and also in the
possession of counsel for the prosecution. This
would be the proper thing to do, and he had no
doubt It would lacilltate matters very much.

Mr. Itrooke said he would do so; but us the de¬
fence involved a careful consideration of the vari¬
ous matters that had been introduced on the part
or the prosecution, he would require an adjourn¬
ment of two weeks lor the purpose of preparing for
the deience. Her thought this request was reason¬
able and ought to be granted.
Counsel for the prosecution opposed the motion,

believing that it was within the power of the
counsel to prepare his deicncc iu a much shorter
time.

To TtiE Editor op the Herald:.
An article appeared in your Saturday's paper

under the heading of "A Consul General in
Trouble," In which It Is stated that I had been ar¬
rested in an action brought by Nathaniel McKay
(of the late firm of McKay A Aldus, of Boston), for
about eleven thousand dollars, received by me lor
their ao count from the captuln of a steamship
built, by them lor a South American steamship
company, which I had misappropriated.

It was my llrst Intention to make no response in
the public prints; but at the solicitation ol m.v
friends I beg to submit herewith the truo version
of the affair. The claim is without loundaUon.
In 1868 I was an accommodation acceptor lor
McKay A Aldus, under an agreement with them to
keep ine in funds to pay the acceptances. Certain
of their drafts tor moneys they professed to expect
to receive upon account of building the ship in
question were not paid under their agreement.
Not one farthing of the money they allege to have
been sent to me on account ofthe ship or of their ac¬
ceptances was ever received by me, and they know
the fact. After they failed to meet the draits they
became bankrupt, und in their schedule of claims
made no statement either of liability on any such
drafts or claims against me as acceptor.

.Subsequently, In 1871, McKay commenced an ac¬
tion In the Supreme Court upon the acceptances
they failed to furnish nie money to pay. The suit
wiih defended and has not yet been tried. Mr.
McKay will have abuudant opportunity to diovc
any allegations In the slightest degree affecting
m.v reputation and to prove, if he cau, the truth
of the publication.
