Jt is conceded
that Speaker Cornell's amendments served to de¬
feat the measure and that he has been all along
playing a double game in regard to it. He was

anxious to ride on two horses.the city and the
couutry horse at the name time.at the start. He
was unwilling to go for the Mil in its original shape
for tear he wonld lone caste among the country¬
men, and tacked ou lils amendments with the
riew of tickling the ruralltes with the idea that the
bill would only be passed as a brief experiment,
and of enabling him to gain favor
with the moneyed interests in New York by voting
lor the Mil as amended. However, when put to
the test to-day, he fell in with the current, and
was not courageous enough to stand by his own
amendments, still it must not be supposed that
he at any time bad sufficient Influence to carry the
Nil one way or the other, for the tide against It
that rose in all its might to-day was turned solely
through the efforts of such men as Batcheller
Lincoln and two or three oilier leading men from
the country.

THE DEFEAT OK TnK BILL,
as amended, after having been ordered to a third
reading in its original and more radical shape by
a vote of 71 yeas, is one of those anomalies of legis¬
lation which are in most instances past tluu-
ing out. Vet It may be said that nine out of
ten of even the country members believed that the
principle embodied in the bill was right, but were

afraid to stand by their own convictions for fear
the passage of the bill would hurt the party. It
was this "bugaboo" of party that drove every
one of them into line. The democrats had intended
to vote lor the bill if the republicans in favor or it
were strong enough to carry it through by their

maCELiuNKors.
The bill to Incorporate the Gardner Elevated

Kailwav and Warehousing Company waa recom¬
mittal'to the Railroad Committee lor further hear¬
ing. The bill providing for a one-third of a mill
tax per dollar on the assessed valuation of the
property of tha state for canal purposes aad t he
bill providing lor a tax for the support of the gov¬
ernment were ordered to a third reading. The
bill authorizing the construction of a railroad
through Ninety-eighth street, Madison avenue and
.i her streets In New Yorlt and to incorporate the
crvsial I'Htace Transfer Company lor that purpose
was progressed on amendments being proposed.
The bill making provision lor the distribution of
the school fund to academies and the academical
departments of Union schools was passed.

Wi'HTCHE8TKK ANNEXATION QUKsTION.
The Governor heard argument for and against

the bill for the annexation of the Westchester
towns to New York city this evening. Messrs. l».
II. Iirown and Edgar Kctcham, or Harlem, ap¬
peared against the hill, the latter protesting that
it was nnlalr to New York city, as the debts of the
towns proposed to be annexed amounted to at
least a million and a quarter, and the taxable
availability of the territory was in a far smaller
ratio taxable property or New York than the debt
is to the New York city debt. He favored the
submission of the question of annexation to the
people or both New York city and the Wostchester
towns, aud claimed that It would be a hardship
not to New York only, but to the people of the an¬
nexed towns to pass the bill without their consont.
Mr. Samuel K. Lyon, or Morrisania, appeared in
favor of the bill, and urged that New York
and WcBtchester were each in favor of it.
Governor Dix said that the main difficulty
presenting itself to his mind regarding the
bill was the advantage or dlBadvautage of submit¬
ting the question to the people, and asked Mr.
Lvon vory earnestly ir there were no means by
which the question could be so submitted. An argu¬
ment was made to show that such oould not ue a
ralr test or the question, but the conclusion the
Governor was evidently Inclined favorably toward
was a submission clause. Whether he will veto the
bill In consequence ot the absence or such a clause
is not so certain.

THE LETTER.
The following Is the letter or Mr. Cornell referred

to, asking ror an investigation:.
Itiiaca, May 14, 1873.

To His Excellency John A. Dix, Governor of New York
Dkar Siii.I notice in the .New York papers of yester¬

day the reference to a discussion iu the Assembly on a
hill entitled "An act to facilitate a settlement between
the State of New Vork and Kzra Cornell in reference to
the sale and location of the college land scrip," in which
Mr. Mctiuire, of Schuyler county, charges lue with de¬
frauding tliu United States, the State of
New York, the colleges of New York; and
tlrst, that the act of Congress had been violated in the
Investment of the moneys derived Irom these lands;
second, that Kzra Cornell had used, and was using, his
position as the agent of the Slate in regard to these lands
for the purpose of private speculations ami worse; uud,
third, that lie had presented no statement ot his accounts
lor several years. All of these charges I pronounce false,
wholly false iu every particular, and I respectfully but
earnestly ask that the Governor will appoint a
commission of gentlemen iu whom the State will
have entire confidence to Investigate these charges, and
all other matters connected with the co.lege land scrip,
iny management of the lands and the Cornell University,
in the most rigid manner, and report the truth as found
to Your Kxcellency and the people of the State. Yours
respectfully, KZKA COKXKLL.

It is not at all nnlikely that sunset this evening
will find live or ten men exceedingly happy and
flity or a hundred extremely miserable over the
result or the strife for appointments to official po¬
sition under the new charter. It was stated In
yesterday's Herald that inasmuch as there
was but one signature to be added to
tho seven already obtained, there was

every probability that the eighth name
would lie easily obtained yesterday, and sucU
proved the ract. Quite early In the day Alderman
Kehr "came over" and signed the call ror u special
meeting of the Board ol Aldermen, to be held tills
altcrnoon.

TI1E NAMES APPENDED TO THE CALL
are thoso or Aldermen Vance, Billings, Monhelmer,
Morris, Falconer, Ottendorfer, Cooper and Kehr,
the two lust being converts Irom the anti-Mayoral
side. The call is "lor the transaction or such busi¬
ness as may be brought before the Board;" bnt it
is pretty well understood that there will be no
business Drought before the body except the
consideration or nominations. There is no ques¬
tion ot the ruct that this is a victory lor
Muyor Haveineyer in the race of an aggressive
movement by the now derunct '. combination."
By adjourning until Monday next they drove the
Mayor to the eud of his twenty days, and as a con¬
sequence they would, as they supposed, perforce
have all the nominations In their hands in a lump.

A MUNIFICENT TRIBUTE.

Presentation to the Hew. Father Flattery
by the Parishioners of St. Teresa's
Church of a Parse of f4,000.
The selection of the Rev. Ilngh Flattery by Arch¬

bishop McCioskey as pastor of the new Roman Cath¬
olic church, shortly to be erected at losth street and
Second uvenue, was last evening made the occa¬
sion of an affectionate and substantial testimonial
on the part ot his late parishioners of St. Teresa's
church, of which he has been assistant priest for
some years. The extensive field In wldch Father
Flattery has labored, where his unremitting zeal
and whole-souled devotion to the poor had the
amplest scope, has been well covered, a fact
thoroughly recognized and appreciated last night
In the pustoral residence of hu Teresa's.
The ladles were first in the field, and yesterdayafternoon presented the reverend gentleman with

a purse of $U10. Shortly alter eight o'clock a
large number of the parishioners waited at the
pastoral residence, headed by Dr. B. llaran, chair¬
man of the committee, and the Rev. Mr. Flattery,
having been notified of the circumstance, de¬
scended to the reception parlors.

Mr. Thomas J. Cummins then delivered the pre¬
sentation address, which was highly eulogistic of
the reverend gentleman's ability ana zeal.
At the conclusion ol the address Mr. James Rag-

ley handed the reverend gentleman a drult lor
over three thousand dollars, making a total of
$4,00<) presented to him.

In responding, the Uev. Father Flattery thanked
his audience lor the kindly leelmgs winch had been
expressed towards him, and, in accepting the
munificent gift accompanying it, said, that :ts a
svm'nol of the good wishes ol St. Teresa's parish¬
ioners, it would be, through all the years of his
life, a source of the moRt pleasing recollection and
an impetus to increased exertion in the work of
the sacred ministry. While fully conscious that
the language of the address was lar beyond Ills
deserts, and would be better applied to a Fenelon,
Massillon or a McCarthy, he would, nevertheless,
accept It us another expression of the uniform
courtesy lie had received at tlie hands oft he people
of this parish.
