THE MAYOR AHEAD EVERYWHERE.
Confirmation of the Nominations for Commis-
gioners of Charities and Correcticn
and for City Marshals,

Nominations Sent In for Fire Commission-
ers, Superintendent of Buildings
and City Marshals,

The Mayer and the Committee of Three—
Upanimous Voting and No ‘‘Ring”
Vigible — Lively Proceedings.

The politicians had another grand fleld day about
the City Hall yesterday, both pefore the meeting of
the Board ol Aldermen and afterwards; for while
they were at one time on the qui mive to learn the
provable tactics of the [forces, they were guite
astonished subsequently at the boldness of the at-
tack by the Executive party, and at the complete-
ness of the victory they achleved. The result of
yesterday's maneuvring makes Mayor Huve-
meyer the political kingpin of the city, and wasa
trinmph in the teeth of inenace.

From ten o'clock the vestibule, corridors and the
various offices 1n the City Hall were crowded by
curions lonngers and ‘anxions political expectants,
and the rugh of visitors and advisers at the Mayor's
oMee was something slarming.  Towards one
o'cluck the crowds sensibly inereased, snd at two
o'¢clock—hatl an hour before the time fixed for the
meeting ol the Board—there was assembled the
largest throng of people that hws been seen
there at any time since the charter excitement
began. The anditorium i the Aldermanic cham-
ber waa crammed full in two mnutes after the
doors were opened, and there was a sirong detall
of police present t0 maintain order, Opinions
were only too plentiful among the crowd, aud it
would be absurd to attempt to glve them, for

NO ONE HAD ANY IDEA

a8 to what was to be done, thongh every man sald
be thought ev and so woula be the case, in all
probability because he desired that it shonid be go,
There Wwid no man in or about the building who
was sanguine enough to predict that such an ex-
traordinary revolution was to take place as shortly
afterwards ensued. The most that was expected
was that the eight Aldermen who had eigned the
<all for the special meeting would act in coneert,
but to find the whole Board, with the newly. elected
member, Claussen, acting as & unit, was beyond
the region of conjecture or hope.

When the Board assembled every member was
in his seat, President Vance occupying the chair.
On the presentation of the Mayor's warrant certl-
fying the election and qualification of the new
member, Henry Claussen, that gentleman took his
seat and the'Board satwith ita full complement of
fifteen members for the first time in several
months, Ae 8000 a8 the Board had been rapped to
order and some routine business disposed of,

Alderman VaN ScHAKCK rose and said that he
desired to gpeak to o guestion of privilege. 1t was
not necessary that he shonld answer any of

of the press concerning hie action, but he desired
10 stute that his action in all the recent sessions of
the Hoard had been designed, not to embarrass
the Mayor in any way, but with & view to prevent
thh Mayor's nominations belog eonsgidered in apy
other way than on their merits. He had objected
to one of the Mayor's nominees because he had
been informed that s rejection was, in 4 measure,
to alfect the appointwent of one of the gen-
tlemen, whose name was then being con-
sidered by the Mayer for a Police Com-
migsioner, He did not beheve It at the time,
and Lad since become gatisfied thut the statement
was meorrect. He hoped, however, that each
nominee would be considered npon his individual
merits, aad his action throughout had beco
prompted by that desire,

Alderman MCCAFFERTY also rose to a question of
privilege, and said that with regard to a combina-

tion against any of the Mayor's nominees, in con-
pection with which his name had been used, he
WK never a party to any such movement. He had,
it was true, been a party to 8 movement to defer
the confirmation of any of the parties antil all the
names were subhmitted, but the suggestion did not
in the firet instance emanate from Tammany Hall,
Indeed, a prominent Tammany man, Mr. Johu Kelly,
calicd the Tammany Hall delegation together and
suggested to them that they should vote to confirm
all the Mayor's nominations. Some ol the naper
amoung others especiallv the Evening Post, ha
deemed it within the line of their duty to nssail
him and impure dishonest motives to him as gov-
emmihh action ; but he felc sure that If he coula
not leave hus oMeial position at the expiration of
his term
WITH MORE CREDIT

than one of the proprietors of the Post, had left
the office hie once held under the federal govern-
ment, he (McCafferty) would be allke ashamed
for himsell and Tor the heritage ke was to leave
for his family. If he was nccurately informed the

geen holes of the United States Courts would
show that that individual was not ss blameless a8
he might be, and it would be well that people
should consider before they reflect upon othera
th?t. they should be free from suspicion them-
sclves,

Alderman CooPER also Tose to a question of
privilege, and sald that while he did not deem bim-
Bell called upon to offer any excuse for his acts,
It was, perha uniortunate for him that in
this the first public position he hadever held, and
whichi wonld, perhaps, be his last, he had not been
acyuainted with any of the meu whose names had
been sent In here; but he desired to state that in
the discharge of s duties here he felt that he had
a8 much mg:ollllbﬂl upon him a8 the Mayor had.
The Mayor had haa twenty days in which to can-
vass his nominees, and he believed the Mayor had
been perfectly honest in all he had done, but not-
withstanding that he (Mr. Cooper) had

a8 well as the Mayor, and he meant to do It, and
any of the papers that charge him with being
actoated by pecunlary motives in hia oMcial action
simply ut a scandal and a llvel. He had had
no patronage, for that had all een given away at
Jubnni. He should vote for the Mayor's nominces
after he was satisied that they are proper men.
He proposed to get all the pnl.mnaqe he could, but

OPINION OF ALDERMAN VANCE.

Mr. 8 B, H, Vance, President of the Board of

EMANCIPATION.

The Colored Men’s Anniversary Jubilee of the
Passage of the Civil RBights’ Bill—Route
of the Procession—The Mesting at
Cooper Institute—The Reso-
lutions and Addresses.

A procesalon of 3,000 golored men, with six
bands of music, paraded the streots of New York
yesterday for three hours, They received neither
violence nor insult.  Ten years ago the spne pop-
ulation that respected their jublles made them
dangle from Inmpposts then, The demonstration
was given in honor of the passage of the Civil
Righta bill by the Legislature of this State, and,
of course, brought out the iull eolored population
of the i8land to alr itsell in the glorious Mayday
sun. Early in the morning the colored aristooracy
began to move, The street corners up town werg
taken possession of by policemen and groups of
the colored raee, who seemed to coalesce weil,

IN THE NEIGHBORHOOD OF FOURTEENTH STREET
New York resembled a Southern city, sally
dressed, with their assliduons cavaliers at thele
elbows, the deep brunettes did not fall to elicit vari-
ous comments from the irreverent white men who
undertook to show thelr faces, Yet, withal, tha
behavior of all poncerned was vory ereditable, and
the duy passed by with nothing more than the son-
sumption of extrn quantities of spirits—ogpe of tha
most inalionable of elvil rights.

He advised them not to abaudon their work while

Mr. Fred. Douglnss wrote n long letter advo-
cating the abolition of sectartan and caste schools
and the unlty and equality of all roces, He dwelt
upon the ungentiemanly conduct of the hotel
keeper and car conductor in  distinguishing
black from whnite, and begged the meeting
to excuse him, a8 he was going to Colorndo. Wen-
dell Phalitps hsd recelved his amvitation oo late,
and Willtam Lloyd Garrison pleaded lameness and
aympathy ot the same time.
