Aii predicted in this column, the sale ot the Brnd-
tiurat estate yesterday was tn every sense of the
ferm A highly successful affair, and the amount
realized tor each lot was more than tlic most san¬
guine operator dared to expect.
The Bradhum property Is located in a most eli¬

gible situation and on high grouud. At tho same
time It is a great way up town, and none of the
.ide streets are opened, yet the rapid inarch of im¬
provements will very soon force the Corporation to
fix the grade, curbs and gutters, and otherwise put
¦th® thoroughfares in a state of completion ready
to build upon. Takihg this state of affairs info con¬
sideration the prices obtained yesterday were ex-

tremeiy good, Inasmuch as each lot.good, bad and
Indifferent.realized a fraction over $a,300, the
total amount of the entire sale (135 lots) being
4446,52».
The lateness of the season mtisr also be taken

Into consideration, as having a certain effect npon
nales of land in this city, as well as the heavy
"loads" carried by the large operators; yet with all
these drawbacks the disposition of the Bradhnrst
estate was a signal victory. The prices obtained
demonstrated a healthy state of affairs existing In
vrest side property and definitely settles rates for
lota on this portion of Manhattan Island.
We have had, thus far, four very extensive and

high-toned sales of property this season, consisting
of the Post, Carman, Harpen and Brauhorst es¬
tates, all of them realty well and favorably known,
and In each case the sale was peremptory and with¬
out reserve. A great part of the success is duo to
the efforts of Messrs. Mullor, Wilkins 4 Co., the
auctioneers having charge of the same, and as
these gentlemen Insist upon liberal advertising,
they generally obtain not only a good attendance,
tint also good prices.
Yesterday the large assemblage congregated at

the Exchange Salesroom presented really a re¬
freshing sight after the stagnation exlstlnir In real
estate matters lor several weeks past. We saw
gathered the milUonnalre, who came prepared to
purchase provided the prices he had marked out
on his catalogue were not overbid. We observed
ilien the moneyed man. who merely came to watch
tbe sale In order to Judge whether his lots located
contiguous to the estate then under the hammer
either increased or decreased the value of his pos¬
sessions. The operator in lots was on hand to
.watch for a bargain, and many would-be buyers
who had all the inclination to purchase but lacked
the wherewithal, and the lounger, who could while
away a couple of hours, made up the motley throng,
completely filling the hall when yesterday's sale

^Punctually at twelve o'clock noon Messrs. Adrian
H. Muller, Sr. and Jr., ascended the staud, and tho
latter commenced to read the terma of tne sale,
whioh provided that each purchaser was required
to pay ten per cent at the office of Mr. llenry
Nicoll. attorney for the heirs, on the day of sale,
l>esldes tho auctioneers' fee of $20 on each lot pur¬
chased. The balance of the first money.twenty
per cent.must be paid on the 20th of June, and the
balance of seventy per cent may remain on bond
and mortgage lor three, five or seven years, at
seven per cent interest. Mr. Nicoll occupicd astdnd
alongside of the auctioneer.
Lot No. 1, located on the northwest corner of

avenue St. klcholas and 147th street, 24xluo, was
started at 47,ooo. After considerable sparring it
was knocked down to Mr. V. K. Stevenson, Jr., for
*8 000. This price may be considered very reason¬
able. and Mr. Stevenson secured a bargain.

The Proposed Boolrvard.Hanlnioi Cove
Inipro venirnts.How a tVuiaance May
be Avoided.
The people of Jersey City, Tloboken anil the

townships of Hudson county are to have not only
rapid transit, but cheap fares. The Real Estate
Association nave appointed a committee, headed
by H. A. lie Motte, to wait upon the horse car and
icrry companies in reference to the reduction of
fare*. The committee are also directed to wait
upon the Long Dock norse Railroad Company for
the pnrpose of having their railroad extended on
Summit avenuo to Paterson avenue. A public
meeting under the auspicesot the association is to
be held next Tuesday to devise measures for pro¬
moting the interests of property owners in the
county. The meeting will be addressed by promi¬
nent men, not only irom Jersey City, but from New
York, Brooklyn and elsewhere.
The Boulevard commissioners made a tour laat

week along the proposed line of the Grand avenue,
starting from Bavonne and stopping at the Scluit-
7,ou Park, on Union Hill. There seems to be no
doubt whatever that the Boulevard will be located
along the hue of Grand avenue. In Jersey City, as
tar as the table-land west of the monastery, la West
Hoboken. Whether it should be continued In a
straight line or diverge to the right from this pointIs a disputed question. The line of Grand
avenue commands a most delightful view or the
valley ot the Htckeusack, and no more desirable
location can be had. lor costly mansions and ter¬
races. On the south the city of Newark looms
up with its lorty spires and smoking chimneys, on
the west the charming town or carlstadt is in lull
view, while the Hackensacfc winds its waynorthward through the valley. A diver¬
gence from the i>olnt allnded to would
bring the delightful scenery on the west bank of
the north Kiver into full view as lar as the Bergen,county line. The Commissioners will be guided in
their decision by public opinion, wliich is in favor
ot the western side or the hill.

It seems that the garbage of New York la no
longer needed by the New Jersey Central Railroad
Company, and It has been proffered to
the Pennsylvania Railroad Company to till
In Harsimns Cove. This would be most
objectionable, however, to the residents east of
Jersey avenue, who are already complaining ol the
stench irom the lining in of this locality. Tiie rail¬
road company must have recourse to the sand
hill that divides Jersey City proper Irom Hudson
Cifcy. It is rumored, however, that the company
ure about to procure sand and clay fllltng from the
nelghborhpodof Rondout, at. an expense lar greater
tuan tluK for which filling could be procured in
old Hudson City.

The garden, esteemed
one of the finest in the conntry, containing a col¬
lection of rare and curious plants, gathered to¬
gether from all parts of the world, is the property of
the gentleman whose name it bears. Be is now an
old man; years have bowed down his once vigorous
frame, and when the few more years left him are

spun ont, the property which he tends with so anx-
lous caro will be his dying gift to the city he loves
so well and to the people who truly venerate him
for his philanthropy and public spirit. Here,
amid the plants and flowers he has watched ami
oared for, he has erected his mausoleum, and here,
when his spirit has passed away into '-that undis¬
covered country," will repose all that is mortal of
this kind, good old man. The visit to this beautiful
retreat was as Interesting as It was instructive, and
called to mind the recollection* of home and our
own beautiful Central Park in ocr own prosperous
city. Early next dar a special train was played at
the disposal of the visitors to visit the celebrated

Vl'LCAN iron works.
situated at Cai ondelet, a short distance from St.
Louis. This extensive foundry, which has grown
into so much importance wit hin the last three or
iour years, is out of the evidences of the rapid
growth of the West and Western cities. 1 he pay¬
roll of the company amounts to about fifty thou¬
sand dollars a month. Here all the processes of
making iron, from the transformation of the
ore or the mines near at hand to nig, to its
manufacture into rails, are gone through. About
two hundred tons oi ore a day are consumed,
producing about ninety tons of pig. About
fifty tons of this are used for fine foundry
castings and steel, and the balance is used in the
manuiacLure of railroad iron. The close proximity
of the mines is such that to mine, transport ami
deliver costs from eight to ten dollars a ton. It is
claimed here that they can manufacture and
sell pig metal to Pennsylvania cheaper than it
can oe manufactured there. Alter having wit¬
nessed the different processes in the manufacture
of iron the party partook of a luncheon at the
works, at which a number el complimentary tilings
were said by Western as well as Eastern genue-
m«n.

THK BRIDGE ACROSS TBK MISSISSIPPI.
After returning to the city those who were not

too tired paid a visit to the bridge now in course
of construction across the Mississippi Klver. The
work is being so rapidly pushed forward tnatitis
estimated that the enterprise will be aciuevcl
within a year from the present time.

THE CA1T1.E YARDS
in East St. Loots were the next place visited.
Mostly Eastern Apital is engaged in this enterprise.
it is a most extensive undertaking. The varus
cover about six hundred and lifty-two acres. When
completed they win make the largest establisli-
incut of the kind in the world. By .-aturday night
the visitors had done St. Louis pretty thoroughly,
and as all appeared somewhat fatigued it was re-
solved to wait over until the loliowuig Monday and
then make au early start for the West. Sunday
was indeed truly a day of rest, and rhe following
morning the excursionists found themselves uiucu
refreshed and ready lor the road.

TO THE WEST.
At eight o'clock precisely two palace cars

and a baggage car of the company were at the
depot of the Atlantic and Pacific KaUroad, ready
ler the men oi the East. A brief stay and the
party were rattling over the rails towards the land
oi the setting sun. A beautiful sunshiny day
favored the travellers. The trees were fresh look¬
ing rrom the raut which had fallen dnring the
morning, and the young crops gave every indica¬
tion of good yield.a productlvu harvest. The
spirits of those in the cars were in happy accord
with the weather. Men of the East mingled and
compared notes with the men of the West, who
accompanied them from St. Louis, and helped to
point out the different points or interest as the
cars sped on their course. All along the line of rail¬
road were prosperous little towns which a lew
years ago were not even thought of. A short
distance lrorn Pacific, thirty-seven miles
out. were the sand hills, the sand or
which is uRfd in the manuiscture of
glass. No stop was made here. Tne Journey
was continued through, fertile, well tilled held*,
growing towns and villages and by happy farm
houses, now skirting the banks of the beautifnl
Meramac and again coursing over a level prairie.
.Springfield was the place resolved upon lor the
night's halt, and t« reach it tbe Oaark rang* had
to be ascended. Indeed, the Journey up this slope
was ail that could be desired. The scenery were
not what could be called grand, but it was, per¬
haps, what Is better.pleasing to the eye, and the
fruitfuiness and productiveness of the soil was
everywhere evident. During the ascent a halt was
made at Heaver Switch, and the excursionists paid
a visit to Heaver Mines. So prolific of the metai is
the earth here that the rich ore is easily quarried
ont of the hlM and dumped into the cars
within a tew feet of where it is taken from. About
one hundred and fifty tons a day are extracted,
which are sold at St. Louis from eight to ten dollars
a ton. Sixty-five per cent of tins ore is metal.
After brief stay the party embarked on board tne
cars again. No Incident of particular moment until

wns reached. Just as the sun was beginning to set.
At Spriugliold the lilgliest altitude oi the Uzark
range wan reached.about twelve hundred feet
above tidal water. There are two Springtlelds.old
Springfield and new Springfield. The old, or the town
proper, is about a mile and a half trom the railroad
depot; but, so rapid Is the growth or the one and
so progressive are the strldea of the other, that It
is almost impossible to tell where old Springtlcid
cikis and new springBe Id commences. The Mayor
of the town and several of the head men of th«place
waited upon the party just after their arrival, and
invited them to tho city.

Pierce
City is beautifully located ou a lovely tittlo
plain. tvery evldeuce oi prosperity is
observable, and the people with whom
you converse speak with pnde of its growth and
rapid development. We Uugercd for a lew min¬
utes ou the main street and looked with admira¬
tion on the beuutiiul schoolhoii.se which the people
had erected on a fine eminence on the line of the
main street.

01 civilization, 'iruly indeed is there wealth far
honest labor, happy homes for those who desire to
make them so and every prospect 01 ease und com-
lort wueu life begins to weaken beneath the load of
years. Energy, prosperity, the reward of Industry
strike the beholder on every side up to the line
separating the Indian Territory from the United
States. A short distance beyond the dividing line
runs the grand river, which is spanned by a mag¬
nificent bridge, which is justly the pride 01 Its pro¬
jector. Once beyond the river and Into the Territory
the change is p.uufully felt. No animal life anywhere
to be seen, nu corn lields, no houses, no children to
wave you, in their childish glee aud with bashful
smiles, a welcome from the door stoops. All Is
blank and desolate aud lonely, and yet no more
beautiful country lias the Almighty ever blessed
with his bounty or man ever gazed npon. Neg¬
lected, uncultivated, lonesome. The wild flowers
of the prairie, with their varied tints aud .delicate
perfume, alone relieve the monotonous prospect.

the terminus of the Atlantic and Pacific roatl fbr
the preseut. If the energy, however, which has
been miused into its working since 1&68, and what
it has accomplished since then are to be taken as
evidences of the iutnre the prospects are rich indeed
lor a run across the Continent and to the UOlden
Gate, where the rich argosies of the East, laden with
the products of the Urieut, disburden them of their
contents for the peoples of the West. The stay at
Vinita was only sufficient to enable the party to
replenish the inner man, and the dinner lurnisiied
was excellent In quality and In quantity. Im¬

Just a.tcr
starting I Inquired of my companion If tlitre was
much danger.

of collision or the picking up of stock."

Prai¬
ries, plains, tunnels, cuts, enrves and bridges all
presented their different aspects. For seventy
nulcs I held my place, taking in the pure fresh air
oi the prairies and fairly entranced by the beanti-
lul country we were passing tnrough. When we
reached Fort Scott 1 was glad enough to vacate my
seat, and flattens 1 returned to the cars. My com¬
panion. who was to warn me of danger, I loft on
the cow catcher fast asleep, and only that the engl-
neer woke him up he might have made another
trip during his slumbers.

KANSAS.
Kansas City was reached about nine o'clock that

night, and the party left the cars and took to the
omnibuses for the town. Mad they known the ex¬
perience of that night they would have bunked in
the cars. The hotel at which quarters were pro¬
vided was the beat in the town. If it claimed to be
the worst also the contradiction would have been
accepted. The City Is lighted r»y gas, but the streets
were so steep tnat tho excursionists were afraid to
go out lest they might alide down into the Lord
knows where, smoking and singing.an odd com-
panlonahlp, but then in Kansas one experiences
queer scenes.occupied the party till midnight, and
many of the dust-stained travellers were that night
ifilled to sleep by the strains of that famous Uun-
tlierlan meioay:.

A brief stay at Sedalla enabled the visitors to
visit the machine shops and new buildings erected
by the company. After passing California aud beforo
reaching .Ieffer?*on City we came in sight of tho Mis¬
souri River, ar<d for nearly seventy miles we skirt¬
ed its banks. Pacific was reached on time, and tho
party disembarked at the depot at St. Louis at
about tialf-uast seven on tne evening ef the 15th,
highly gratified witn evorvthlng they had seen on
the road, in raptures ai<out tne grand country
through which they had passed and astonished at
Its richness and productiveness.

United States mails aud burning the post otllce.

A 8TRKET MUKDKR IN UTAH.

Another rumor has It that
he fired only in sell-defence, and that his death is
absolute murder. We nnderstand that but one
of the men engaged in the shooting had been ar¬
rested up to the time of our going to press last
night. He Is a teamster from Cottonwood, named
HufTaker. Deceased appears to have been a man
about thirty years of age.

DON'T BOY BAD MEAT.
The Poisoning Case and It* Causes.

Washington Market, May 20, 1973.
To rn« Rt>itor of the Herald:.
Seeing that In the extraordinary case of poison¬

ing at Mr. Blatchford's, Fourteenth street, poisoned
meat has been spoken of an the cause, I beg,
as a butcher or dealer In moats In Washington
Market for twenty years, to state some facts re¬

garding diseased meat that have come under my
observation, which may be suggestive In this cose
and prove useful to the public. I do not pretend
to spoak authoritatively on the poisoning case
referred to, but simply to say that sometimes I
have had occasion, as Cleric of the Mar-
ket, to condemn diseased meat, which. If
used, might have produced serious effects.
Such meat as I have condemned . or wonld con¬

demn, may enter other markers, bo sold, used
by our citizens und prove injurious or daugerous.
For exampleCase beef or mutton, which w un¬
derstood in the business as the meat of animals
innt have died and have not been slaughtered,
comes sometimes to the markets, ami. lr not de¬
tected when coming, will find its way to small mar¬
kets and grocery stores throughout the city, and
may prove the fruitful source of disease to those
who purchase and use it, and no doubt a great deal
of meat comes in this way into the hands of those
who do not know what, thev are selling. Of course
1 except practical and experienced dealers In this
matter or selling diseased meat. I have frequently
seized and condemned diseased meat that coraes to
market, and on one occasion during last Winter I,
with the aid of the sanitary police, seized about
two thousand pounds ol such stuff, not fit for hu¬
man food, and on another occasion lour Hundred
pounds ef poultry. I might mention many other
like seizures. While, therefore, the use of such
diseased meat may not have produced the arseni¬
cal effects alleged in t&e poisoning case referred to»
It Is possible that serious sickness, or even death,
may be produced by It. Would It not he well, then,
to Inquire particularly Into the condition of the
meat used by Mr. Blatchford's servants.

Helisario, bur this Deputy had too much personal
and family influence, and, besides, the excesses ot
clerical pretensions in this country have created a.
