‘The new Uovernor of the Dahamas, Hls Excel-
lency John Rope Hennessy, who {8 now at the Fifth
Avenue Hotel, although a young man, has for &
pumber of years taken a considerable part in
Britlsh home and colonial politics. Soon after
graduating irom Trinity College, Dublin, and while
be was practising as a junlor barrister, he was
ohosen to represent Kings county, Ireland, In the
Bouse of Commons. While serving his constituents
there he procured the ‘passage of egeveral
bllls—notably the one amending the Irish
Peor law, so a8 to sllow the rearing of
destitute orphans and deserted children away
from the baneinl influences and associations to
which youth of their kind had previousiy always
been subjected in the poorhouses, The resnlts of
this bill have been so beneflclal that on his late de-
parture from Cork for this country Mr, Hennessy
was thanked for his labora by the Town Council of
that city. Governor Hennecssy's Parliamentury
pareer was ended by his appointment to the post
of Governor of Labooan. Thence in 1871 he was
transferred to the post of Governor-in-Chief
of the West African wsettlements, which
station he occupled when selected to be Gov-
ernor of the Bahamas, In his previous executive
poaitions Governer Hennesay has shown a rare de-
gree of caution in aealing with political matters,
and care to make himself familiar with the needs
pnd capabllities of his colony. Knowling the above
facts, and believing that Governor Hennessy had
during his career become acquainted with many
matters having interest for our publio, & HERALD
reporter called upon him at the Fifth Avenne
Hetel yesterday. The diplomate received the re-
porter cordially and snnounced his

and as the sun rose into the dome of infinitude his
rays lell warmer and more protuse gntil his ardent
fSudles were too radiant to be pleasint.

The events of the past week possesa an extrs
ordinary degree of importance for those who take
an interest In the progress of Pera. The final ad-
Journment of the Congress of 1872-18; the message
delivered by the President to the legislative body
on that occasion ; the publication of the laws and
resolutlons enacted and approved during the
session; the proof of the establishment of the
National Guard on a firm basis, as manifested in
the grand review of the 2d of this month, and the
réa'tzation of Mr. Pardo's darling idea of decen
tralizing the local government, dare all matterd
intimately connected with the wellare and pros
perity of the country.

PRESIDENTIAL E N.

To afford o clear ldea of th:mt condition of
the Republie, your correspondent will make o few
extracts from the President's message, in which a

comparison I8 instilnted between the
order of things and the chaos g
ing when the Pardo government entered

into power, He refers to the terrible scenes of
July lust, when the ambitious Gutierrezes met thelr
fearful fate at the hands of those whose liberties
they had atteinpted to assault, and to the sub-
sequent disorder resulting therefrom; the army
dispersed and disorganized; the revenue derived
from the eale of guano pledged for the service of
the foreign debt; the sums derived from internsl
reseurces lnsuMelent for the expenses of the gove
ernment, great publie works threatened with sug
pension by the Indisereet proceedings of tne
financial agents of the Republie, and the danger of
20,000 laborers being thrown out of employment
the interesis of the country absolately demanding
the steady continuation of these enterprises, and
in addition to these formidable embarrassments, @
religlous question wias found on the tapis of more
than dificult solution—thess were the principal ob-

stacles In the path of progress when Parda
undertook  to guide the destinles ol the
country. The question was, Could the situation

be succesaflly combatted? The problem 18
solved, and “Peru has glven new proof of her (n-
herent strength—thanks to Divine Providence—
and to the understanding which was iImmediately
established between the governors and the gove
erned. The first grand step was te Insure the
internal mecurity of the ceuntry. That has been
accomplished by the creation of the National
Guards—by making the people themselves the de«

fenders of thelr righta, and by abolishing thad
odio us militarism which had been the curse ol
Peru since the early days of herindependent life,
The second necessity hag also been careiully re-
garded by Congress. A law has recelved the ap=
probatton of Congress by which the distriot and
municipal authorities are no longer appointed by
the generul government, but are named by the
people, thus providing for each town and eity offl-
cers acqualnted with their wunrn[l interested
their advancemept and zealous W the discharge
thelr duties,"

the country Mr. Pardo is saugulne that the sifceal-
