In the United Btates Clreuit Court, yesterday, Judge
Benedict said that in the case of F. L. Tulntor a motion
had been made to quash the indictment He had care-
tully examined the briefs of eounsel In this class of
offences in England it was itted by Y toact-
ment to find an Indictment in which the precise sum
taken was not averred, or the purposs for which it was
taken. The hardship of such anm indictment was insti.
gated by the action of the Uourt m giving the defendant a
bill of particulars. Offences of this character in England
were for the most part felonles, butin this country, by
statutes of the Unitea BStates, they were made
misdemeanors. The Indictment In question should,
therefore, be Judged by the rules applying
to statutory misdemeanor. One of those rules applied to
stilatory oficnoes was that It was gencrally sufficient to
describe the offence in the words of tho statate, It was
said by the Bupreme Court of the United Btates that one
genetal rule was to ascertain the language of the indict-
