The Established Church Pulpits—Oc-
casional Preaching by Nom~Uonformist
and DMissionary Clergymen Deniede
The American and Scotech Episcopal
Churches=Debate in the House of Com=
Mr. Gl s Views=Dr. Liv=
ingstone ns a Pulpit Orator.

A debate very recently took place in the House
of Commons on & bill to confer authority on in-
cumbents of hvings, with the consent of the bishop,
to allow persons not in communion with the
Established Chureh, vo preach occasionally in the
pulpits of that Church. The proposition has been
Iaid before Parllament on former occaslons, but a

majority was always fomnd against it. There
iIs #0 much energy and activity among
the various non-conforming bodles, and so

much deslre among many persons in the Estab-
lished Cuurch to hear their speakers, that the
change, it was urged, would be useful and acoept-
able when carried out under proper regulations,
‘Fhe Church buildings in question being the prop-
erty of the nation, and not owned by a portion less
than one-hall of the population, the proposition
wus accordingly supported on grounds of wisdom
and justice. The incumbents, it appears, have

been irce since 1840 to invite to thelr pulpits and to
Join In the services clergymen who belong to the
EPISCOPAL CHURCHES OF AMERICA AND OF SUOTLAND,
The Irish Episcopalian ministers have been always
welcome, and 1. has been frequently sald, even by
the London Tirmes, that 1t is a relief to listen to one

Catholleity at the North Pole=Interview
with o Missionary in Lapland=Estab-
lishment of the North Polar Mission=
The Climnte=The Inhabitants.

Father Dumahut, Apostolle Missionary in Lap,
land, 18 at prescnl staying o this city, the
guest of the Redemptorist Fathers in Third street,
In an [nterview with u HERALD reporter the fol-
lowing conversation took place :—

REPORTER—Fatlier, I have called on you, in the
inrer¢sis of the readers of the HERALD, to learn all
about the Catholle misglons in Lapland amd some
interesting facts about that land of eternal (rosts
and snows,

Father DUMARTT<It Wil give me much pleasure
to supply the great journal which you represent
with a brief sketch of the Inbors of the Catholic
missionaries in Lapiaud, of whom I am sn humble
representative in this wonderful country, It may
not be amiss to state that the misslons in those
high latitudes are of comparatively recent date;
they werco established by the present Pontiff, Plud
IX., in 1856, In that yeur a Polish priest was sent
to explore the country and visit the Norwegian
i\ounnt on the coast and the Laplander la his tent,

1o was Kindly received by the wretched uatives,
who, although cut off from all intercourse with the
other members of the great huwan family, are by
N0 means wanting 1 hospitality, On s return
to Rome this vIgiting missionary communicated
to the I'ope and to the Uuuegz of the Propaganda
the results of his journey. He found the country
mountainous and barren, the climate alinest un-
endurable, and the roads dangereus on account ef
wild beasts, After some consultation the mission
was establislied under the nsme of
THE NORTH FOLE MISSION,

It included Leeland, Greenland, the Farte and
Bhetland Ieglands, the Urkneys and the regions
situated north of Hadson Bay. Tlre first mission
wus opened {u 1866, gt the mouth of o small river
in the Valley of Altem, in 70 degroos of north
latitude, near o village partly peopled by immigrant
laplanders and mbabitants of Finland, Having
overcome the diienities of learmung the language,
the MISSIONATIES 500D S&W their labors erowned
bf several conversions, and the fest Catholle
station established, Numerous conversions fol.

Yesterday evening the Jewlsh festival of Shevuot,
or Feast of Weeks, began. It comes Inopportunely
here at this season, since 1t was designed to com-
memorate the goodness of Almighty God In giving
prosperous harvests, of whose first fruits, whether
of wheat or barley, or other grain, the people of
Israel were to present offérings to God, The sea-
son has been too lar behind with us here to admit
of harvest offerings on this the 1st day of June,
1874, Dut at other times and 1n other places even
now the Seriptural injunction as found in Exo-
das, xxxiv., 22; Leviticus, xxiil.,, and Deuteronomy,

xvl., 9, can be lterally fulfilled. The festival con-@
tinues seven Sabbaths, or s week of weeks, even |
seven weeks., It waes ordaiped, before the Israel-
1tes entered Into the Promised Land, and so strict
was (t8 enlorcement that they were restrained by
statute irom eating either bread or parched corn
or green ears until the self-same day that they had
brought
AN OFFERING UNTO THEIR GOD.

They were to bring a sheal 1or s weave offering
unto the priest, and the day after the first Sabbati
they were to '!)egln to count uity days, so that
seven Sabbaths might be included in the festival,
Other oferings of lamba, Kidg aod young builocks
were also made at the same time, and at
the end of the seven weeks the [festival of
the Ingathering of harvest commenced. This
Fepst of Weeks 18 one of the principal Jewish
teasts, and, with the Passover, 1, rhaps, more
gencrally kept than nn]y other.
